THE TRIUMPI OF THE STATE
SCHOOL BOOK SYSTEM.

The men who are engaged in fighting
the State system of text-books, and in op-
posing appropriations to complete the
series (when the revolving fund will take
care of the issuance of all books without
any aid whatever from the State), insist
that they do so from motives purely un-
selfish, and that their interest in State
welfare alone prompts them.

It is too tranSparent, gentlemen.
Philanthropy of that order is so rare and
so valuable that no one would think of
looking for it among your class. You are
opposing the State system in the interest
of private book concerns, and if it be-
comes necessary that fact could probably
be proved. But, really, that is not an
issue—the question simply is, will the
Legislature refuse sustenance necessary
to the system until it can maintain it-
self?

Of course all this State aid was fore-
seen. It was caleulated that it would
take six years to put the system on the
proper basis. 'When, therefore, hired
newspapers of San Francisco and paid
lobbyists in Sacramento exclaim that the
system is costing too much; that it is a
failure; that there has been mismanage-
ment in the State Printing Office; that
the books do not please all the teachers,
and so on, through a chapter of eom-
plaints, they are doing precisely what
was anticipated by those who laid the
lines for the State system.

If there has been mismanagement in
the printing of the books, it ean in no
wiseaffect the system upon which the State
entered so recently. The careful inquirer
will not be deceived by the book-ring
agents and publishers’ hirelings by the
‘specious argument that because book-
publishers have reduced their prices to
nearly a level with those of the State for
text-books, therefore there is no longer
any need to produce our own books. If
the State text-books tost to-day twice
what books of equal value could be pur-
chased for from the syndicate firms, if the
State lost money by the operation of the
system to the exient of fifty thousand
dollars a year, still the people’s interests
would be more promoted, and true
economy would be better conserved by
adhesion to the system, in preference to
the old plan with its agents manipulating
school boards; bribing officials, cor-
rupting legislatures and contending in
about all the departmens of government.
It wouid be a far preferable condition to
the constant changing of text-books, the
absence of uniformity in the series in
the counties, and the wrangling of rival
publishers over the merits and demerits
of their respective publications.

But the fact is, that after® all that the
hired advocates of the publishers’ syndi-
cate can advance, after the best possible
array they can make of their charges and
proofs, the people have been saved since
January 1, 1887, $152,000 upon the cost of
books used by their children in the
schools, in comparison to prices formerly
paid. This saving stands to the credit
‘of the State school-book system, to that of
no other agency. Itis enough to say for
the system that in its incompleteness and
infancy it has achicved two great tri-
umphs; it has eliminated the book-agent
from the school system, and it has saved
the people nearly $200,000 of actual out-
lay. A scheme that has done so much
good in so short a time ought to be main-
tained and given a full and thorough
trial and this it has not yet had.

A NAVAL RESERVE.

The bill to encourage the formation of
& militia naval battalion to be a part of
®e National Guard of California, ought
to pass. The system has proved emi-
nently successfal in Massachusetts, The
Federal Government earnestly promotes
all such organizations, and will equip
them with arms and furnish officers to
drill the companies and battalion and
supply ships for them to exercise upon
occasionally.

The trouble is that while we have a re-
serve land force in our organized militia,
one that in time of need would prove of
the utmost value, we have no naval re-
serve. Worse than that, our navy is
foreign-manned. Of our 7,946 enlisted
men only 3,668 are Americans by birth
or naturalization. If we deduct the ap-
prentices, we have the American element
reduced to less than one-third.- ;

Now the naval pattalion, as a part of
the militia system, would not, probably,
greatly improve the condition referred to,

look to the apprentice system to give us
more Ameriean blue jackets. But the
naval battalion would give us a force of
men that, in time of war, would be able
toman a ship, work her guns, and do
fairly well a blue jacket's duty, Inten
years’ time the battalion would have
Passed through its ranks in San Francisco
fully one thousand men, who would be |
sufficiently familiar with naval duty to
be very useful in time of war to fill up
thé complement of harbor defense ships,
and to assist in manning floating bat-
teries and in working gun and torpedo
beats. These one thousand men could,
in all probability, be depended upon to
come forward in time of need. But let us
-suppose that only 500 of them should do
s0, we would still have a volunteer force
that would be of infinite service.

But there is another reason why we
should have the reserve, and why the bill

{should pass. The formation will tend

to lift up the calling of the blue
jackets to a higher level. It will inter-
est wide-awake, self-respecting young
men in the navy, and this in turn will

Jresult in the betterment of the. blue

jacket’s condition. As his grade of intel-
ligence goes up he will have more con-
siderate treatment, his industry will take
on more importance, and the feeling will
be cultivated that is already growing, that
Ameriean naval vessels should be manned
by citizens only. By all means let us
have the bill converted into law. The cost
will not be great: for the corps, while the
benefits will be immeasurable.
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REAL DANGERS.

