
THE REAPPORTIONMENT BILL.

The Senators' Terms of Office Would
Not Be Affected,

IT It Modified the Term In Any Way

It Would Be Unconstitu-

tional and Void.

Attorney-General Hart rendered the
following opinion yesterday, which is
the most important decision he has made
aince his incumbency:

Sacramento, February 10,1591.
Hon. G. J. Campbell, Senator of the

Eleventh Senatorial District— My I)ear
Sir: In reference to your inquiry "As
to whether or not the Senators elected at
the last general election willhold for the
full term of four years, from twelve
o'clock; Monday, January 5,1881, in thp
event that the State is reapportioned un-
der the Federal census of lfcOO," I would
reply as follows:

It b provided by Section 1, Article IV.,
of the Constitution:

"Section 1. The legislative power of
this Suite shall be vested in a Senate and
Assembly, which shall be designated
The Legislature of the State of Califor-
nia," etc.

The legislative department ofthis State
represents the mass of political powers,
and is no further controlled as to its
powers or mode of their exercise than by
(he restrictions placed upon that depart-
ment by the Constitution.

The Constitution of the State is not a
grant of power, but is a restriction upon, the Legislature to exercise
allpowers not forbidden or provided for
by the Constitution of the Stato, or dele-
gated to the general government, or pro-
hibited by the Constitution ofthe Hinted
States, or the treaties of Congress made
thereunder.

Section 22, Article 1.,of the Constitution,
provides as follows:

"Section '22. The provisions of this Con-
stitution are mandatory and prohibitory,
unless by express words they are de-
clared to bo otherwise."

Section J ofArticle IV. of the Constitu-
tion provides as follows:

"Section 4. Senators shall be chosen for
the tonn of four years, at the same tune
and places as membersof the Assembly,
and no person shall be a member of the
Senate or Assembly who has not been a
citizen and inhabitant <>i' the Stato for
three years, and of the district for which
he shall be chosen one year, next before
his election,"

From this section it is plain to sec:
1. ASenator is chosen for the term of

four years.
2. And is to be elected at the same time

and place as members of the Assembly.
3. Be must have been a citizen and in-

habitant of the State three years before
election, and of the district for which he
sh-11 be chosen one year, next before his
election.

Section .">, Article IV., of the Constitu-
tion provides:

"Sections. The Senate shall consist of
forty members, and the Assembly of
eighty members, t<> be elected by districts,
numbered as hereinafter provided."

Section >'• of ihe same article provides-:
"Section C. For the purpose of choos-

ing members of the Legislature, the state
shall be divided into forty Senatorial and
eighty Assembly districts, as nearly
equal in population as may bo, and com-
posed of contiguous territory, to be called
Senatorial and Assembly districts. Each
Senatorial district shall choose one Sena-
tor. The Senatorial districts
shall be numbered from one toforty in-
clusive, in numerical order, \u25a0•\u25a0

commencing at the northern boundary
of the Slate and ending at the southern
boundary thereof. Iv the formation of
su'-h districts, no county, or city and
county, shall be divided, unless it con-
tain sufficient population within itself to
form two or more districts; nor shall a
part of any county, or of any city and
county, be united with any other county,
or ciiy and county, in forming any dis-
trict. The census taken under the direc-
tion ofthe Congress of the United States,
in the year one thousand eight hundred
and eighty, and every ten years there-
after, shalj be the basis of fixing and ad-
justing the legislative districts', and theLegislature shall, at its first session after
each census. ::c!ju>t Mich districts and re-
apportioii the representation so as to pre-
serve them as near equal in population as
may be. But i:i makingauch adjustment
no persons who are not eligible to be-
come citizens of the United States, under
the naturalization laws, shall be counted
as forming a part of the population ofany
district. Until such districting as herein
provided for shall be made, Senators and
Assemblymen shall be elected by the
districts according to the apportionment
now provided for by law."

