Since the defeat of the so-called “orce
Bill’” all the metropolitan papers of the
Yast have very prominently advertfised
Stewart and his speeches. It
may be said that so extensive has begn
the range of notice accorded him it seems
to convey the impression that whatever
Nevada may lack in popular representa-
tion on Mr. Porter’s census tables it is
evidently more than compensated for by
her excess of representation on the floor
of the Unitod States Senate,

There has been three great political
duels between an individual Senator and
the Administration during our genera-
tion. Tho {irst grew out of the proposi-
tion to annex San Domingo during Pres- |
dent Grant’s last term. The violent op-
position offered by Senator Sumner of
Massachuseits resulted in his being de-
posed from the chairmanship of the Com-
mittee on Foreign Relations and Senator
Simon Cameron, of Pennsylvania, placed
in his stead, This was done by an almost
unanimous vote of the Senate,

The second was more successful, It
was when President ayes tried to oust
Arthur and Cornell fromi the New York
Custom House against Senator Conk-
ling’s wishes.

The third, and the one which we have
{usl witnessed was  between Senator
Stewart of Nevada and President Harri-
son, in which Mr., Harrison has been
most suecessfully defeated.

While the “cloture” and the “Federal
elections Lill”” were the apparent
tive points of contest for the c¢hampion-
ship, yvet the known industry and energy
of Mr. Stewait in behalt of silver legisla-
tion has drawn to Mr. Harrison’s sup-
fsurx all the influence and power of the

THE INTERVIEW,

Cor.—In view of the honest diversity of
opinion entertained by Republicans of
the right sort touching the necessity for
a “torcee bill,” so-called, will vou be kind
enough to give the Recorp-UNion your
ideas upon that subject?

Senator Stewart—There is no diversity
of opinion upon the question of the
right of male citizens over 2i
years of age to voie, and there is
no doubt about the econstitntional
obligation of every State in the Union to
pass and enforee laws for the security |

of a free ballot and an honest count.
States may preseribe  qualifications
for voting applicable to all with-

out regard to race or color, such as eduea-
tion, property, and the like. If a State
attempts by law to make any discriminn-
tion against a class off citizens, any stat-
ute passed for such purpose would be in
contlict with the Constitution of the |
United States, and therefore invalid. |
The difficalty here presented is, where |
the vote is suppressed by violence, in- |
timidation or ftraud, without any action |
being taken on the part of the State Gov-
ernment to prevent it. The question
then naturally arises, ‘

Cor.—What power has the United States |
to remedy this evil ?

Senator Stewart—So far as the eleetions
of State officers and Electors of Presi-
dent and Vice-President are concerned
the United States has no more power to
interfere with them than has the Parlia-
ment of Great Britain. lLoeal elections
and elections of Presidential Electors are
absolutely within the jurisdiction of the
several States. Congress, however may
make regulations tor the clection of Rep-
resentatives in Congress and may alter
regulations made by the States for that
purpose. Here the power of the United
States ends.  As to the election of Presi-
dential Electors, Congress may fix the
time, but the States must determine the
places and manner of holding the elec-
tions, Congress has fixed the elections
for members of Congress and Presidential
Electors on the same day. The “eleciion
bill” provides for the supervision. of the
election of members of Congress from

beginning to end, including reg- |
istration, etc. It also provides for |
a large number of ofticers to bel
stationed at each polling precinct. |

As a matter of course the Federal oflicers |
would influence the election, not only of' |
Congress, but of Electors of President
and Viece-President. Unless the State
would employ and pay an equal number
of men to gunard the interests of the State
the eiection would be a very one-sided
affair. 1If the State should appoint ofli-
cers, the Federal officers would be su-
preme, and could arrest the State ofilcers |
and put them in jail, and then go on with
the election. In nearly every State in the
Union at the next election all the State
officers are elected at  the same time with
the election of Representatives to Con-
gress and Electors of President and Vice-

President, consequently the Federal
forces would operate upon the entire
Federfl and State clections. Any one
who has any knowledge of elections

Kknows very well that a band of heelers

the polls, having authority to inspect bal-
lots andd reject votes, will not eontine |
themselves to some names on the ticket, |
but their influence will extend to the
whole ticket. There are about seventy
thousand voting precinets in the United |
States, and under the provisions of the |
bill, including .\l:‘.rs‘\:!l.\'. Returning

Boards and Supervisors, there might be |
appointed between four and five hundred

thousand Federal oflicers to superintend

the next election. I am aware that it is

said this bill is for the purpose of secur-

ing honest elections. = My experience,

however, is that when you have heelers

of either party around the polis their ob-

Ject is to win, honestly, if they can, but

win anyhow. The Supervisors held

office for life, or during good behavior.

