they provide throughout for the manage-
raent of local affairs by the people and I
explicitly take from the Legislature all \u25a0

power over municipal matters. Ho!
dwelt particularly upon Section l::,which |
states that the Legislature shall not dele-
gate to any Bpeciai commission, private
corporation or individual any pow< ;• to
interfere in the affairs of counties, cities

or towns. "What,"' asked Mr. Dibble,
'\u25a0does this mean? Tt means that the
Legislature shall not Interfere in muni-
cipal matters, and binds your consciences
positively, gentlemen, ivyour legislation
here."

Another point marie by Mr. Dibble was
that the proposed substitute manifestly
applies only to San Francisco, and that
Special enactment for any city is forbid-
den by the Constitution. He had the
greatest respect and admiration for the
present Governor, Mr. Markham, but he
did not believe that was any reason why
he should engage in unconstitutional leg-
islation, arid he should oppose any bDI
calculated to take away any rights from
the people, The speaker was frequently
greeted with applause. ' .

Mr. Murphy rose in defense of the sub-
stiiiite and of Mr. Bert's motion. He
declared that the last speaker was notconsistent, and that, in the case of the
electric railway bill, he had not shown
confidence in the J'.o: 1.:-;! of Supervisors of
San Francisco. Mr. Murphy declared
thai under the role ofBuckley tfaerlre

rtinentbad Been used as apolitical
toi I, and rather than have it in the power
of any future "boss" to nse it in the same
\..:;., he would place the appointing
power with Govefhor 11. il.Markham—
ii, ithe would ratin r Bee the power there
than in the hands of the Supervisors of
San Francisco.

Mr. limner desired to speak calmly
and dispassionately. No administration
deserves the weii-wishes of the people
better than this ona. Xo one honors
Governor Markham more than he. Bui
he was opposed to placing the appointing

Ipower with the Governor for three valid,
sound reasons, viz: Because itisuncon-
stitutioruil; because it is bad policy.
and because it is against principle.
The question is tar-reaching and vital in
Importance. Shall we take away from
;>\cry city and town in Uk> State its right
ofself-government? For, it' we may take
iffrosn a city of75,000 inbabitantsrwe may
take it from one ol 1,000. Mr. BrtmSr also
quoted from tbe Constitution in support
of his position, m.iking a point against
the vesting of power in an appointed
commission from the central govern-
ment He asked: "Is it necessary to go
any farther when the law Btares the law-
makers in the face, and the oaths they
took should make them voto against this
bill?"

Mr. Bruner also made a point upon the
danger of centralization-of power. He
quoted De Toequeville, wlio said: "Thedanger to America and the rock upon
which she will wreck is centhQizatioa,"
"and," said Mr. Bruner "we are hereto-
day consulting as to whether we sin!! not
contribute to that very end."' lie be-
lieved, Also, that San Francisco could bo
trusted to purify her own politics. He
did not bciieve thai the brave boys
who saved the people's homes [from
midnight destruction should be denied
nil part in politics.

Mr. Bledsoe had at fh-si favored the bill
: bul now believed it unconstitutional, .ir.-!
desired to oiler an amendment making
the offices <•!' commissioners elective.
This was itotin order and Mr. Bledsoe
postponed his motion.

Mr, < 'lark spoke in behalf of giving the
: appointment to the Governor, andelaimod that 167,000,000 ofproperty owned
by people outside the city should be pro-
tected. He also claimed that the li^htwas really made by Democrats.

Mr. Phillips spoke against the substi-
tute and its amendments, saying that
they moan nothinfj.

Mr. Gjdbraith spoke earnestly in favor
of San Francisco's right to govern itself.

Mr. Shanahan'jjelieved the bill uncon-
stitutional, and did not believe in making
the people of any city tho wards of the
State Government as this would do. <>n
the grounds of unconstitutionality, pub-
lic policy and principle he opposed the
bill.

Mr. M.-.ilock made an address in oppo-
sition to the spirit of the substitute, de-
preqating bosslsm under any name.

Mr. Gould yielded to;io one his admira-
tion for Governor Markham and. while
he might be contented io let the appoint-
ment? rest with him, still Mr. Markham
bos not a lifelease on the office of Gov-'
ernor, nor a guarantee of immortality,
and a future official might not be trust-
worthy.

Mr. Brusie, Mr. Martin and Mr. Mat-
thews spoke briefly but earnestly against
the substitute. Mr. Robertson spoke in
favor of it at some length.

LJXaSLATIVTC NOTES.
A bill to pension school teachers grown

old in the service is now before both
I'ranches of the Legislature. It provides
for those only who haye given twenty-
live years' service in the public schools
ofthe Slate of California. It is urged on
Hi.' ground that the teachers of the public
schools lay the foundation of a republi-
can government, and that republican
principles cannot tV.ilwhiiepublic schools
are well maintained; that good teachers
make good schools and good citizens, bnt
to retain good teachers provision must be
made for them in theirold ages lest the
ablest and best be constantly deserting
the schools for more remunerative em-
ployment; that the teacher, who now
quits the orofession in old age, is, by rea-
son of the narrowing tendency" and
wearing nature of his employment,un-
fitted for any other remunerative calling,
and does so with shattered health, and
business habits untrained a:ul useless;
and thai instead of being provided for by
the people, whom his services have mads
great, the teacher is now turned out to
the cold comforts of chanty: that his
salary is barely sufficient for the yearly
needs of himself and those dependent
upon him, so that lie can make no pro-I
vision for old age, and that this is not I
creditable to a people whose success is
!;n-'\l upon the labors of these faithful
servants. A careful estimate made by
the Secretary ofthe State Hoard ofEqual-
ization on data furnished, givinga max-
imum number possible toavail of ben fttu
under the provisions of such au Act.demonstrates the feet that the tax re-:
quired will amount to less than one cent
for every thousand dollars of taxable
property. These bills will be consid-
ered on Monday night next by the Sen-
ate and Assembly Committees on Educa-
tion, sitting in the Assembly Chamber in
joint session, when peop"le interested
willbe present to give reasons why they !
think the committees should recommend
the billfor passage.

Last evening was a dull one about the
legislative hails. There were but one or two
committees in session, and the Assembly

confined its session to the first reading of
bills. Tho Investigating Conimitteeol'thut
l>ody having in charge tho inquiry into
the alleged attempt of a lobbyist named
Choise to extort money from W. W. Cam-ron, of Oakland, for lobbying purposes,
did not meet. Chairman uomd informed
a Record-Union reporter that Mr Cam-
ron was detained by important legsvl bus-
iness, and "another witness" (presumalily
Choise) by sickness in his family. Tho
investigation will be resumed on Thurs-
day evening next.

The Senate Judiciary Committee' last
evening decided to report l>aek favorably
the iuil allowing J. C. Ball to sue the
State, also a genera] hillallowing persons
having State and county claims to sue on
them within two years.

The Senate bill creating a board to ex-
amine and license phonographic report-
ers is to be reported adversely.
