A'message was received from the Gov-

ernor in relation to Notaries Public.
The Executive said lie had supposed that
Notaries Public were provided lor the
benafit ofall the people, and no< for a few
hlotip; but some years ago the Legisla-
ture enacted a law limitingthe number
of Notaries in the counties* of San ij-au-
cisco, Los Angeles and Solano. Theop-
cration q* this law works v great incon-
venience lo attorneys and others, esjieci-
ally in the county of Los Angeles, and
he (the Governor) respectfully suggested
to the Legislature the advisability of en-
aciing a law removing th" limitation on
the number of Notaries in the counties
named.

The Senate then took up the special or-
der, the report of the Committee on c >i>-
tingeut Expenses, allowing J. 11. Ma-
hone\ 5:;,77J -fo forbis expenses in oon-
tesOng the claim of P. J. Murphy to the
former's seat.

A minority report was submitted by
Messrs. Ostrom and Wilson, dissenting

from the majority report, and recoib-
mending that the rain allowed to Mr.
ilahoney be scaled down to

Mr. Ostrom claimed tbal this reductionshould be made, and referred to former
cases in whi.-h each contestant was allow-
ed a reasonable sum.

Mr. M(•(iiiwiinoombattod the minority
report. He said it fixed an arbitrary fuj-
Hre, without any reference to the eiivum-
stamees of the case. The committee had
carefully examined all tho points at issue
and the various iien;s of expense, and
rut down the billof Mr. Mahoney $1,750.
The sum finally recommended represent-
ed actual expense to which Mr. Mahoney
was put in order to maintain his seat
against what was regarded aa an unde-
serving claim thereto. It was desirable
that a precedent be established that might
be a guide in future eases of like char-
acter.

Mr, Os*ro>n :!;,rain spoke in support of
the minority report, and dewahned
against the action of the Republicans in
il'-'iilinirthe matter in caucus.

Mr. MoGowan s-.iid lie had no reflec-
tions to cast npon the Mr.
Murphy, of whom lie was a personal
friend; but th« caucus had decided that
the contest was not instituted in uood
feith.

Mr. Gomcher reviewed the circam-
st::ii<-cs ofthe contest, and held thai there
was nothing tc. show it was not instituted
in good faith. Ily believed that the sum
it was proposed to allow Mr. Mahoney
was not 100 much, but held that, accord-
ing to precedent, and in all justice, the
contestant should bo allowed a reasonable
sum lor his expenses. Mr. Goucher
Strongly indorsed the character of Mr.
Murphy, and held that, under (lie e;r-
cmnstances surrounding his ease, itwas
not Cur to assert that the contest on lv's
part was not in good, faith. He was op-
posed to the iniiiority report, and be-
lieved that both sides should be liberally
recompensed for his expenses.

Mr. Hail, the author of the bill, spoke
mils support, claiming that the existing
lav/ was unjust and expensive to defend-
ants, who were often compelled to leave
their own county, make lons and expens-
ive journeys, and stand trials in counties

i where they were at great disadvantage by

reason of being unacquainted and unable
to secure a disinterested trial.

Mr. Brunei- said he had hoped this bill
would not be passed at this term, but as it
had been brought up, ho felt compelled
to explain it, thorough! v. lieclaimed it
to be a bill directly in the interest of hy-
draulic mining, and calculated to reopen
the whole struggle which had already cost
so much legislation, litigation anil ex-
pense. The National Government bud
sent a commission toCalifornia to investi-
gate the rivers, and had already tiled a
report recommending the, appropriation
by Congress of StiT.j.WO forthti improve- j
ment of the Sacramento, Yuba and
Feather Kivers, which will doubtless go
through during the present session of
Congress, unless some unfortunate acci-
dent comes up tokiilit. lieclaimed that
ifword rocs back to Washington that!
this Milhas been passed by this Legisla-
ture it will defeat this measure.

Mr. Clark also claimed that the passage
of the bill meant the reopening ofthe
hydraulic mines.

Mr. Bledsoe said that both the gentle-
men misunderstood the bill. This hill
does not reach the hydraulic mining
question at all. Tt simply means that in
ease of a suit between two counties it
shall not be tried in an interested county,
but in one where both prrties can have
justice. Secould not see how iis passage
could possibly prejudice Congress against
an appropriation for the improvement of
the three rivers.

Mr. Matloek thought when this billwas Ibefore ttie Judiciary Committee ihat there i
was an element of justice in it which i
ought to be accorded to every citizen ivICalifornia. It assures every citizen in
case of s,7it a fair and impartial trial be-
fore an unprejudiced court and county.

Mr. ii.ity urged strongly that this bill
would re-open the hydraulic mines. The 'valley men realize that they are atthemercy ol tho monitors in the mountains.
"Ifthe latter are allowed to run It won't
make any difference what county has
jurisdiction—they'll cover us up."
