One Pretty Woman's Advent Into

Journalism.

the Wrote Well and Didn't Know It—A

Society Girl With. Brains—The Ven-

erable Mother of Stenography—The

Only Woman Author ofa System of

Shorthand lnt the World.

Mrs. Julia Hayes Percy of the World,
a pretty and acccomplished woman, is
hereabout considered one of the best all-
around newspaper workers on the met-
ropolitan press. Every kind of work
from interviewing murderers in the
Tombs to "doing" the gowns of a Mc-
Allister ball has been assigned her, or,
more to the point, she has done every-
thing that a man or woman, could do on
the paper. During the excitement at-
tending the Giblin trial and reprieve,
letters frequently came to the World
office addressed to J. H. Percy, Esq., the
writers thinking the reporter on the case
to be a man. It was Mrs. Percy who did
all the work, and, with the editors of the
paper, was insrtumental in having the
young man's sentence commuted to life
imprisonment. There were extenuating
circumstances in the case of Giblin, and
since the poor fellow's incarceration Mrs.
Percy has frequently said: "Ihave not
yet finished the work." She means
some time in the future, to exert her in-
fluence toward getting a full pardon for
the unfortunate fellow.

In Chapter V. of General Booth's
"Darkest England" willbe found an ar-
ticle from the World, by Mrs. Julia
Hayes Percy, on "Cherry HillAlleys," a
remarkably wellwritten sketch of New
York's "Whitechapel."

Some years ago Mrs. Percy went to
Europe, where she spont considerable
time visiting and studyi ag the lives and
surroundings of the "other half."

In practical charity about the city she
has on more than oneoei-asion manifested
her practicality and great exertive ability.

The dollshow she got ap last December
"was the finest thing of th<? kind attempted
here. It took several weeks of incessant
and arduous planning and work, but
when the doors were finally thrown open
the public beheld a wonderful panorama
of mute ladies and gentlemen fantastic-
ally,quaintly and exquisitely dressed by
people from all parts ofthe world. Those
readers who have helped to get up lairs
know something about tibe irritationand
vexation which such'exhibitions beget,
and it is only those with, this experience
who will appreciate Mrs. Percy's saint-
like patience and rare taste in getting up
this doll show, which ran for three weeks
and occupied two immense floors of the
Judge building, on Fifth avenue. The
400 flocked to see it; ye:>, and so did the
4,000, and the 40,000. *Mrs. Percy did not
find much difficulty in making her way
as a journalist. This was partly due to a
charming personality, and partly to an
auspicious introduction to the editor of
the World by another well-known jour-
nalist.

Five years ago the la<ly bought an in-
terest in the Little AmtUemerU Gazette,
and, like certain men i\ ho buy interests
inpapers, thought she would do some of
the writing, but, fearful ofcriticism, took
good care to conceal her identity.

One day she met Ixt friend, Joseph
\u25a0 Howard, Jr., on the street.

"Ihear," said Mr. Howard, "that you
nave purchased an interest in the Little
Amusement Gazette. Is itso?"

Mrs. Percy admitted that she was a
partner in the concern.

"Perhaps then," persisted Joseph, "you
can tell me who writes those reminiscent
sketches of the theaters. The one on the
Academy of Music is reaL clever. I cut it
out and pasted itin my scrap-book."

Mrs. Percy (meekly)—"Iwrite them."
"You do? Why, you O"ughtto write for

the World. Come down,, and I'llintro-
duce you."

For a time Mrs. Percy was the New
York correspondent of the St. Louis Poxt-
XH.spateh.

Personally, she is a woman of most
charming and affable manners, a tall and
graceful figure, large, sot\, dark eyes, and
luxuriant dark hair, slightly tinged with
silver, which adds a charm and piquancy
to the youthful face.

Mrs. Percy, who is a. born and bred
New Yorker, is something of an artist,
and Treasurer of the Women's Press
Club.

MISS NKTTIE HOOPER.
Miss Nettie Hooper, a brainy and witty

society girl with a fre«h English com-
plexion and a figure sylph-like in its
graces and proportion's, is the daughter
ofLucy H. Hooper, the foreign news-
Saper correspondent, Jind of Robert M.

tooper, our Vice-Consul to Paris. Miss
Hooper is spending the winter in New
York, as the guest of Mrs. Frank Leslie.
Although feted and nattered for several
seasons by the beau-Tiionde of London
and Paris, this charming girl retains all
the sterling qualities ofa "PriseillaPrue"
and all the simplicity and freshness of a
debutante. She is so wellbred and sensi-
ble that uo amount of adulation and in-
dulgence will spoil her, and were she to
remain in society twenty seasons she
would nevor become tiresome or passe.
But it was last year that the young lady
evinced her business qualifications
by coming to this country and mak-
ing her debut in lier mother's play
in order to show the people what
a good thing it was. This she did at a
matinee in the Madison Square Theater.
In selling the play to Maud Granger,
Miss Hooper transacted every detail of
the business herself. iShe has great talent,
but disinclination and a not
over-robust physique precludes all
hopes of a stage career. She is a
pupil oi Dupont-\ err.ou, of the Comedie
Fraueaise, and of Talien, of the Odeon.
She also studied English elocution with
her father's old friend, Herman Veziuin,
of London. As an actress of high comedy
parts and droll and humorous mono-
logues she is inimitable. At every re-
ception she appears this winter the "Bos-
ton Girl" is called for. This she recites
with a look and gesture exceedingly droll
and funny. For the benefit of those who
cannot hear her recite it, here it is:

