DILATORY TACTICS PRACTICED IN
THE HOUSE.

The Democrats ILeave the Chamber
Whenever an Objectionable Meas-
ure is Called to be Voted Upon—The
House Non-Cenecurs in the Senate
Amendments to the Bill for the Re~
lief of the Supreme Court.

WasmINGTON, Feb. 20.—The Senate to-
day passed 145 pension bills and then pro-
ceeded to the consideration of the Nieca-
ragua Canal bill,

Vest, in opposing the Nicarague Canal
bill, said that if- Great Britain assumed
that the Clayton-Bulwer treaty was in
existence (and the Senate has no intima-
tion that it did not), then it was fair to
assume that the Government of Great
Britain would act as the Government of
the United States would act under similar
circumstances. If Great Britain should,
in spite of the Clayion-Bulwer treaty,
undertake to build a canal across the
isthmus without the consent of the United
States, would Great Britain be satisfied
when told that her ccnduct as to the
Belize and Mosquito coast had destroyed
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty. If the Sena-
tors were *)repa;x‘od to say to the British
Empire that they would determine the
question without any reference to her in-
terests or wishes, then let them say that
and accept what would be the conse-
quences.  Ifnot war, a condition of ani-
mosity, antagonism and distrust which
would operate injuriously on the inter-
ests of both countries and of the world.

Edmunds asked if Vest thought the bill
was a violation of any obligation of the
United States toward Great Britain, or
any otiher foreign country. :

Vest—*I think that unless Great Brit-
ain has itself abrogated the treaty, this
does.” :

The remainder of Vest's speech was de-
voted to the argument that the interests
of the United States were sacrificed to
those of the concessionaries of a canal
company, who had organized among
themselves 2 construction company with
which the mavritime company made con-
tracts.

Morgan explained that if the work had
to be done by a company, it would cost
(as bonds would have to be sold at 60 per
cent., and interest have to be paid on the
stoek while work was in progress,) $240,-
000,000, while under the pending bill the
cost would not exceed $100,000,000. So,
instead of the shippers having to pay
$9 50 a ton, they would not have to pay
more than 81 a ton.

Stewart gave notice of an amendment

Davis opposed the bill. The pending
propoesition was in plain terms a subsidy
to the extent of $100,000,000, to build a
work lying entirely outside of the na-
tional domain and traversing a foreign
country.

IN THE HOUSE.

WasmiNgroN, Feb. 20.—Cannon re-
ported from the Committee on Rules a
resolution for the immediate considera-
tion of business reported by the Commit-
tee on Judiciary, the first bill to be one
for the relief of the Supreme Court, with
the Senate amendments.

After an ineffectual effort by Blount
and Breckenridge to defeat the resolution,
Cannon took the floor, stating that he
would say a few words as to the merits of
the proposition.

McMillin - of Tennessee inquired
whether Cannon’s object was not a pre-
vention of the forty-minute debate al-
lowed under the rules.

Cannon replied in the affirmative, in
view of the dilatory motions already
made on the Democratic side, under the
lead of McMillin, the Republicans ac-
cepted a notice from that side that it did
not desire to facilitate business.

MecMillin said the Democrats would
meet Cannon’s programme at every
point.

Blount moved to recommit the resolu-
tion, and on the yeas and nays a great
body of Democrats left the hall. The

vote resulted: Yeas 12, nays 150, the Clerk |

noting a quorum present.

The question then recurred on the de-
mand for the previous question, and hav-
ing demanded the yeas and nays, Me-
Millin called the Democrats from the
cloak-room to his support. Having
obeyed the signal long enough to accom-
plish MceMillin’s object, the Democrats
once more disappeared.

The motion was carried—150 to 8, a
quorum being noted.

The resolutions were then agreed to—
155 to 4, and the court bill was immedi-
ately taken up.

The Senate amendments were non-con-
curred in, and a conference ordered.

The House substitute for the bill fixing
the salaries of United States District
Judges was withdrawn, leaving the Sen-
ate bill in its original form, providing
that the salaries shall be 85,000 per an-
num.

McMillin offered an amendment re-
ducing the salary to $4,000.

To this J. D. Taylor offered an amend-
ment, providing that the salaries shall be
increased §500.

No quorum voted, and the House took
a recess,

HE'LL GO TO JAIL
Tucker, the Dexterous “Hokey-Pokey*?

The trial of Tucker, the “hokey-pokey”’
dealer, who robbed a man named Moore
of about $300 some time ago, by “fixing”
the cards on him, was concluded before
Superior Judge Van Fieet and 2 jury yes-
terday. The forenoon session was occu-
pied by the defense inpresenting its testi-
mony.

Attorneys Anderson and Estabrook
struggled bravely to save their client, but
the evidence against him was too strong
for them to overcome.

The arguments were concluded in the
afternoon, and the case was submitted to
the jury. It only took the “twelve wise
men”’ a few minutes to agree that Tucker
was guilty as charged, and they rendered
a verdict to that etfect. Tucker will be
sentenced to-day.

A GAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

N THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated
themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view ot searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After vigiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo Ccunty, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land.
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N.T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N, D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A.W.
Kelly, 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres,

S0 far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but
in talking up the question of dividing the
land already purchased, it was found that so
many more would like to join it than the
area of the purchase would admit of, that it
was suggested on all hands, “Why not get
some more land and divide it up in the same
way?” Then followed the idea of a stock
company to take hold of a larger tract and
arrange for the cultivation of the whole of it,
after subdividing it according to the re-
quirements of the subseribers. A provisional
board was formed, a prospectus issued, and
finally, on the 5th of Juue, 1890, the West-
ern Co-operative Colonization and Improve-
ment Company was duly registered and pro-
ceeded to business, with the following officers:
President, William McKay; Vice-President,
M. P. Brown. Direciors—H. C. Ellis, Charles
Brooke and R. A. Barker; Secretary and Gen-
eral Manager, Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E.
Snook; Treasurer, First National Bank of
Oakland,

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, ete. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between £3.000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled sinece then.

have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastie, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their land in
fruit trees, ete., the first year, Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable atten-
tion to the work of the Colony Company, and
a number of people are now desirous of Jjoin-
ing in with them. An additional 200 acres
have been added to the sixty acres originally
purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley,

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc.,, while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and ecuriosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever bea
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ae-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give ihe
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous ot having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willing to settle on the land ana show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
dntly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a fact worthy of
mention is that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision tirat no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land.
