Been in Fourteen Years.

A Gale That Blew Forty Miles Per
Hour—The Storm on the

Mountains.

The winds howled and whistled over
the city yesterday afternoon, increasing
to a gale at night, while rain fell at inter-
vals. It was a regular March storm that
had apparently lost its time-card and ar-
rived sooner than the weather schedule
called for.

BUREAUS AND COMMISSIONS,

Those Whose Abolishment Are to be
Recommended.

The Assembly committee appointed to
investigate the necessity for maintaining
the commissions and bureaus now main-
tained by the State has prepared its re-
port, and will present it to the Assembly
probably on Tuesday next.

The committee has agreed on a report
which recommends the abolition of the
Board of Silk Culture, the Board of
Forestry and the Fish Commission. A
roviso is added, however, that the fish
me-hcry at Sisson shall be maintained.

The commitiee recommends the con-
solidation of the Viticultural and Horti-
cultural Commissions, and the placing of
them under the jurisdiction of the State
Agricultural Society.

They also report in favor of abolishing
the oifice of State Mineralogist, but the
maintenance of the State Mineral Museum
i at San Francisco.

The State Burean of Labor Statistics,
the State Agricultural Society, the Yo-
semite Valley Commission and the others
under investigation are not to be dis-
turbed, except that four members are re-
commended to be added to the State Ag-
ricultural Sociely, who are to represent
the horticultural and viticulmmf inter-
ests,

As a means of enforcing the laws re-
lating to fish and forests, the committee
recommend that the Governor be author-
ized to ofler liberal rewards for the con-
viction of violators.

A bill making the changes, it is claimed,
will save the State between $150,000 and
$200,000 per vear.

The report is signed by Brusie, Matlock
and Shanahan. The other two members,
Roberts and Weston, dissent from the
proposition to consolidate the Horticult-
ural and Viticultural Commissions, The
commititee wiil endeavor to pass a bill in
accordance with its recommendations.

High License in Baltimore.

A recent dispateh from Baltimore statod
that the effects of high license in that great
city during the nine months of its opera-
tion, according to official reports, were as
follows: During the Janunary term of the
Grand Jury of 1890 the number of cases of
Sunday liquor-selling was 817; during
the May term 335, and during the Sep-
tember term 328. The high license law
went into effect May 1, 1890. The com-
missioners say: “The last Grand Jury
had befere it the simallest number of cases
during any term for many years, and,
compared with the January term of 1890,
the one just previous to the beginning of
the high license law, the cases reported to
the last Grand Jury were 489 fewer. The
May and September terms combined had
154 fewer cases than the January term of
1890. Comparing 1890 with 1889, there
were 989 fewer cases in 1896,
