Dallot reform. Its main arguments aro
diat tho present law is good enough, and
that the proposed law will stimulate the
organization of piece clubs.

Let us see about that. Under tho pres-
ent law the buyer of votes can inako cer-
tain that the goods are delivered. Allthe
chatter about the " vest pocket ballot" is
bosh. Whoever talks it on the floor of
the Legislature must assume that his
hearers are fools. Practical men know
that voters are cowed and marched to the
polls, with boss lieutenants.grasping their
arms and seeing to it that the ballot de-
livered is not exchanged for the con-
cealed one iv the vest pocket.

But what a humiliating aud despicable
plea it is to put forward, that men can
vote secretly and free from the frown of
employers, or the cow of those who can
punish them, only by sleight of hand ex-
change of ballot from pocket to palm.
Under the reform law the voter goes to

the polls alone, alone prepares his ballot,
alono casts-it.

Practical men know that under the
present system tho police are powerless
to keep the way to the polls clear. Gangs
ofroughs, the hirelings of bosses, mass
about the voting windows, fill up the
lines over and over again, and by various
devices keep voters who do not care to

engage infisticuff's and ribcrushing, from
the ballot box. Under the reform system,
there willbe no such scenes, no crowding
at tho polls, no-ticket peddling, no lead-
ing of men by the elbows to the box, no
bracing up of drunks beastly intoxicated,
to cast their ballots.

But says this solitary champion of boss
and ring rule, the new lawwillencourage

piece club formation. In what way?
"What is there now to prevent it? How-
will the new system stimulate it? Be-
causo it guarantees to every man who
can secure the necessary indorsement the
right to run for office, will that enlarge
tho now open privilege to form piece
clubs? These clubs can organize unre-
strainedly at present, and put up any

candidates they please. At least under
tho new system they willbe compelled to

secure written backing, and in orderly
manner register their candidates.

This covers the whole article of objec-
tion through which the Chronicle wal-
lows. Itis a mere repetition of fears and
doubts and it's and buts. It ignores the
experience of seven States whore the law-
is successful—even in New York, with
>all of Governor Hill's riders, pasters,
hindrances and stumbling blocks, the re-
form law is better than the old one.
Though that unblushing "statesman"
loaded the reform with chains, and hob-
.bled itwith crippling provisions, still it
•proves its virtues to bo superior to even
Hilland Tammany.

Itis worthy of remark that tho Chron-
icle stigmatizes the friends of ballot re-
form billsas cranks and bogus reformers.
This discloses the pot-house motive oi
the enemies of the bill. "Whenever the
venal and vicious, the weak and the im-

progressive are driven to the wallthey
resort to vituperation, forgetful that in it
there is no strength. "When your cause i*
in dauger abuse the witnesses and viliify

the opposing counsel." Ifthe Chronicle?i
Btigma attaches to any, it brands at

cranks tho people of these States, in all
of which the reform ballot system ha?
been adopted, or has been indorsed anc 1

demanded by one or both—and ofteriost l-.y
both—of the great political parties: Mas-
sachusetts, Wisconsin, Kansas, Ken-
lucky, Maryland, New York, Indiana
Oregon, Nebraska, Washington, Mis-
souri, Minnesota, Michigan, Connecticut
Alabama, Ohio, Illinois,Wyoming, Mon-
tana, Nebraska, New Jersey, West Vir-
ginia and lowa—verily a goodly com-
pany of cranks.

ONE OF THE WEAPONS.
One of the weapons to be used against

]heballot bill to-day will Ims the charge
Jhat the nominating system is un-Ameri-
tan. Let friends of the measure be pre-
pared to challenge this, and demand of
Jhe proponents some showing wherein
It is un-American. It simply recognizes

Kmventaons in order to secure authen-

ticity of tickets, and to prevent the old I
fraud of printing mixed tickets, and
cheating tickets withhead and foot sound,
but with a false element in the body.
The bill simply permits anyono fairiy
indorsed the American right to run for
office, to contest for any place on an
equality withcandidates favored by con-
ventions and parties. Under the present
system the poor man cannot do this.
Finally, tho ballot bill perm its the voter
to write in any name. He need not vote

for any one one on the official ballot. If
at a late hour there is death or resignation
ofa party candidate, the name to bo sub-
stituted can be written in.

A MATTER OF FIVE THOUSAND
DOLLARS.

This Justice of the Peace Inisiness, at
which Senator Dray's bill aims, is very
simple and quite important. We have
two City Justices and one Township Jus-
tice. The former are salaried by the city
at §'2,000 each and their oflico expenses
paid—a total cost of about §0,000 per an-
num to the taxpayers of Sacramento. The
Township Justice receives fees only. Ho
therefore gets all the business, for many
and obvious reasons. The City Justices
draw their salaries and have little or
nothing to do, and, ofcourse, have no fees
t;> turn into the treasury, to any mention-
able amount. Indeed, Constable Brissel
says il he had to depend upon fees from
business before his City Justice, he would
starve to death.

