
BOOMING RIVERS.

The American Causes the Sacramento
to Rise Rapidly.

Tho Paine Break Is All night—Serjeant

Berwick Oilers an Kxplann-

tloii of It All.

The river rose rapidly during Saturday
night and yesterday morning.

Ato" .v. lc it touched the _!Ui'oot mark.
In the afternoon at 11 o'clock it registered
-l lit 2 inches. Largo quantities of drill
wood were carried down the stream.

The booming of the American Liver
was the canso of thi; sudden rise in the
Sacramento. People living in the out-
skirts ofthe city near the north loveo re-
port that the American was higher yes-
terday than at any time last winter. It

overflowed its banks and rushed through
the brush between the 15-street levee and
tin- bed of tho stream.

Hundreds of people visited the Yolo
bridge yesterday and watched tho muddy
river as it flowed swiftly bj .

Ton men wero at work Saturday night
on the levee at tho l'aino break, and yes-
Xjrday tint farmers on that side of the
river lor several miles on each side of tlio
break, gathered ami set to work strength-
ening the embankment. Sandbags,
brush, straw and earth were deposited on
til**inner slojie of the levee to prevent the
uniler current from washing it away.
Tiie river was not within four feet of the
top, but ;ihe levee being newly built,
sipage could not be prevented from pass-
ing through it.

There is little cause to fear, however,
that the new levee willgive way. Dr.(i.
M. Dixon, of tins city, returned from the
break Last night and stated that tho levee
it the break was being constantly
strenghtened by the sediment from the
river which was banking up against the
newly sunken piles and brush, and
soli hiving it. In his opinion, tiie place
where tiie break occurred last winter
would soon be the strongest part of the
levee.

The Twelfth-street road leading across
the American River bridge to the Haggin
grant was covered witli water in places
yesterday afternoon, on account of the
high stage ofthe river. *

Trustees .McLaughlin and Wolf went
out to the east levee yesterday afternoon
and found then; was no danger to be
feared from that point. Mr. Wolf said
he thought thi'water was two feet lower
tlnre than last w inter.

Last night at 11 o'clock tho river was
Ji i • 1 10inches. A couple of men who
came over from the Yolo side reported
that a piece oflevee on the Conrad ranch,
north of the Paine Break, was in danger
ofbeing washed away.

Strange as Itmay seem, the Long-suffer-
ingspouse received the fair Helen, so says
report, with unquestioning love and grat-
itude

Pericles wedded the courtesan Aapasia
when she was 36, and yet she afterwards
for thirty years or more wielded an un- Idiminished reputation for beauty.

Tin" beautiful and fascinating serpent of I
old Nile, Cleopatra, in whoso history
every woman is interested, was over 30
v. leu Antony fell under her spells, an.i
which never lessened until her death, ten !
years afterwards. Llvia was 33 when shewon tlio heart of Augustus, over whom
Bhe maintained her charm until the end.

Turning to more modern history, where
it is possible to verify dates more accu-
rately, then! is the extraordinary Do
Poictiers, who was 86 when Henry ll.—
then Duke of Orleans—at tliat time jnst
hall' her age, became attached to and fas-
cinated by lier. Sho was held as ihe first
ladyand most beautiful woman at courtup to tbe period of the Monarch's death
ami the accession ofCatharine ofMedicis.Ann, of Austria, was 38 when she was
described as the handsomest Queen of I
Europe, and when Buckingham and j
Richelieu wero her jealous admirers.

Ninon, the most celebrated wit and ;
beauty of her day, was the idol of three I
generations of the goldenyouth ofFrance,
and, behold, old ladies, take courage ye j
who still cling to youth and emulate lis
charms, Ninon was only 7_ when the
Abbe i\c lierais fell in love with hoi.
True it is in the case of this lady a rare i
combination of culture, and talents and
personal attractiveness endowed the pos-
sessor seemingly with the gilts of eternal
youth.

Bianaca Capella was 38 when the Grand
Duke Franciscan of Florence fell captive
to her charms and made her his wife,
though he was the years her junior.

Louis XIV. wedded Mme.de Mainli-
non when she was |.; years of age. Cath-
arine 11., ol" Russia, was 33 when she
seized the empire of Russia and capti-
vated the dashing General Orloff. Up to
the time of her death—67—She seemed to
have retained tho same bewitching pow-
ers, for the lamentations were heartfelt
among all those v> ho had known her per-
sonally.

Mlli'. Mars, tho French tragedienne,
only attained the zenith of her beauty
and power between -in and -15. At that
period tho loveliness of her hands and
arms especially was celebrated through-
out Europe. The famous Mme. Reca-
miex was 38 when Barras was ousted
from power, and she, without dispute,
was declared to be the most beautiful
woman in Europe, which rank she held
for fourteen y< are. Among all the exam-
ples given there is no English woman.

and youthful looking. Shrugging her
statni squo shoulders one evening she
said: "1 am sick of die discussions on age
that I bear in the West. It is the first
question that one hears as soon as a girl's ;
name is mentioned, "How oh! is she? in !
the South a woman is as old as sh" feels
and Looks, neither moro nor less. There a !
girl is forced to marry before she matures
to give place toothers who will point at
her with scorn as an'old girl,'one who
has seen several seasons. [ am glad to
live where; women can enjoy their youth
before they settle to the graver duties of
wife and mother.*'
