Washington. March 3. —In response
to a Senate resolution of some mon.lis
ago, Major Thomas B. Handbeary, sub-

mitted to the Secretary of War a report
concerning the lock construction at the
Cascades, on the Columbia river, Oregon.
The Secretary of "War sent the volumin-
ous report to the Senate to-day.

The report says that the increase of
money asked for is due to a policy adopted
to increase the size of the canal and locks
to comply with the commerce of the sec-
lion which will certainly be developed
within a few years. Tiie original man
conformed to the present needs, possibly,
but an increase was decided upon as tlio
most economical policy.

It is also stated that owing to tho small
appropriations the work has been greatly
embarrassed, and under this policy the
total twist would be increased. It is stated
that the rock to be removed is much
harder than at first supposed, and in other
ways also an increase of expenditure hat
been necessitated.

The estimated cost of completing the
improvement is placed at gL,7-5,5G0. and
it is stated that it willtake three years to
do the work.

There is a defect in tbe claim, which, in
the opinion of the State Department <.th-
ciaUt, willprove fatal to it, and that is the
fact that it is made by citizens ofa foreign
country without the knowledge and con-
sent of that country. It is said at the De-
partment that it is a well-established
principle in this country, as well as in
others, that claims of citizens of one
country against another are recognized
only when presented in thej name of the
country of which the claimant is a citizen.

Defects in Steel Castings.
Washington, March 3.—Seecretary

Tracy sent to the Senate to-night, in re-
sponse to a resolution, the result ofthe in-
vestigation made into tho alleged defeats
in steel castings furnished the Govern-
ment by the Standard Steel Co. of Thur-
low, Pa. The investigation showed that
a number of castings furnished wero de-
fective, and flaws in steel concealed ap-
parently to defraud the steel inspectors.

Tiie "Secretary also sent a report ofthe| board appointed to investigate the false
stamping of steel test pieces for naval
vessels made by the Linden Steel Co. of
Pittsburg, the result of" which shows that
a counterfeit stamp has been used by an
employe of the company, and tliat the
company had no knowledge of the fraud
practiced on the Government.

"EFFECTS OF THE STORM.
Large Force of Won at "Work Repair-

ing the "Washouts.
Sax Francisco, March 3.—Word has

been received from Assistant General
Superintendent R. 11. Pratt, ofthe South-
ern Pacific, that FI Rio was reached this
morning with a force of 700 men. The
water had so far receded that itwas possi-
ble to commence work immediately. Tho
lino beyond Yuma may possibly be open
on Saturday night, aad will certainly be
so by Monday morning next.

LOSS VERY HEAVY.

Clifton (A. T.), March. 3.—The Gra-
ham County Bulletin, states that tho water
was higher than the Aztec ruins and
seven i'ect higher than in tho knowledge
of the oldest Indian or Mexican. It is
impossible to ascertain the damage to
property or life.

The mail will arrive on a hand-car
I Sunday, the first since the 2_d of Feb-
ruary. Hundreds are at work repairing
the damage. No lives wero lost except
from pneumonia contracted during the
storm. The loss is heavy, about $100,000.
The Magollans, White, Blue and San
Francisco Mountains are covered deeply
with snow. Another warm rain would be
most disastrous.

Prescott (Ariz.), March 3.—The first
train for the Bast since February -Ist left
here to-day.

IN THU OIT.A VALLEY.
Yo*MA(Ariz.), March 3.—A Cooopah In-

dian runner from the Colorado Reserva-
tion, arrived to-day. He reports that the
steamer Gila had gone to the rescue of
several refugees of the Hood who were
perched on the tops of houses. The men
were saved, but during the night the
Colorado River lowered very fast, leav-
ing the steamer six feet above water on a
sand bar.

Further news from the Mohawk Val-
ley reports that all the settlers are safe
and the damage by the Ilood being re-

| paired. The first train from the west is
expected to-morrow.

WATER VERY HIGH.
M__.YSV_-_-_, March 3.—Reports from

the Sacramento River say the water is
very high, but no immediate danger is
feared. The Feather River is running
over both banks at Nelson's Point, below
the break of last year.

ELECTRIC IJGHT "WAR.

Suit Growing*Out ofa Rivalry Between
Companies at San Jose.

