Simi-
lar unimproved kind in Vaca Valley has recently been I
sold at S4OO to $500 per acre.

These Capay Valley lands are under the most favor-
able climatic conditions for the prosecution of profitable
fruit growing, antl the locality has proved itself to be
one ofthe earliest in the Str.te. The grape crop of I&90from the company's vineyard at Cashmere was picked,
dried and shipped to Chicago and Philadelphia before
the Fresno County grapes were ripe.
