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LEGISLATURE-29TH SESSION.

The Assembly Fails to Reach a Vote
on the Ballot Bill.

Measures Passed by the Senate—The
Bruner Affair—World’s Falr
Appropriation Signed.

SENATE.

SACRAMENTO, March 6, 1891.

The Senate met at 11 o’clock A. M.,
Lieutenant-Governor Reddick in the
chair. Roll called and quorum present.
Prayer by the Chaplain. Reading of the
Journal dispensed with.

Mr., Ostrom was granted leave to intro-
fluce a bill providing for an assistant to
the Secretary of the State Board of Ex-
Rminers, and it was referred to the Com-
mittee on Attaches. He explained that
the chief object of the bill was to provide
for an official to visit and inspect public
institutions.

SAN JACINTO DEFEATED.

The special order was A. B. 353, creat-
ing the county of San Jacinto. Read the
second time and refused a third reading
by a vote of 7 ayes to 27 noes.

BETTER LUCK FOR RIVERSIDE.

The bill creating the county of River-
side out of portions of San Bernardino
and San Diego, was the next special or-
der, being on second reading.

An amendment was adopted so as to
embrace in the new county the entire
territory embraced within the boundaries
of the proposed San Jacinto County, the
bill for which had just been defeated.
This amendment was not satisfactory to
the San Jacinto people, as it was under-
stood that the town of Riverside would
be the county seat, whereas they desired
to have the town of San Jacinto as a
county seat.

'he bill was ordered 1o a third reading,
and, on motion of Mr. Sprague, was made
the special order for Saturday at 11 A. M.

Mr. Berry eogvposed the bill. He said
it was intended to strike at cs:aglass of per-
sons who were at times for to employ
certain kinds oflabor (Chinese). The fruit-
growers, canners and vineyardists were
compelled to employ Chinese labor at
certain months of the year,and yet if
obliged to stamp their products as the re-
sult of Chinese labor, the same would be
injuriously affected in the market, owing
to the prejudice among some " people
against the Chinese. He could see no
reason why the producers should be thus
imposed upon.

Mr. W. H. Williams said the very ob-
jection raised against the bill by Mr.

jerry was the best argument in its favor.
Nearly all the gentlemen on the floor had
no doubt, during the campaign, declared
themselves against Chinese labor, and he
(Williams) now desired them to go on
record.

Mr. Ostrom was opposed to the bill.
I e said he had never employed Chinese
labor—except in his kitchen. [Laughter.]
Chinese labor was a neecessity in the agri-
cultural and horticultural districts, as
well as in the factories. Without Chinese
labor the fruit-grower and hop-grower
would lose their crops. 'The Chinese are
here, and people were compelled to util-
ized their labor. If a stroke of the pen
could remove them from the State, it
wouldn’t be wise to make it, as the peo-
ple require their labor.

Messrs., Simpson, Preston and Mead
also opposed the bill, and Messrs. Goucher
and Britt favored it,

Mr. Berry moved its indefinite post-
ponement. Lost—ayes 17, noes 18.

THE CHARGES OF CORRUPTION.

Not before during the present session
has there been a larger and more inter-
ested crowd in the gallery, in the lobby
and on the floor of the Assembly than
had gathered during the opening cere-
monies of the morning session.

It was known that Assemblyman El-
wood Bruner would reply to the detinite
charges of corruption made against him
in the San Francisco Framiner ot Thurs-
day, and there was considerable repressed
excitement perceptible. M. Bruner rose
toa question of personal privilege, and
made a statement which appears in full
in another column. A statement was
also made before the Committee of the
Whole by Franklin P. Bull, which also
appears elsewhere.

At the conclusion ot Mr. Bruner's
statement, Mr. Bledsoe moved that a
special committee of seven be appointed
by the Speaker to investigate the charges
against Assemblyman Bruner.

Mr. Lowethought it would be better to
bring the witnesses before the whole
House at this time and settle the matter
at once.

Mr. Dibble thought this the better plan.

Mr. Bruner stated that one witness was
absent from the city,and would not return
before evening.

The motion of Mr. Bledsoe was carried.
The committee apoointed by the Speaker
is as follows: Messrs. Bledsoe, Barnard,
Galbraith, Gould, Mathews, McCall and
Arms.

On motion of Mr. Shanahan the testi-
mony of Franklin P. Bull, taken before
Committee ot the Whole,was ordered im-
mediately transcribed.

On motion of Mr. Dibble, the commit-
tee was empowered to summon witnesses
and employ a competent stenographer.

The crowd had slowly dispersed, and
the regular business of the Assembly was
resumed.

Mr. Mordecai moved to take up A. B.

This
bill had been amended in the Senate, and
several members asked time to consider
the amendment and the bill more fully.

Mr. Mordecai and Mr. Gould urged the
immediate consideration of the bill.

LEGISLATIVE NOTES.

The hill which passsd the Senate yes-
terday, providing for the manufacture of
jute bags at the Folsom Prison, reads:

*‘It shall be the duty of the State Board
of Prison Directors trom time to time, to
fix the price at which jute goods shall be
sold by the State, but at no time shall the
price so fixed be more than one per cent.
1n excess of the net cost of producing the
same, exclusive of prison labor; :m(lgit is
made the duty of State Prison authorities
to confine the sale of jute goods to con-
sumers direct, but no order shall be filled
for any omne individual or firm during
any omne year, for more¢ than five thou-
sand grain bags, except on request of the
Warden and the unanimous approval of
the State Board of Prison Directors.

*“Demands for jute goods by consumers
shall be promptly filled in the order in
which they are made; but when the %up-
ply is short, demands shall ho registered
at-the Yrisou in the order of their arrival,
and filled from the ®Biitput of the jute
mill in the order of registration; provided,
that on and after the fiftcenth day of June
of each year, by and with the consent of
a majoritv of the Board of Prison Direct-
ors, the Warden may f{ill orders for larger
quantities to actual consumers, as they
may, in their judgment, deem expedient;
provided, that orders of “farmers an
other ‘actual consumers shall take pre-
cedence over all others; provided, that
ten per cent. of the purchase price shall
accompany ecach order, and it must be
paid upon delivery of the goods,

“It shall be the duty of the Board of
Directors of the State Prisons to store the
¥1te goods mannfactured at the State

risons at suitable points in the agricult-
ural portions - of the State, as they may
designate by resolution of the board, in
such quantities and upon such ternis and
conditions as may be for the best interest
of the State and for the convenience of
the conswumers thereof.

‘“Ali orders for jute %oods must be ac-
companied by an aflidavit settine forth
that the amount of goods contained in the
order are for individual and personal use
of the applicant, said afiidavit to be sub-
scribed and sworn to before some Notary
Publie, or by a Justice of the Peace, re-
siding in the township in which the ap-
plicant resides.”
