
THE BRUNER CASE.

Assemblyman Bruner Makes a
Statement Before the House.

He Charges a Conspiracy to Ruin Illm

—A "Witness Examined In tho As-

semblyman's Behalf—Committee of

Investigation Ordered by tho House

—Sensational Scenes.

The readers of the Record-Union of
yesterelay were mado familiar with the
charge published in tho San Francisco
Examiner agaiust Assemblyman El-
wooel Bruner of tho Sacramento
legislative delegation. That paper
alleged that Mr. Bruner, who
had introdne-ed the police increase bill,
hael been trafficking in the sale of posi-
tions upon the San Francisco police force;
that he bad sold one for §400, and had
written a letter to the Police Commission-
ers, recommending the party who paiel
the money; that the name given of that
party was a fictitious one, and that the sup-
posed purchaser was a reporter who was
unearthing the matter of traffic in posi-
tions.

Tho news of the charges created great
excitement in this city, and was the one
absorbing topic of conversation. Thedt>-
mand on all sides was that an investiga-
tion be made, and the Recokd-Union's
expressiem that Mr. Bruner owed it to
his constituents, to the State anel to him-
self to move for an investigation, was by
everyone approved.

On the assembling of the House yester-
day morning, the Chamber was crowded
to its full capacity by anxious people in
expectancy that Mr. Bruner would rise
to a question of privilege. The Senate
failed of a quorum anel took an adjourn-
ment, all the Senators flocking into the
Assembly Chamber. There was notice-
able iv tho large audience all tho evi-
dences of intense excitement ill-sup-
pressed.

After the formal business of opening
Assemblyman Bruner arose anel asked
leave to speak upon a question ofpersonal
privilege. During his aeldress he was fre-
quently interrupted by loutl applause,
which sometimes broke into cheers, and
the members of the Legislature of both
political shades were the most energetic
in applauding.

At the conclusion of his remarks, a
committee oi* investigation having been
appointee!, a great many crowtled about
Mr. Bruner and conversed excitedly with
him and with each other, the majority
complimenting him on the delivery ofhis
reply to the charges.

The Assemblyman said:
Mr. Speaker: In yesterday's Examiner

appeared several columns of matter, al-
most entirely referring to myself, bring-
ing charges of such serious nature that I
consider it was properly my duty anel the
right ofthis Assembly to bring it before
tho body ofwhich I am a member that
they may judge justly and honestly be-
tween the accuser and the accused It is
a serious matter to be charged with a
crime at any time, and it is a more serious
one to be charged with knowledge of the j
fact, and with the proof on the part of the
accuser. But lam hereto say, not only
to the members of this Assembly who
have treated mc so courteously for tho
last two months, but to those who are
friends or enemies who are here this
morning to listen to my remarks, that 1
am standing on truth anel justice and will
down my accuser sitting infront ofme at
his desk. [Applause.]

It is not the first time charges
have been made against me in Sac-
ramento County, it is not the lirst
time that I havo had to fight
against malice anel ill-will. I never
yet have lost a fight, and I will win this
as sure as there is a <foil in Heaven. [Ap-
plause and cheers.] I was somewhat
surprised yesterday to know that other
papers beside the Examiner elid mo the
injustice to link this charge with other
chances that have been made against me
from time to time in the city and county
of Sacramento. I thought it was in-
justice; that I ought to be heard upon the
merits of this case and this case alone.

I see in the lobby here to-day men who
have charged me with almost every crime
that could be committed by a citizen in a
free land, and yet every time the people
of Sacramento, knowing them all, havo
returned me to oilice by a larger majority
than before. It is stated that the Grand
Jury was going to indict me, but that I
was saved by my friends, and it is proper
that I should reply at this time. A Grand
Jury, composed of a consolidateel thir-
teen out of nineteen, determineel and
made propositions that if I would stand
in with them aud bring suit against cer-
tain oflicers Icould have any office, and
that tho people of Sacramento County
would stand by me. For ten long months
that Grand Jury sat and endeavored to
compel me by every aspersion and by
every threat to bring those suits, when I
knew as a lawyer that it was not justice,
und I would not do it.

