
LONG YEARS AGO.

A Bostonian's Reminiscences of Sac-
ramento in the Days of '49.

Bow the City Emcmcd Suddenly From

tho Wilderness—Graphic Account

of the Flro of 1853.

A few weeks since the Sunday Uxioit
forwarded to George G. Spurr of Boston,
•Secretary of tho New England Associated
California Pioneers of '49, a bird's-eye
\u25a0view of this city, with pictures of the
more prominent business and public
ibuildings and private residences, bound
together in compact form and called "A
Souvenir of Sacramento." Mr. Spurr
was here in 1849, and his father's romains
\u25a0are stillburied where once stood Sutter's
Fort, he having died there in that memor-
able year. In acknowledging the receipt
of the little Volume referred to, Mr.
Spurr relates some incidents of those
early days, and especially of the great fire
of 1852, which destroyed the then young
city, which will bo read with interest.
He says:

Ens. Sunday Union: Your littlesou-
venir comprising a bird's-eye view of
Sacramento and its principal buildings.as
they are seen to-day, was duly and most
gratefully received a few days ago. The
package bore the postmark February Ist,
and yet itreached my place of business
promptly on tho Bth, having in the mean-
time traversed a continent of 3,000 miles
within the space of seven days. What
required live to six months' time forty
years ago can now bo accomplished in
somothing less than eight days, showing
the wonderful improvements in the way
of travel between the East and West
since the memorable year of '49. It is
the first picture of your city that I have
yet seen, which makes it ail the more
precious to me, since I have had nothing
but personal descriptions upon which to
depend for the many changes that have
taken place during the past thirty-seven
years. To my mind, the city looks much
the same as when I saw it last in 1854, as
1 passed through it for the last time on
my way home to the Mohawk Valley.
It has grown, to be sure, in many re-
spects from what it was at that date, and
no doubt it has grown beautifully great
with its growth. Nevertheless, the same
facial lines exist in tho man that were
formerly seen in the boy. Ifthere is any
difference at all to be seen, it is that the
boy aud tho man aro both merged into
one, and that tho sum total has devel-
oped into full-grown manhood. 1 recog-
nized it at once, as I have in later years
often recognized old friends after many
years of separation.

Had you sent me my father's photo-
graph, as I last saw him, standing upon
the walls of Sutter's Fort, waiving his
hat in adieu, it could scarcely havo af-
fected me more deeply than did the
picture ofyour city, under whose bosom
he sleeps his last sleep, where erstwhile
the walls of the old fort cast their shad-
ows when the sun had gone to rest be-
hind the dim outline of the Coast Range.
Ithas brought back to my mind so many
memories—it has awakened so many
tragic events in which I was more or less
a sharer—that I have felt deuressed ever
since it came into my hands; and even
now I find it difficultto shake offthat de-
pression.

FIRST NIOHT IN SACRAMENTO.
It was somewhere near tho beginning

of I street that we boys went into
camp upon landing at whut was
then known as the " Embarca-
dero." It was in the middle of
July, and uudcr a cluster of trees then
standing there that we enjoyed, for the
lirst time since leaving "Happy Valley,"
B night of refreshing sleep. We hail been
imprisoned on the river for over a week,
without one hour's respite. Our little
craft was so heavily laden with truck of
one sort and another that wo could not
lie down to rest. Between these dis-
comforts aud the ravenous mosquitoes,
wliieh refused to be comforted, we were
well-nigh exhausted by tho time we got
there. Never before had I needed such a
•light's rest—never since havo I slept
•more soundly than I slept that night
tmid the howling of coyotes and the
jroaking of night-birds on" the river bot-
•oms. Rolled up iv my blankets, and
resting upon such leaves as I could gather
•bout me, I fell into a profound slumber
md dreamed of my far-off homo and the
rlear old friends so far away.

On our way to the mines on tho follow-
ing day we passed through what is J
street now. It was then the only visible
outlet to Sutter's Fort, which was dimly
seen against the eastern sky. Something
akin to ownership had already been made
on either side ofthis avenue, where stakes
and line-marks fronted tents of various
colors and designs. These proprietary
signs were seen scattered along, from
about where Front street now is up as far
ns perhaps Third, when they disappeared,
and we saw none above that line.

