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TERRIBLE ACCIDENT.

Wreck of a Fast Passenger Train
at Havana, Illinois.

TEE FIREMAN KILLED AND MANY
PERSONS SERIOUSLY INJURED.

tTnprecedentod Rains Reported In the

South—The Tennessee River Rising

With Enormous Rapidity — Yazoo

Cltv, Alabama, Partially inundated, '
and Many Families Driven From

Their Homes.

Pkoria (111.), March B.—The Jackson-

ville and Southeastern fast passenger
train, which left here at 1:30 this morn-
ing, met with a terrific accident at
Havana, 111. The train consisted of a
baggage car, coach, chair car and two
Bloopers, and was an hour and a half late,
owing to a terrible storm raging.

AtHavana there is a sharp curve a mile
and a half from the depot, and the engine
struck the curve at tho switch and left
the track. All the cars followed, piling
up in great confusion.

Tho half-dressed passengers clambered
out of the windows and through the roofs
of the demolished cars, and hastened,
barefooted, through the sleet,over the icy
roads, for the nearest houses. The pas-
sengers who were in the coach extricated
their injured companions.

Under tho engine was fireman Saddler,
who was instantly killed. By the wide or
the engine was engineer Birkenhcad,
With one arm and leg cut oil".

Tho other injured are: Edward Ilom-
mett. ofPeoriu. burned and badly bruised;
"Walter Conover, of Manito, 111., fatal in-
juries; Charles Mulvaney, of Streator,
111., back and head crushed, and willdie;
Miss Emma Rushton, of St. Louis, seri-
©usly bruised; express messenger Bates,
left foot torn olt" and badly braised;
Frank H. Lewis, of Peoria, seriously
jammed in the breast; conductor Ken-
nedy, of Eureka, 111., and brakeman
Hughes, severely injured.

The wreck immediately took fire and ,
burned with great rapidity. It was with
the utmost difficulty that some of the
passengers were rescued, and one or two
were severely burned.

A wrecking train was sent out from
Jacksonville at once, but when it reached
the scene the tire had swept the debris
away, with the exception of tho iron-
work and the engine.

It is thought the wreck was caused by a
broken rail or ice on the track. The loss
to the company, including death and ac-
cident claims, will not fall short of
?100,(»00.

The people in the sleeper were not in-
jured, but had to make their way for a
mile, through a terrible storm, to shelter.

Trinidad (Col.), March B.—When the |
freight train on the Fort Worth road ar- |
rived hero last night, smoke was seen
issuing from a refrigerator car. The door
was broken open, and two men who were
stealings ride were found lying in the
straw suffocated. The fire is supposed to
have started from a lighted pipe.

HEAVY ISAINFALL.

Tennessee and Alabama Visited by
Unprecedented Rainstorms.

Memphis, March B.—The rainfall in
this city and section of the South for the j
past two days is unprecedented. Nearly |
live inches have fallen in this city during
the past forty-eight hours. Specials from
the adjacent country report the heavy !
rain as general.

The Tennessee River rose seven feet in I
twenty-hours at Florence, Ala., and is
still rising rapidly. The whole country
round about West Point, Miss., is
Hooded, and all trains are badly delayed.
The damage willbe considerable.

Considerable "bottom" country in Ar-
kansas and the lower Mississippi is over-
flowed.

TWO MEN SUFFOCATED.

Jackson (Miss.), March B.—The sever-
est rainstorm for years prevailed almost
throughout the entire State during tho
past thirty-eight hours. All the small
streams are overflowed and much dam-
age has been done to roads and bridges.
The railroads are badly washed out, and
all trains are delayed or abandoned.

AtYazoo City all the warehouses are
more or less submerged, and many fami-
lies living in the lower portion of the city
were driven from their homes. Many
bridges across the bayous have been
washed away.

The long trestle of the Yazoo and Mis-
sissippi Valley Railroad across Martin's
("reck is swept away, and the roadbed
badly damaged.

