
THE FINAL WORD-THE TESTI-
MONY OF EIGHTY-SIX MILLIONS
OF PEOPLE.

These specious arguments vexfi ad-
vanced in the Assembly on Saturday
against the Senate ballot-reform bill:
1. That nomination by petition will en-
gender piece-club formation. 2. That ex-
clusion from the polling-room during tho
casting of votes, save only of the officers
of election, is a dangerous feature, and
conserves fraud. 3. That tho printing of
tho ballots by the Government will pile

tip an onormous billof cost. 4. That the
distribution of the ballots to the polling-
places willrequire a large force of men,
make heavy cost and give the County
Clerk too much patronage. 5. That the
billis of foroign origin. C. That it puts
the illiteratevoter at a great disadvantage.
Really there were no other arguments
advanced by any of tho opponents that
rise to a piano worthy of notice. We
propose to answer each of those in order.

1. Nomination by petition eularges no
more than the present law the power of
bad men to group themselves and intimi-
date or threaten or tempt candidates.
But, in fact, if petition-nominations ever
do represent piece-clubs, the reform bill
will accomplish a great good that the
present law utterly inhibits—that is, the
clubs will be known, and every man in
each of them willbe of record officially.
>So that truly the reform bill, because it
deals inpublicity, which is the corrective,
as is sunlight the chief of cleansers, will
tend to discourage piece-club formation.
But, where the law is inforce, experience
flies directly in the face of tho men in the
California Assembly who advance the
theory now treated. As against their
doubts and fears wo marshal the expe-
rience of nine States of the American
Union. To that testimony there can be,
because there is, no reply.

2. Concerning the exclusion of others
than the eloction officers during the pro-
cess of voting—that is the present prac-
tice. The existing law does not provide
that any others shall be admitted, until
the process of canvassing the vote com-
mences. The reform law provides that
the ballot-boxes shall be kept in plain
view ofthe public, and in that respect is
an important advance upon the present
system, which permits them to bo seen
only through a narrow and barricaded
opening.

3. The cost of printing the ballots will
be no greater than at present, indeed, not
bo great. But the cost, whatever it is,
\u25a0will be properly placed, and not visited
upon a few candidates able, or unable, as
the case may be, to bear it. In the long
run the cost is put upon all the people
uuder cithor system, for whatever a can-
didate expends under existing laws in se-
curing his election he recoups among the
people. It is because, for one thing, the
present system invites to dishonesty that
the elected official may "get even"
that the reform billprovides that all bal-
lots shall bo printed at public expense.
As it is the candidate is not permitted to
print his own ballots, for it is done by
those who assess him, and it is notorious
that such a practice results in the candi-
dates paying three prices or more, for the
bosses do not work for glory.

But the poor man who has honest as-
piration but no money is debarred the
privilege of running independent under
the present system. His poverty places
him at a disadvantage that he cannot
overcome. Ifhis candidacy is to be voted
upon in a district, a State or a county, he
must print tickets in such enormous
quantity, distribute them so widely and
employ such an army of ticket peddlers
that he is absolutely shut out. The re-
form law puts him on a level with all
other candidates, and guarantees his
"American right" to have his name con-
sidered by all the voters. Instead of the
Bystem being "un-American," therefore,
as Mr. Matlock so roared it, it is the very
essence of Americanism, equality and
equal rights. The system that shuts the
ballot-box verdict out of the possibility of
the humblest and poorest citizen is un-
American, nay, itis outrageously so*

present system from putting his name
upon tickets before the people ot the fifty-

three counties of the State. Unless he
was prepared to contract a debt of some
thousands of dollars, he could not print
and distribute his tickets. Under the re-
form system his name would go upon
every ballot cast in the entire State were
he as poor as a church mouse. Finally,
on this point, the reform system of print-
ing the tickets divests the "machine" of
the monopoly of election machinery—

and the truth is, that is just where tho
shoe pinches theso gentlemen who repre-
sent the boss element—that some of them
years ago fought gallantly for their coun-
try, for which we honor the patriotism of
their youth, should by no means be cited
in excuse for the decadence of their later
years.

4. As to the cost of tho distribution of
ballots, all that has just been said con-
cerning printing applies with equal force
and pertinency. The printing and dis-
tributing by officials are the processes
which open the elective system free to all
the citizens of the State, rich or poor, boss-
ridden or unenslaved, timid or fearless.
They give free rein to the politicalambition
that the present system forbids tho poor
man and the free man from indulging in.
The distribution of ballots to the precincts
by the County Clerk will involve no
greater risk of corruption under official
patronage than the present system vests
in the party managers. It happens now
that when they wish to cast out the voice
ofa precinct, they manage to deliver false
and mutilated ballots, or in some cases
mako no delivery at all, in others to mark
all the ballots so that no voter can secure
a clean one or erase the marking—in fact,
to recite half the devices of tho average
trickster inpolitics would be to consume
columns of space.

5. But the bill is of foreign origin. In-
deed? So, too, is the system of laws under
\u25a0which we live and do justice between
men. So, too, are tho principles enunci-
ated in the chartor of our liberties. So,
too, is the Christian religion and all oth-
ers worth tho respect of men. About
one-third of the Legislature is of foreign

origin. Tho very statutes of tho Stato
which the Legislature has enacted de-
clare that the common law of England
shall bo the rule of decision in tho courts

when not repugnant to the Constitution
and other laws. It testifies to a narrow,
unreasoning and contemptible prejudice
to object to a la,w because a foreign nation
has something upon its statute books of
similar character. The men who cannot

rise superior to that prejudice would
deny their ancestry, which in the case of
every member of the Legislature is for-
eign by but few removes in most casoP,
and no removes in some.

