The findings of the court below show |
that the plaintifi is the owner of a tract of
land, situate on the bank of the Cos-
umnes River, and adjoining it is an-
other tract owned in common by the de-
fendants, Alice J. and Lucy E. 159101:_(*1",
and the estate of J. M. Beicher, of which |
the defendant, Sarah W. Belcher, is the
executrix; that to protect both of said
tracts from overflow it is necessary Lo
maintain a levee in front of both, tracts;
that just above the line dividiig said
lands, and on the land of defendums,!
there is a depression which renders it
necessary that the levee there should be
of greater hight and strength than at |
other points. 'The plaintift had com- |
pleted her line of levee, and the defend- |
&nts were engaged in the repair of their
levee, the line of which conneected with |
that of plaintiff, and *‘it being feared that |
the floods would come and inundate the |
lands to be protected by said levee before |
the same could be finished, the plaintiff |
applied to the defendants for leave to
enter upon their said land, and enlarge
and repair that portion of the levee upon
defendants’ said land which extends
across the said depression.”” The defend-
ants consented and gave permiszion to
the plaintiff to repair, enlarge and re-
construct the said section of levea at her
own cost and expense. This the plaintift
did, the same being constructed mostly of
earth hauled from the plaintifi’s own
land, and thus connected her own levee
with that of the defendants, forming a |
continuous barrier against the waters of |
the river. The court further found that
the defendants threatened and intend to
tear down, remove and dig away a por-
tion of the said levee, and if they shonld
do so it would subject the land of plaintiff |
to overflow and would cause great and
irreparable damage to her-land.

The court below gave judgment en-
joining defendant fromn doing the threat-
ened acts. From this judgment and an
order denying their motion for a new trial

The permission given, plaintiff to con-
struct the section of levee referred to in
the findings was verbal.

The appellants urge that the license, if
ever given, is one which they have a right
to revoke; that a license is always re-
vocable when the act licensed is of such a
nature that if granted by deed it would
amount to an easement.
