The National Commission Left in 1
a Crippled Condition.

THREE OP THE MEMBERS AT PRES-
ENT VERY ILL.

Meeting Held In St. Ixmis for tho Pur-

pose or Raisins Funds to Aid I>estl-

tuto Farmers In tlie Arid Ueirions

of South Dakota, Xebraska and !
Kansas—Mncli SulTcrlug and Priva-

tion Reported.

Chicago, March 12.—Yiec-Ch:nrmrm
McKenzio, of the World's Fair National
Commission, lias been compelled to re-
turn to his Kentucky home, his physi-
cian fearing sliould he remain in Chi-
cago his attack of la grippe will prove
fatal.

Colonel McKonzie's illness, combined
with other misfortunes, leaves the
National Commission in a crippled con-
dition. President Palmer is now on his
Way to Kloii.'a for his health, and Di-
rector-* Jcneral Davis is sick at home.

The members of ti«e Board of Control
of the National Commission, who have
been considering the financial questions,
haye readied a conclusion that the appro-
priation will not permit of paying the
expenses of a meeting of the whole Com-
mission in April, as projected. The
board bas decided t<> issue a circular
stating tin- exact financial condition of
things, and explaining that if a sufficient
ii tmber of members toconstitute a quo-
rum would pay their own personal ex-
penses, Including railroad fare to Chi-
cago, a session would bo held.

There is a project on foot to have the
fair opened Dytne only living descend-
ant of Columbus, the Duke or Seragua,
of .Madrid.

The Hoard of Control to-day defined
the duties of the Lady Managers. They
are. among other things, to appoint one-
half the members of all committees that
:.ward prizes for exhibits produced in
whole or part by female labor, besides
having the exclusive right of the
woman's building, and the general man-
agement of the interests of women in
connection with the exposition.

Later. —This evening the prosnects for
a full meeting of the National Commis-
sion without members having to pay
their expenses, seems brighter, and the
meeting Millundoubtedly be held.

Secretary Dickinson telegraphed the
Secretary ofthe Treasury this afternoon,
asking if the department would approve
and pay the present salaries of Director
General, Vice-chairman and Secretary
up to June 30th, out of the balance for the I
fiscal year; also ifthe expenses of the Na-
tional Commission meeting would be
paid.

The following answer was received:
"Will approve the salaries of tho Di-rector-General, Vice-Chairman and See-

• also other officers and clerks as
may be selected for retention by the
board and approved by this office until
June3oth, to lie paid from the remainder
of ihe si.Mi.iKiO of the appropriation as- I
signed to the commission "for the current
fiscal year. Whatever remains after the
payment of said salaries and necessary
contingent expenses may be used tor pay-
ment of transportation and per diem, in
lieu of the subsistence meeting of the
commission in April, but no deficiency
must be created."

RHODE ISLAND DEMOCRATS.
Tho Present Officers Rcnnminatcd by

the State Convention.

Pbovidknce (K. I.), rMarch 12.—The
Democratic State Convention to-day
nominated the old.State ticket, as fol-
lows : Juhn W. Davis and Hon. William
T. C. Wardell, Governor and Lieutenant-
Governor, respectively; EL D. McGui-
ness. Secretary of State; John G. Perry,
General Treasurer, and Zeibao Slocum, !
Attorney-General.

The resolutions adopted reiterate ap-
proval of the St. Louis platform of 1888;
demand tree raw materials for Rhode
Island's manufacturing industries, cover- 1
ing the necessaries of life, and denounce I
the policy by means ofwhich the Eastern \u25a0

States are reduced to a position offiscal
feudatories of 1 Ynnsylvania and Ohio.

The Rhode island Democracy does not
advocate the impossible theory of free !
trade, but believes in freer trade with all |
countries; it favors honest money, suffi-
cient to answer the needs of the people; it '.
congratulates its fellow-citizens on the j
deliverance from the tyranny of ex-
Speaker Etoed and the threatening dan-
ger of the force bill; itcongratulates the
Republican United States Senators who
refused to join their party associates.

