
THE NEW ORLEANS MOB—CLAN-
NISH AMERICANISM.

The recent tragic events in the city of
Now Orleans disgraced the civilization of
the day. Whenever communities which
claim to be highly civilized, to base their
social system on the capacity forself-gov-

ernment, and that boast of the majesty of
tho law, and of the submission of the
people to its decrees, take up the bludgeon
and resort to the methods of the savage,
they testily to retrogression, the suprem-
acy of passion and the rulo of the merely
animal. Lynch law. represents so much
of savagery as lingers in civilization; it is
the weaponry of heat, unreason and pas-
sion. The mob has neither conscience
nor reason; itis the engine of lawlessness,
tho foe of security, and the enemy of
human rights. It cannot be tolerated or
its offenses condoned. Even ifat times
its action appears to mete out exact jus-
tice, and to punish the guilty, ifat times
it is apparently tho defense of the law
and tho assistant of its ministers, never-
theless behind its apparent temporary
achievements inthe interests of virtue, ls
the repulsive form of passion, unreason-
ing hot blood, and the enemy of social
order. Thore is no accomplishment that
tho mob effects that is not more than oil-
set by the wounds it inflicts upon self-
government.

Itis entirely true that thore was much
to inflame and anger the people of the
city of Now Orleans; that timorous jurors
cowed by a secret murderous tribunal;
that corrupt officials and venal agents of
the law, seconding and excusing tho
bands of blackmailers and assassins, and
tolerating associated criminals in their
warfare upon society, had given cause for
public indignation, and even for fears
that tho community might be in peril
from the assaults of alien hordes of cut-
throats and inquisitors, But assuming
all to 1)0 true that the rioters of New Or-
loaus claim, thero is uo excuse for the
terrible taking ofvengeance by the hands
of the mob. The law is not vengeful;
vengeance is not one of its attributes, and
no office of revenge performed in its

name can have its countenance without
destroying its integrity. The people of
tho United States, abhorring the Sicilian
assassins and similar associations of out-
laws aud murderers, have too high a
sense of justice, are too unalterably at-
tached to the substructural principles of
free government, to fail to make their
condemnation of the New Orleans mob
heard to the remotest corners of the land.

We aro not blind to the terrible provo-
cation that inflamed the people of New
Orleans on Saturday. Rut the enormity
of the outrages committed by the in-
famous Mafia, and the failure to convict
the assassins ofthe Chief ofPolice, served
as tests of the capacity of the people to
uphold tho arm of the law. They were
not equal to tho test, and to that extent
demonstrated that civil government in
the hour of it9bitterest trialis not safe in
their hands.

Unquestionably tho Sicilian associ-
ation of outlaws in this land should be
broken up root and branch. They should
be pursued to the uttermost by the law,and
ifit is insufficient in its present form, the
people being the creators of the law, have
the capacity to raise up enactments suf-
ficient to meet the need. These Sicilian
gangs of thugs, blackmailers and torror-

lzers represent the very worst elements of
human society. Compared with them the
Chinese highbinders are mild-mannered
fellows. Driven from their own country,
says Inspector Byrnes of New York, than
whom thero is no better authority, these
Sicilians of the Mafia are the most dan-
gerous of human beings:

They are outlaws. They cannot return to
the land of their birth, because in many In-
stances a price is hied upon the heads of more
than one of them. They were criminals in
their own country, and they continue theircareer of crime in tho home of their adoption.
Before ISGO the Malta was a powerful politi-cal organisation. Itwas recret and had rites,
symbols, passwords and the other features of
such societies. Itdegenerated into a criminal
league ln which bandits robbers, counter-
feiters, murderers and other of the criminal
classes were united. Expelled from their
couutry,.these men have come to the United
States. They form an organization similar tothat of the anarchists. There is a silent un-
derstanding between them. The greatest
criminal in their number is their leader.

This is the class for whom L'Eco
<P Italia of New York lifts its voice and

declares that there are in this country
over a million of Italians who demand
satisfaction and "know how to make
good their demand." The same paper
declares that the Italian Minister at
Washington must move his Government
to call the Government of the United
States to account for the New Orleans af-
fair, and accompanies the demand by a
threat that is in itself an iusult: "Death
to those that allowed such butchery.

* * * We uever repent a vendetta."
We are heartily sick of hyphenated

Americanism. The day is passing rapidly
wheu appeals to clanuishness by nation-
ality in this country is tolerable. We
have had too much of these foreign Amer-
icanisms. The people are coming to

hear and read with contempt that is akin
to abhorreuce of German-American po-
liticalinfluence, of Irish-Americanism as
a factor in government, of Franco-Amer-
ican organization, of Scandanavian and
English aud Italian-American clubs for
political aud similar purposes. Scarcely
less offensive is the disposition to speak
ofthe adopted citizens in a given place as
constituting colonies; such, for instance,
as a San Francisco contemporary referred
to when it yesterday spoke of "the Ital-
ian-American colony in Sau Francisco,"
somo of tho members of wiiich it pro-
ceeded to show have been our law-givers,
officials and the administrators of public
trusts.

