ALL BUT THREE OF THE VICTIMS
AMERICAN CITIZENS.

Mode of the Mafia Society in Getting
Rid of Persons Whom They Consid-
erced Detrimental to Their Interests
—No Action to be Taken by the
State Department Until Word Has
Been Received

NEwW OrRLEANS, March 16.—Things have
quieted down here now. The telegram
from Secretary Blaine was sent direct to
Governor Nicholls and referred by him to
Attorney-General Rogers. The Attorney-
General is making an investigation of
Saturday’s proceedings. The prison
officials say they recognized some ot the
persons on the insice of the prison, and
their names, it is understood, have been
forwarded to the Attorney-General. Some
indictments may follow as a formality,
but so great 1s the number of people con-
cerned in the killing that it will be im-
possible to arraign them all, or to secure
a conviction in case they should be ar-
rested. The Ttalian Consul says a full
report of the proceedings will be trans-
mitted to the Legation at Washington,
and all further action will be taken
through the Legation.

The correct list of the eleven Italians
killed by the people yesterday in the

arish prison is as follows: Joseph P.
Macheea, Manuel Polizzi, Antonio Scof-
fedi, Antonio Bagnetto, F'rank Romero,
Lorenzo Comitez, James Caruso, Antonio
Marchesi, Charles Trahina, Roceo Ge-
rachi and Pietro Monasterio. All these
men are native Americans or naturalized
citizens except 'I'rahina, Marchesi and
Mounastero.

[t is reported that Politz’s confession to
the State’s attorney, while a largely dis-
connected one, yvet gave many important
features regarding the Mafia’s doings.

Last December Mr. Corte received a
letter signed by the Mafia, threatening
him with dire consequence if he did not
work in their interests and for the release
of the accused.

Governor Nicholls has been earnestly
considering the matter, but will not make
publie his reply to Secretary Blaine yet.

INTERVIEWS WITH LEADING MEN.

NeEw Yorg, March 16.—The 7Tribune
has, from New Orleans, interesting spe-
cial interviews with William S. Parker-
son, the leader of the Regulators, and
others. Mr. ParKerson sayvs, in sab-
stance, that he did not take the initiative
in the matter; that the meeting was called
after the verdict was rendered, in the
room of a certain citizen, and that he
(Parkerson) was made chairman. Again
he was called upon Saturday morning to
act as spokesman at the meeting. He feit
that it was the most terrible duty he had
ever undertaken, but it was the opinion
of himself and others that the law had
miscarried.

When they addressed the erowd at the
square they said they were prepared to
do whatever the people desired. The
populace shouted *“Come on!” As they
walked along the people came from the
side streets and fell into the procession.
Women were erying and men cheering.
It was the most terrible thing he ever saw
—the quiet determination of the crowd.
They obeyed him (Parkerson) implicitly,
just as if he were a military commander.

01 course,” said Parkerson, “it is not
a courageous thing to attack a man who
is not armed, but we looked upon these
men as so many reptiles. Why, on ¥ri-
day, after the verdict, the Italian fruit
and oyster steamers along the wharves
hoisted the Sicilian flag over the stars
and stripes, and the prisoners themselves
had a champagne supper.”’

Mr. Parkerson said he did not regret
the matier a bit. *“‘This was a greater
emergency than ever happened in New
York, Cincinnati or Chicago. While the
Mafia confined itself to the killing of its
own members, we did not resort to vio-
Ience. But Hennessy’s killing struck at
the root of the American institution.
The intimidation of the Mafia and the
corruption of our juries was to Le met
only by strong measures. Moreover, I
recognize no power above the people.”

The Italian Consul, Signor Corte, says
the trouble was originally between two
tactions of the Mafia. He did not wish
to fasten the blame for Saturday’s killing
upon anybody, but thought thatgrave
responsibility rests with the Governor,
Mayor and Sheriil. There are twenty

Provenzano thinks one Di Carlo gave
Father Manorita the idea that he was
connected with the gang. Caruso tinally
went back to Matranga because of intimi-
dation by the gang.

lesson has been administered to the Mafia,
as they have for years been in dread of it.

It is stated that when the verdict was
returned on Friday, two men belonging
to the Mafia went to the levee flag pole,
where one of them put his foot on the
American flag and hoisted an Italian flag.
The American flag was then hoisted un-
der it. A number of Italians were stand-
ing about. When asked later why they
permitted this, they said they were afraid
to interfere.

