
THE GOVERNOR'S VETOES.

Of the four vetoes of Governor Mark-
ham thus far sent to tho Legislature,
two aro unquestionably the law of
the cases treated, and tho third and
fourth are as assuredly wisdom.
An Executive is invested with the
veto power to interpose between uncon-
stitutional legislation and the State, and
between the exercise of legislative power
and patent error. It has been and will
remain a disputed point whether a Gov-
ernor should interpose his merely per-
sonal views as to what is wise legislation,
where there is given the indorsement to a
measure that the vote of the people
through their chosen representatives car-
ries.

This question is not involved in the
third veto referred to, however. The
reasons advanced for non-approval com-
mend themselves too forcibly to reason to
leave any room for doubt, and to estab-
lish beyond question that the approval
ofthe bill amending the eight-hour law
would have encumbered the statute
books and havo operated to do grievous
wrong. The amendment proposed that
every contractor and sub-contractor
should agree not to permit, knowingly,
any work whatever upon the construc-
tion in hand in excess of eight hours out
of twenty-four, by any employe. For
violation there was to be forfeiture of all
payments due and inability to recover
any compensation for the work. The
purpo.se of tho amendment was to make
more effective the present eight-hour
law and to prevent its evasion. But the
Executive holds that the desired end
would not be obtained by the amend-
ment. Now if this is a sound conclusion
it was clearly the duty of the Governor to
interpose his veto.

Under the existing law eight hours is a
legal day's work upon all public works,
and contractors uuder the State or under
municipal corporations arc bound to ob-
serve it. Bnt there is nothing in the law
to prohibit piece work, or work by tho
hour. If, however, as the Governor well
says, the amendment was intended to
apply to all manner of work, then it
would prevent men from exercising on
work done for contractors under the
State the inalienable right to work so as
to earn more than would be paid for eight
hours of labor. But if the amendment
does not apply to piece or hour work,
then contractors could contract for
the manufacture of articles to be used
in the work or labor to be performed in
the carrying out of contract, by the
piece or hour, and thus the very labor
that the law was intended to conserve
would suffer by deprivation.

But this is not all. The contract is
always between the State or city and a
contractor, who gives bonds for faithful
performance. The sub-contractor and
material men are not and cannot be
parties to it, and therefore tho law could
not affect the latter classes or bind
them. But if it is claimed that the pur-
pose was to make them quasi parties to
tho original contract, itis unquestionably
true that only a very few could take sub-
contracts under the new law, and the
poor man would therefore be deprived of
tho benefits of competition. More than
this, only the very few could take original
contracts, for the reason that they would
be at the mercy of the sub-contractors,
and for the laches of any one of them be
subject to the penalties of forfeiture.
Thus contracting would fell into the
hands of those who carry on under one
management the works that supply the
things and labor usually let under sub-
contracts, and the State would suffer in
consequence. As the Governor wellsays,
the result would be to shut out small
manufacturers, millmen and, indeed, the
the very largest class of mechanics and
material men.

But it is contended by the friends of
the amendment in its present form that
this is too strict reading of the measure •
that forfeiture applies only to the particu-
lar work upon which the violation oc-
curred, and applies not to the contractor
(except he is knowingly a party to the
evasion), but to the party offending, and
that it is for that reason that aH sub-con-
tractors are treated as though parties to the

original obligation. The response is that
such intention is not clearly set out. The
amendment as it reads is ambiguous, and
wonld leave so much of doubt in the
mind that onlyby litigation, long, tedious
and costly, could the law be interpreted,
and thatat the expense of some contractor
able to bear the punishment. It is wise,
therefore, to return it to the Legislature
with these defects pointed out. The Gov-
ernor has done his duty in the matter,
with emphasis, and without hesitation.
In truth, his veto is directly in the inter-
est of labor, and should excite its grati-
tude, for assuredly the proposed amend-
ment would have resulted to the disad-
vantage of mechanics generally, and, at
the very best, would have given us a law
so full of doubts and uncertainties as to
have been a hindrance to labor.

The fourth veto is to the billmaking §2
a day the uniform rate for unskilled
labor upon public works. The Execu-
tive's objection to this bill is that the
price of labor varies according to locality
and cost of living, but the billdisregards
conditions and fixes an arbitrary mini-
mum. The unskilled laborers upon pub-
licworks are few, compared to the whole
body of laborers. Only the few can ob-
tain the influence necessary to secure
places upon public works. The bill thus
discriminates in favor of a small percent-
age of laborers. Again the bill would
drive from public employment those
who by reason of physical disabilities
cannot do §2 worth of work in a day, but
are able to earn a smaller sum. This
would be unjust to tho people who labor
as beneficially for themselves as do those
capacitated for more or harder work.

