WasmiNGTON, March 16.—Sir Joseph
Tupper is expected here very shortly to
arrange with Mr. Blaine the Behring Sea
It can be stated that while
all the legal questions of law involved
will be referred to an arbitrator, the more
important question of a closed season for
Behring Sea will be discussed by Messrs.
Typper and Blaine themselves.

It is expected that a closed season of
fitve years will be agreed upon, and that
not only the Behring Sea, but even sev-
eral degrees of latitude into the Pacific
may-also be closed. It is the intention to
endeavor to join the signatures of Russia,
~Japan and Germany, all of which nations
thave interests there, to the agreement
kreached.

As for the arbitrator of the legal ques-
tions, the President of the French repub-
lic or of the Swiss republic have been
named.

NEW POSTAL SUBSIDY.

Representative Farquehar Imterviews
New York Merchants on the Subject.,

WasHINGTON, March 16.—Hon. John

i M. Farquehar returned from New York |

this morning, where he spent several ‘
days interviewing various shipping mer- |
chants for the Government in regard to |
the new postal subsidy, and this morn-
ing he went to the Postoffice Department
to see Postmaster-General Wanamaker
and give him the result of his visit in
detail.

Farquéhar has prepared for Wana-
maker a statement from every person in-
terested and interviewed, and he expeets |
to receive further instructions from the |
department before returning to New
York.

Talking to your correspondent this!
morning, Farquehar said : “The result of |
my visit to New York has been most de-
cided, and T found all interested deter-
mined to co-operate with the Postmaster-
General for better facilities and an exten-
sion of the service. They were willing,
by the building or even transforring of
the best of the coastwise service, to co-
operate with the Postmaster-General to
carry out the law. The New Yorkers
base a good deal of their plans on the sec-
ond title of the bill, which carries with it
the promotion of commerce, as well as a
more efficient mail service.

“I also found.” continued Farquehar,
“a good. deal of misunderstanding in re-
gard to the appropriation for carrying
out the law. The merchants having re-
ceived printed copies of the law said that
the bill did not appropriate any money.
They began to be dubious about begin-
ning the work, thinking that for the next
year there would be no more to carry out
the plans. I told them to look in the
Postoflice appropriation bill, and they
wonld find a large and suflicient amount
-appropriated in proper form and place.
The Postmaster-General will not need
money until the latter part of the second

uarter of the coming year, and when he
does need it he will have nearly $700,000
to carry out the law for the remaining
two quarters, which will be sufficient.””

VESSELS ASHORE.

to be Broken Up.

WasaingTon, March 16.—A number of
telegrams have been received at the Navy |
Department in regard to the condition of
the United States steamship Galena and
the tugs Nina and Triana. The Nina is
entirely out of water and is thought to be
only slightly damaged. It is thought the
Triana can be saved and that the Galena
may be floated. A dispatech from Lieu-
‘tenant-Commander Lyon, in command
of the Triana, states that his vessel can
be saved if proper means are promptly
employed. The officers and erew were
still on the vessel when this telegram was
sent.

Assistant Seeretary Soley, who is now
acting as Secretary of the Navy, said this
morning that a court of inquiry would be
appointed to investigate all the circum-
stances attending the accidents to the
three vessels, with the view of placing
the responsibility tHerefor and determin-
ing the necessity for a general court-
martial.

New BEDFORD (Mass.), March 16.—
Two revenue cutters arrived here this
morning with the officers and erew of the
Triana, wrecked on Cuttyhunk. The
officers of these boats think the Triana,
Galena and Nina are doomed to be
broken up, as heavy seas are now wash-
ing over them.

Morrow left with him maps and de-
seriptive catalogues of Celifornia.
It is munderstood that the President
promised Squire faithfully that he would
not miss Seattie on his trip if he went.

Guatemala Wiﬁ Exhibit.

WasHINGTON, March 13.—A cablegram
was received by the Department of - State
this morning from Lieutenant Scrivnen,
of the United States army, Special Com-
missioner to the Central American States
in the interest of the World’s Columbian
Expeosition, in which he states the Gov-
ernment of Guatemala accepts the invi-
tation to participate in the exposition and
has given assurances of hearty co-
operation. The republic will be repre-
sented at the exposition by a complete
display, showing its resources, products
and industries, and also will present for
exhibition articles of great historical
value and interest.