To illusirate how wonderfully and
tragically the political sensationalist can
work up an excitement out of a very
small matter—take the cloture question
in the United State Senate. When that
august body was first organized, one of
its very earliest rules read: ‘‘In casgof
a debate becoming tedious, four Senators
may call for the question, or the same
number may at any time move for the
previous question.”

Now, the cloture rule, which the South-
ern politicians have worked themselves
into fever heat over, was not nearly so
stringent a rule. It proposed to provide
simply that a majority of the Senate
might close the debate when it had be-
come apparent that the further continu-
ance of the discussion was for purposes
of delay and obstruction.

The cloture has been laid aside; we may,
therefore, now consider it without in-
curring assault upon our motive in saying
that the pother over the proposed
rule was  nine-tenths insincerity.
The rule was no assanlt upon the South
or any other section. The ultra sensitive-
ness that so interpreted it, is bornof a
disposition among Southern politicians
and leaders to dominate, They so long.
dictated to Congress in one period of our
history that they have been unhappy in
their disposition ever since 1860. They
appear to be resolved once more to at-
tempt to rule, and one of the means to
that end is to assume the attitude of the
pouting boy—jealous of all others and
imagining that everything done or pro-
posed is aimed at him.,

The national attachments of these sus-
picious and jealous people are few and
feeble. Natioral integrity and authority
is of far less importance to them appar-
ently, than the domination of a section in
national councils. We never will be
truly great or united, never be a nation
in the true sense, until we are agreed

that national integrity is of
higher importance than the com-
plaints of any one, or two, or

any group of the units less than the con-
stitutional number required to effect
i peaceful revolution.
; The recent display of anarchial disposi-
{tion in the threat to ‘“boycoit” the
World’s Fair unless Congress obeyed
their desire, testified to the insincerity of
the Southern Brigadiers in their decla-
mations of love and loyalty to the union
of States. What we have reason to fear
far more than Federal election supervi-
sion, and debate closing rules, is the re-
vival of the doctrine that the State is first
and the nation second; that sectional de-
mand may be rightly used asa whip to
scourge the whole country; and what
we must learn to fear is that sec-
tional menace which is as dangerous and
more so than the open assault of the most
powerful foreign enemy.

o
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SENATOR PRESTON’s proposed consti-
tutional amendment coneerning division
of counties should be submitted. The
people would, in that case, certainly
adopt it, for it removes entirely the con-
tention of county factions from legislative
h'alls, so far as division issues are con-
cerned. The proposed amendment pro-
vides that counties shall be created out of
existing counties only under a general
law submitting the whole matter to the
vote of the people. Also, that no new
county shall be formed with less than
5,000 population and that will reduce the
remaining division to less than 8,000
population. These are wise provisions,
and will tend to put a bit in the mouth of
local politicians who work up county di-
vision booms.

History of the Bond Litigation From
His Standpoint.

He Says He is Working for the Best
" Interests of the City and for
Lower Taxes.

Eps, RECORD-UN10N: As the RECORD-
Uxzox has heretofore treated the Funded
Debt Commiissioners fiirly, and gener-
ally supported them in all discussions re-
garding the city debt, I trust I am not
asking too much when I request the
privilege of explaining my position in
regard to the Sprague bills and my rea-
son for that position.

In the first paragraph of your editorial
you say: “Under a decision of the Su-
preme Court we were compelled a few
years ago to begin paying to the city
bondholders 55 per cent. of our gross
revenue; that is, 55 per cent. of one per

ont. for the.general fund, 55 per cent. of
gross licenses, water rents, etc. Prior to
that, for some twenty years, we had paid
the 55 per cent. on the basis of net reve-
nues.”” The word revenues in the plural.
The Funding Aet was passed in 1858. The
first payments thereunder were made

January, 1860. There was no attempt to
limit the payments made to creditors
thereunder to net revenuwe. Fifty-five per
cent. of the gross receipts of the water
rents, and of all other revenues, were
paid into the sinking and interest fund.
The same was done in 1861. Both those
years the fund was more tham sufficient
to pay all interest on the refunded bonds
an feave quite a surplus each year to
buy up bonds,

May 20, 1861, a bill was passed, not
explaining the word ‘*revenue,” but
amending Section 35 of the Consolidation
Aect of 1858 and authorizing the city
authorities to use as much money derived
from water rents as is necessary to pay

i

fines, licenses and harbor dues. If, how-
ever, these funds are tied up, we cannot
complete the payment of the debt hefore
1899. The people will have to pay the 55
\Pé‘r cent. one year longer. ¥y couise has

»een dictated by a desire to save taxes; to
diminish, not to increase them.

but not including in these expenses the
fees and salaries of oilicers, *‘and the
balance, if any [my italics], shall be dis-
tributed. ¥ * %7 The phrase net reve-
nue does not appear in the amended sec-
tion. It is a simple assumption on the
part of the Legislature that they could
take away from the creditors a part of
what had been seeuved to them by con-
tract with the city. In 1863 the Consoli-
dation Act of 1858 was repealed, and the |
new charter for the city, in Section 26, |
defined what the creditors should have. |
That section says they shall have 55 per |
cent. of nef water rents; aiso, 53 per cent., j
of taxes, harbor dues, licenses and fines.
The net is not applied to any other part |
of the revenue except water rents. Nor
has 1t at any time ever been attempted or
claimed that the City Treasurer was only
bound to set apart the net revenue from
taxes, harbor dues, licenses or fines.