Section 7 ofArticle IV. of the Constitu-
tion provides:

"Section 7. Bach house shall choose its
officers, and judge of the qualifications,
elections and return:-; ofits members."

Section 4 ofArticle XX. of the Consti-
tution provides as follows:

"Section^. Allofficers or commission-
ers whose election or appointment is not
provided for by this < kmstitutioo, and all
ollicers or commissioners whose offices
or duties may hereaft< r be created by
law, shall be elected by the people, or ap-
pointed, as the Legislature may direct"

Section 16ofthesame article provides:
"Section iii. V. hen the term ofany offi-

cer or commissioner is not provided for
in .this Constitution, the term of suchofficer or commissioners may be declared
by law; and, ifnot bo declared, such ofiir
cer or commissioner shall hold his posi-
tion as .such officer or commissioner dur-
ing the pleasure ofthe authority making
the appointment; but in no case shallsuch term exceed lour years.'"

The two sec;ion.s last quoted—Sections
4 and 16 ofArticle XX.—seem to indicate
thai the .Legislature may declare by lawthe term of any officers oroonunissfon-ers, r-hi n that .•' rm it not provided j'uriu
the Constitution. I had occasion to con-
sider this question before, in my first
opinion given to his Excellency, R. V\\
"U aterman. Governor ofthe Stat&of Cali-fornia, on January c), 1881, in reference tothe vacancy in the office-of Senator forthe Fourth Senatorial District, liutte
County. In that opinion Istated :

••The members of the Senate and As-
sembly ofthe State of California are con-
stitutional ollicers. and their term ofoffice cannot be more or less than as fixed
by the Constitution itself; and this fixed
term cannot bo increased or diminishedby the Legislature, or any Act of thatIjoiiy.

It is held that where the term of office
is fixed by the Constitution, the Legisla-
ture can neither extend or abridge it
(Mechem's Public Offices and Officers^S, c :;>7 and e-.-.st s cited; see also Stato vs'
firewater, -11 Ohio, Ksft State ox ref
Goodi:i vs. Thoman, lit Kansas, Tin- How-
ard vs. state. 10 IndL '. I.")

Therefore my conclusion.! from the
foregoing provisions of the Constitution,
and authorities cited, are:

st—That the urm of a Senator
elected at the election of ism, commenced
at vi o'clock noon. Monday, January5,
1891, and continued for four years from
tnat hour, and thai :-.ify renpportionment
made under the provisions of the Consti-
tution would not ailed the lovm of office
either by modifying, increasing or dimin-ishing the term.

Second—That any reapportionment bill

passed by the Legislature at this session,
which provided or had the effect to
shorten the term of office of either a Sen-
ator or Assemblyman, would t;> that ex-
tent be unconstitutional and void.

Third—Thr.t a reapportionment in ac-
cordance with the provisions of the ' 'on-
stitution of the State, on ihe basis of the
Federal census of i:-;<*>, is a part of the
machinery provided for future elation*,
ami cannot affect any elections had in tiio
pa-t. so far as applies to office* whose
term is created and fixed by the Consti-
tution.

Fourth—lf the foregoing is not the law
then the result must follow that a reap-
portionrneivt at any time would have the
effect to legislate out one-half ofthe mem-
bers of the Senate. You can therefore
readily see that at no time could the Leg-
islature make a reapportionment without
affecting either one set of Senators or the
other, and the construction which I have
given to the Constitution seems to me to
be the only plain and sensible construc-
tion that can be given.

Fifth. The object ofthe framers of the
Constitution in providing that one-half of
the Senators should hold over, was that
the Senate of ihe next session should
have the benefit of the experience, intel-
ligence and wisdom of the hold-over
Senators, whose legislative acumen had
been perfected by the experience of the
previous session of the Senate; and to
place the Senate in such a position that
the term of one-half of the members
should expire every two years, so that
nopublic wave of idea with ill-founded
political judgment and economy should
give control of botif branches of the Leg-
islature at one and the same time, and
thereby cause the passage of hasty andill-advised liwsand appropriations.