The appropriations in the bill are perma-

nent.  The bill onee passed, it would be

self~acting. If all the officers which the

bill authorizes are appointed, the ex-

pense will be a little over seventeen mill-

1ons a year. This would enabie the party

in power to dispense with the necessity

of taxing Federal otficials for campaign

expenses, and might be useful in avoid- |
ing any further discussion of that proliiic |
question by the civil service reformers.
It is claimed by the friends of the bill
that no President would be sufficiently
anxious for re-eleciion to use this power.
But I doubt that. Ithink we might got
some man in the Presidential chair—of
course, we never have heretofore—who
would be sufiiciently anxious to retain
office to enforce all the laws he could
find on_the statute book to aegompiish
thatend. He would probably claim that
it was his duty to see that the laws were
faithfully executed.. -

Cor.—Ivery Amecrican ot average re-
spectability, not engaged in oflicé®secking,
knows that loafers, toughs, foreigners,
professienal politicians gnd eriminals con-
trol the primaries and the detail of elee-
tions in large cities. Why, then, would
not that bill be useful in the North ?

Senator Stewart—It would be useful to
the class of persons you speak of. They+
are the only individnnLﬂ‘\\'Lu would take
employment at § a day'to run elections.
Besides, the party who desired to win
would, of course, prefer the most active
and intluential toughs, and that is my
principal objection to the 450,000 that
would be appointed at the next election.
It would bea high estimate to suppose
that 50,000 of them would be of the re-

{ cause when

speciable class, Four hundred thousand
tougns would be much more effective at
the polls than 400,000 respectable persons.
Physical effectiveness is a valuable foree
in clections now. Very few persons have
any idea of the far-roaching effects of the
so-called “Force Bill.”- Its provisions, if
carried into operatjon, would give the
party in power absolute control of elec-
tions of President and Vice-President,
beeanse the States eannot separate those
clections, Congress having the power to
fix the time of both, and the election of
Congressmen are similarly situated., As
to State elections, the States might fix an-
other day for them, but it would take
time to do that, because most of
the States have fixed the time of their
elcetions in their constitutions. Besides,
it would be very expensive.

If the
hill should become a law, and Federal
Supervisors and Marshals be stationed at
every voting precinet in the United
States, the people would feel themselves
outraged, and it would give the party in
power such an enormous advantage that
1o would prebably require revolution to
vegain the civil and politieal rights of the
people thus lost.

cCor.—How was it that such a bill was
prepared and received such support from
the President, the House of Representa-
tives and the majority of Republicans in
the Senate?

Senator Stewart—The answer issimple.
The bill was hastily {ramed to accom-
plish a partienlarobjeet. It was orviginaliy
intended to secure a tfree ballot for the
colored man in the South, to make his
vote etfective, and to place him in power
whege he is in the majority. In seeking
to acomplish this vresult the pro-
motors of the bill inadvertently
lett out of consideration all otler
consequences that would ilow from it.
They had but one idea—thuat of seenrving
the vote of the negro in the South, They
seemed to have overlooked the fuet that
in the method to be adopted to secure
those votes they were providing for the
suppression of white votes throughout
the country.

Cor.—What is the condition of the bill
to-day and what are the chances of its
ever again being called up?

Senator Stewart—The bili is dead and 1
do not see any chance of resurreeting it.
There are eight votes on the Repablican
side already conunitted against ealling it
up, and with the Democerats that makes a
majority.
fail to respond, there are plenty of others
that would throw themselves into the
breach. in my opinion, the sentiments
of a majority of the  Republicans in the
Senate 1s against the bill, but it takes
some courage to go against the Adminis-
tration.« Although Nenators are very
patriotic gentlemien, yei they like to have

DBrought to the test,
however, there are a good many, in my
opinion, that would rebel beifore they
would consent to pass the bill.

That is a comfortable
and convenient way of shirking responsi-
bility. The public do not know the vast
influence of the Administration. The
veto power is now used with as much lib-
erality and freedom as are tea and coffee.
It was formerly a remedy for violations
of the Constitution. It is now used as a
discipline for refractory Senators and
members of Congress. Federal patron-
age is now an important factor, and the
Senators who slide along and follow the
lead of the Administration have a com-
fortable time. I do not blame theni: let
thom goon. I am a little differently sit-
uated from most of them. The Adminis-
tration has been reasonably kind to me.

Cor.—Did the Senators really know
what the elections bill waswhen asked in
caucus to sustain it ?

Senator Stewart—Of course not. I do
not suppose five of them, outside of the
Commitiee on Privileges and Elections,
had ever read it. They took it for granted,
without the slightest examination, that it
was an ordinary constitational bill to
meet the original purposes intended. In
fact, I doubt whether there are twenty
Senators and Representatives that know
anythingabout the provisions orthe bill to-
day, except what they have learned from
the recent discussion.  There was no sug-
gestion in the Republican platform that
Congress would pass such a bill as this.
On the contrary, the national platform
declares in favor of the antonomy of the
States. A declaration in the platform
that Congress would pass an Aect to inter-
fere with State elections would have de-
feated the party, So far as party plat-
. forms are concerned the Republican party
ismot pledged io this legislation. = Every
sentiment in the platform adopted at Chi-
cago is against interfering with the free
ballot of the cltizen either by the South-
ern mob or the paid agents of Execntive
power.