"Where arc you going, my pretty maid?"
"Iam going to the lecture, sir," she said.
"What is your fortune, my pretty niultl?"
"My learning is my fortune, sir.""she said.
"Then 1 can't marry you, my pretty maid."
"Boston girls don't marry, sir," she said.
Miss Hooper was born in Philadelphia,

but her mother was a Virginia heiress
and her father a native ofMaryland.

More thau halfof her lifehas beeu spent
abroad.

MRS. ELIZA B. BURSZ.
Mrs. B. Eliza Burnz. the author of the

Burnz system ofshorthand, has probably
fitted more young men and women for
business careers than any other one
teacher in the country.

The Phonographic World places her in
the front rank of all women engaged in
teaching shorthand. Eighteen years ngo
Mrs. Burnz foresaw that shorthand would

ultimately supplant "handwriting" in
business offices, and with the courage of
her convictions, went to Peter Cooper
and offered to teach a class for nothing if
he would set apart one room in the
Cooper Union for a school. This the
great philanthropist quickly did. For
the past ten years Mrs. Burnz has also
taught the morning classes in<he Young
Women's Christian Association.

The "Burnz Method" is the one used in
all schools over which Mrs. Burnz lias ju-
risdiction. Verging on to£S, she is as active
as ever in all her intellectual and humane
pursuits. Thoroughly unselfish and
original in all things, a thousand men
and women who have been helped tohelp themselves, arise up and call her
blessed.

Her lifeis a daily rebuke to those who
think they are "too old" to undertake
new things. In the last three years
she has mastered Volapuk, the
proposed international language, whosespelling is said to be strictly pho-
netic. If Mrs. Burnz has a hobby
it must be "phonetic spelling," for it is
many a year since she refused to spell ac-
cording to Webster or Worcester.

She prefers "Burnz" to "Burns,"
"hclth" to ••health," "wil" to "will,"
"shal" to "shall," "hay" to "have," and
"giv" to "give."

She thinks that three-fourths ofachild's
time at school fa wasted in trying to mas-
ter English spelling "as it is spelled."
This may .shock some people, but Mrs.
Burnz is a strong believer in cremation,
and a stockholder in the Mt. Olivet Cre-
matory, at Fresh Pond, Long Island. Her
religion is best expressed in these verses
by Alice Cary:

"Ihold that Christian grace abounds,

"Ihold all else, named piety.
A selfish scheme,-a vain pretense;

GREENLAND'S ICY SHORES.
Little Miss OlalT Kmrer Talks About

the Esquimaux.
The Congregational Church was fairly

packed with ladies and gentlemen last
evening, on the occasion of the lecture, by
Miss OlaffKrarer, on "Greenland, or Life
in the Frozen North,'' given under the
auspices of the Sacramento Lecture As-
sociation. The little lady is not very flu-
ent in the use of the English language,
but she spoke withprecision, distinctness
and accuracy.

She is of fair complexion, with a Swed-
ish cast of features, apparently 24 or 25
years of age, and of very short stature,
being only three and one-half feet in
hight. She claimed to be a native Esqui-
mau from the west coast of Greenland,
where, she said, tiie natives do not aver-
age more than four feet in hight. The
popular belief that the Esquimaux are
naturally a dark-skinned race is not true,
according to Miss Krarer. She said the
native custom is never to wash, from the
day of birth until the body is laid in its
snowy grave. The Esquimau is born
amid smoke and soot, and it is rubbed
into his skin, with grease, as long as he
lives.

She contended that, until she fell into
the hands of the whites, she was as black,
or tan-colored, as any of her race, but
that soap and water finally brought her
out almost a blonde. In her plain,
simple way, she told ot the habits of tho
Esquimaux, their mode of living, mar-
riage customs, etc., all ofwhich have been
familiar to the reading public for the last
generation. She accounted for the small
stature of the Esquimaux by the inhos-
pitable climate, lack offood and other or-
dinary comforts of life.

The people, she said, do not live to a
great age. A person of GO years Js a
rarity, and most of them die before reach-
ing the 40th year. They have but one
physical malady, and that corresponds to
consumption inthis country. The Esqui-
maux are a very unsympathetic people,
and when a babe dies the mother experi-
ences no more grief than if she had suf-
fered the loss of some pet animal.

There was little in the "lecture" that
was especially new to the audience, but
the littlelady has a blunt, original way of
telling things and ofdrawing comparisons
between the customs of the Esquimaux
and whites that was quite entertaining to
her listeners.