Here, then, is an outgo of £3,000 a year
from a people already overtaxed and
groaning under heavy burdens. Senator
Dray's billabolishes one of the ollices of
City Justice. If it passes that will save
the city about $2,500 year. But still the
Township Justice will do nearly all the
business, and the remaining City Justice
willbe unable to turn but few fees into
tho City Treasury.

If, now, the Township Justice is a fix-
ture, cannot be got rid of so as to save to
the cityhersalary output by return of fees,
then let Senator Dray's bill be amended
so as to abolish both offices of City Jus-
tice, as City Justice Starr advises.

We do not believe that thero is any

I township in this city; that it was over in-
tended to have township organization
within a municipality. If it was, then
why have wo not a complete set of town-

ship officials? As itis, we have only a
Justice of the Peace. But it is said that
the authority has decided that we
must have a Township Justice. It re-
mains, therefore, that a grievous wrong is
done the tax-ridden people of this city by
compelling them to salary City Justices
who are unable to return to the treasury
fees enough to even pay for the stove
wood for their offices.

Willnot Senator Dray and the Sacra-
mento delegation in tho Assembly see to

it that the billis amended at once so as to

abolish both City Justices offices at the
end of the term of the present incum-
bents ? The legislators from other parts
ofthe State willraise no sort of objection
whatever; it is a matter in which, of
course, they willbe perfectly willing to
grant the people relief from unnecessary
taxation.

We echo the sentiment of all the
people of the city when we say that the
?0,000 they pay to City Justices now is ab-
solutely thrown away. It were better
far, if the people must be punished by

tliis tax because of a blunder in tho gen-
I oral law, to give itto tho orphans, or ex-
pend itin other charity. It may appear
to be a small matter to tho Legislature,
but to a people paying such enormous
taxes as do Sacramentans, £5,000 saved is
a very large item.

THE SIZE OF THE BALLOT.

The fate of the reform ballot billw illbe
decided to-day—at farthest to-morrow.
If itfails the dominant party in the Leg-
islature must take the responsibility, and
it is by no means a light one.

Allmaimer of devices will be resorted
to in the assault upon the system to-day,
and one of tho means to be employed is
the exhibition of a large sheet of paper
printed, as will be claimed, according to

the demands of the Senate committee bill
for the official ballot.

But itwillbe observed that every effort
has been made to expand the ballot, that
unusually large spaces are used, and tliat
it is by rule-work, large type, large mar-
gins and broad lines, stretched in all di-
rections. The truth is. that the largest

possible number of names of candidates
under our system of choosing officers,
State, county and muncipal, under the
reform billcan be placed upon a sheet of
very modest size.

Bat let those to whom this silly plea of
"largo ballot" may come with some force,
reflect one moment upon the subject.

What difference would it make were the
ballot-sheet as large as the imagination of
the enemies of the system plot it? So long
as the ballot can be read by the voter in

his booth; so long as it clearly states the
name, polities and residence of the candi-
date one wishes to vote for, what objec-
tion is it ifit is a broad and long sheet?

Is it so serious an inconvenience to
handle a printed sheet? Do gentlemen
of tho Legislature find any insuperable
difficulty in handling and reading their
daily newspapers, thov.gh they are some-
times of enormous size? Which is better,
that the voter shall U6e a ballot of some
considerable Bize, or that venality, cor-
ruption, brow-beating, intimidation and
vote-delivery shall go on in our elections.

But the ballot sheets will not be un-
wieldly, nor inconvenient, nor, indeed,
iv anywise objectionable. The Indiana
ballot at the State election is about 9 by 15
inches, and in that State diligent inquiry

discloses no complaint, though our in-
vestigation has extended from La Porte
to New Albany, and from Lafayette to
Fort Wayne. Similar research for objec-
tion in Louisville, where the reform sys-
tem 6btains, and in Milwaukee and the
towns of Massachusetts, discloses only
here ami there a Miss Xaucy elector grum-
bling about the size of the ballot.

Abraiu ITexner. a well-known citizen
ofLouisville, writing in the Boston Globe
in reply concerning the use of the new
ballots and their counting ivLouisville,
said:

The law wii* r.dmlnistrred with practically

uniform ease and success, through the elec-
tion officers were not above the average in in-
telligence. We know of no case here of a
ballot being thrown out of the count because
of the failure of the voter to understand what
was required of libn.