San Jose, March 3.—In the injunction
suit of the San Jose Light and Power
Company against tho San Jose Electric
Improvement Company, growing out of
tho rivalry between the electric light
companies, the defendant has filed an
answer making a specific denial of the
allegations of the complaint, which was
filed Saturday evening, and praying for
the dissolution of the temporary injunc-
tion. The case attracts the greatest inter-
est. The Electric Improvement Com-
pany secured the street-lighting contract
some months since, ami Saturday night
attempted to light San Jose's famous
tower. The Secretary of the other com-
pany, backed by fivo employes, climbed
the tower, and, drawing a six-shooter,
threatened the employes of the other
company while his men cut their wires.
They then towered all the lamps and j
everything belonging to tho improve- i
ment company. The latter set a man to
work and about 1"_ o'clock had repaired
the damage and a ilood of light was
shining from the tower.

ATJEA TRAIN ROBBERY.

Three Men Now Under Arrost as Par-
ticipants In tho Affair.

San Fkancisco, March 3.—A Chronicle
Paso Robles special says: East week de-
tective Smith of the Southern Pacific
Company, arrested Grets Daiton twelve
miles north of here on suspicion ofbeing
one of the Alila train robbers, and sent
him to San Francisco, where he was
turned over to Sheriff Kay of Tulare
County. Yesterday Col(! Daiton and .lack
Parker were also arrested at the same
place, and were taken to San Francisco
this morning. The detectives claim to
have evidence to convict the prisoners of
tho train robbery. It is said thai the
Daltons arc cousins of the notorious
Younger brothers.

Vaeaville and Incorporation.

March ."..- A petition for
the incorporation of Vaeaville Township
was in circulation here to-day, and re-
ceived more than the requisite number <>f
signatures. Elaborate efforts by the
largest property-owners are being made
to present the advantages ofthe plan, and
the prospects are more than favorable for
its being carried. The report of the com-
mittee appointed to investigate the plan
shows that several thousand dollars can
be annually saved the taxpayers, or ii>e
used for roads withoutan increase in tax-
ation.

PACIFIC CABLE BILL.
THE HOUSE REFUSES TO PASS THE

MEASURE.

General Hartwell Says the Cahle Will

Not be Enid Without Gov-

ernment Aid.

Special to the Record-Union.

Washington, March 3.—Contrary to
the expectations of Representative Mor-
row, tbe cable bill was defeated in tbe
House this afternoon. Tho unanimous
vote by which tho House refused to ac-
cept the Senate amendment yesterday,
granting a subsidy of !s_oo.ooo annually
to any responsible cable company desir-
ing to lay a cable, seemed very discour-
aging, but Morrow and Hartwell seemed
hopeful that the matter could be satisfac-
torily settled in conference, and that the
conference report would be adoj>tcd by
both bouses.

At 5 o'clock this afternoon Hitt, Chair-
man of the Foreign! Affairs Committee,
presented a conference report granting a
subsidy of SIoO.OOO, provided that an
amount equal to one-third of this should
be furnished by the Kingdom of Hawaii,
the Government having a right to pur-
chase the cable at cost after its comple-
tion.

Flitt spoke earnestly in favor of the
adoption of the report* anil was followed
by Morrow. He said ho preferred not to
treat the cable proposition as strictly a
Pacific Coast interest, but as one affecting
the interests of the entire country, com-
mercially and politically. He urged tho
Government to act in good time and pre-
vent Hawaii becoming a Bermuda for
foreign power.

Morrow said that tho laying of this
cable would stimulate trade not only
with Hawaii, but with eleven hundred
other fruitful islands of the Pacific. In
answer to Herbert of Alabama, Morrow
said that it would not be a subsidy to
General Hartwell or his company, but
the money would be placed in the bands
of the President to use in his discretion.

McCreary opposed the bill stoutly, and
said it was the worst subsidy he had
heard of during his wholo career in Con-
gress. He said the Atlantic and all other
cables had been built withoutGovern-
ment aid. He dragged old Don Celso
Ca?sar Moreno's name before the House,
and said he and others were willingto
lay a cable without Government aid. But
here came a proposition to grant, to give,
§3,000,000 to a cable in which the Govern-
ment would have no ownership. The
House (to its credit be it said) voted down
this infamous provision yesterday, but
now the Conference Committee, with
sublime cheek, asked the House to agree
to a subsidy of $*-*>0,000 annually.