1 am a man, if anything. I think, of
positive opinions and positive convic-
tions, and am not afraid to express them;
thore is not a man living, there is not a
corporation, there is not a community,
and there is nothing under God in Heaven
that would change me from tho course
that my judgment and conscience dic-
tates; and that is the reason why I have
so many enemies in Sacramento City.

Whilo District Attorney of this county

for four years I made investigations
secretly aud openly, in the Grand Jury
and outside of it, trying to defeat the jury-
bribers which hud such a batoned hold
upon the courts of Sacramento County.
Everyman of these, and some ofthem
here this morniug, are hoping to sco
me downed, because of the tight I made
against them at that time. So much for
these matters. The people of Sacra-
mento County knew of them all; they
were published from day to day in news-
papers published in this city "during the
last campaign; these charges were iter-
ated anel reiterated; they were proven
to be Calse, and the people of this county
returned me by a larger majority thah
the head ofthe ticket.
I do not speak boastfully; I speak of

that simply as an answer to the charges
made against me, that my own people,
who have known my record—and I have
been before them fourtimes for election-
have every time returned me with an in-
creased majority to any position to which
1 aspired. So Isay 1 paid no attention to
these things. I want to bring it up here
tliat these gentlemen who telegrapheel
these matters to their papers might in-
form them properly of these men who
dare not face me here or anywhere else.
[Applause.]

With regard to the matter in hand. On
tho loth day of January I introduced
several bills in the Assembly. For some
years Sacramento City has been gov-
erned by a charter that elected but 14
policemen, and being a city of thirty
thousand inhabitants it ncetled more

policemen. No otber city in California, j
nor any city in the Union," has so small a ;
police forco as Sacramento City. Two I
years ago my friend Mr. Hart, who was a
member of the Assembly, introduced a
billincreasing the Dolice force of this cit}'
to 30 members, I think. The Polico
Commissioners of Sacramento, acting
under that bill, elected 25 policemen.

When the time came for them to draw
their salaried an injunction was laid
against the payment of tho warrants of
any of these 25 meil. Tho case w-as tried
in the Superior Court, and was decided
in favor of the policemen. It was ap-
pealcil to the Supremo Court, and more
than ona year from the time these men
were appointed a decision came re-
versing the decision ofthe lower court,
and leaving: these men without the sal-
aries each one of them had earned. For
one year they hail worked for nothing,
and up to this timo they never have re-
ceived a dollar. I introduced a bill,
therefore, allowing the people of this city
to vote upon the question of paying the
indebtedness accrued in that matter. That
vote will take place next Tuesday. On
the same day i introduccel a bill in the
same line, giving cities of over 15,000 in-
habitants the right to increase their police
force upon a certain ratio. The only e>b-
ject I had in introducing the bill was that
it would allow the Sacramento police force
to be increased constitutionally.

With regard to that bill, there is not a
member em this floor that I solicited per-
sonally to vote lor it. Several came to
me anti asked me with regard to the mer-
its of it. I told them, and 1 told them
that itwould affect the whole State, but
the only interest I hail in that bill was
that itwould allow the Sacramento police
force to be increased. I arose when the
billcame before the Assembly and advo-
cated it, stating those facts. I do not
think I was half a minute in explaining
the merits of tho bill. I repeat again
there is not a man on the floor ofthis As-
sembly whe> was personally solicited by
me to vote for the bill. It was passed
and signed. The day of its approval by
tho Governor I am not Informed. I
never oven went to see tho Governor to
ask him to sign the bill,but it did pas:;.

Now the charge is made tliat in further-
ance of the Support which 1 should give
to this bill that certain places ou the po-
lice force of San Francisco were to be
given to mo. In every respect it is abso-
lutely false, and never one wore! was said
to mo by tiny man upon any subject of
that character. lam not acquainted with
any one of the Police Commissioners of
San Francisco. I never received a letter
from either one or all of the Police Com-
missioners ofSan Francisco upon that or
any other subject whatever. 1 never was
offered any inducement of any kind by
any man In reference to the police force
bill. My denial is here, the charge is
against it; lot them prove it.