Beyond this semblance of human life,
the entire distance between the two rivers
and as far out as Sutter's Fort was cov-
ered by a growth of live oak trees of
mammoth proportions. They wero not
so stately in their general make-up as
many I afterwards saw along tho foothills
farther north, but they were far more im-
posing. Among their chief characteristics
may be mentioned their prodigious size
and wide, out-reaching arms, covering in
many instances thousands of square feet.
Looking back upon them from the walls
of the fort, the eye rested upon a charm-
ing landscape, dotted here and there with
groupes of massivo trees, and fringed by
streams of sparkling water.

THK CITY'S FIRST ROOM.
On my return the followingNovember

for supplies I found the stump ofoue of
these trees in use as a table where I pur-
chased my goods. 1 think it were safe to
state here that on more than occasion
twenty or more of us sat down together
at one time around this improvised table,
and cat our meals from it without the
least inconvenience. As wo sat thero I
noticed a shingle, suspended by a cord,
which gave the measurement of this
wonderful tree. I wish I had the figures
to give you, because they would be quite
interesting to your readers, could they
read them now as I did then, but I have
not got them. All I know is that the
figures were simply immense, such as to
leave a lasting impression upon mymind.

But such marvels wero then of an
everyday occurrence, and men tumbled
upon them every day in the week. In
fact, the whole country was a marvel at
that time, as it must continue to be for
generations yet to come Why, sir, the
first time I had occasion to visit the
Daily Union office, in '52, was to see a
beet that weighed lifty-four pounds. It
was stood up in one corner of tho room
and labeled with the grower's name, and
to my mind it was as large as a two-year-
old boy. I also saw at the same time an
onion raisqfl on the same ranch that could
not be put into a peck-measure, and, to
cap the climax, a cabbage leaf was spread
out against the office wall large enough,
indeed, to make a good-sized doormat.
In my wanderings about town I became
•satisfied that the germ which had been
planted in June and July had taken root,
and that a great city had settled down
there to stay. What had been a primeval
forest for centuries past and gone, was
fast becoming

A GRAND CENTER FOR THRIFT
And enterprise. The sturdy old oaks
that had sheltered us from the rays of a
scorching sun but a few months" before
had fallen beneath the blows ot the wood-
man's ax, and the major part of them
had disappeared forever. I street, which
was but an embankment for the slough
up to the time we left, had put in ber
claim for public patronage, and X street
had become a formidable rival to J.
Front street I found to be the center of
attraction. It was up early and late,
ever ready to gobble the early worm that
came up on the boat from the bay below.
The spot where we camped in July was
to my surprise, occupied by a theater in
full blast, but the greatest surprise in
store for me was to find my shipmate,
"Hank" Dailey, playing the leading part
in the play, "She Stoops to Conquer."

The inevitable wayside Inn, which had
become such a marked feature on the
roads to the mines was more than repre-
sented in the city. It was greatly in ex-
cess of the present needs, and every
means tbat human thought could suggest
was employed to attract the "honest
miner" and induce him to take refuge at
the "Pilgrim's Rest" and enjoy all the
"comforts ofhome." I can recall noth-
ing belonging to that period of romance
and thrifty enterprise that can surpass
the novelty and quaint designs then in
use to entice the wayfarer into tho "Homo
for the Weary and Storage for Trunks."

I staid but a few days in the "young
and growing city," but while I did stop
there I took the "busy world" all in, not
forgetting to look in upon the seductive
scenes of tho "Diana," "Magnolia" and
"ElDorado" by gaslight. The spectacle
was both brilliantana alluring, and men
who had never quailed before went down
under its beguiling influences never to
rise again.