From Canton, Mississippi, comes the
story that the Pearl and Big Black Rivers
are out of their banks, and Bear Creek,
ordinarily a small stream, is now half a
milewide. The water backed up on the
south and west sides of town to within a
quarter of a mile of the court-house. A
number of negro families had to be
moved out inboats.

TOrXG "VVOMAX KIDNAPED.
She Wns Forcibly Taken on a Crowded

Tnoroughflire In C'hlciißo.
CniCAGO, March B.—Mrs,. Tillie Mow-

rey was forcibly kidnaped yesterday by
two unknown men, thrust into a carriage
and driven hastily to the Wisconsin Cen-
tral depot in time to catch the train for
tho north. The deed was committed at i
the corner of Franklin and A'an Buren
streets in broad daylight, and was done
so neatly that the hundreds of persons
passing to and fro did not realize that the
crime had been committed until too late.

Mrs. Mowrey is scarcely lit years of age,
but has been twice married. Her first
husband, from whom she was divorced, |
was llurlburtSeeord, a young man whose j
present address is Packwaukee. Wis. He !
is said to have been writing letters im-
portuning her to return to him.

Last night a telegram signed with the j
kbdncted woman's name was received by |
ncr parents. It was dated at Rugby
Station, Wisconsin, and said, "Her
riends had taken her away."

11KU WHEREABOUTS DISCOVERED.
Chicago. March B.—Mrs. Tillie Mow-

rey. the young woman who was kid-
naped yesterday and taken to Packwau-
kee, \\ is., was heard from to-day. Her
father received a telegram purporting to
be from the Sheriff at Portage, Wis., say-
ing that he had the young woman under j
his protection, and that she had been i
illegally arrested. No reference was
made to Seeord, her first husband, who,
it was suspected, might have caused the
kidnaping.

SENATOR HEARST'S REMAINS.

The Funeral Train Passed Through
Chicago at 11 O'clock Last Night.
Chicago, March B.—The special train

conveying the remains of the late Senator
Hearst arrived at Chicago to-night, en
route from Washington to San Francisco.
Only a few moments' stop was made in
the Pennsylvania depot, and the remain-
der of the time that the funeral train was
in Chicago was chieily occupied in the
complicated switching necessary to tram-

fer the train unbroken to the tracks of the
Chicago and Northwestern.

The cars, at the speciul request of the
Senator's family, have no outward token
of mourning, and few persons in either
railway station were aware ofthe passing
of the distinguished dead. Tl>e start
from Chicago to San Francisco was made
at 11 p. it The train willarrive in San
Francisco on Thursday noon.

HIDDEN' TREASURE.
A Vast Sum of Money Said to be Burled

In Pennsylvania.
Wilkesbakbk (Pa.), March B.—The

First National Bank of Pittston received
a letter from Spain signed by a priest,
stating that a vast sum of money was
buried somewhere in this vicinity.

The letter says that one of the most fa-
vored courtiers ot the late Alphonse was
given a large sum of money, said to be a
millionfrancs, while the King was on his

| deathbed, in return for the performance
iofa dying wish. The Queen was jealous
of the courtier, and at the King's death
instructed her Kmbassador to arrest the
courtier for stealing a casket containing a
number of jewels from tho palace. He
lied to America and buried the treasure,
but returned to Spain aud was arrested
and put in prison, whore he died.

Plans of the place where the treasure
was buried were in a satchel which was
taken by the tribunal, wrho, not knowing
the contents, oltcred to dismiss the suit,

A New Discovery.
The telephone is about to have a new

application—that offoretelling storms. A
new discovery has been made as to one of
the properties of this means of transmit-
ting sound. By placing two iron bars at
seven or eight meters distance from each
other, and then putting thorn in commu-
nication on one side Dy a copper wire
covered withrubber, and the other side
with a telephone, a stonuean be predicted
at least twelve hours ahead through a
dead sound heard in the receiver. Ac-
cording as the storm advances, the sound
resembles the beating of hailstones
against the windows. Every flash of
lightning, and, of course, every clap of
thunder that accompanies the storm pro-
duces a shock similarto that of the stroke
of a stone cast between the diaphragm
and the instrument.