But infact tho Senate billis not of for-
eign origin. Australia was not the first
to propose the principlo, though among
the first in recent years to apply it. As
early as 1647 in the New England colonies
the idea of the secret ballot was bom, and
the idea of compulsory secresy advocated
and adopted. In 1072 the thought was
elaborated. In 1851 itwas adopted at the
East under the envelope system, and it
remained until the corrupt boss system
grew to such proportions and acquired
such strength, that it swept all obstacles
to its rule from the statute books. The
idea of the Senate bill is not foreign—in
the fullest sense it is American, progress-
ive and enlightened, because it is an ef-
fort to secure tho true verdict, the free-
willexpression of the governed that the
government may truly and fully repre-
sent them.

But finally, said one of the most earn-
est of tho opponents of the bill, it puts the
illiterate at a terrible disadvantage. It

makes him confess his shame to a ballot
clerk, and some of the illiterates are too
proud to do that, so they will not vote.
So far as that is concerned, itwould not
cause many to regret it if the illiterate
were deprived of the. voting privilege of
the American sovereign. But, in fact, the
Senate billpities and favors that class. It

i puts under oath and penalty the confi-
dant of such shame. It throws about the
man who cannot read, its mantle ofmercy
and spares him humiliation. But tl.e
opponents of tho bill cunningly close
their eyes to the fact that the illiterate can
have a copy of the official ballot ten days

j or more prior to election, ifhe wishes,

i and have it marked as he pleases, in the
privacy of home or tho den of the boss,

: and, taking it into the pollingbooth, there

J mark the final ballot from it.
It is worthy of notice that all tho oppo-

j nents of the Senate bill in the Assembly
admit that tho secret booth for the re-
tiracy of the voter, prior to casting his

j ballot, is a good thing, and every one of
these gentlemen is willingto vote for that
much of the reform bill. It is amusing
to notice, also, that they do not nnd in

! that much ofctho proposed measure any
objectional qualities because itis of for-

I eign origin. That is offensive which is
foreign,, only when it does not happen to

meet tho views of the opponents of the
bill.

There are eighteen civilized States of
the world, nine of them being in the
American Union, in which elections,
either State or municipal, or both, are
conducted according to a system as
nearly like that proposed by the Senate
bill, as possible, and not be the same—
they differonly in slight details. There
are eighty-seven millionsof people in the
world who vote in their respective dis-
tricts under systems closely similar or
like that proposed by the Senate bill. In
not one of these civilizedStates, from no
group of the vast number of people, 20,-
--000,000 of whom are American citizens,
and whose intelligence is level with that
ofour own Legislature, does there arise a
solitary expression of discontent with the
new law—on tho contrary, we defy the
opponents of the billto produce in any
one of the States or cities or groups evi-
dence that one-half ofone'per cent, of the
peoplo wish to abandon the new and re-
turn to the old methods.

OF PLEDGES.

In tho Assembly on Saturday three
gentlemen defended pledge-breaking.
The gist of their arguments was. that one
may take any sort of pledge to promote
stated legislation in order to secure his
election, but once in the Legislature, and
under constitutional oath, he is absolved
from anything whatever that ho may
have promised, being bound only by his
best judgment. Unquestionably a man
should act as a legislator in the best light
afforded him. But when he pledges him-
self to support a speoilie measure, which
he has had ample opportunity to exam-
ine, and the principles of which have
been openly and widely discussed, and
this pledge is asked from him by a con-
stituency, or a respectable portion of it,
that has studied the measure and publicly
discussed its merits with the people;
when he takes such a pledge, and with it
piuned to his breast, as itwere, he goes
before the people as a candidate, and
they, fully aware of his promise, elect
him, he is really so bound to specific per-
formance that wo do not see how he can
escape bitter reproach iflie fails to vote
for and support the measure to enact
which he was elected. It must be as-
sumod that he was sent to the Legislature
for the express purpose of casting a spe-
cific vote—not his own, in fact, but tho
vote of the people; that he is, in the full-
est and plainest sense of the term, "a
representative of the people," not of his
own views upon that subject. That is to
say, he has accepted a commission which
he is to perform, no matter ifhe discovers
thereafter that it would be more to his
advantage or would conform more closely
to what he may believe to be wise policy,
to oppose the expressed wishes of his
constituents. Unless we are to adopt
such a rule, of what value willbe plat-
forms and ante-election professions?
What special difference is there between
obtaining goods under a false pretense
and obtaining a place by false pretense?

The ballot reform bill willbe brought
to a final vote in the Assembly this
morning, unless the dodgers^ succeed in
evading the test of a record. The
enemies of the bill are not to be feared,
for as a rule they represent the element
that has everywhere opposed the reform,
and always willantagonize it. Indeed,
they would be untrue to the traditions
they represent ifthey did not do their ut-
most to defeat it. But the dodger, the
man who declares ho is for the measure,
but evades a vote—only contempt can bo
entertained for him.