A paragraph is devoted to the sins of
omission and commission of the Fifty-
lirst Congress. Itapproves the action of
the Rhode Island Legislature in desig-
nating a general half-holiday for a special
Congressional election in the Second l>is-
trict.

The platform favors an election by plu-
rality in-tead of a majority vote, and a
more uniform franchise;" freedom of
Judges from legislative control anil addi-
tions to executive power. The extension
of ballot reform to other than State elec-
tions is demanded.

DESTITUTE FARMERS.

Awful Suffering: Reported in South Da-
kota. Kansas anil Nebraska.

CHICAGO, March 12. —A meeting of the
editors of the agricultural papers was
held here to-day, to listen to Mrs. Black-
fan, of Nebraska, and A. A. Paine, of
Dakota, the delegates to solicit help for
the destitute population of the arid dis-
tricta of South Dakota, Kansas and Ne-
braska. Another meeting will be held
to-morrow.

This evening Milton George, who pre-
sided at the meeting, said the tales told of
Buffering and privation are awful. All
they asked for is food for their stock and
seed grain. George said that he had
talked the matter over with a number of
wealthy business men, including Messrs.
Armour, Higcnbothen, Harvey, and
others, ami all have signified their will-
ingness to do something handsome, pro-
vided they are assured that the delegates
are acting for ail, and that there willbe
no necessity for doing the work over
again. The officials of the roads running
West willcarry the goods sent to the arid
district free of charge.

RAILROAD TO BE SOLD.

The Chicajro. Kansas and Nebraska
Itoad to be Disposed of at Auction.

KaXsas City, March 12.—Judge Cald-
well, of the United States Circuit Court,
signed a decree of foreclosure in the ease
of the Rock Island road against the Chi-
cago, Kansas and Nebraska, and the lat-
ter line willnow be disposed of at public
sale to satisfy the Rock island's mortgage
0ff28.000.0Q0.

The case was hotly contested for over a
year. The controversy arose over a fore-
closure of mortgage on the Chicago, Kan-
sas and Nebraska road. The counties of
Kansas and Nebraska through which the
road was built voted 83,000.0(10 in aid ofit,
and they fought the foreclosure.

Judge Caldvrell referred the case to

Newman Erb as referee. i;ri, decided in
favor of tho Hock Island, and Judge
Caldwell sustained his decision. The
i-.an-iLs and Nebraska conntiea lose the
value of their stock, which will become
worthless upon the sale of ihe road.

It is rumored that a Gould syndi-
cate will buy the mad when put up at
auction, and thus killan active compet-
tor with the Union Pacific.

Tho Greatest Snow-storm In Many
Years Visits Colorado.

Denver, March 12.—The snow block-
ade on the Midland road, near Ivanhoe,
where the passenger train has been under
the snow, was raised to-day.

Silvcrton and Tellurideare still snowed
under, tho drifts in many places being
forty feet in night. Provisions are car-
ried into these towns on Bnowshoes, and
all hopes ofrailroad communication with
them Inside ofa month is abandoned.

A KIOWA INDIAN FINDS IIXS CAMP i
IN NEVADA.

The Indians Atlvised to Stop tho Ghost :

Daiico Uofore It Leads

to Trouble.

Washington, March 12. — ih-igndier- |

General Merritt sends to the Secretary of j
the Interior acommunication from il. Ti.
Scott, Lieutenant ofthe Seventh Cavalry, 'stationed at Fort Sill,Oklahoma, which
states that he went to Anadarkoon Feb-
ruary 19th, where the Caddos, Wichitas, \u25a0

Delawares, Kiowas and Apache Indians
were gathered to receive their annuities.

The report says that Apiatom, the dele-' j
gate the Kiowas had sent north to find out
the Messiah, had returned from his quest.

Apiatom relates a veryinteresting story
of his search. He went first to Pine
Ridge, Neb., then to Fort Masukio, then j
to some place in Nevada, where there is a |
Piute agency, near two large lakes, and I
supposed to be Walker's or Pyramid
Lake. Tin; Agent at Anadarko gave him j
every facility for his search, the good
effect of which policy is now plainly ap-
parent.