Foreign distinctions of classes in this
country as political units, to be courted
or to be feared, is offensive and danger-
ous, and is stimulating among adopted
citizens the sentimeut that this is a gov-

ernment by foreign consent and toler-
ance; a spirit that degrades the value of
tho oath of allegiance, and pauperizes the
sentiment of Americanism—which is to
say, patriotism. We can understand
that those offoreign nativity for the sake
of memories of the spot of their birth,
may wellenough engage in social unions,
and that between those who are aliens
still, there is a stroug bond of sympathy
that willdraw them into close relations,
taking the form of organization. Rut in
the face of the demand of the Italian jour-

nals of the East that Italians as such,
irrespective ef their citizenship, shall take
up the quarrel of the Sicilians of New
Orleans, and invoke the interposition of
a foreign power, allegiance to which they

have foresworn, with demands for repara-

tion, is au insult that the American spirit
resents by protest against the claim of
right by adopted citizens to even divide
the nomenclature of their allegiance,

much iess to threaten tho people with a
war of classes.

L'Eco dlltalia, when it threatens the
American people with tho vengunco of a
millionof Italians, means to include those
who were Italians, bat who have taken
the oath of adhesion to the United States.
Are we to understand, then, that L'Eio
d' Italia speaks by authority*, for these
citizens? We are unwilling ijb believe
it, tho expressions of Italians here
give tbe lie to it **— btit if it
does reflect their sentiment or that
of any other class of adopted \u25a0citizens, *

then they have sworn aHegi-mce'to" the"
American Government with areservation,
and this country is unfit for them. The
sooner we are rid of hyphoiiated Amerl-
ism the better for" the peace and safety
ofour communities and the perpetuity of
American institutions. 1'

L'Eco iVltalia is not properly en-
titled "tho echo of Italy," but it prob-
ably testifies truthfully to the full meas-
ure of its own loyaltyto the Government
of the United .States of America when it
winds up its impassioned appeal to its
readers with the words, "Remember we
are all Italians." If this sort ot thing is
to be cultivated, and the nations of the
old worldappealed to effectively to inter-
fere in our domestic difficulties whenever
an adopted citizen is in difficulty in
America, we shall presently have a Gov-
ernment by consent from abroad. If
these demands by class Americans for
vengeance upon their adopted coun-
try are realized, we may expect, when-
over the clannish disposition prompts,
to have the throat rung in our ears,
"Remember we aro all Hungarians,"
"Remember we are all Englishmen,"
"Remember wo are all Germans."
Possibly somo voice may be raised in the
midst ot this foreign Americanism to
protest feebly, but with not the less of
truthfulness, "Wo are allAmericans."

Whatever it is proper for the American
Government to do in this matter of the
New Orleans massacre, willbejdone. To
so much the administration at Washing-
ton can be trusted. If any subject of
Italy has been ill-treated in this country,
or deprived of the protection ofthe law,
the Government of tho United States will
offer ample apology to the King of Italy.
But let not Italians, or nny other people,
for an instant fancy that tho American
peoplo or the American Government aro
to be frightened into any course of action
by the threat of clans or the invocation of
social or political vengeance.

AN EMPHATIC DENIAL.

A dispatch was received at this office on
the 27th of February last from Washing-
ton, and published, reciting matters con-
cerning Senator Stewart and tho defeat
of the silver bill, which that gentleman
now denounces as wholesalo falsehoods.
The dispatch set forth that Senator Stew-
art had said in the cloak-room ofthe Sen-
ate that he had discovered that the Demo-
crats had made a cat's paw of him; that
in the matter of the defeat of the Federal-
election bill Republican Senators had
been made tools by the Democrats; that
Senator Gorman, with whom Senator
Stewart had dealt, had duped him, and
was advised that the Cleveland letter was
to be sprung on the silver bill when it
reached the House, after the Republican
Senators had served the purposes of the
Democracy. The dispatch stated that
Senator Stewart was greatly angered, and
threatened much, and he was advised by
brother Senators to tell his constituents
that after all he was a true-blue Republi-
can. The dispatch added that Senator
Stewart was a Republican for vengeance
only; that he was then in favor of taking
up the elections billand passing it on the

last day of Congress and in the last hour,
if need be, and that he assured his brother
Senators that no duped Senator could be
counted upon to again support the Dem-
ocracy. Under date of March Bth Senator
Stewart denounces every word of the
dispatch summarized, as folse, and as
fabricated out of whole cloth. He adds
that uo incident ever occurred upon
which to base any part oi the statement.
He expresses his amazement that news-
gatherers should be so hard pushed as to
thus manufacture statements in order to
have something to dispatch.

From this time forward, under a bill
that has become a law, no municipality
in this State can contract for public work
in excess of a cost of§100, without adver-
tising for bids and letting the contract to
the lowest bidder. The law but reflects
the increasing jealousy of tho people of
all handling of public funds by officials.
It is, indoed, a symptom of the increased
watchfulness that the people are exer-
cising over public servants iv tho admin-
istration of municipal affairs.

A law enacted by the present Legis-
lature provides that fines by courts, with
the alternative of imprisonment, shall bo
estimated at two dollars a day, but that
the confinement shall in no caso extend
beyond the maximum imprisonment
that might have been imposed ifno fine
had been assessed against tbe defendant.
This was a wise amendment of the Penal
Code.

The law of this Strito as just amended
now requires a residence by the plaintiff
in tho State of one year, and in the county
of three months next preceding the com-
mencement of the action, in all cases of
suits for divorce. It -would liave been
still better amended had the term for
.State residenco been two years, and
county residence one year.

On Monday last Willie Finch was seri-
ously injured at tho Natoma Company's
ranch. He was riding in a carl and fell
from it in such a manner as to allow the
wheels to pass over tho lower part of his
chest. He was pickod up unconscious
and carried to hiß home. An examination
disclosed the fact that three of his ribs
were broken, and that the end of one had
penetrated his lung. He was badly
bruised np also. He is stillin a precarious
condition, and not yet out ofdanger.