EXCITEMENT INCREASES IN CHICAGO.

CaIicAco, March 16.—The excitement
aroused by the New Orleans jncident
seetus to increase in the Italian quarter in
this city. The committee appointed last
night has decided to call a mass meeting
to demand financial reparation, and that
the ring-leaders of the mob be tried for
the crime.

A local Ttalian ?apnr devoted much
space to a bitter editorial in denounce-
ment of the lynchers, and ealling for
retribution. Among other thin%s, it says:
**A curse upon the people of Louisiana,
and may they and their desecendants
suffer a thousand deaths, and a thousand
times feel the sorrow that to-day afflicts
the widowed wives, sisters and children.”

At the weekly meeting of the Metho-
dist ministers to-day resolutions were in-
troduced
justice in New Orleans and other cities,
yet declaring lynch-law abhorrent to the
spirit of our Government.

The resolutions caused a heated debate
in which lively divergent views were ex-
pressed. Rev. Frank Bristol thought it a
shame that the ministers should hesitate
to take a bold stand on such a question.
On the other hand, Rev. R. 1(. Bland
strenuously opposed the resolution, go-
ing so faras to say: ‘‘When the law will
not take care of alot of murderers, it is
time the people did something.”’

The matter was finally referred to a
committee.

FEELING AT SAN FRANCISCO.

SAN Francisco, March 16. — Intense
excitement prevails in the Ttalian colony
in this city over the New Orleans tragedy.
While all denounce the action of the New
Orleans people in the strongest terms, the
general feeling is that only dignified and
deliberate action should be taken by the
colony. A call for 2 mass meeting, to be
held to-morrow night, has been issued.

The police state that the Mafia once
flourished in this city. It was
pretty effectually broken up, though,
abouta dozen years ago by the Police
Department., The members of the gang
terrorized their countrymen and others
exactly as the Chinese highbinders hdve
been doing more recently. They robbed,
murdered and had the entire Italian com-
munity in a state of terror. At length a
robbery was committed in an old build-
ing on Washington street below Mont-
gomery. Half a dozen men were arrested,
and one named Meli was eonvicted and
sent to San Quentin for six years. Three
others were sentenced for shorter terms.

A detective who knows Meli well said
this morning that' ordinarily he wasa
quiet, smooth-spoken fellow, with a po-
lite suave air. et anything anger him,
however, and a whirlwind of passion
would sweep across his face, transform-
ing it for a moment into a horrid mask.
Then the look of gentleness would re-
turn, and he would have the appearance
of an ordinary quiet man.

While Meli was in the County Jail
awaiting trial, he was taken on an order
of the Sherifl, to see a friend, Vincenzio
Trepani, who worked in Pardini’s shoe-
store, then on Washington street, above
Kearny. While chatting with the
prisoner, Trepani suddenly threw some
msect powder into the eyes of the Deputy
sheriff. Meli improved the opportunity
created for him by his friend by running.
Thr deputy was at first too blind to see
anything, but managed to brush the stuff
out of his eyes and follow. Meli was re-
captured after a run of half a dozen
blocks. Trepani was arrested and charged
with complicity in the robbery, and was
sentenced to San Quentin. He is now
the proprietor of a Barbary Coast dive.
Meli, after serving his term, was extra-
dited for a murder he had committed in
Sicily. Whether or not he was convicted
nobody in this city has ever been able to
ascertain,

INSTRUCTIONS TO ITALIAN CONSULS.

WasniNgTon, March 16.—During the
first excitement among the Italian resi-
dents of the United States Baron Fava
yvesterday sent to the Ttalian Consul-Gen-
eral at New York the following telegram:

*“I learn from the papers that excite-

The St. James Gazette, referring to the
same subject, says: The incident shows
that native Americans have not lost the
quality of stern resolution which some-
times is dissolved by a life of comfort and
luxury in modern society. The men who
organized this defiance of formal justice
are not ashamed of what they have done.
They have defeated a society of foreign
rufians who were trying to terrorize the
whole city. It is doubiful if John Bull
has enough grit left in him to protest in
as emphatic a manner as the citizens of
New Orleans have protested.
AWAITING GOVERNOR NICHOLLS'

SWER.