The Governor adds that the bill would
operate to the disadvantage of the iState
and of cities, by compelling them to pay
more, in some cases, than individv_als for
tho same class of labor, where the condi-
tions are such that less than $2 is tho
standard. This would result in increased
taxation, which directly or indirectly
would be visited upon all for tho benefit
of tho few. The discrimination, also,
would cause such a struggle to secure
employment upon State and municipal
works, that political independence would
be under the temptation of sacrifice, in
order to obtain the highest wage. Such
conditions would operate injuriously to

the best interests of labor.
In those propositions advanced against

class legislation we think the Governor's
reasoning is sound, and willhave public

approval. There is not only nothing in
either of the vetoes antagonistic to labor,
but on the contrary both are for its best
interest. They are dispassionate argu-
ments and are maintained with dignity
and forcible reasoning, and ought to have
the approval rather than the antagonism
of wage-earners.

UNFAIR ANDUNJUST STATEMENTS.

It comes to us so well authenticated
that it cannot be passed over, that Walt*ijr
S. Maxwell, candidate for the headship *af
the Bureau ofHorticulture for the Ooluni-
bian Exposition, or Chicago World's
Fair, is circulating a story that General
N. P. Chipman is out of the lightfor that
position.

General Chipman is not "out of the
fight," nor willhe be until his friends
determine; and since these people more
than two-thirds of California, and since
tliey placed him in nomination in good
faith, because of his eminent fitness,
high character, broad ability and dis-
tinguished service to State interests, he
willnot come out of the fight by the con-
sent of the people.

We learn, also, that Colonel Forsythe
has, by telegraph, asserted that General
Chipman is a country lawyer in a small
country town and is old and decrepit. It
is no shame to choose rural life, and that
General Chipman prefers tho attractive,
healthful, bustling city of Red Bluff and
the uplands of fruitful Tehama, rather
than the excitement and contention of
the metropolis, testifies to his wisdom
and the thoughtful, studious and observ-
ant character of the man. If the tele-
grams of Colonel Forsythe aro intended
to bo contemptuous—and they will bear
no other interpretation—they deserve
the reproach of all self-respecting men.
General Chipman is a lawyer among the
foremost, a juristby nature, and a student
of the law who commands the respect of
the bench and bar of California.

Wo are informed of an interview pub-
lished in tho Chicago Tribune, purporting
to have been had with Major Ben Tru-
man, in which General Chipman is
spoken of as a veteran of the Mexican
war. Allthis is unjust and mean. Gen-
eral Chipman was a young man when
disloyalty assailed the Union. He sprang
to the assistance of his country, bearing
his musket in the forefront of battle, and
rising by merit and bravery to high
honors and rank. He led .the Union
army at Donelson and saved a day that
perhaps saved the nation. He becamo the
confidant and right arm of General Grant,
and was chosen from among aH others
to prosecute to punishment the tyrant of
Andersonville. President Grant made
him Secretary ofthe District of Columbia,
and the people of that District chose him
by 5,000 majority to represent them in
Congress. He was one of the men who
founded the Grand Army ot the Republic
and whom the soldiers of the war to this
day honor and reverence.

In the vigor of ripe manhood, with a
character unstained by the faintest breath
of scandal, broad-minded, able, by study
and experience fitted for the headship
of the Horticultural Bureau of the
World's Fair, General Chipmau can af-
ford to treat with scorn the unfeir assaults
of competitors. But the Recobd-Union
cannot, in justice to itesense of fair play,
permit the mis-statements to go free of
the brand of untruth.

PASS THE BILL.

The Assembly has but a few days of
lifeleft, but itshould set apart time suffi-
cient to pass the Senate weights and
measures bill as a matter of urgency.
Thirty-five of the States have simi-
lar laws to that proposed. Cali-
fornia should make the thirty-sixth.
_veii in the others there are laws that in

some degree operate as the Senate bill
proposes.

The one and only objection raised to
the billis that it creates a great number
of agents with fees for compensation.
But that is no objection worthy of con-
sideration, since they cannot extort
money, and the honest trader, whose
weights and measures are once sealed,
cannot suffer.

Moreover, tho people who buy are en-
titled to have an officialstandard certified
to and sealed, that they may detect cheat-
ing. This they cannot now do because
there is no standard enforced upon
traders. The Record-Union has several
times in detail set forth the reasons for
the proposed law, and to recount them
all now is unnecessary. We venture tho
assertion that no reasonable man who
calmly examines the bill, and makes
himself cognizant of the facts concerning
shortages in weights and measures, aud
the enormous tax these impose upon the
people, will for one moment hesitate to
give the billapproval.

Even ifitbe admitted that the proposed
law would put an annual tax of a dollar
or two or three upon traders, letIt be re-
membered that the latter willnot pay it,
but the consumers will,and that itwill
be infinitely less than the tax they now
pay under the shortage system.

Ono legislator the other day remarked
that iffull weight and measure are given,
additional charge willbe made; therefore
without the law wo are as welloff as with
it. Thisis tho very essence ofunreason. It
is a question not of price, but of true or
false representation. Ifbutter is 80 cents
a pound the buyer wants sixteen ounces of
butter, not twelve. It is his right to havo
a pound, regardless of the price of the
goods. Ifho has no official standard by
which to hold the trader to fair dealing,
he is simply at the mercy of dealers, and
they havo nearly as many varieties of
pounds and measures as thero are scale-
makers, and tinners to make measures to
order.