WasHINGTON, March 16.—The Supreme
Court to-day advanced the cases of Boyd,
Sutton & Co. and Sternback & Co., of
New York, against the United States, and
of Marshall, I'ield & Co. against the Col-
lector of Customs at Cdieago, and assigned
them for argument on the second
Monday of next term, but_ with ]cm'c to
submit them on printed briefs before the
first Monday of April if that he preferred.
These are suits brought to test the consti-
tutionality of the McKinley tariii law.

San Francisco Postoffice.

Wasnixeron, March 16.—Telegrams of
inquiry have been received here, asking
whether the appropriation ot §75,000 for
the extension of the San Francisco Post-
office was passed. Morrow sayvs it went
through all right, and the funds will soon
be available. The Commission to select
the Sen Francisco Postofiice site will not
have a meeting till Secretary Foster and
Attorney-General Miller return. All the
old sites will be reconsidered.

Reciprocity with Braziil.

WAaAsSHINGTON, March 16.—The Depart-
ment of State is informed that the rumors
that the Brazilian Government does not
intend to carry out the recent reciprocity
agreement with the United States is dis-
credited by the action of the authorities
at Rio de Janeiro in issuing instructions
to officials throughout the country con-
cerning the free admission of merchan-
dise from the United States.

The Chinese Cases.

WaAsmiNGgToN, March 15.—On motion of
Solicitor Goft, the Supreme Court to-day
dismissed the appeals of forty-five China-
men whose return to China has been or-
dered, because the records in the cases
were not printed. Twelve of these cases
remain, and two of them were reassigned
for argument the first Monday in next
April. The decision of all twelve will be
governed by the decision in these two
cases,

Ceoeur D’Alene Reservation Lands.

WasHINGTON, March 16.—T1t having
been reported here that a large number of
settlers are cecupying the Ceenr d’Alene
reservation in advance of the proclama-
tion, the Interior Department authorities
have resolved to give orders for their
ejection. It is not known just when the
proclamation will be issued by the Presi-
dmlx(, but occupaney must be according
to law.

WasHINGTON, March 16.—The case of
Charles I. Kincaid, charged -with the
murder of ex-Congressman Taulbee, of
Kentucky, was called in the Criminal
Court of the District of Columbia this
morning. A recess was then taken until
2 ¢’clock this afternoon.

After recess the court adjourned until
to-morrow.

FARM AND ORCHARD.

Insecticides for Saving Fruits---
Spring “Pointers.”

Gopher Polson—Using Lemons—Merino
Rams—Mutton Raised in Ireland—
Interesting Farm Notes.

It is important that the use of insecti-
cides for preventing the depredations of
insects should begin just as early in the
season as possible. A delay of one week
may give the insects an opportunity in
their favor which cannot be overcome
later on. It has been demonstrated that
all arseniecal poisons, and especially Paris
green and London purple,will be eaten if
the solutions are applied to the trees at
the proper time and in the right manner.
One pound of Paris green in 200 gallons
of water, or one pound of London purple
in 490 gallons of water, are the propor-
tions, Itisapplied with what is known
as the sprayer, a force pump adopted so
as to throw a fine mist or spray, which
falls on every portion of the leaves and
blossoms.

Many insects lay their eggs |

their wav down into the young fruit that
forms from the blossom. If iv gets into
the fiwit it is safe from harm, as no in-'
secticides can be so applied as to reach |

then:. Butwhen the blossois are sprayed !
the young creatures are compelled to eat
the poison and are killed. The point to
observe is that the most important time
is when the trees are blossoming, and to
avoid mistakes the work of spraying the
trees should be done several times, in
order that none of the blossoms are
missed.

The appliances that have been invented
for the purpose of spraying trees permit
of the work being done thoroughly,
easily and quickly. By attending to such
duty not only will the larger portion of |
the fruit be saved, nt the number of in-
sects reduced, thus lessening the labor
NEXT Season.