The litigation about 55 per cent. of
taxes arose from the fact thatthe Trustees
fuiled to levy the 1 per cent. |]>rnpm't_\' tax
which the law of 1858 provided for, and
out of which the 55 per cent. of 1 per cent.
was to be taken. There was no question
about net revenue or gross revenue in
that case.

In 1858 Sacramento was virtually in-
solvent. She carried a debt of #1,606,000, |
most of it bearing interest at 10 per cent., |

some at 36 per cent., or 3 per cent. per |
month. The terms offered to the cred- |
itors in the Act of 1858 was a sort of in-
solvent debtor settlement. Most of the |
creditors accepted the termis. . Cne of the |
creditors refused (Mrs. Fowle) and sued
the ecity. She had a claim, I think, of
$16,000 in bonds, besides interest. She

sued and eventually recovered $33,000 n |
gold from the city, although 1t was paid |
after the United States had made green- f
backs a legal tender.

The Funding Act was a very favorable |
settlement for the city, and one she |
should have honorably stood up to and |
did stand up to for three years. During
that time not one of the able lawyers who
drew this bill for the city ever discovered
that the word revenue as applicable to
water rates meant nei revenue. The first
time that idea was suggested was by
James McClatchy in 1879,

In the case of Meyer vs. Brown, the
rights of the bondholders as against the
city were under discussion. The court at
that time consisted of seven Judges. An
opinion was rendered, concurred in by
six of the Judges, the seventh being sick
and not acting in the case. In that
opinion the eourt holds that the Act of
1858, which provides for the issuance of
the bonds, and the acceptance of the
bonds thereunder constituted a ‘‘con-
tract # # assolemn and binding and
as much beyond- subsequent legisiation
as it would have been if made between
private parties.”’

In the year 1887 this same question that
was settled in the Meyer vs. Brown came
again before the Supreme Court in the
case of Bates vs, Porter. Judge Thornton
delivered the main opinion on the case in
which three other Judges concurred. In
this opinion Judge Thornton adopted the
opinion of the former case as settling the
principal point in the case. Upon the
new point that arose in this case whether
the word revenue, as applied to water
rates in the Act of 1838, meant net revenue
Or gross revenue, he held that it meant
gross revenue, and expressed the opinion
further that there was no ambiguity
about the word when construed in con-
néction with other language in the statute.

Judge Paterson delivered a dissenting
opinion, in which twc other Judges con-
curred. In Judge Paterson’s opinion he
does not dissent from that part of Judge
Thornton’s  opinton  which adopts
the Meyer v8. Brown decision as settling
the main point in the case, but himself
refers to the Meyer vs. Brown decision
with apparent approval, Upon the first
point 1n the case all the seven Judges
agree. On the second point in the case
the meaning of the word revenue, Judge
Paterson only dissents from @ part of
Judge Thornton’s conclusion, He does
not pretend that. Judge Thornton should
have held that the word revenue meant
net revenue, He does not intimate that
such was his ewn oginion; on the con-
trary we may jusily infer that had
he been called on to determine
which was the most probable meaning of
the word, he would have held the same
as Justice Thornton. But he would have
held that opinion with some ‘doubts and
misgivings. Sgeaking of the word
revenue, as used in the Act of 1858, he
says :*1t is by no means clear that it was
intended to thus used in the sense
claimed for it by appellants.” But he
claims that, as the word was somewhat
ambiguous, the Legislature had a right
to change the language of the Act and
make it more certain and intelligible,
Now take this part of the opinion in con-
nection with the opinion on the first
ggint——tlmt the act and acceptance of the

nds made a contract ‘‘as much beyond
subsequent legislation as it would have
been if. made between private persons’”—
it leads to this econclusion: If two
parties m:(xil_:e a contract which is ambig-
uous and difficult to understand, instead
of going into court to have their rights
determined under the contract, one party
may have a bill drafted declaring the true
meaning of the contract, get it passed by
the Legislature, and save the court all
trouble about settling an uncertain con-
tract.

The contract between this city and
the bondholders lhas been litigated and
every possible point in the case settled by
some half-dozen decisions within the last
ten yearsti) ity