Sixth—There is no doubt that on a re-
apportionment the territory of which the
even-numbered districts are now com-
posed will be somewhat or entirely
changed; a pert of some of the odd-
numbered districts included in tho
even-numbered districts, and a pnrt
of some of the ovon-nambered dis-
tricts included in the odd-mmi-
bered districts; but in that event the
Senators elected in 1800 in the even-num-
bered districts will hold their oiiice as
Senators for four years from the time
aforesaid mentioned, and during said
term they willrepresent tho even-num-
bered district for which thiy were
elected, irrespective as to what territory
the same may be. made up of under the
reapportionment. They willrepresent in
the Senate after the reapportionment the
same numbered district'for which they
were elected.

Seventh—lt no doubt will be claimed
that by t'.iis arrangement a portion of the
persons who are now in the odd-num-bered districts will be prevented from
voting for Senators at the next general
election; but in place of those persons
others who are now in the even-numbered
districts, who may be placed in the odd-
nunibcred districts by reapportionment,
will have the privilege of voting at the
next general election for Senators in the
odd-numbered districts, iftheirresidences
should come withinsaid districts. There-
fore, persons who are now in the odd-
numbered districts, and who may be
placed in the oven-numbered districts',
and thereby lose their vote in the odd-
numberd districts at the next general
election, willbe replaced, from a political
standpoint, by as many persons in the
even-numbered districts, who voted
at the last election, taking their
place at the next general election.
That is to say the term ofan oflieo can-
not, be limited or extended from the fict
that some men or voters who failed to
vote as early as they might have done, or
as late as they might have done, in the
event a reapportionment is made. As a
matter of ' fact ail political powers, so
far as this State is concerned, are vested
in the people, and they could by their
Constitution have provided for the
appointment of Senators instead of
electing them. And that by inserting
the provisions fixing the term of the
Senators, and provide for reapportion-
ment in the manner specified, had the
effect of preventing certain portions of
the citizens of the State from voting ear-
lieror later than they would have done if

had not been made.
This is therefore legal. Youcan readily
sou that the final result of reapportion-
ment is to equalize political strength of
the voters of Ihe State, and as the Consti-
tion absolutely fixes the number of dis-
tricts in the State at forty, the result will
follow that Senators who were elected at
the general election of IJS9O, will still rep-
resent the even-numbered districts until
the close of tiieirterm.

Eighth—It has never been held that the
reappor'ionnient of Congressional Dis-
tricts had the effect' to legislate a Con-
gressman out of ofiice. I well remember
that the State of lowa at one time was
entitled to but six Congressmen; that the
State was reapportioned and it was found
the districts had increased to nine, but
the State continued to be represented
only by the six Congressmen until the
succeeding election. It is seen that al-
though the districts were increased, the
six Congressmen were as much the rep-
resentatives of the nine districts which
represented tho Stale, as they were of the
six districts which represented the same
Stall-. I; maybe said tlu-.tinreupportioning
the districts, a person who is; now a Sena-
tor from an even-numbered district, may
have iii.-; residence left out of the num-
bered district for which be was elected.
Myreply to this is, itwillmakenodiffer-
ence; that the Constitution does not pro-
vide that he shall iose his position by rail-
ing to reside in the Bame numbered dis-
trict for which he was elected, provided
that his residence is the same as itwas
when he was elected.

Ninth—Iwould suggest, that inreappor-
tioning the State,.your honoralrie l>'>dy
fix in the billa provision to the etfeet thatan election tafce place in the odd-aum-
bewd districts at ihe general election of
isrj, and ev< ry four years thereafter, and
in the ev^n-numbered districts at the
general election in ISO!, and every fouryears thereafter.