SAMOAN* AFFAIRS.
The Germans Would Like, to Secure

the Upper Hand.
San Francisco, Feb. 16.—The follow-

ing letter from Apia, Samoa, was received
per steamship Alameda by the Associated
Press:

The perpetrator of the murder of cox-
swain Powells, at Pago Pago, has not yet
been discovered. The Iroquois went "up
there on January 11th, after having had a
preliminary inquiryas to Brennan's con-
nection with the affair. Nothing of im-
portance was discovered at this investi-
gation, further than that Breuuan's evi-
dence did not quite correspond with his
previous statement. On arrival at Pago

jPago a number of witnesses were exam-
! ined, but no evidence sufficient for the is-
suance of a warrant was adduced, though
suspicions were raised against some half-
castes on shore. Itis now believed that
Powells swam ashore to meet a half-caste
Tongan girl, and h:id aroused the jealousy
of another half-caste native.

Naiivea of Atua and a part of Tor.sle-
boga and Tongan, resident in Samoa,

The
jchief talking man tor Aanti (Taiuasesn's

with the native's money, lie trotted thatthe new Chief Justice would not pursue
the same policy.

The Chief Justice is already a favorite
with those who have met him. The < ier-
mans, however, arc endeavoring to have
one oftheir countrymen appointed Pres-
ident of the Municipal Board of Samoa,
and should they succeed the opinion is
expressed that the treaty would not last
long, as the President of the Board has
the power to interfere in Sanioan affairs
if he thinks it necessary.

The election for Councilors takes place
shortly.

The Sea Waif has arrived, and the
wreckers have begun work on the Tren-
ton and other submerged vessels in the
harbor. The mainmast of the Trenton
was carried out during a heavy swell
lately. The captain of the wreckers ex-
pects to float the Trenton as soon as he
gets the boilers out. Shirley Baker, late
Premier of Tonga, left forSan Francisco
on tiie last steamer. It is rumored that
he willbecome an American citizen.

Rev. James 11. Kyle Elected Senator

Pierre (S. D.), Feb. I(3.—One ballot was
taken for United States Senator to-day,
resulting as follows: Sterling, 55; Tripp,
8; Campbell, 1; J. H. Kyle of Aberdeen
(Ind.), 75. Necessary to a choice, 70.

Yanktox, (S. D.), Fob. I(s.—Rev. James
H. Kyle, elected United States Senator to
succeed lion.Gideon C. Moody, at Pierre,
this afternoon, is a native of St. Lawrence
County, New York State, lie is about
37 years old, and is a Congregational min-
ister of broad views. He was ordained
as a Congregational minister in INS4, and
lias since held pastorates at Crested Butte,
Colo., and Ipswich and Aberdeen, S. D.
Last summer he accepted the position of
financial agent for Yankton College, and
in the State election last fall was elected
State Senator from Brown County on the
Independent ticket. The nomination was
against his inclinations, and during the
campaign he took no part in the election.

Early in the contest at Pierre, which
has resulted in his election to the United
States Senate, he was asked to be a can-
didate for United States Senator in the In-
dependent caucus, but refused until it
was apparent that it was the only pos-
sible chance for the Independents.

He is a stanch Prohibitionist, and was
a Republican before the last election.

A CAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its

Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAK
-1- Robert A. and Xeal D. Barker associated
themselves with William McKay, nil of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
locution in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Taucred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothilllaud.
This being more than they had thought of
talcing for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acivs; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L,. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acre*; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlec, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly, 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but
in talking up the question of dividing the
land already purchased, it was found that so
many more would like to join it than the
area of the purchase would admit of, that it
was suggested on all hands, "Why not get
some more land and divide It up in the same
way ?" Then followed the Idea of a stock
company to take hold of a larger tract and
arrange for tho cultivation of the whole ofit,
after subdividing it according to the re-
ciuirements of the subscribers. Aprovisional I
board was formed, a prospectus issued, and |
Jlnally, on the sth of .luue, IS9O, the West-
ern Co-operative Colonization and Improve-
ment Company was duly registered and pro-
ceeded to business, with the following officers:
President, William McKay; Vice-President,
M. P. Brown. Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles
Brooke and 11. A. Barker; Secretary and Gen-
eral Manager, Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E.
Snook; Treasurer, First National Bank of
Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between §3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went Into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their land in
lVuit trees, etc., the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
bod the effect of attracting considerable atten-
tion to the work of the Colony Company, and
a number ofpeople are now desirous of join-
ing in with them. An additional 200 acres
have been added to the sixty acres originally
purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
Which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited It, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The traits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, wainuts will throw their graceful shade.
Aconsiderable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant Innovation
Which might with proMt be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right In the center ot
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may he obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

Apetition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ot having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wlso expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary Im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
fort.s of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land ana show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers ofthe-Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a fact worthy ot
mention is that In each contract or deed Is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land. The
apparent success of the enterprise shows
that the ideas and plans of the col-
ony, as set forth in the prospectus some
time ago, are not impracticable: C. T.