In addition to demonstrating its perfect
practicability, the election tested the power of
the law to prevent briber v. Itcan hardly be
possible that there is nclty'ln the Union where
open corruption has beenhiore generally prac-
ticed than In Louisville.

in no case, as far as I eaa learn, was there
any delay in recording votes. So fur from in-
terfering with the process of voting, Ishould
not be surprised if" actually less time were re-
quired than by the old viva voce system.

'1 lie counting of tiie votes proceeded appar-
ently with perfect ease, and no more time was
required than under the old method.

In some details the law (the Louisville sys-
tem) may be improved, but In all essential
particulars it is beneficent and effective, andwe have seen enough to fix it firmly in the
confidence of the people.

PLEDGED TO THE MEASURE.
Every San Francisco member of the

Assembly except Mr. Dibble, nineteen
members in ail, signed the following

pledge prior to their election :

Ipledge my word of honor that Iwill,If
elected to represent the citizens of the
District In the H'.nh session of the California
Suite Legislature, ut all times advocate, urge
and work for the proposed reform ballot law,
as submitted by the Council of Federated
Trades and the Legislative Committee of the
California State Grange, Patrons of Hus-
bandry, until the stinie shall become the law
ofthe State of California, with such amend-
ments as may be found necessary by the legis-
lative committees of the state Grange and
C< miieil.

[Signed by the nineteen.)
Sonic of these gentlemen, it is charged,

are trying to excuse themselves and fol-
low the lead of Mr. Dibble, on the ground
that the bill to which they pledged them-
selves has been amended, and that the
Senate committee bill is not the measure
referred to in the pledge.

Ifany such attempted evasion is made,

it willnot avail—though we incline to the
belief that the story of shirking is error,
and that the gentlemen willprove true to

their "words of honor" —for the pledge
expressly provides that it shall apply to

amendments found necessary.The author-
ized committees of the two bodies to

whom the pledge was given have noti-
fied the signers of the pledge that tho
Senate Iconimittee billis satisfactory, and
is their bill with tho necessary amend-

' ments.

Under these circumstances there aro
nineteen votes from San Francisco that
are certain to be counted for the bill in
the Assembly, since it is impossible to do
the signers the injustice of even a suspi-

cion that by any technicality they will
attempt to evade a plcilge upon which

| they secured their election. Tiie Sena-
j tors from San Francisco signed tho same

I pledge, and when the roll was called
they kept their word. It is inconceiva-
ble that tiie Assemblymen willdo less.

A GAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAH
Robert A. and Neal B. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase ofabout 220 acres offoothill land.
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. EL Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly, 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private yen- \u25a0

tare of the gentlemen above named, but
in talking up the question of dividing the
land already purchased, it was found that so
many more would like to Join It than the
area of the purchase would admit of, that It
was suggested on all hands, "Why not get
some more land and divide It up in the same
way?" Then followed tho Idea of a stock
company to take hold of a larger tract and
arrange for the cultivation of the whole ofit,
after subdividing it according to the re-
quirements of the subscribers. Aprovisional
board was formed, a prospectus issued, and
finally, on the sth of Juue, IS9O, the West
crn Co-operative Colonization and Improve
ment Company was duly registered and pro-
ceeded to business, with the following officers:
President, William McKay; Vice-President,
M. 1\ Brown. Directors—H. C. Ellis, Charles
Brooke and It. A. Barker; Secretary and Gen-
eral Manager, Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E.
Snook; Treasurer, First National Bank of
Oakland.

Tiie balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered Into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between 53,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices In some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went Into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their land In
fruit trees, etc., the firstyear. Consequently
in this, the lirstseason, some 40;000 trees and .
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will bo &
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable atten-
tion to the work of the Colony Company, and
a number of people are now desirous ofjoin-
ing In with them. An additional 200 acres
have been added to the sixty acres originally
purchased.

For the company Is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley In
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected Is a poz&le to every one who
has visited It, but one thing is very sure, and
that Is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
Aconsiderable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown In the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of tlie company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. Asmall park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of tho beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it Is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell In.

A petition has been circulated recently and'
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the cast side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists aro
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way. and arc very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that il
would be a very wise expenditure of publU
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. Tiie attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to thos«
who are willing to settle on the land ana show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways of making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
bers of the Tanerert Colony, with the number
ofacres owned by each, and a fivct worthy at
mention Is that in each contract or deed Is-
sued by the Colony Company tuere is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land. The
apparent success of the enterprise shows
that the ideas and plans of the etA
ony, ns set fortli in the prospectus som»
time ago, arc not impracticable: C. T
lJull, Berkeley, 5 acres; W. P. Hammou, Oak-
land.