Under the provisions of the billbefore
the House the Government would have
no voice in its construction or control of
the cable after its completion, No report
was required to be made to the Govern-
ment, and the amount of capital was not
named in the bill, nor was it known who
would get the money appropriated by the
Government, for the reason that in this
latter proposition advanced by the Senate
the incorporators were not named. The
bill made no provision by which the cable
company could be enjoined from mort-
gaging or otherwise disposing of its prop-
erty. What security would the Govern-
ment have that its three millions would
not be utterly thrown away? No one
would know what become of the money.
If the cable was completed from Hono-

lulu to Samoa, Japan and China, there
was no guarantee that the Government
would have the same rights and privi-
leges that it would enjoy over this pro-
posed line from San Francisco to Hono-
lulu.

McCreary denounced the bill as simply
a gratuity to a gang oflobbyists who were
theft infesting the corridors of the Capi-
tol.

Morrow interrupted, and challangoi
McCreary to name a few of these lobby-
ists.

McCrcary answered: "Hartwell is one
of them."

.Morrow said: "Oh, yes, and he is all
that you can name, and is the only one
that is here in ihe interest of the cable.
He has a concession granted him by
Hawaii, and comes here as a business
man to lay :\ likeproposition before Con-
gress, and should not be classed in the
category of 'lobbyists.' "Chipmau (Dein.) of Michigan followed
McCreary. and advocated the passage of
tho cable bill, which would build up our
commercial and political prestige on the
islands, and prevent tho English gaining
control.

Darnell of Minnesota followed in the
same vein.

Hoover of Mississippi opposed the
proposition.

At&90 the previous question was or-
dered on the following resolution by Mc-
Creary:

Resolved, That the House disagree on
the Hawaiian cable amendment to the
diplomatic appropriation bill, and that
the House conferees be instructed to ad-
here to this determination.

The vote resulted so disastrously to the
friends ofthe Pacific cable that no further
attempt will he made to pass it.

General Hartwell, President ofthe pro-
posed cable company, was asked if the
cable would bo built without Govern-
ment aid.

"No," said he.
Hartwell left for Boston to-night.

THE REMAINS OP THE LATE EMMA
ABBOT CREMATED.

Large Number of California Horses

Sold at Auction In Now York—An

Important Meeting: of Rat-road
Presidents Soon to he Held at New
York.

Special to the RecohtvUxiox.
Sprinoi-ikld (111.), March 3.—An in-

ti i-esting petition has reached tbe mem-
bers of the Illinois General Assembly.
It is signed by some ofthe best-known of
Chicago's society ladies, and is a protest
acainst the bill extending municipal
sull'rage to woman, and denouncing as
false and pernicious all attempts to se-
cure legislation in that direction.

Among the signers are Mrs. J. J. P.
Odell, wife of tho well-known banker;
Mrs. Caroline Corbin, wifeofLieutenant-
Colonel Corbin, TJ. S. A.; Mrs. Elizabeth
Gary, wife of Judge Gary; J.lrs. E. J.
Griggs, Mrs. Cornells McAvery, Mrs.
George W. Smith, Francis T. liiggin.s
aud Isabella A. Gault.

The following extracts are, taken from
the petition: "Busy in tho cares of their
homes, the women hove neither time,
strength nor inclination to enter the pub-
lic arena and defend themselves against
doings which they earnestly believe to lie
pernicious and destructive of tho true
power and influence of women in their
homes."

The French revolution is reviewed, and \
authorities cited to prove that woman j
suffrage would result in a degradation ofi

the sex. Instances of communistic soci-
eties, etc., are instanced with the em-
ployed destruction of family relations.

The petition adds: "When women
share with men the burden of labor, and
government communism, with all that it
Implies, is already begun, we regard
the question of property rights of com-
paratively few women in general to tho
maintenance and protection in tho home,
while they are engaged in absorbing
offices and duties of womanhood, and
this paramount right of woman is throat- I
ened with entire destruction by the
solastic doctrine above cited. We exhort
you to remember that, abovo all, human
laws stand their great natural laws in-
herent in the universe which no manor
body of men can contravene, and that
these laws havo forever established a
difference between the powers and priv-
ileges of the sex, to disregard which is to
invoke penalties by which they arc re-
lentlessly forced.

"We beg you to consider that the revo-
lution of France could not avoid these
laws, but fell crushed under the burden.
That in solar as any political body in
this country has attempted to do so, it
has suffered defeat, and we believe no ]
greater misfortune can attend the farm- '
imc labor in this country in its attempt to
secure legislation in the interest of the
farmer, artisan, and laborer than it
should espouse the false and pernicious
doctrine of political rights ofwomen.