Iwas tolel, and there were rumors up n
the floor of this Assembly, that Mr. Andy
Lawrence, a reporter on tho Examiner,
was attempting to blackmail me upon the
floor of this House by different measures.
On lust Saturday I started for Sau Fran-
cisco. Before Ileft I mot landore Alex-
ander, a reporter of the Examiner, upon
the floor of the. Assembly. He camo to
me and asked me ifI hail been offered
any places Epon the San Francisco police
force. I tolel him at once no; nothing ofthe
kind hail overbeen suggested to me by any
person. He saiel, "Itis stated that a cer-
tain man in San Francisco i.s offering to
sell positions grantoel by you, and that
your Influence willget them." I stud, "It
is false; Ihave talked to no one; 1 know
nothing about it," and that was tiie lirst
intimation that I had with regard to any-
thing of the kind.

But an hour or two afterward, when I
was on the train, Mr. Lawrence, against
whom I heard these insinuations before,
came to me and askeel me ifIknew a
man by the name of Jones in Sacra-
mento. Isaid: "Yes; Iknew several."
He said: "Who are they?" I said: "I
know- Charles T. Jones, a lawyer of re-
pute, and I know Mr. Jones, an ex-
Trustee of Sacramento City, and I know
a Mr. Jones upon the floor of the Assem-
bly, and there are probably others In' the
same name who 1 am not informed of
anil cannot recall at this time." He saiel:
"Do you know anything about a Mr.
Jones who has a place to sell on tho
polico force?" I said: "I do not." He
said: "Have you been granted any places
upon the polico force?" I saiel:'"! have
not." He saiel: "Have you started in to
do anything on that line—have you prom-
ised any places?" and I saiel yes; I
promised to use my influence with"a cer-
tain gentleman in San Francisco to get a
friend of his on tho police force, and I
willdo all in my power to do so: and I
suppose that, being tho author of the bill
and being somewhat prominent in the
Legislature myself, 1 might have some
influence in getting the man a position.
He asked me who itwas. I said an old
friend of mine—Fd. B, Reed, the ex-
County Recorder of San Francisco. I
have a letter here respecting it, and told
him I would at the proper time assist his
friend in getting a man upon the force.
Mr. Lawrence then loft me. I feit cer-
tain that there was an attempt being made
by him to bring me into some ill-repute.
I returned to Sacramento on Sunday
night.

On Monday morning a Mr. Billeau ap-
proached me in the Sergoant-at-Arms'
room and asked me if I would rccom-

i mend a man for a place upon the polico
force in San Francisco, that there was
money in it. Isaid, "No, I willnot," and
I camo right into the Assembly from him
at that time. He tried to detain me to
talk witlime about it, but Icame imme-
diately into the Assembly Chamber anel
left him.

On Monday afternoon, because I be-
lieved then there was a conspiracy on foot,
not only against me, but against the
boely <>l which I am a member, to bring
into ill-repute the actions of this Assem-
bly, Iwent to my brother and told him
of the tacts, that there was a job being
put up, and that I woultl get away with
them.

On the next morning I met Mr. Law-
rence, Tuesday morning last, in the cor-
ridor. I asked him what there was about
that; ho smiled, and saiel there was noth-
ing. 1 saw immediately; from what he
saiel, that ho meant otherwise. Iimme-
diately went downstairs, because my
brother was not in the Assembly at that
time, and I desired to nonsuit a friend,
and I went to sec the State Printer of
California, to whom no man is closer to
me in Sacramento City. I met him com-
ing out of the door; we stopped at the
foot of the stairs, and I started in to ex-
plain tliis matter lo him. Just at that
moment Judge J. W. Armstrong, who
was interested iv tiie bill then before the
Assembly, came rushing half-way clown
the stairs and called to me to come up
quick, as the bill was before the House.
1 left Mr. Johnston then, saying that I
would see him later about the matter.

In the evening Iwas sitting at my elesk
when the Committee on State Library
brought in a report indefinitely postpon-
ing a certain bill. I then arose and askeel
that the report of the committee be
adopted and that the bill be indefinitely
postponed. It was done at that time,
knowing that was satisfactory to a friend
of mine who is connected with the State
Library.