EN ROUTE TO AUBURN RAVINE.
Itwas early in December that myself

and companions loft the city for Auburn
Ravine, where we had built a cabin and
settled down for the winter. We crossed
tho ferry with twelve heavily-laden
pack-mules, iv the midst of a drizzling
rainstorm. The roads, which had boon
"harder than a wedge" and "dryer than
a bone" all the way down, had been
churned into a sheet of mud during our
stay in the city. The rainy season had
set in, and the whole distance between
the two points seemed to havo changed
into a veritable mud-hole, in which both
men and animals, it was said, had gone
down out of sight, leaving nothing but
their hats and horns to mark the spot
where they had disappeared. We passed
many jaded oxen on the way back, and
saw many wagons submerged in mud.
We put in a helping hand ail along the
road and "prayed" for the teamsters who
had blackened the air with blasphemy.

By picking our way along the sides of
the road, we managed to get aloug fairly
well, and yet wo found it a hard road to
travel, and wero only too glad to reach our
cabin, where the rest of the boys were
anxiously awaiting our return. The
company's goods were carefully removed
and housed, tho mules bedded down in
tho open air, and before a grateful lire,
extending across the cud of our cabin, we
sat down and told our story of a visit to a
great city.

THE GREAT FIRE OF 1852.
In the fall of 1852 Iwas keeping a small

restaurant at No. 3 Xstreet, Sacramento
City, and the sign that swung over the
sidewalk was conspicuous for one thing—
it told the newcomer where ho might get
served to an oyster stew for |L The bulk
of my business was over, and I was
quietly making up my cash account for
the day. Just then two young men were
seen surveying my premises, and a mo-
ment later they walked In and took seats
at the table. Itwas hard to tell just who
or what those men were. The larger of
the two wore a stove-pipe hat, a blue
flannel shirt and a linen duster. The
otbar wore a woman's night-cap, a striped
callc9 ahirfr and a pair of blue overalls,
girded tightly round his waist. There
was mJachlCT there of some sort, and
though nothing was said which gavo me
a clue to their occupation, yet from their
strong, muscular frames and the fore-
castle odor that arose from their clothing,
I became convinced that they were sail-
ors lust ashore on a spree.

They called for oysters, which were
served, and during the half-hour they re-
mained they amused themselves greatly
at my expense. I kept cool, just the
same, and allowed tho boys the fullest
latitude for rude remarks and quaint
suggestions. Upon paying their bill, I
passed out the cigars, and a moment later
they disappeared in the darkness of the
night. Two hours later, and while I was
playing euchre with a party offriends,
the

ALARM OF FIRE

Came up quick and shrill from the direc-
tion of J and Fourth streets. The alarm
becoming general, we dropped our cards
and started out. Itwas a chilly Novem-
ber night, the wind blowing fresh from
the northwest, and the dust following us
in clouds as we hurried to the scene ofthe
conflagration. A great lire is a painful
and exciting spectacle. wherever it is
seen, but for your city ft was peculiarly
distressing, because the later was so iso-
lated that no assistance could be had in
season to prevent total annihilation.

Before midnight the fire had become
master of tho situation, the fire depart-
ment utterly demoralized, and the
doomed city was abandoned to its fate.
Tlte usual frantic efforts to save property,
the same contusion and inseparable jams
of overloaded teams was seen there, as
they are always seen upon such disas-
trous occasions. There were piercing
cries of women and children, separated
from each other in the luridglare of

THAT NIGHT OF HORROR,
Which were both seen and heard, and
must always be remembered by those
who live to recall that tragic scene. The
flames spread with great rapidity, sweep-
ing everything before them. The heav-
ens wore lit up for miles around, and
thousands ofwildgeeso, attracted by the
light, flew into the vortex of death and
were burned to ashes ere they reached
the ground. As the fire was gradually
working its way down to Second street, I
became anxious to protect my own little
possessions, which were all that I had in
the world. , -I was up somewhere near the corner of
Third and J streets, when the cry came
that tho fire had reached the Orleans
Hotel. I distinctly recollect the jam I
was in at that moment, and how I yelled
likea Comanche, as many others did, be-
cause we did not know what else to do
than to push and yell. I remember my
efforts to scale a barricade of merchan-
dise, household effects, trunks, drays,
horses and mules, dead and alive, piled
up in one immense inextricable mass. I
have also an indistinct recollection of be-
ing jammed through an awning, and es-
caping through a second-story window
into an alley-way leading into I street.