THE NEW JUDGESHIPS.

Can They Be Filled Without the
Senate's Approval ?

OPINIONS DIFFER AS TO THE CON-
STRUCTION OF THE LAW.

Close Friends of tho President Believe

He Will Defer tho Appointments

Until December, in Order to Avoid

Following "What Is Said to Bo a

Questionable Precedent.

I Spocial to tho IXfcokd-Union.
Washington, March 8.—The appoint-

ment of James 11. Beatty as United States
District Judge of Idaho was thought to
bo an official announcement that Presi-
dent Harrison considers itproper for him
to appoint the nine Circuit Judges under
the now law without waiting for their
confirmation by thr-

The case of the Idaho District J udgnsbip
aud the new Circuit Judueships are simi-
lar. The former is a new office, it not
having existed prior to the admission of
Idaho to Statehood.

The President nominated Beatty to tho
i Senate several weeks ago, but tho Idaho
i Senators caused a delay in acting upon
! the nomination that proved ftital Tues-
: day when the nomination came before the
! Senate, and, on motion of Farwell, it
j went over one day. The Senate took no
adjparoment after Chat, and the next day
never came, and when Congress expired
on Wednesday Beatty's nomination ex-
pired with it.
It was held by several Senators that the

President could not appoint him to the
new olfice without action by the Senate,
but ha has done so, nevertheless.

Those ofthe President's advisers who
regarded this action as legal, ami who are
asking him to appoint a new Circuit
Judge, have found a precedent which
they think answers all purposes.

At the close of the Forty-ninth Con-
gross President Cleveland appointed
Judge Laconibe ofNew York to a Circuit
Judge-ship then just created, and after a
long controversy when the Senate met he
was confirmed. The Committee on
\u25a0Judiciary, to whom the nomination was
referred, were hopelessly divided as re-
gards the legality of the President's
action, but a majority were of the opinion
that when Judge Laeombe was nominated
a vacancy in the meaning of the Consti-
tution did exist.

The Interstate Commerce Commission-
ers were appointed and confirmed in a
likemanner. They were appointed after
the adjournment of the Congress that
created the commission, ami were con-
firmed at the regular session of the Senate
in December.

Notwithstanding these precedents, there
arc many able lawyers in Washington
who bold that the appointment of men to
newly created offices is in no sense tilling
a vacancy, and that President Harrison
will hardly have the temerity to follow
the questionable precedent set by Presi-.
dent Cleveland in the case of the appoint-
ment of Judge Laconibe. Moreover,
close friends of the President say that he
is now considering the advisability of not
appointing the nine Judgos until next
December, and thus avoid the necessity
of calling a spe<Mal session of the Senate,
or indorsing a precedent that has been
quite generally regarded as a bad one.

I'resldeiit Harrison's Western Trip.
Washington, March 8.—Presider

Harrison has decided to start on his trip
to the coast within a few days after April
Ist. He willbe on his hunting trip in
Maryland for several days, and on his re-
turn to Washington ho willbegin prepa-
rations for his Western trip, which will
occupy about live weeks.

Representative Uipffs 111.
Washington, March. 8.—Representa-

TALK WITH A TAILOR
How Some Men Try to Avoid Paying

for Their CloHies.
"Well, I've been in business a good

many years," said a fashionable tailor to
a Washington Star reporter, "and I've
met some very queer customers in the
course of my experience. Have 1 ever
been beaten? Why, of course 1 have.
Every man in my business is bound, to
meet with men who swindle him in oue
way or another. I don't think, however,
I have lost a great deal of money in late
yean. Before I set up in business for
myself I represented a large house in
another city. I came here and made
quite a trade among the clerks in their
departments. I used to call upon them in
their offices with my book ofsamples, and
as lam a pretty fair talker 1 managed to
get a good many orders. I used to give
them credit, and willsay one thing for th
department clerks, and that is that I lo
very little money by them. I used t
have to wait a good while sometimes, bu
they generally paid me in full.