Apiatom left the Agency in a wagon,
and found the so-called Messiah some-
where between the two lakes. Apiatom;
approached his camp with much awe and
a very reverential feeling, expecting that !
he would be addressed in the Kiowa lan-

I gnage, and be recognized at once as !! a Kiowa Indian who had been praying;
faithfully to Jesus for the last three years, !and who had come bo far to see him.

None of these eipectiona were realized. !
The Messiah, whoso name was "Jack :
Wilson." was not to be seen until the !
next day. and when admitted to his I
august presence he was found lying on a i
bed, covered above his eyes by a blanket,
singing to himself, and paying no atten-
tion to his visitor. When the Messiah I
had finished singing, he' uncovered his
lace, and asked Apiatom who he was and
what he wanted through the Shoahone in-
terpreter.

Apiatom began to feel that this was an
ordinary Fndian. and when he had ex-
plained who he was, and asked to be al-
lowed to see some of his dead relations,
and was told that there were none there j
for him to see, he became convinced that
this was a man after his own kind, and ;
no Messiah at all.

Jack Wilson told him that he need look
no further; that he was the only Jesus
there was: that he had told Sitting Bull
and others a few things, and had given
them a dance, but they h:;d gotten things
twisted after leaving "him; the Sioux es-
pecially had gone wrong, and a great
many people had been killed in conse-
quence. Apiatom had, therefore, Ivetter
tell his people to stop that dance, or k.
might lead them into trouble also.

The report states that Apiatom has j
made himself very unpopular by his re- I
port, and in tolling the truth should be i
rewarded In some way by the Govern- i
ment. The Kiowa politicians wanted a I
favorable report in order to have some
excitement.

The Kiowas have quit dancing, but the
Caddos do not put any faith in Apiatom,
as they claim that he did not see the right
Jesus.

It is suggested by Indian Commissioner
Morgan' that the report be printed, and
several thousand copies bo sent among
the Indians who have engaged in the
Messiah dances.

received <>!' :i shooting scrape which oc-
curred in L:iytonvil]c in this county, :it 4
o'clock yesterday evening. The partici-
pants in the afifraywere James Capell, a
saloon-keeper at that place, and William
and Saul Harmon.

"Will. Harmon entered Capelirs sp.loon
and called for a drink. Words occurred
when Harmon called fora second drink
and refused to pay for the first one. 1 [ar-
mon Left the saloon, and went across the
st^-vi to a blacksmith shop to get a slodge-
hammi r. With in-* hammer on liis
shoulder he returned to the saloon, and
demanded a drink, whereupon Capell
fired :•. shot which struck him in the left
hip and hand.

Upon hearing the phot, Harmon's
brother rushed across the street toward
Capell, when t!..- latter Bred two shots at
him, one of them entering- his right
in-cast and canning him to fall. Capell
then went to a Justice of the Peace andgave himself up.

The Harmons wore unarmed. WillHarmon says he had no intention of do-
ing bodily harm to Capell, and only car-ried the Sledge-hammer for a joke.

Saul Harmon was shot in the right
breast, and is expected to die. WillHar-mon was shot in the left hand, and the i
bullet passed through the hand into his
thigh.

The revolver used by Capell -was a 44---caliber.
ASSAULT TO MUKDEH.

Three Stockton Youths Arrested for I
Beating a Brakeman.

Stockton, March 12.—Three young I
men raised in this city were arrested this
evening on a charge of assault to murder
Adolph Anderson, a brakeman employed
on the freight train running between this
city and Sacramento.

Four boys, aged from 10 to 11*, were
loading casks of wine in :>. freight car,
and the railroad hands ran a car against
the wine car. The young fellows at once
attacked Anderson and conductor Mc-
i.ane withcoupling-pins, but were driven
oil by the iireman.

Anderson was struck on the head and
seriously injured. lie was carried to liis
home unconscious, i:nd at last accountswas still unable to speak.