WaAsHINGTON, March 16. — Secretary
Blaine this afternoon received a telegram
from Governor Nicholls of Louisiana,
saying that all was quiet at New Orleans,
and 5t he will reply to the Secretary’s
telegram by letter.

No further action will be taken by the
Federal authorities at Washington until
after the receipt of Governor Nicholls’
reply to Secretary Blaine’s telegram.

Secretary Blaine has received a number
of telegrams from Italian organizations
in different parts of the country, protest-
ing against what they term “‘an outrage,”
and demanding thatall Ttalian citizens be
properly protected. The matter is alinost
the sole topic of conversation in diplo-
matie circles, and, so far as can be ascer-
tained, the general opinion is that the
State of Louisiana, and not the United
States, must be held responsible.

The demand for indemnity would, of
course, come from the Italian Govern-
ment, through its Minister Resident, and
be transmitted by the Secretary of State
to the Governor of Louisiana, and if re-
pudiated by that State would be sub-
mitted to Congress for such action as
might be deemed advisable,

NEw Yorg, March 16&A Yates Lon-
don cable to the Tribuste Ssays:
Queen is to leave Windso onday after-
noon for the Portsmoﬁ(ﬁock yard,
where she will embark om'board the Vie-
toria and Albert to cross the channel, on
her way to Grasse. The Queen’s retinue
at Grasse will consist of about forty per-
sons, and it will require dexterous man-
agement to find accommodation for the
whole royal party at the Grand Hotel.

It is being filled
with furniture sent from Windsor, and
the Queen’s bed comes also from the
castle.

TIIE IRISH TROUBLE.

Healy Makes So_xh_o—ilv)amnglng State-
ments About Parnell.

DunrLiN, March 16.—Timothy Healy,
during a speech at Newry yesterday, said:
“When Parncll was wanted at the Ten
ants’ Defense League meetings he always
had acold. Theair of Dublin did not agree
with him, but the seaside air of Bright-
on did. The decree of divorce granted
Captain O’Shea had afflicted Parnell with
political ophthalmia. But the most re-
volting thing in the whole business was
that Parnell seemed to think they were
all fools; he could not remember the dif-
ference between Parnell, the untainted
leader, and Parnell of 1891.””

Referring to Parnell’s “pretended sym-
pathy”” for the workingmen, Mr. Healy
said 1t would be remembered that during
the dock strike, speaking to the late Mr.
diggar, who first pointed out to him the
misfortune Parnell was trying to bring
on Ireland, he (Healy) suggested that
funds be given to aid the strikers. Big-
gar said he had written twice to Parnell
urging him to make a donation toward
the strike fund, but Parnell did not an-
swer. Biggar then remarked: ‘I won-
der what Parnell’s politics really are?”
As far back as 1881 Biggar wrote to Par-
nell remonstrating with him in regard to
his conduet with Mrs. O’Shea.

ALARM IN CANADA.

Edward Farrer May be Tried on a
Charge of High Treascn.

ToroNTO, March 16.—It is understood
the Government is considering what it
should do with such men as Edward
Farrer. A firm of Toronto solicitors has
been at work investigating his conduect,
and some weeks ago they advised the
Government that he came well within the
law relating to high treason. As the law
now is, a representative of the firm says,
there would be no. difficulty in securing
his convietion on the charge of high trea-
son. Whether the Government will go
this far is yet to be decided. A report
says if the authorities do move, they will
probably move against some others who
are members of Parliament. Any pun-
ishment that may be meted out to them
will bein the mnature of banishinent
rather than confinement.

It is also said that the Government is
being urged to ask Lord Salishury to sta-
tion in Canada from {ive to ten British
regiments, quarteriug them in Halifax,
Quebec, Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg
and Vancouver. It is argued that the
presence of these regiments in Canada
would do more to put down annexation-
ists and put a check to their conspiracy
than anything else could do.

Women Not Allowed to Serve on Labor
Commissions.

Loxpox, March 16.—Smith, Govern-
ment leader in the Commons, to-day an-
nounced that the Government had come
to a decision that no womayn representa-

Jackson Abduction Case.