The Bordeaux mixture, so frequently |
given, is also applied by the spraver, and |
unless the work is done as early as possi- |
ble the time will be lost. For grape-
vines the spraying should be done ten
days before the blossoms appear, and also
just after blossoming, as well as several
times while the grapes are growing. One
mixture is prepared by dissolving one
pound of sulphate of copper in three gal-
lons of hot water, and when eold a pint of
ammonia is added, the whole reduced
with twenty-two gallons of water. This
is known as the ammonia and copper so-
lution, and dispenses with the lime, while
the Bordeaux mixtnre reguires lime,
which is objectionable to some. All
plants upon which fungi appear, or are
liable to appear, should be sprayed, and
the sooner 1t Is done the better.— Phila-
delphia Record.

GOPHER TOISON.

A patron of the Colusa Sun says that |
after experimenting for six years with
various kinds of gopher exterminators,
including fmoking machings, traps, cats, ,
carbon, sulphide and many other kinds
of poisons, he has found the followine
mixture to be the most effective, as well 1
as the cheapest, remedy he bas ever used: |
Cut the top ofr' a five-gallon oil can, clean |
thoroughly, put in a little cold water and |
insert a stick of phosphorus. Hot (not !
boiling) water is then gradnaily poured
in and stirred with a stick until t‘ne can
is half full. The water should be just hot
eénough to melt the phosphorous grad-
ually. As soon as this is done, stir briskly
while two pounds of sugar are added.
Suilicient corn meal and flour are then
added to make a thick batter. Stirring is
continued while wheat is added, making
the' mixture as thick as can be stirred.
Add at the same time as the wheat, fif-
teen or twenty drops of oil of rodium.
The watér will be absorbed by the wheat,
which should be dry, and the whole will
becomnie a hard mass. Pieces the size of a
hickory nut are chopped off as desired
and put in the main runs of the gophers.
Thé odor will attract the rodents from a
long distance and the least nibble is sure
death. The above quantity of poison will
be suflicient for a large orchard or a
whole neighborhood of small growers.

: USING LEMONS.

Keeplemons in the house when pos-
sible, as they are sure tobe in demand for
more purposes than one and are very
healthful, says the Florida Agriculturist.
It is claimed that where a large quantity
of lemcens is purchased, and there is fear
of their not keeping till wanted for use,
that if they are placed in a jar, covered
with clear water, and the water changed
each day, they will kee as long |
as desired, and areas fresh when removed |
from the jar as when first purchased. |
There are few things as eflicacious for
breaking upa cold as hot lemonade, taken |
before bedtime.

MERINO RAMS. }
I

Australia furnishes a market for prob-
ably three times as many merino rams as |
are yearly sold in the United States, and
for these better prices are paid there than
can be obtained in this country. Some
headway has been made in the direction
of bringing colonial buyers to an appre-
ciation and acceptance of the American
standard for a merino sheep, and efforts
in this behalf need not be abated. Mean-
while there is a business opening too
good to be lost along the line of accom-
modating buyers with such animals as
they now demand, and this may be fol-
lowed without in any wise compromising
the attitude of breeders in this country or
modifying what they have so long held
to be the typical merino standard.—
Breeders’ Gazette.,

IRISH MUTTON.

The sweetest, tenderest and most palat-
able mutton is raised in Ireland, says the

Joston Globe. **The Trish sheep grow
larger than ours, they feed on beiter pas-
tures. and their meat is wholly free from
that strong, “sheepy” taste which maikes
ours disagreeable to many palates. No
American who has eaten the mutton
served in the Irish hotels will take any
other kind of meat while he stays there.
The English mutton, though better than
ours, is far inferior to the Irish. Ameri-
can mutton is sold in the English, Irish
and Scoteh markets, but it brings from
three to four pence less a pound than the
native products, and no one who can af-
ford the latter will take the former.

FARM NOTES.

Those who have plots only large enough
for a garden will find the house refuse ex-
cellent as manure, if it is composted with
dirt or some kind of absorbent inaterial.
Quite a large amount can be saved in this
way in a year.

One reason why some seeds never come
up is beecause they have too much cover-
ing over them when they are planted.
Small seeds should be barely covered;
just enough covering to shut out the
light is sufiicient.

This is an excellent time for applying
fertilizers to strawberries, especially on
clay soils, but for light soils the fertilizer
may be deferred until next month. Burn
the bed over if the plants bore last year.