Tenth—ln i.\akingthc reapportionment
I desire to call youratteotion to a clause in
Section (>, Article IVof the Constitution, |
which provides; in making up new dis-
tricts, asTollowf,: "Nor shall a par: ofany
county, or ofany city and county, be
ii:iit;;iwith any other county, or dtv and
county, in forming any district." Yours

AMUSEMENTS.
Patti Rosa had a good house at the Met-

ropolitan Theater last night. She ap-
peared in a play entitled "Imp." It is
indifferent as a drama, has but littlevigor
of plot and no literary merit. But it
serves both as a background and a frame
for the character acting, singing, dancing,'
mimicry and exhuberant animal spirits
of Patli Rosa. She is as good, even better
in her art than when here a year and a
half ago. She reminds one strongly of
Lotta, the originator of the lineof comedy
in which Patti Kosa indulges. Sho is an
admirable mimic, a clever dancer, sings
with more of spirit and action and dra-
matic effect, than of musical excellence;
and she is apparently overflowing with
fun and utterly unable to restrain her
mirth. So admirably does she assume
this character of being, that it greatly
increases our respect for her dramatic
abilities. It is not a high order ofacting,
it is true, but it is inoffensive, pleases the
audience and gives a clever, handsome
and vivacious little woman full oppor-
tunity to prove how much of mirthful
entertainment a true comedy artist can
evoko from very little material. Patti
Kola's nompaiiy is a good one through-
out; there is no* weak timber in it. Boni-
face, Jr., Rich p.nd Halstead are especially
very good comedians and are capital foils
to the vivacious little woman. Unless
they wore exceptionally clever, by con-
trast with Patti liosa they would appear
to poor advantage. One thing about Patti
Rosa's plays worthy of special notice is
this—they are clean, in no respect un-
wholesome, not a whit suggestive, not
even a bit broad* Ib short, .she proves
that lowcomedy, v.-ith the farce, song anddance, and the mimicry of the. ring, can
l>e produced without the shadow of a
suspicion of immodesty, and still er.i re-
tain the audiences of the.day. To-night
Parti Rosa appears in her favorite
comedy, "Margery Daw," in a, part even
merrier than tSat ofNannie iv "imp."

The announcement that Lotta, the orig-
inal, the first in the stage business which
introduced what is now known as the
soubrette star, the woman in the clog
dancing, bnnjo playing, song and dance
act, and tojfa-boy mimicry and freedom,
is to appear here this weak, willcause
many an old Californian to recall the days
when, ever so many years ago, there was
no one in the low comedy business who
drew so well, had such p molar favor orwas so much liked as Lotta Crabtre<\
But though it is many a year ago, and
Lotta is now no longer a girl, the press of
San Francisco, the city ofher infancy, her

| development, her best ciVorts and great-
J est .successes, and where she is so well
i known, all beat testimony that she is the
Lotta of old. Age lias not dulled her
quality nor years chilled her vivacity.
We recall Lotta'e early triumphs withthe
greater sattafection-in the light of this as-
surance that she is not committing an act
of folly in contrasting the Lotta
of to-day with the Lotta oflong ago. Her
San Francisco engagement proves it, for
her houses have been crowded and people
have been turned nightly from the doors
of her theater, because of the incapacity
of the bouse to seat them. Lotta willap-
pear at the Metropolitan Theater Friday
night in the play "Musette." Saturday
night she willappear as "Ins" in a new
musical ci>uiedy of that name. The com-pany insupport is said to be thoroughly
competent. We can believe that, for
Lotta would scarcely submit to being in-differently Supported. "Musette" is a
comedy written for Lotto and played by
no one else. It is, perhaps, tho best com-
edy on her list, and has body, pith and
worth. Itgives her a broad and inviting
Bold, for the manifestation of that distinc-
tive personality which defies successful
imitation, and makes Lotta's characters
unique and bewitching. It is perhaps
worthy of passing note that Lotta has re-
turned to the stage for love of it. not for
need, since she is a wealthy woman. We
\\u\a have at least one 'instance of anactress who does not appear wholly lor
gain.

Questionable Methods Practiced by
Many of Them.