"We pray, therefore, that no matter
what argument to the contrary may be
urged on you as legislators for the com-
monwealth, you will stand fast by that
ancient bulwark of liberty, the bonus re-
membering that the same power which I
says to all men 'Behold, God is our \
father, all ye are brethren,' has joined
also the husband and wife as llcsh for the j
orderly bearing and caring of children
and the maintenance of society, and I
has given to each their distinctive and !
equally honorable share in the labors j
and rewards of life."

The ladies, in conclusion, say they have
hold council with many women indiffer-
ent parts of the State, and feel assured
that the petition represents the wishes of
an overwhelming majority of the women
of Illinois.

All tho
Western roads, according to the story,
have agreed to enter into a new and
stronger contract, except the Burlington
and Lock Island, which refuse to join
an association of parties identified with
Gould. It is said conferences have been
held since President Manvel's arrival
looking to tho consummation of his
scheme to consolidate tho Missouri Pa-
cific and Union Pacific, and the Southern
Pacific and Atchison into a new com-
pany, and that the scheme is very close to
being carried out. It is also said that it
is intended to take in the Rock Island.

TUB LATE EMMA ABBOTT.

Her Remains Cremated anil Sent to
New York.

It
is said that in the early days of tho colony,
Edwards, a sailor, invested his savings
in the thirty-four-acre tract of land in
New YorkCity now occupied by Trinity
Church and part of Wall street. The
property is valued at {262,000,060. Several
attempts have heretofore been made to
establish ownership by tho Edwards
heirs, but without avail." "With fhe aid of
the newly discovered heirs another effort
will bo made to secure control of the
property.

The Northern Pacific's Victory.
NKwYor.lv',March .'{.—The decision of

tho Supremo Court of the United States
in the contest between the Northern Pa-
cific and Great Northern "Manitoba"
Railroads over a large tract of land, in
dispute for Bevel-- years between the two
companies, aroused considerable com-
ment in Wall street to-day. The decision
was a victory for the Northern Pacific
Company, but its importance was not
recognized in any early movement in
preferred stock, although a later recogni-
tion was given in an advance of more
than two per cent.

BRITISH I*M.EIAMENT.
The Commons Refuses to Change tlnr

Elootoral l.ivy.

London, March 3.—ln tho Commons
to-day Stan field, member from Halifax,
moved amendments to the electoral law,
the most important of which was that no
person shall vote in more than ono elec-
toral area. Under tho present system,
he said, when tho franchise was deemed
a class privilege and not a citizen's right,
as the law now stood, a man could voto
in every county and every boroughwhere he held a house. In other words,
the man having the most means would
have tho right to return moro members
than one with small means.

Haworth submitted an amendment, to
tbe effect that any alteration to the law is
inexpedient, unless providing in all parts
of Great Britain and Ireland they be rep-
resented in proportion to the population.
Ireland, he said, is now grossly over-
represented.

Gladstone favored Stanfiold's motion,
but it w;'.s rejected.

WORK OF A LUNATIC.
Ho Attempts to Curve nis Fellow-

Passengers to Pieces.
D_____N, March .1.-—At noon to-day,

while tho Dublin mail train was Hearing'

suddenly drew a knife and commenced
slashing and hacking at those about him,
at tho same time yelling at the top of his
voice. Tho car was loaded with passen-
gers, and all wero thrown in a panic by
the furious onslaught.

Gavan badly wounded five of his fel-
low-passengers, and only desisted from
his bloody work when both blades of bis
knife were broken and the weapon ren-
dered harmless. He then jumped from
the train while it was going at full speed.

The wounded passengers were taken to
the railroad station aud physicians at-
tended to their injuries.

The police raptured Gavan, who was
not much hurt by his jump.

Elections In Bohemia.

Vienna, March 3.—The elections for*
members of tho Lower House of tho'
Reich-rath commenced yesterday. Great
interest was taken in the result owing to
the strenuous efforts of Premier Taafe to
restore his waning power. He has, in a
largo measure, changed his policy, this
being necessitated by the strength of tlio
Czech element. Throughout Bohemia tho
young Czechs are victorious, and it seems
certain that Taafe willget a working ma-
jority.