Apage came to my elesk saying that a
couple of gentlemen wanted to sec me
outside. I went out and found there Mr.
Johnston, the State Printer, and Mr.
Govan, a member of tiie City Central
Committee. Mr. Johnston is the Chair-
man ofthe Republican City Central Com-
mittee, and he said: "We are going to
run short of funds with which to pay the
table men and the expense of printing the
tickets." He said: "You will help us
out, will you not?" "I said, "Yes, I
will." With that I started down the cor-
ridor, and I was reaching for my purse,
when at that moment Mr. Leake, of the

State Library, came to me and thanked
me for what I had done, and said, "Come
into the library; Iwant to talk with you."

At that moment my brother came
along, and we all went into the library.
Acall of the House it seems was ordered,
while I was in there, and somebody in-
formed me tl\pt the doors were closed,
but as to that I do not know, and as I
did not care to be brought into the Houso
under arrest, anel as Idm not believe any-
body knew where Iwas, I stayed there a
few minutes. Mr. Govan and Mr. John-
ston were sitting at the table, talking
about the political fight coming off next
Tuesday. My brother was sitting ivthe
room somewhere, and Mr. Leake some-
where else, when I said Iwould go anel
see what they wanted in the House. I
came in and found the road law still un-
der discussion, aud Iwent back.

As 1 went back Mr. Beilearj approached
me and tolel me to conic into the library.
I said, "Allright." He said, "I want to
introduce you to Mr. Jones." Ielid not
expect the plot would thicken so quick.
I went immediately to him, and Mr. Bol-
lcau stewed away; I called him back,
because 1 desired witnesses to the trans-
action. [Applause.]*

Mr. Jones made a proposition, the lirst
time that I ever saw him. J said, "Ail
right, what kind ofa letter do you want,"
and 1 wrote it. It was misdated, because
it should have been March 3d, instead of
February 3d. "Now," ho said "we Save
got to have $150 "out of this forthree,"
naming Mr. Belleau and himself but not
naming the third party. 1 said, "All
right," ami I took oat what money l bad,
and it lacked $80 of being gLSO. I walked
into the library room and closed the door
behind me, anil I said to a gentleman, "I
have the sons of h s," and I held the
check up in my hand. [Applause.]

1 went to Mr. Leake and said, "1 want
you to let me have some money. (Ap-
plause.) I saiil u> Mr. Leake, "I want
some money." "How much do you
want?" he asked. "Iwant sso," I said,
"and I can deposit the check with you
until morning." Mr. Leake was a mem-
ber of the emposite political party, and I
did not choose to tell him any of the facts
with regard to it. He stepped out lor a
moment and then came book. Those
gentlemen, however, didn't go on and
ask me about it, because they dill not
know, or any of the others knew, what I
waa doing.

Mr. Leake came back and said ho could
not get the money outside. Ho said, "I
have some money in the sale, and you
can have that." I handed him the cheek,
and he said, "It is for 8400." 1 Slid,
"Yes. you can cash it in the morning."
And I want to call your attention to this

| tact; the reason 1 desired this check
cashed was that I might be able noi only
to trace the man who put up the job, but
to trace ttie man who tdrgea the signature
upon the check.

On the next morning Mr. Leake went
early to the bank, came back and notified
me that he hael cashed tho check. I went
in and paid him the balance clue him anti
took §200 in my hand, and walked di-
rectly from the State Library to the office
of the State Printer, and placed tho §250
in his hand, and told him to mark it as
coming from me, and iwould fully ac-
quaint him with the mutter thereafter.
[Applause and cheers.]

These are the facts that I can prove by
reputable men. I mako this statement
at this time to let you gentlemen know
that I was acting in good faitli, and knew
what I was doing ail the lime; Iknow
that this man Lawrence is a black-mailer,
anel attempting to blackmail me upon the
floor of this Assembly. I ask the privi-
lege of you to bring before this Assembly
at this time a brother attorney who is at-
torney for a bill before tliisLegislature,
that he may give his testimony to cor-
roborate what I have suited. "Svill the
Assembly grant me that privilege? [Cries
of "Yes, yes."]