SCENES OF CONFUSION.
I have never yet been able to tellhow I

reached the corner of Front and X streets,
or how I got to the door of my place of
business, which was located in the block
between the "Lady Adams" building and
Front street, for it seemed to me tliat
everybody was rushing madly towards
the levee, burdened down with "their own
effects, or some ono else's. My position
at this moment was full of peril, and the
scene was ono that I can never -forget.
Disabled as I was, I saw no possible hope
to save my property, and a feeling took
possession of me that I must seek a placo
of safety before it became too late, or take
my chances of being trampled to death
by the frenzied mob that were hurrying,
terror-stricken, to the banks of tho Sac-
ramento. Just at this moment

A SHEET OF FLAME
Swept across the street, enveloping the
corner of Xand Second streets, cutting
oil'travel for the time being, and throw-
ing a brilliantlight inthe direction ofmy
saloon. The cry of terror following the
crash of the falling buildings had scarcely
died away when suddenly I was grabbed
by the shoulder and pulled violently into
a doorway. Nothing could have" sur-
prised me more than to find myself in the
arms of the two sailors who had but a few
hours before enjoyed themselves so reck-
lessly at my expense. They had come,
they said, to "help me out," and "save
the" oysters before they got too badly
cooked." They would save my kit, they
co.-itinued. if I would but let them, and

?ut the things where they would be safe,
felt that tho Lady Adams building

could but hold out a little longer, much
could be done in that direction, aud I
therefore accepted their oiler with the
profouudest gratitude.

Dmsmore, my cook, having arrived
npon the scene at this moment, all four
set at work in dead earnest, and in a very
short time every movable article belong-
ing to me was taken out and deposited in
one heap upon the levee. The stovepipe
hat and the woman's nightcap were just
as conspicuous at 1 o'clock in the morn-
ing as they haa been at 8 o'clock the night
before. The same rollicking self-reliance
was seen then as when the men camo
swaggering into my saloon on the preced-
ing evening. But "both men wore full of
human sympathy, and "never felt hap-
pier," as they expressed it, than when
'doing a good turn for tho lame man at

No. 3 X street."
OUR .LOSS WAS THEIR GAIN.

They proved to be a part of tho crew of
the schooner Eliza Downs, of Belfast,
Me., laden with building materials and
light house-frames, shipped as au experi-
ment and owned by the officers and crew.
They had but just arrived from "tho
States," and were awaiting an oppor-
tunity to discharge cargo. These boys
had gone ashore in search of the "ele-
phant," were entire strangers, and provi-
dentially made their first call at my little
place of business. When the fire broke
out they followed the crowd to the scene,
and fellback with the advancing flames
until thoy reached the saloon where I
had found them. What became so disas-
trous to the citizens of your city, burned
out of house and home, became equally
fortunato to them, for the cargo, which
could have brought them but a nominal
sum before the tire, went up afterwards
to such fabulous prices as to yield officers
and crew a most, generous return.

With this timely aid, and screened by
the Lady Adams building, all had been
accomplished that was possible for four
men to do under theso trying circum-
stances, and, heart-sick, I sat down
among the remnants of my stock in trade
and watched the lire fiend wipe out the
balance of the city.

THAT WAS A OHASTLY SCENE,
As witnessed by 20,000 people huddled
together on the outskirts of tho "burnt
district," in the {-ray of that cold Novem-
ber morning, w-uehing the fragments of
their fortunes co down into dust and
ashes.

Itwas whilo sitting there in tho cool,
biting air, mapping out a programme
that would fit my future, that my sailor-
boy friends conceived a plan which en-
abled me to open to tho famishing people
a coffee-stand—tho first that was started
on the morning of that most terrible con-
flagration. A couple of pork barrels, a
charred door and a jib staysail were the
beginning. A hollow square formed of
ropes and staves driven into the ground
protected mo from tho clamoring crowd,
and long before tho sun had climbed the
golden stairs fiftygallons of coffee and as
many loaves of bread had been dis-
tributed to the hungering poor aloug the
levee on Front street.