"Finally, I worked up such a good lin
of custom that I rented a suite of parlor
and used to keep quite a number of sui
as samples. I had several dress suit
\u25a0with different styles of trimming, so tha
I could satisfy different tastes. The aye
age man, however, has no taste in drum
I mean no individual taste, lie comes
into a tailor's establishment and looks
over a whole lot of samples, or examine
many pieces ol goods, and lie don't real!
know what he wants. I can talk nil
men out of ten into getting just tl
goods that I want to dispose of. Tl
tenth man will bam an opinion of h
own. He willknow what kindofgooc
willsuit his figure and complexion, am
he will know just how he wants thei
made. I can size up a man of this kiiu
very quickly, and 1 always let him hat
his own way. If I didn't he would go
somewhere else. But, as I said, the other
nine men will take just I choose they
shall wear and willaccept my dictation
as to style of cut and trimming. They
don't know that they are yielding to mv
judgment. Bless you, no. They think
they are deciding for themselves, but
they are not.

"But you want to know about the
'beats.' Well, one of the worst I ever
knew was a fellow who was here for
some time as a newspaper man. lie was \on a local paper, and it was after I had \
gone into business for myself that I met
him. He came into my store one day
with two or three well-known business
young men whose trade 1 had possessed
for a long time. One ofthe party, a banker,
ordered a $00 suit, and 1 measured him
while the others chaffed him and exam-
ined my stock. About an hour afterward
this newspaper man returned and said
that he would like me to make a suit for
him of the same goods selected by his
friend. I presumed he was all right,
took his measure, made the suit, sent it
to his address and waited for him to come
and settle. But he never did, and in a
short time he skipped out of town. That
was a dead loss to me.

"That wasn't as bad, however, as a
trick that was subsequently played on
nue. A tall, fine-looking gentleman came
in one day, and after carefully looking
over my stock selected a piece of the
most expensive goods and ordered a suit

to be made from it. He wanted the suit I
finished in three days, as he was going to
leave the city. He was on his way South,
he'said, and had already spent more time
in Washington than he had intended. He
was very polite and api>earcd to be a man
of means. He was also particular as to
the cut and style of the coat and vest, in-
sisting upon a collar to the latter,
although the style then was with-
out one. Well, I put oft" some
other work and completed his suit
within the time agreed upon, and sent it
to his room aliout dusk with the bill—
StO. The man brought back the money,
four ?20 bills, and I put this in the
safe and went home. The next day,
when I sent my deposit to the bank,
those four $20 bills were returned
market 'counterfeit.'

SELF-DESTRUCTION.

MYSTERY SURHOUXDIXG A SUICT-
CIDE IN TOLEDO, OHIO.

Tlio Son of a Swedish Xobleman Ter-

minates Ills Existence In

Chicago.

Toledo (Ohio), March B.—There is con-

siderable excitement in Toledo to-night
over the mysterious suicide of a well-
dressed stranger, in the best hotel in the
town.

Friday night a young man registered at
the Boody House as Charles J. Edwards,
but gave no place of residence.
Saturday afternoon Rev. Father Quigley,
v prominent Catholic priest, called up the
Boody House and asked if Edwards was
there. Receiving an affirmative reply,
he notified the Chief of Police that he
feared Edwards would commit suicide.

The Chief promptly investigated the
matter. The doorbeing opened, he found
the man dead. On a stand near by was a
vial of laudanum, a vial of aconite and
one ot'prussic acid. The examination re-
vealed the fact that everything which
might reveal the suicide's identity had
been destroyed except a much-worn gold
ring with the initials, "M. Ni C."
« \u25a0 Father Quiglcy says the man came to
his parsonage Friday evening and told
him that he was going to suicide. Quig-
ley finally obtained a promise from Ed-
wards that ho would not commit suicide
for twenty-four hours. Quigley says ho
believes the man came to murder him,
and whou asked why Edwards should
want to kill him, replied significantly:
"You notice that the Commercial this
morning said the suicide wore a Masonic
emblem."