Two of the boys charged with the as-
sault are named Gibbons. The physician
-ays Anderson's skull is not broken, but
there may be danger on account of con-
cussion.

Italian fishermen. Whether death was
accidental or suicidal the Coroner's jury
was unable lo determine, as the body was
badly decomposed and had evidently
beeu in the water for .several days.

report that President Balmaceda of Chile
has been assassinated, a member of the !
firm of William R. Once iV Co. said to- i
day: "Of course, no news of a revolu-
tion in Chile could create much surprise
in the mercantile world just now, for al-
most anything is likely to occur with the
country in its present disturbed condi- j
tion. This report Of the assassination of
Balmaceda has not been received by us, I
but it may bo true lor all that."

The information that Hahnaceda had
been slain is as likely to prove true as
not. If it is true, it is decidedly fan- i
portant from a purely commercial stand-1
point, as it would undoubtedly cause an
immediate end to the revolution and the
inauguration of a governmental admin-
istration by the insurgent leaders and the I
re-establishment of foreign trade rela-
tions.

William Dalton hero this evening in con-
nection with the attempted train robbcrv
at Aiihi.

After his arrest Dalton made some
damaging statements to the officers. He
admitted hiding "the boys," and finally
piloted them to a place of safety. He
said his reason for secreting them was
not on account of the Alihijob, but be-
cause they were wanted East on a charge
of murder.

Ho made a proposition to the officers
th:it ifthey would pledge themselves that
"the boys'' were only wanted for at-
tempted train robbing, and that if they
would not be turned over to the Eastern
authorities, he would go to the hid in
place and notify the fugitives, and they
would, upon such assurance, come in and
surrender.

He further stated that he must, under
no circumstances, be shadowed; that if
he was he would kill the spy with his
Winchester.

The oilicers informed Dalton that one
of them would go unarmed with him
and talk the matter over with the boys.
To this Dalton would not listen, giving
for his reason that the boys said they
would open tire and kill any body lie
brought with him. Ho said the boys" had
SOO rounds of ammunition, and were the
best shots in the world.

Dalton will be taken to Visalia to-
morrow. \u25a0

Sheriff O'Xeal and Detective Smith feel
confident that the case will soon be
lhiished. The evidence they have ac-
cumulated is very positive in its char-
acter.

They have been working two years
on train robbery cases, and stated* that
they had in their work during the last six
weeks cleared the mystery surrounding
the Pixley and Goshen train robberies.
They would not. however, enter into de- I
tails regarding the latter crimes, for the
reason that other arrests would be made,
and publicity might defeat the ends of
justice.

It is stated in financial circles that the
first reports of the societo being in dilli-
culties were promoted by benr opera-
tions 011 the Bourse, and that When the
rumors were iirst circulated the position
of the bank financially was sound. At
12:16 P. M. the societe was meeting all the
demands made upon it by the run which
set in when the alarming rumors became
freely circulated.

EFFECTS OF TIIK IMA7,ZAJIV>.

Many Vessels Wrecked and a Great
Number of lAyem ]-ost.

Losmnr, March 12.—Cornwall con-
tinues isolated from the rest of England
because of the recent blizzard. Many
wrecks are reported on that coast, and at
Land's End a number of people were
frozen to death.

Aforeign steamship, name unknown,
was wrecked near Dartmouth, Devon-
shire, during the recent storm, and all
th,e crew and passengers Mere drowned.

The British ship Dryad, bound for Val-
paraiso, was also wrecked oil' Stint Point,
near Devonshire. Her crew of twenty-
four was drowned.

Among the schooners lost off Start
Point was the Lune.sdale. Four of her
crew were drowned.

The schooner Lizzie Ellen was also lost
and two of her crow were drowned.

It is already known that at least sev-
enty lives were lost oil" the coast during
the blizzard, and in addition at least ten
men perished from cold after reaching the
shore.

It is feared the list of wrecks and the
record oflives lost aro far from being com-
plete, as a number ofother vessels are
known to be missing.