LoNpoNn, March 16.—Her Majesty’s
High Court of Justice to-day refused to

E. H. Jackson of Clitheroe to produce his
wife in court., The court held that if the
woman was ill-treated she had a remedy
in an application for protection which she
could make before a magistrate. Jack-
son, it will be remembered, on March

7\Sth, abducted his wife, a wealthy lady in
‘he rown right, as she was leaving the

church at Clitheroe, near Manchester,
taking her to a house at Blackburn,
where he withstood a siege and threat-
ened assault upon ‘the place by a mob,
headed by some of Mrs. Jackson’s rela-
tives, who were opposed to her hushand’s
action.

British Steamer Sunk.

Loxpon, March 16.—The steamer Rox-
burg Castle was sunk off Ushant by a
coilision. Captain Tyrer and one sea-
man were saved, but it is feared the re-
mainder of the steamer’s crew was lost.

The Roxburgh Castle collided with the
British ship British Peer 120 miles south-
west of the Sicily Islands. The Rox-
burgh sank immediately, and of the
twenty-four men aboard, twenty-two
were drowned.

The Captain and one seaman were the
only ones rescued. They have been
landed at Falmouth. 'The British Peer
was greatly damaged, and has been
towed to Falmouth.

British Grain Market.

LoxpoxN, March 16.—The Mark Lane
Erpress says: The weather of the past
week favored crops here, but on the
Continent, where 72,000,000 quarters of
wheat were expected, there is a decline
of 20 per cent. This is largely the result
of abandoned cultivation. A heavy task
now develops on Austria, Russia, India
and America to find the extra 14,000,000
quarters for the next cereal year, even in
the event of good crops.

English wheat is 1s dearer, California
2s, and other foreigns 1s 6d dearer. Flour
is 1s higher. Corn advanced to 27s for
good round.

Spain’s Terms for Reciprocity.

Paris, March 16.—Z%emps publishes a
dispatch from its Madrid correspondent
saying that the Spanish Cabinet’s project
of reeciprocily with the United States
contemplates admitting into the Spanish
Antilles United  Stateés industrial and
agricultural products at lower rates than
those of any other nation in exchange
for the admittance into the United States
free of duty sugar and molasses from the
Antilles. Alowered tariff on tobaccos im-
ported from the same islands into the
United States is also. asked for in return
for the privilege Spain proposes to grant.

The Baccarat Case.

LoxpoN, March 16.—The trial of the
baccarat case will probably be of short
duration. It is stated that, acting in con-
sequence of the wish of the Prince of
Wales, there will be no cross-examination
and no attempt to prove the allegations.
An ample apology will be tendered in
court, and the jury will simply assess
damages which Sir William Gordon
Cumming sees fit to accept.

The Experience of the Suevia.

Loxpox, March 16.—The steamer Sue-
via, from New York for Hamburg, which
putinto Plymouth Saturday, disabled,
will be docked for repairs. The Captain
says the storm was the worst in his ex-
perience. He saw a schooner totally
disabled, and he fears she sank, with ail
on board.

Terrible Disaster.

Ca1ro, March 16.—A terrible disaster
occurred to-day at the arsenal at Omdur-
man. Itappears that about one hundred
Dervishes were Kkilled by an explosion
there, which destroyed immense stores
of ammunition and shattered the arsenal
building and everything in the immedi-
ate neighborhood.

Special Census Bulietin Relating to the
Subject. 4

WasaiNgToN, March 16.—The Census
Bureau has issued a special bulletin on
truck gardening in the United States, en-

tirely distinct from market gardening. :
Upwards of $100,000,000 are invested inf

this industry, the annual products reach-
the value of 276,517,000 on farms, after
paying freights and commissions, it be-
ing realized upon 534,440 acres of land.
There are employed in this industry 2i6,-
765 men, 9,254 women and 14,874 children,
aided by 74,866 horses and mules and 38,-
971,000 worth of implements.

Nearly 75 per cent. of the truck pro-
duced in the United States comes from
the belt of counties along the Atlantie
Coast, from Southern Georgia and Ala-
bama, along the north and south lines of
the railroad in the Mississippi Valley,
from the Guif to Chieago, and from the
colliery distriets of Michizan and Ohio.

HovustoN (Tex.), March 15.—While of-

was shot and instantly killed, and a by-
stander, Frank Michaels was mortally
wounded.