A sugar maple in South Hadley, Mass.,
having insinuated one of its roots be-
tween the horizontal layers of a sand-
stone ledge, was found to have raised a
slab measuring more than twenty-four
cubic feet and weighing, therefore, over
two tons.

Rich soil stands drought better than
poor. The heavier growth shades the
soil and thus checks evaporation; the
crops are hurried to maturity before
drought gets in its work, and vigorous
plants can go further for moisture and
nutriment.

Early beets in the garden should be
glanted -on a plot that hasbeen spaded

eep, as some varieties of beets push
down into the ground. Parsnips and
carrots will become forked if they meet
with obstructions below in growing. If
the soil is made very fine and ed
well this difficulty may be avoided.

All kinds of stock are subject to loss of
appetite when the food does not consist of
a variety. A mess of cooked turnips
may improve an animal more than medi-
cine. ways resort toa change of food
when the animals seem to lose appetite.

The hog-pen is a nuisance that ought to
be abolisheg. A small pasture of green
food, containing comfortable shelter and
conveniences for feeding and watering,
should he provided: then hogs will be
healthy, have good appetites and good
digestion, and that is all they want.

The manure of different kinds of farm
stock varies in quality or richness, be-
cause they receive difierent kinds of ra-
tions, and because they assimilate their
food differently. The manure from the
stalls of fattening animals is richer; that
is to say, is worth more per ton than that
from stock fed on grain or mill feed.

It is perfectly certain that the corn
plant can be improved so as to produce
five and six ears to the stalk. It cannot
be done by going to the crib to get seed,
nor can it ever be done by going to the
field starting seed from hills with two to
three stalks. It can only be done by
growing stalks separately, giving room
to each stalk to do its best.

Economy in feeding means providing
the cows with a general allowance of the
kind that will produce the most returns,
the sort that will make more milk and
butter. The term does not apply so

When plowing or clearing fields for
spring operations, & most important mat-
ter is to clear out the fence corners. This
should be done even if it entails an extra
Jjob afier the plowing is done, as it is such
sources from whence come most of the
weeds and seeds, which spread over the
ficlds and cause endless labor throughout
the entire growing season.

When onions are grown from sced it |
may be necessary to give them at least
onc hand weeding until they are large
enough to be worked with the hoe. Such
labor will pay, however, if the land is
rich and there is a prospect of a good |
In this region it is much better to |
use the sets, which are more expensive
than seed, but which give a surer erop.

The hens that do not lay at this season
will probably be found teo fat, as there is
a tendency to overfeed in the desire to
force the hens to lay after they begin. A
hen that is laying will require plenty of
food, but there are usually some in the
flock thatare not laying, and they will
convert the food into fat and flesh instead
of into eggs. It will be an advantage to
separate the laying hens from the others.

The potato-leaf rot begins on the leaves

and spreads down to the tubers. The
spores are dropped, or washed by the
rains, from the leaves to the soil. The

Bordeaux mixture is a preventive, but
the better plan isto plant the potatoes
early, so as to have the crop out of the
way before midsummer, at which time
the rot usually begins to appear.

The South Dakota Station concludes,

{ after careful experiments and analysis
{ during the past year, that the sugar beet

industry, as now carried on, is one re-
quiring the utmost care in all its details,
Persons with small capital shounld not
undertake it. But when conducted ona
arge scale and properly managed, it not
only yields a profit to the manufacturer,
but isa great benefit to the locality in
which the business is earried on.

The rust on raspberry and blackberry
canes is a dangerous disease, says tho
Massachuseits Ploughman. Cut out every
branch affected with it as soon as seen.
Handle with eare, so as not to shake off
the poisonous rust, and burn or bury it.
If let alone it spreads rapidly. In most
cases it is said to come from wild vines
along the roads or in neglected fields.

Parsley is a })]:mt that should be grown
in every garden. It is one of the best
and most useful herbs that go to the
market. The great obstacle principally
met with in its growth is that the seeds
germinate so slowly as to perish or allow
weeds to get ahead of them. If the plot
is well worked and rolled, and the seeds
covered by sprinkling only a small
amouni of dirt over them, they will
germinate much socner. Plant in rows,
s0 as to permit of working the plants and
keeping down weeds.