FRANKLINP. BULL'S STATEMENT.
The House, at the suggestion of the

Speaker, then went into Committee oftho
Whole, and Franklin P, Bull, an attor-
ney of San Francisco, was sworn. Ho
made a long statement, delivering him-
self with evident deep feeling. Ho said
he was the regularly cinployeel attorney
to prosecute before the Legislature the
Peter Connelly claim; that he had in do-
ing so neither ofl'ered reward, promise or
trade to any legislator or other person;
that he had Clone nothing dishonorable or
that might not bo bared to tho light of
day. liehad presseel the claim upon its
merits, convinced himself of its perfect
justice anel thou engageel his best ener-
gies in the task of convincing others. He
took oce-asion to atlvocate the cause of the
claim, whereat the House showed somo
signs of uneasiness. Finally, however,
he came to the case in hand and said: I
went with that letter of introduction to
Mrs. Himmelman and had a conversa-
tion with her in regard to the measure,
and she employed mc to look after the
interests of that claim. She told me,
however, at that time that A. M, Law-
rence had solicited from her the privilege
of looking after that bill before the Leg-
islature. I asked her if she had maeTo
any agreement with him or entered into
any contract with him to do so anel she
said "No, and, Mr. Bull, I elo not want to;
I would rather have you attend to it than
anybody else." I saiel, "Very well, Mrs.
Himmelman, Iwilllook after your inter-
ests as lx?st Imight."

Mrs. llimmelman's son-in-law, Theo-
dore Mauch, was present at the time, anel
he saiel that Mr. Lawrence agreed to send
him a telt:gram when ho had made the
necessary arrangements at Sacramento,
and he was to come here and sec him at
the French Restaurant, and he (Mauch)
said: "Suppose that telegram comes,
what shall I elo?" I said: "When the
telegram comes, come and sco me, and I
willtell you what to do." c»n the 14th of
January, ISSiI, Theodore Mauch received
this telegram :

San Francisco: Leave city to-night at 7.
Jlcet me French Restaurant here.

This is sworn to as being a correct copy

of the telegram.

A VISIT TO SACRAMKXTO.
Mr. Maue-h e-aine to me anel askeel mc

\u25a0what ho should elo. I saiel: "Go to Sac-
ramento anei see what that man has to
oiler." »

He came to Sacramento. He agreed
before he came up here that lie woulel
come to see mo the Friday after. He said
he would come hack on Friday morning
on the 2:45 train.

Saturday morning I wrote him a letter
reejucsting to know what I woulel do in
reg.nl to this matter, ifI was to represent
Mrs. Hinirrielnian, and to present tliis
matter to the Legislature, and ifso to call
at my otlice so I could draft die biil. He
said he thought that Mrs. Himmelman
tlesired me to go ahead.

Iasked him what became of Lawrence.
He said there was a good talk about
what Lawrence could do and what in-
fluence he had, but no deiinite arrange-
ments were made. Isaid ifMrs. Him-
melman desired that I have charge of this
matter, of course, as attorney, they must
make arrangements in regard to what I
was to have. He saiel: "You go tb tho
house, and we willdraw the contract this
afternoon."

LAWRENCE TO THK FRONT.
I went down Saturday afternoon of the

week of the 14th of January to Mrs.
Himmelman's house, and there con-
cluded a contract between her and myself
in regard to what should be done with
this claim aner~a compensation I was to
receive for looking after it and attendintr
to it.

I came, I think, on the next Sunday,
and on the Sunday following Mr. Law-
rence came to my office, 310 Pine street,
in the City and County of San Francisco,
and said that he understood that I had
taken a contract from Mrs. Himmelman
in regard to the Peter Council* claim. I
tolel him he was properly informed, and
he askeel me what I proposed to do with
him—that he diel not like to be treated in
that way. He supposed that he was to
have the management of the billhere be-
fore the Legislature, anel now it had been
placed in my hands without his consent.

WANTED TEN THOUSAND.
"Mr.Lawrence, you willhave to adjust

those matters with Mrs. Himmelman; I
haven't anything to do inregard to that,"
Isaid. "Ifyou nave rendered service to
Mrs. Himmelman, I have no doubt she
willcompensate you for those services;
but Iwill see you when I come to Sacra-
mento, and see what can be done."
Icame to Sacramento and he came sev-

eral times after me, but I failed to keep
the appointments, with the exception of

one, which I did keep. Imet him in the
Golden Eagle Hotel one afternoon or
evening, about 7:30, and we adjourned to
a room in the Cafe Royal (I think is the
name of the place.)

He then demanded of me the sum of
810,000 or he would defeat my billand
burn me up.