A SAD PARTIN-G.
The men who camo into my restaurant

on the night before, dressed ina manner
to excite the gravest fear, and used lan-
guage that must In many instances have
provoked a serious quarrel, turned outbetter than thoy seemed. From streetbrawlers, spoiling for a fight, they hadproven good Samaritans, aud btiildedbetter than theyjknew. When the reac-
tion set in, and I began to realize how
much they had dono forme, I was equally
glad to give them in turn all the praise
they deserved. When one morning the
schooner's signal was seen flyingat the
peak, calling the meu aboard for duty,
my sailor friends bade me a hasty adieu.
They were to discharge cargo and sail
immediately for San Francisco, and
thence for the Penobscot River, ''away
down in Maine." As I stood there

AMONG THE SMOKING ItUINg
Aiidgazed upon that picture of desolation,
my feelings overcame me, and tho tears
came suddenly into mv eyes. Thero was
something both grand and inspiring in
what these boys had dono for me. They
had come unsolicited; they had be-
friended me in a moment when friends
were equally friendless, and I could not
seem to let them go. I clung to them as
though our acquaintance had begun in the
same district school, and our friendships
had ripened under the pine trees that
sheltered each other's home.. I watched the schooner (Iron down the
stream and "sheet home," and then "fill
away." I stood there and watched her
disappear in silence, and waved my hat
In response to the ono waved at mo; then
I returned to my coffee stand, a converted
man—converted by the fact that appear-
ances aro oftentimes deceiving, anel that
many an honest heart beats under a
ragged shirt. Geo. G. Spuiir.

IMPORTANT DECISION.
The District Court Has tho Right to

Determine TariffDisputes.
St. Louis, March 7.—Judge Thayer, in

the United States District Court, this
morning handed down a decision in the
Wynian case, which has vast importance
to importers. Wyman imported some
guns, upon which the Collector here as-
sessed the duty Imposed by the McKin-
ley law. Wyman protested, claiming
that tho duties charged were too high,
and the case was referred to the Boaitl of
Appraisers at New York, who sustained
the Appraiser here. The flrm then put
in a plea before the Circuit Court of this
city for a decision. The point was raised
that the court had no jurisdiction in tho
case, and Judge Thayer to-day decided
that the court has jurisdiction, and he has
issued an order upon the New York
Board ofAppraisers to submit the papers
and reports to the court here.

KANSAS LEGISLATURE.

The Members of the House Aro "Sow
Servina "Without Pay.

Topeka (Kan.), March 7.—At noon to-
day the sixty days' session for which tho
Kansas Legislature receives pay expired.
The Senate last night organized as a Court
of Impeachment for the trial of Judgo
Botkln ofthe Sixth Judicial District, and
until the court is dissolved tho Senators
willeach receive their regular salary.

The patriotism of the Representatives
will be tested by their being obliged to
serve unrequited. The Senate is, there-
fore, in a position to insist, upon all their
amendments to tho bills, and can delay
considerable ofthe objectionable measures
beyond the patience of the Representa-
tives.

Tho Senate will probably use its ad-
vantage by killing the bill providing for
a wholesale reduction of salaries of county
oflicers, the Elder mortgage and bond
tax billand other radical measures.

The Sugar Trust.

New York, March 7.—The State Sen-
ate Committee, investigating the Sugar
Trust, resumed its work *o-day. General
Slocum testified that he was a receiver of
the Sugar Trust. The other receivers
were H. C. Havemeyer and S. V. White.
He said when he was appointed receiver
he asked Treasurer Searles to have the
stock of the various companies which
were absorbed by the trust turned over to
the receivers. Treasurer Searles refused
to do this, and witness made up a state-
ment for himself. Havemeyer thought
the report was unfair. Judge Pratt also
stated that it would be better to defer
making the report, and it had never been
presented to the court.