This recalls a highly sensational sermon
preached by Quigley aoout a year ago,jwhen he claimed that the Free Masons I

i had sent a man to kill him.
The suicide has nut yet been identified.

On tho lapel of his vest was pinned a !
small Masonic badge—the square and
compass of the Master Masons. llis
huuulry mark is "C C 4."

A SWEDISH XOELKMAX'S SOX SUICIDE.
Cjii.auo. March B.—Awid Erickson,

aged 21, and the son of a Swedish noble-
man, committed suicide this afternoon by
shooting himself through the heart.
Erickson cnnie to Chicago last August
and obtained employment from a jewelry !
firm in Kensington.

The only correspondence carried on by
Erickson was with some unknown per-
son in Sweden, from whom he received
letters every week. His coming to
America was owing to an affair between
a woman he loved and himself. Satur- !
day he received the usual letter, and was i
out of sorts all day. To-day when the i
family with whom he lived returned 'from church they found the suicide in his !room.

A JEALOUS HUSBAND'S DEED.

ISLAND OF CUBA.

Madrid, March 8.- The Ilcraldo in an
article protesting against the supposed
scheme of tho United States Government
to annex tho island of Cuba, says that
Blame ought to recollect that the Congress
of American Nations plainly proved that
the Spanish-Americans are not disposed
to allow themselves to be absorbed by tbo
great northern Republic. The people ofCuba, it says, are strongly Spanish and
equally opposed to becoming part of the
United States. Probably, with tho ex-
ception ofthe tradesmen, there is no one
in the islands who is at all desirous of
annexation.

Spain, the Jleraldo continues, would
shed her last drop of blood in resisting
any attempt to deprive her of her colony,
fearing neither a Cuban revolution nor a
war with the United States.

BTSUTAL. MURDER.
An Aaed Couple Killednnd Their House

Plundered.
Paius, March B.—About a week ago an

aged couple named Dollomais, residing
in Tours, mysteriously disappeared. The
neighbors, thinking something was
wrong, notified the police, who
forced open the doors of the
old couple's house, when they
discovered a horrible crime had
been committed. The m&a and wilehad
been brutally murdered and the house
strippwl ofeverything of value that could
bo conveniently carried away.

The bodies of tho aged victims pre-
sented a ghastly appearance. The house-
hold dogs had been driven by hunger to
feed upon tiiebodies, large pieces ofwhich
were devoured by the animals.

IIORSE-HACIXG IX FRANCE.
Belief That tho Government AVIIIHo-

sclnd the Law Against Bc?tllng.
Paris, March B.—Owing to tiie heavy

rains the race-course at Auteiulo early in
the day was almost descried. In the
afternoon a few hundred onlookers were
present, chiefly engaged in watching the
movements of the largo force of police on
the ground. Only a few racing men were
present at the weighing-in. Anumber of
bookmakers entered bets without being
interfered with by the police.

Older. Two persons who were- made |
more especiall3- prominent by their de- I
nunciations of the Minister of the Inte-
rior, were placed under arrest.

LEIDEIiMAXN'S DEATH.

Further Light Tin-own Upon Ills
Mysterious Disappearance.

Londox, March B.—Further facts come
to light regarding the murder of Dr.
Lcidennann, whose body wu found in a
ravine near San Rerrio. Leidermann paid
frequent visits to Monte Carlo. Subse-
quently two Gei-uians joined the doctor
at the hotel, and all three departed to-
gether on December 29th. On the even-
ing of the same day the two Germans re-
turned to the hotel without Leidermaur..

In response to inquiries, they explained

that Leidcrmann suddenly became in-
sano and was placed in an asylum at
Xi"O. That night the two Germans left.

The body of Dr. Leidermann wim aftor-
wiirds found as described. The spine of
the murdered man was punctured by a

| pin similar to those used in pricking
cards at the gambling tables at Monto
Carlo. The pockets of the dead man had
been rifted.