Many points inland, where the storm
was mosi severely felt, are still isolated
from the surrounding country, and days
must elapse beloro through freight and
passenger traffic is entirely restored.

The loss to farm stock is enormous, and
willbe the cause ofmuch suffering among
the farmers.

The water mains at Plymouth are
snowed up. The people of that city have
had no water since lust Monday. A force
of"JDO soldiers has been sent to assist the
water-works employers in clearing the
mains, so that they can be used.

It is rumored "at Newport that the
steamer Trinidad is lost, and that ail the
crew is drowned.

CRISI'I ANNOYED.

Ho Warns a Member of the Deputies
Not to Annoy Him.

Rome, March 12.—A most exciting and
disgraceful incident took place yesterday

evening: during the debato in tbeCham-
ber of Deputies. Imbriani, excited by
some remarks, shouted to the Crispi
group, "You are servants of Austria!"
Crispi replied, "Servants, no; good
friends, yes." Imbriani repeated tho re-
mark, when Crispi retorted with a gross
insult. Imbriani called upon Crispi to
withdraw the remark, but the ex-Premier
refused, Baying while he held the position
ofMinister ofState he had bean forced to
endure the annoyances of Imbriani; "but
now," angrily cried Crispi, "I am iu>
longer bound to do so, as I am only a
1 teputy. In my pocket I have a revolver;
ifImbriani annoys me, let him beware."
Ascene of excitement and confusion fol-
lowed the utterance.

Walking on Stilts.
Paris, March 12.—Sylvain d'Ornore

started from tho Place de la Concorde
this morning to walk lo Moscow on stilts,
expecting to arrive in time to witness the
opening of the French Exhibition there.
Large crowds watched his departure and
accompanied him to the city barriers,
frequently shouting "Vive In Jiuaaie,"
li'Ornore willreturn to Paris in the same
manner.

Walderseo Visits Bismarck.
Berlin, March 12.—Waldcrsce is visit-

ing Bismarck at Friedriulisrabe. This
visit, following tho recent conference be- |
tween Waldersee and Emperor William,
is regarded as confirming the reports that
tho Emperor is contemplating the re-
adoption of Prince Hismarck's method of
government, and that the Emperor has
opened communications with the ex-
Chancellor.

The XewJbuiulliiml Dispute.

London, March 12. —In the Commons
to-day Chancellor of tho Exchequer
Geschen admitted that there was a basis!
of truth in the report that the Govern-
ment of France and Her Majesty's Gov-
ernment had decided to refer matters in
dispute in connection with Newfound-
land to arbitration.

PALMER'S ELECTION.

IT MAY CAUSE A WAR AMONG
THE FARMERS' ORGANIZATIONS.

Streeter and Taubeneck Indignant at

tli:.1 Action of Moore and

Coekrell.

Special to the Record-Ujtiox.
Spkinofiki,i> (111.), March 12.—War

and dissension is rife among the agricult-
ural organizations of the State. The elec-
tion of General Palmer by the votes of
Representatives Moore and Coekrell has
caused a division among the Farmers'
Mutual Bonelit Association lodges of
Illinois, and the breach willbe widened
by an address issued to-night by A. J.
Streeter, the recent Senatorial candidate,
and Representative Taubcneek, the single
farmer who remained true to the Inde-
pendent candidate.

They argue at length toshow the incon-
sistency ofMoore and Cockrell's vote, re-
citing how in the farmers'conference a
short time ago, both men declared them-
selves perfectly satislied with Streeter's
promises to the Republican Steering Com-
mittee, and asserted that they would
never vote lor Palmer.

Streeter told the Republican committee
thai lie would maintain the principles of
the Farmers' Mutual Benevolent Associa-
tion and other agricultural and labor
organizations, but in consideration of the
support of the Republicans should be at
liberty to vote -with the latter on other
issue.-i. His tariii' views, he said, are the
result of thought and investigation, and
are nearly in harmony with those of the
Republican party. His experience made
him know that in some States there is
need of a law to protect the people in
their right ton free ballot and fair count,
and ho would be glad to support any rea-
sonable measure to that end.