The New Orleans Tragedy.
Eps. Recorn-UxioN: Your editorial
of this morning takes a sound position

| on the subject of American ecitizens who

are such only in name, and who, having
brought their Old World customs and
prejudices with them, have little or noth-
ing in common with the genius of onr
institutions. Every good citizen agrees
with you in deprecating a resort to lynch
law, but T think you will find very many
citizens, earnest and law-abiding, who
feel that when the courts of justice and
the procedure at law fail to give secarity
to the community, the people have the
right to take back to themselves the
power they have delegated, and for self-
protection administer justice and punish
those who are banded together to terror-
ize the oflicers of the law and the people.

The reports of the inquest on Chief
Hennessey, and the evidence by which
the murderers were finally traced, showed
that the Mafia was an association of ¢rim-
inals, banded together under an oath to
assassinate any one who should bring
any member of the socicty to justice. We
find on the trial of the murderers the
same society warning the jurors that
those who voted for conviction would ba
assassinated. Now the man who will
face a bayonet charge or march up to the
cannon’s mouth naturally shrinks from
the thought that he must live in constant
expectation of receiving a stab in the
back or a shot from an ambushed assas-
sin. To him there is very litile satisfac-
tion in the thought that his assassination
may be in time avenged by the law. He
is probably of the opinion that **aliving
dog is better than a dead lion.” Those
who expect a juror to do his whole duty
under such circumstances would do well
to volunteer for the position, for the coun-
try sadly needs jurors possessing the
quality of ‘“backbone’” in such a remark-
able degree.!

The secret society which proposed to
nullify our laws by such means, cannot
be too soon smmpecf out of existence, and
the foreigners composing it made cleariy
to understand that the American people
will not for an instant tolerate any such
attempt to subvert our institutions.
Neither the Clan-na-Gael, the Anarchists
nor even the Molly Maguires pro::eeded
to such measures to terrorize as has the
Mafia, and had they done so thereis no
doubt but that the people would have
shown them umnmistakably that such
things would not be tolerated in the
United States, It wasin nosensea race
war, but the punishment of criminals
whom the verdict of the bribed or terror-
ized jury had given immunity from pun-
ishment. and as such must be regarded.

Your quotation of Inspector Byrnes is
apropos, and no man in the country
is better qualified to speak than he.
Every week seesthe landing at Castle
Garden of 2,000 to 3,000 Italians, a large
proportion of whom are paupers and
criminals. It is much cheaper for the
Italian Government to deport these erim-
inals than to confineé them or punish
them.

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A GAPAY COLONY.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

IN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR

Robert A. and Neal D. Barker associated
themseclves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they deeided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opencd with the Capay
Valley Land Company, ownir ae tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, General
Agent of that company, theyr arranced for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land,
This being more than they had thought er
taking for their own use, they spoke to
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among the followa
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 aeres; W.T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. ] fcKay, 20
acrés; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W,
Kelly, 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area of the
purchase would admit of, that 1t was sug-
gested on all hands, “Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?”
Then followed the idea of a stoclk company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation of the whole of it, after subdividing
it accordirg to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the 5th of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
duly registered and prm:ebdod to business,
with the following officers -

President, Will-

irectors—H. (. Ellis, Charles Brooke and

. A. Barker; Seeretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor; C. E. Snook; Treas-
urer, First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract, 373 acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase ot a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $3,000 and
$4,000 to the company, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of the company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it doubtingly
have become enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit trees, ete., the first year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000 trees and
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of people are now desirous of
joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is pbredicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt in the vailey. 3

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, ete., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade,
A considerable number ot citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a suflicient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the suceess of the venture.
Mention should be made of the town-gite,
about which there is g pleasant innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center of
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by plaating in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities ‘of tree :m;l
shrub life as raay be obtained by dilicent
search and a wise expenditure of monvy‘. It
is not expected that Tancred will' ever be'a
large and busy city, but it is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in,

A petition kas been cireulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the coloay tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in crder to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek acceess to
Tanecred Siation. The Tancred colonists are
quite willing to give the necessary right of
way, aud arve very desirous of having a };rldgo
there, as the coleny lands extend aleng both
sldes of the stream. It is thought that it