I said, "Mr. Lawrence, your figures
are very steep—in fae-t they are almost
equal to those of the men who aro man-
aging the bill."

NO ARRANGEMENTS FOR HIM.
I said: "Iwill see Mrs. Himmelman,"

and, by the way, Mr. Lawrence's "wife's
mother and Mrs. Himmelman, I believe,
came to the State together in early days
and were old friends, anel that is the rea-
son Lawrence got into the ease.

1 saw Mrs. Himmelman anel advised
her to settle with Lawrence, or do some-
thing for him, in order to save the at-
tack upon the bill.

Three or four weeks ago Mrs. Himmel-
man, at my advice, called on Mr. Law-
rence, called to his nouse to see him in
regard to this matter, and she saw there
Mr. and Mrs. Young and Mr. Lawrence.
At the same time, at my advice, she asked
Mr. Lawronce how the bill was getting I
along. He said ho was afraid tlio bill i
would be defeated, that Mr. Bull had !
made no arrangements for him.

"I WILL ETJBK HIM 11."
Mrs. Hhiimetman said, "Mr. Law-rence, I am wiiiing-to allow yon, myself,

!?2,lKiUo:it of this claim."
He said, "1 won't take it—it ain't

enough, i won't take il from yon any-way. I am going te> have it irom Mr.
Bull. I have had a contract drawn up by
an attorney, and if Mr. Bull don't sign I
that ou next Monday, I willburn him
and the bill up."

Mrs. llimiiieluiiincamo to my house
about lo o'clock on Sunday evening, <>r
rather sent her son-in-law, Mr. Mauch,
anel 1 said to her son-in-law, that as far
as burning up Mr. Bull was concerned, I
didn't care, because as sure as there is a
God above, who is just and good, there
Is no act Of mine in tliis Legislature that
would not bear the inspection of tlicsun
on this claim.

Lawrence said to me, "I know, Mr.
Bull, your measure is a just and meri-
torious measure anel ought to pass, but I
havo made certain agreements and cer-
tain arrangements and 1 must have tho
money."

LAWRENCE GOT NOTHING.
Ths next week alter the conversation |

with Mrs. Himmelman, and it was the I
latter part of the week before 1 came up,
I met Mr. Lawrence and we went into
the Library, and he asked me what I was
prepared to-do,

I said. "Nothing, Mr. Lawrence; I'm j
prepared to do nothing."

"Well," he sahl, "you willhave to fix i
the newspaper boys, and I am jnst tin-
man that can do that."

Isaid: "Mr.Lawrence, you cannot do
that for me; Mrs. Himmelman is willing
to do what is right by you, to compensate
you for any services you may have per-
formed, and as far as your attack upon
this billis concerned, you can make itassoon as you desire."

Unless I am misinformed, two yean
ago the Examiner, although this identical
billwas introduced iv both houses, anel
passed this House with only three votes
against it, never said a wore! against tho
bill. What was said was in its favor.

mh. nnt'NKn's CONCLUSION*.
At the conclusion of Mr. Bull's testi-

mony Mr. Brunei resumed, saving:
Mr. Speaker, it might be asked why 1

brought this up this morning. The only
reason that I can give, and a good one in
my judgment, is that I might have tho
opportunity ofplacing myself in a proper
position. I will say now, that these
charges having been brought out by the
Examiner, that 1 do not charge the Ex-
aminer itself, but itmust look to its em-
ployes and its correspondents; I do not
charge that paper, or any other paper, but
receiving news through its correspond-
ents it should know what was done.

I know that lam right in this matter,
and that I never ukl a wrong in my life—
that my father, who is on the other side
of this building, serving the Senate, going
there morning after morning, knows of
no stain or blot upon my character; that
the citizens of Sacramento know me to
have been true, not only to their interest,
but to my own. Knowing that I am
right, I demand an investigation at the
hands of this Assembly, that the blot
which has been put upon my character byan impudent miscreant and scoundrel,
shall be determined. IApplause.)

The Assembly then ordered, on motion
of Mr. Bledsoe, an investigating com-
mittee ofsevtm. The Speaker had already
read a telegram from the Police Com-
missioners of San Francisco also asking
for an investigation;

GRONDONA IN THE TOILS.