It was evidently the intention of the
murderers to give an idea that thode-

j ceased had been ruined by gambling at
Monte C ;a-lo and in desperation had com-
mitted suicide.

The police went n photograph of tho de-
ceased to Monte Carlo. Thero it was re-
membered ihat a man of that description
bad gambled there in company with a
reputed Polish Countess and her German
paramour. These two have been ar-
rested and sent as prisoners to San Reino.
It is supposed that the Countess decoyed i
Liedmanu. but it is uncertain as to
whether the nura, her paramour, -was
aided i:i the killing. The police are in-
clined to tho belief that a large gang are
Implicated in the crime.

Ex-Empress Eugenic.

London, March 8.—Ex-Empress Eu-
geniG is reported to be in a very bad
condition physically and littlemore than
a wreck mentally. There is no allegation
of insanity, but her unfriendly reception
in Paris, where she was at first mistaken
for the Empress Frederick, and afterwardinsulted as soon as her identity being
known, was a great shock to her.

A lAon Turner Killed.
Bkki,in, March B.—Ellen Mery, de-

scribed as an American lion tamer, was
torn to pieces on Friday while going
through her performance in the lion's
den at Ahlbeck's Menagerie, in Chemnitz.
Her mangled body was got out of the
cage after a desperate fight with three
lions, but the unfortunate girl died
shortly after her rescue.

"Work of Incendiaries.
Listowei, (Out.), March 8. —Last even-

ing incendiaries bound and gagged tho
night watchman at Hnss Brothers' furni-
ture factory and then fired the premises,
which were totally destroyed. The water
works, pumps and fire alarm had been
tampered with to insure the destruction
of the factory. The loss has not yet been
estimated.

SuAXTjr, March B.—General Grenfell,
Commander of the Egyptian Army, read
to an assembly of Sheiks from all parts of
the Soudan, yesterday, the Khedive's
proclamation of a general amnesty. The
proclamation was received with fervent
cries of loyalty. General rejoicing fol-
lowed, and in the evening tho town was
illuminated.

General Amnesty Declared.

Regina (N. W. T.), March S.—Rev.
Father Graton, a Catholic priest of Re-
gina, was found dead this morning five
miles outside of the city, having perished
from exposure. He left on Thursday to
assist in the elections.

Famous
for its fishermen, aud still more ibr its
fishwives, readers of Charles Horde's
'"Christie" iitshould have been "Kirsly")
"Johnstono" willremember the spot. A j
sorner oil" ilie main street of NeWhavcn i
is reproduced. The corner is a court, I
which serves as the entrance hall t;> the
houses of the fisher-folk. Down-siairs a
lisher lad mends the crab nets, which tho
jaws and claws of these wily crustaceans
have torn. Close by a fisher lassie is
baiting tho haddock lines with mussels,
which last form a valuable commodity in
the Firth. In the foreground a .fishwife,
young and comely, as many of them are,
is exchanging words with the lad who
carried away tho supply of batted lines
in a basket; and on the stairs leadiug to
the upper house stands a neighbor fish-
wife, who has returned from "Edin-
burgh toun," aud who, liko her friend in
the foreground, carries creel and basket
slung from the shoulders as becomes her I
vocation. There is a picturesque charac-
ter about these Xewhaveu lassies and
wives which fairly rivals anything at
Boulogne, Dieppe, soheveaingen, or < l- <\u25a0- \u25a0

where among lishing towns. The elderly I
ladies of tho fishing persuasion are nota- j
hie for the number of petticoats they !
wear, the agglomeration 01 garments im-
parting a rotundity to the mature figure ;
that is appalling to witness. The younger j
lassies wear the killed skirt, the stiipos
contrasting with tho dark blue of the I
cape or eiotik. The head-gear is a plain j
vi-hitecap destitute of the golden ornamcu- j
tutions and wondrous brooches which the
.Dutch fishwives affect. It is tho sim-
plicity of the dress which is the charm of I
the Nowhaven lassies; and visitor*to tho
North, one finds, always retain a lively