At this same conference, Coekrell told
of an interview he, Moore and Taubeneck
had withPalmer. They talked over the
hardships of the farmers, and Palmer
said ho did not know a remedy, but that
the young men now coming on the stage
ofaction would have to find it later on.

"That," added Coekrell, "is what this
man, for whom I had a grand opinion,
who is held up before the people of this
country as a Senatorial candidate and a
man to support, was obliged to confess.
This is the man whom they are asking
the three men representing "the agricult-
ural classes of this country to support.
The only remedy he has got is a littlere-
duction ofthe tariff and the free coinage
of silver. After this talk, Taubeneck,
Moore and myself agreed that we could
never support that man for United States
Senator."

Streeter submits all this, and the sub-
sequent switch to Palmer without suffi-
cient reason, to the public, and asks them
to draw their own conclusions.

A dnlpgation of East St. Louis livestock
men presented Palmer to-night with .1
handsome hall trcn, composed principally
of horns of Texas cattle. In a speech,
rainier, referring to his election, said the
people will realize one result accom-
plished, if not more—that the rule of thecaucus is dead in this State. They will
realize that in his case there was no trad-
ing or purchasing of votes. They will
find that he has not pledged himself to
act with either of the great parties of the
country, having well-defined opinions of
his own. Ho had stated those opinions
to the people of the State, and asked
them to support him if they agreed with
him. Having been elected by the peoplo
of the State, he desires to do his utmost
to carry out their wishes —not as v repre-
sentative of the caucus Steering Com-
mittee, but responsible to no other body
than the people of this great State of
Illinois.

Washington, March 12.—Five Judges

of the now Public Land Court are to be
appointed to adjudicate long-standing

I private land claims growing out of the
Mexican grants in the Territories of New
Mexico, Arizona and Utah and the States
ofColorado, Nevada and Wyoming. The
Chief Justice and four Associate Justices
are to receive an annual compensation of
$5,000 and necessary .traveling and per-
sonal expenses while engaged in tho per-
formance of their duties. The court is to
die by limitation December Jtt, 1805. As
previously stated in these dispatches the
President intimated to certain parties
\u25a0who called to recommend appointments
that he will select the Judges of this court
from the East in order to obtain men who
would have no prejudices nor interest in
tho matters that are to Iw adjneated for
these places. There is now a very lively
race, and many applications have been
submitted to the President and Attorney-
General.

OUR SEW NAVY.

Bids Wanted for the Construction of
Another Steel Cruiser.

Washington, March 12.—The Xavy
Department to-day advertised tor pro-
posals for the construction of a protected
steel cruiser of 7,300 tons displacement,
specially provided for in the Naval Ap-
propriation Act, approved March 2, 1&01.
The time lixed for opening such pro-
posals is June Ist next. The vessel is
designated Cruiser Xo. 18.

All the material used in its construc-
tion, including the engines, boilers and
machinery, are required to be ofdomestic
manufacture. The Government willpro-
vide allarmor, armor-bolts and the ac-
cessories, excepting such as may l»e re-
quired for protective docks, but the con-
tractor will be required to put them i:i
place.

The vessel must also develop on a trial
trip in the open sea a speed of not less
than twenty-one knots per hour for four
consecutive hours, or the contractor to
be subject to a penalty of §25,000 for each
quarter knot deficiency. A premium of
££0,000, however, is provided for each
quarter knot developed in excess of
twenty-one knots.

The proposals are invited under plans
and specifications provided by the de-
partment, and also under plans and speci-
lications provided by the bidder.

LAND DECISION'S.
Three Rulings hy tho Commissioner

Affirmed.

Washington, March 12.—In the case
of James McGore vs. Thomas W. Brew,
involving land in the San Francisco dis-
trict, the decision of the Commissioner is
affirmed. This was an appeal from the
Commissioner, Brew having lost his en-
try by reason of abandonment. He set
up a claim that he was forced to abandon
his residence on the claim by reason of
the fact that he was arrested the second
day after he filed on the land, and served
six years in the penitentiary.
