
BUT LITTLE REVEALED.

The Assembly's Pandora-Basket Puz-
zle Still Unsolved.

But the Committee Is Working Vieor-
onsly at It—Senator Folton Testifies

—Riverside In tho Swim.

The jointcommittee of the Assembly
snd Senate, appointed to investigate the
matter of tho suspicious papers found in
the State Library, resumed its delibera-
tions at 9:30 a. ____ yesterday, Senator
Voorhies in the chair, inconjunction with
Assemblyman Wentworth.

On the long table in front of the com-
mittee was a large packago nearly square
enclosed in yellow paper, tied, sealed
with wax, and bearing the great seal of

W. H. Pratt, Secretary State Board of
Examiners, was first sworn. He identi-
fied the package as one given to him on
the 17th inst. by Mr. Higgins, the Private
Secretary ofthe Governor. He had seen
it given to Mr. Higgins, who had given
it to him (Pratt) with orders to
place it in the safe. No one possessed tho
combination of the safe but himself, he
having received itfrom his predecessor.
The package was delivered to General
Hart and a receipt given for it on the
evening ofthe 18th.

Tho package being opened, showed
eight large white envelopes all duly
sealed, a package enclosed in the samo
yellow paper as the outside package and
sealed, and several sheets of semi-trans-
parent paper similar to that now fashion-
able for correspondence. There was also
a gold seal iv the form of a watch charm.

Before opening tho smaller packages
Senator Preston was called and sworn.

Mr. Wentworth asked: "How did
you come to be in tho library on the
morning of the 17th?" "I was notified
by Senator McGowan that Mr. Estee
wished to see me in the private office of
the library. I went thereabout 11 o'clock.
Senators Heacock, Voorhies and Dray,
Mr. Estee, Mr. Leake and ono or two
others whom I did not know were there."

To questions concerning tho scraps of
paper Senator Preston said that he saw
them when he went in scattered upon
the desk and some in the drawer.

"Whut wus said to you ?"
"That there had been some papers

found in the waste-basket which would
indicate that money was being used in
tho Senatorial contest. Do not remem-
ber who said it."

Senator Crandall said: "Was there a
suspicion expressed regard to Fel-
ton that he had used money in the con-
test?"
"Ishould not state itthat way. I should

say that I received an impression that
money hud been improperly used."

To Mr. Wentworth's question. "What
waa said in regard to Estee," Senators
Voorhies and Berry interposed strenuous
objections and insisted that the witness
wus thero only to identify tho packages of
scraps.

Senator Preston then, in answer to a
question, said he was led to think that
money bad been used, because ho was
shown paper bunds with figures, such as
are used by banks to confine packages of
bank notes, also a yellow band like that
used to bind up currency. To a question
as to his business tlie Senator said he was
a hanker.

To tho question, "Wero all the persons
there favorable to Estee ?" the reply was
that so far as he knew they were. Some-
thing was said about sending for Felton
or his friends, but nothing was done
Hbout it. Questioned further about what
was said, witness said that Estee re-
marked that somebody always had to
Buffer for these surprises and he supposed
itwould defeat both of them, meaning
himself and Felton. Mr. Preston said
lieurged that Hurt be sent for and the
scraps put in his hands pending tho
action of the Legislature. The witness
identified the packages, tho seal, and said
he had himself sealed several of them.

The memliers of the committee having
. Xpreased themselves as satisfied about
the identity of the packages, Senator
"Voorhies proceeded to open them and
discharge the contents upon the table.
John T. Steadman and a man named
Kelly were sworn as assistants to place
them together.

The work was somewhat tedious, but
the clerks and the committee were sur-
rounded by an eager crowd while the
process went on. An Assembly roll-call
was pieced out in full except a few un-
important 'marginal scraps. This roll-
call showed names of Assemblymen
marked under the head of "ayes" in blue
pencil "checks," under the head of
"noes" in black pencil checks, others in
crosses and double crosses at the right of
each name under no heading, and still
others without uny mark at all.

Those :narked'"aye" were as follows:
Harnett of San Francisco, Bert, Coffey,
Daly, Glynn, Steltz, Tennis, Tuily,
Wentworth,Windrow, Jones. Lux, Hoey,
Phillips.

Those marked "no" were: Arms, Bar-
nett of Sonoma, Dennis, Dunn, Durner,
Laeey, Lynch, Murphy, Sturtevant.

Tiiose marked with an X were: Ames,
Alexander, Barnard, Culver, Bryant,
fritter, Hail, Matlock, Youug, Johnson,
Lowe, Hersey, Dow.

Those with a double X were: Shana-
han and Bruner.

Tiiose not marked at all were: Bledsoe,
Brown, Brusie, Cargill, Clark, Cram,
Cunningham, Dibble, Marion, Eakle,
l_stey. .Fowler, Doty, Freeman, Gal-
braith, Garver, Gordon, Gould, Harloe,
Hawley, Baughman, Beecher, Hune-
t. ill.Jackson, Kellogg, Martiu, Mathews,
McCall, Mordecai, Murium, Wolfskill,
Coombs. Kenfro. Itiec and Robertson.

There were no letters or initiulsattached
to any of tho names, and positively noth-
ing to indicate what the checks and
crosses might mean. Tho letters "tel"
w.re scrawled inpencil diagonally across
the page, as ifinadvertently.

ALL FAVORABLE TO ESTEE.

OTJII.K PAP-BBS.

A telegram signed J. F. Zollner, is as
follows: "Is Fred. Lux the father of
young Lux. of Sacramento?"

A pajier only partially restored was
evidently a circular in type-writing ad-
dressed to the Librarian from a book firm.

Another difficult and incomplete piece
of restoration was a sheet of Manila
paper on which appears a list of Assem-
blymen's names not apparently con-
nected with those on the roll-call. On
this there are crosses against the names
*fBrown. Fowler. l_owe and Marion.

mA sheet of foolscap, nearly restored,
contained much vague figuring. The
figures 10, 10. 16 are added to make 42,
which sum is taken from 55 and the re-
mainder divided by 0, making a quotient
of 2.1010. Several other equally dim
combinations are made.

Three blank checks on the Fresno Loan
and Savings Bank show pin-holes as if
used as wrappers for currency. On the
backs of two of these are the figures
$500—one also bearing the two sums $_00

and SIOO added to make $500, and the
•words "Fresno Loan und Savings Bank,
Fresno, Cal." On tho third are the fig-
ures $2,000.

Several narrow tends of Manila paper,
Bueh as are used to bind up packages of
bank notes, were also found. On one of
these were tho figures 91,000, ou others
fnOO, and on one the word "Fresno"—not
written, but stamped. They also bore
the figures •* 10, arranged so as to indicate
tlie date "third month, sixteenth day."

A blank check had been cut into four
jttrtps. which had also apparently been
usen as currency wrappers. Each was
marked $500-

Assembly chamber envelopes were
found bearing tho names "Dennis" and
"Barnard :" also, blank ones, torn.

The cashier and paying teller of the
Bank of Fresno were telegraphed to bring
op the books of that bank from March

The committee adjourned tillafternoon.

Afternoon Session.

Before tho committee convened for the
-."Vrnoon Bfission. the members indulged

in an informal talk, regarding what fur-
ther course should be pursued in the
matter ofoxamiuing witnesses.

Mr. Wentworth seemed to \>e satisfied
that there was "nothing in the whole
business," and he was in favor of simply
submitting the re-arranged scraps to the
Assembly and .Senate.

Mr. Freeman, however, opposed this
course vigorously. He said the commit-
tee should go to the bottom of the matter.

Mr. Wentworth explained that tho
jointresolution only instructed the tom-
mittee to secure tho acrap-t, arrange them
so as they would be legible, and then
submit them.

Attorney-General Hart disputed this.
He said the resolution had been amendedso as to make it the duty of the commit-
tee to investigate thoroughly. He saidhe agreed v.ith Mr. Freeman, that they
should go to the bottom of the matter.
Tho honor of the Legislature was at
stake, and, besides, if there had been any
corruption, the people had a right to
know it. If there had been no boodle
used in the Senatorial fight, it may have
been on some other proposition,*and, if
so, it should all bo shown.

The committee members, with the ex-
ception of Wentworth, agreed that Mr.
Hart was right, and after calling the
meeting to order they proceeded to bus-
iness.

If. M. Estee, who had been subpenaed
to attend, entered the room at this junc-
ture and was immediately placed ou tho
witness stand.

MB. ESTEE TESTIFIES.

The Attorney-General conducted the
examination, and began by showing Mr.
Estee the telegram addressed to him by a
man named Zollner, aud found in a frag-
mentary condition with the other scraps."Do you know anything about this
telegram?" asked Mr. Hart.

"Yes, sir," replied tho witness, after
looking at it. "1 received that telegram.
1 think I had it in my hand Tuesday
morning, but I haven't the least idea how
it came to be among those other papers.
I must have dropped it during the ex-
citement of finding the other papers. It
has no relauon whatever to this busi-
ness.

[ Being asked to tell all ho know about
the finding ofthe now celebrated scraps,
Mr. Estee declared vehemently that his
connection with the matter was wholly
accidental. He had no idea that there
had been any improper conduct on tho
part of anybody when he went into the
room. "Ofcourse," he continued, "after
I saw what had been found I thought it
very peculiar, and consequently my
friends were sent for."

"How did you happen to visit that
room, Mr. Estee?" asked Mr. Hart.

'"Well, now that the whole thing is
over—the Senatorial fight—l don't'mindtelling idl about this. It had been whis-
pered about, and told to me, that some
figuring had been going on ivthat room,
and my suspicions were aroused. I don't
mean to say that Mr. Dibble or anybody
elso was engaged in anything improper,
but when I saw those wrappers, checks
and bands Ibelieved that a deal had been
made, and that money had changed
hands.

dtbrle's story.

After Mr. Estee had finished, Mr.
Freeman suggested that Messrs. Dibble
and Marion be sent for, and he also sug-
gested that they be examined separately.

This brought General Saloman, Mr.
Dibble's attorney, to his feet. He said ho
would infer from Mr. Freeman's request
that the gentlemen be examined sepa-
rately that they wero treated by the com-
mittoe as culprits or persons chanted
with crime. He did not understand that
Mr. Dibble had been accused of doing
anything wrong, and therefore should bo
treated with respect.

Mr. Freeman apologized by saying that
he didnot mean the remark in that sense.
He only suggested separate examinations
for the purpose of facilitating the investi-
gation—and besides, there would then be
no misunderstandings.

Mr. Dibble entered the room during
this talk, and settled the difficulty by
saying that Mr. Marion was not in the
building, having gone to his hotel ill,
and therefore the committee would be
gratified.

Mr. Dibble was then sworn as a wit-
ness.

"Judge, did you ever see this paper bo-
fore?" asked Mr. Hart, showing the wit-
ness tho rearranged yellowpapar, bearing
the lead-pencil figures showing the "city"
vote and the sum in arithmatic which
produced as a result $21,(366.

"Yes, sir," replied Mr. Dibble, "Ihavo
seen that before, and those figures aro in
my handwriting; Imade them."

"When did you write them?"
"The other morning, in the private

room ofthe State Librarian."

Ho was also shown the second piece
of yellow paper bearing the names of
several legislators, and admitted that
he had also written them. He did not
know, however, what the crosses follow-
ing some ofthe names meant.

''Why were those names written there?"
asked Mr. Hart.

"Well, I don't really know," was the
reply. "Iwas discussing several propo-
sitions with Mr. Marion, and was scrib-
bling all the time. We talked about our
frieuds and foes on several measures. He
had a roll-calland as ho called off certain
names I put them down. But in what
connection Idid it, I do not now know."

"Had the calling off of theso names
anthing to do with the Senatorial con-
test?"

didn't know why.

"It had not. Nothing whatever. I
don't think the Senatorial contest entered
into our conversation at all. . Before go-
ing into the room I met Mr. Leake, and
asked him for the use of it. Since read-
ing his testimony of what took place, I
remember that he asked me ifwe were
going to elect a Senator. I think I re-
plied, jocularly, that I would do a little
figuring on it."

"Until that day you had been a sup-
porter of Mr. De Young for Senator had
yon not?" asked Mr. Hart.

"Yes."
"And when Mr. De Young withdrew

you turned your support to Mr. Felton?"
"Yes. I had met Mr. De Young the

night beforo and he told mo to withdraw
his name in favor of Felton. The con-
versation I had in the room with Mr.
Marion had nothing to do with Mr. De
Young's withdrawal. I and my friends
intended to support Mr. De Young as
long as he was a candidate, and Mr. Fel-
ton was our second chofce. We would
have been tor Mr. Felton from tho first if
Mr. De Young had not been in the fight."

THE ROLL-CALL REPUDIATED.
Mr. Dibble was next shown the cele-

brated Assembly roll-calland its myste-
rious crosses and check-marks. He de-
clared, after examining it carefully, that
he had never seen it before, to the best of
his knowledge. He was confident that
he had never made the marks opposite
the various names, and had no idea what
they meant. Sometimes he used a blue
pencil, he said, but he did not remember
whether or not he had one with him that
day.

Mr. Dibble was next shown the paper
which bore the names of "Sturtevant,"
"Murphy"and "Shauahan." He said he
thought the names wore in his hand-
writing, but he could not remember what
he had written them for.

Mr. Dibble took occasion to explain at
this juncture that when conversing he
had a habit of scribbling names and
figures, and sometimes drawing pictures.
He did it abstractedly, and did not, as a
rule, remember what he had written or
drawn. .

Kecurring to the conversation in the
room with Mr. Marion, Mr. Dibble de-
nied emphatically that there had been
any talk or suggestion of money.

"Was there auy money exchanged?"
asked Mr. Hart, bluntly.

"Xone whatever," was the reply.
"..either between yourselves, nor for

anybody el_>e ?"
Jfo, sir. I think wo were talking

abont the county government billand the
general appropriation bill."

The mysterious wrappers and blank
checks on the Fresno Loan and Savings
Bank were next shown to the witness,
and he declared that he had nover seen
them before. He said he luid never heard
of the bank mentioned until he read of it
in the papers. He was positive that
neither he nor Mr. Marion handled any
greenbacks or had any packages orwrap-
pers similar to those exhibited on that
day.

Upon being asked again what he and
Mr. Marion were talking abont in the
room, Mr. Dibble said "several measures
were discussed, particularly the River-

side County bill. Iwas in favor of that
bill,and Mr. Marion was opposed to it,
and we were arguing the matter over. I
wanted to ask him a number of questions
about it."

"Wasn't that the cause ofputting down
some of those names ?" asked the Attor-
ney-General.

''Yes, I think itwas. I was probably
scribbling off the names of those for and
against it."

"Was there any talk of money in rela-
tion to the Riverside County bill?"

"No, sir."
In answer to questions by General Salo-

man, Mr. Dibble denied again allknowl-
edge of the roll-call. He said he did not
havo a roll-call with him at the time.
The marks on the roll-call exhibited
were not like the ones he usually made.

"Did you lock the door when you went
into that room?" asked Senator Voor-
hies.

"Ithink that after we closed the door,
Mr. Marion turned the key," replied the
witness. "After we had been m there
somo minutes the telephone rang and we
unlocked tho door to let Mr. Leake iv.
When he went out the door was not lock-
ed again."

After being shown the euvelope on
which was written "Dennis," and several
other scraps of paper of no importance—
all of which, however, he denied all
knowledge of—Mr. Dibble was excused.

DENIAL FROM RIVERSIDE.
The next witness was S. C. Evans of

Riverside, and Chairman of the commit-
tee which was sent to this city in behalf
of the Riverside County bill. Mr. Hart
explained that Mr. Evans desired to
make a statement and would probably be
a very material witness.

Mr. Evans said that owing to the fact
that tho newspapers had thrown out in-
sinuations that "boodle" was used to help
along the Riverside County bill, he felt
called upon in behalf of tho people ho
represented to .come before the commit-
tee and say something. He denied posi-
tively that there was any "boodle" about
it. Not a ceut had been paid or promised
by him or any one elso tliat he knew ofto
the Legislature to pass the bill. The only
money expended was for defraying the
expenses of the committee during its
stay in the capital. He said he would
certainly have known if anything wrong
had been done, and, as a matter of diet,
he said 8..100 was all the money that had
been raised to defray the expenses of the
committee.

Upon being shown the bank-note wrap-
pers, Mr. Evans denied that he had ever
handled or seen them before. He had han-
dled no large sums of money, either in
gold or greenbacks, since ho had been in
Sacramento.

Mr. Hart asked the witness if it weretrue, as reported, that he had rocoived atthe Golden Eagle Hotel a box—about tho
size of a shoe box—which was full of
greenbacks.

ilr. Evans replied in the negative. Heexplained, however, that his son had
sent home for a pair of shoes, aud they
had been received in a box such as that
described by Mr. Hart. The box might
have had green liningin it, but ho did notknow positively.

Frank Miller, also of Riverside and
also a momber ol"tho committee of which
Mr. Evans was Chairman, corroboratedthe latter's testimony. In answer to
questions by Mr. Hart, he denied that ho
had sent out circulars to tho members of
the Legislature, inviting them to call at
his rooms at the Golden Eagle Hotel. He
also denied that he knew anything about
the shoe-box episode. Ho supposed that
some enemies of the bill had given tho
story to the reporters.

MR. LEAKE AGAIN.
W_ S. Leake was then recalled and

questioned closely regarding tho money
wrappers. Ho examined them allclosely
and stated emphatically that he had never
soen them before. He did not recogniz <»the handwriting on the wrappers and, in
fact, did not kuow anything about them,
he said, except that they wore found with
the other scraps. Continuing, Mr. Leako
said no money was ever handled in tho
library, and the employes were paid by
draits on the D. O. Mills'bank. Being
shown the roll-call, Mr. Leake said he
could not swear positively that he had
seen itbefore, but when he went into the
private room to answer the telephone he
saw Mr. Dibble with a roll-call.

Mr. Hart wanted to know ifMr. Leako
wotdd swear positively that he had seen
the waste-basket and kuew itwas empty
before Messrs. Dibble and Marion occu-
pied the room.

In reply the witness said he was very
particular to examine tho rooms every
morning, and he thought tliat if there
had been any papers there he would havo
seen them. Still ho would not be positive
that there were not a few papers in tho
basket Tuesday morning. He would
be positive, though, tbat there were noneon the table nor on the floor.

At this juncture Senator Voorhies
handed the witness a circular addressed
to the Stato Librarian, and with a post-
mark showing that it had been received
on Tuesday. Tho circular had, like tho
other exhibits, been torn up and pasted
together again.

Mr. Leake said he could not understand
how this could have gotten among the
other papers. Another paper belonging
to tho library was also shown, but the
witness could not account for iteither.

LIBRARIAN PERKINS.
State Librarian Perkins was the next

witness. He did not recognize the hand-
writing on the wrappers, and did not
know anything about tbe circular. He
had only been in the oflico about thirty
seconds that morning, and did not know
anything about the scraps.

Senators Heacock and McGowan re-
lated the circumstances of finding the
scraps of paper in the library. Neither
of them knew anything more than has
already been published, viz.: that thescraps were handed immediately to the
Attorney-General.. Mr. Heacock said he believed upon
making tho discovery that there had beencrooked work regarding the Senatorship.

Some discussion arose as to whether or
not Mr. Eelton should be sent for. It
was argued on one side that, inas-
much as Mr. Estee had been asked
some very pointed questions, and
had denied all knowledge of boodle
there would be no harm it-
asking Mr. Felton similar questions:
on the other hand, several ofthe commit-
teemen thought itwould onlybe a waste
of time.

The Attorney-General said the com-mittee could not go too deeply into the
matter. He would be in favor of ques-
tioning not only Mr. Felton, but everySenator and Assemblyman as well, if
they knew anything about boodle.

"Youcan ask me now," promptly said
Senator Crandall.

After some further talk a recess wastaken until evening.
Evening Session.

The committee met again in the even-ing and resumed the inquiry. The firstwitness was 8. C. Evans, who was recalled
at the request of Attorney-General Hart
He was asked if he met Judge Rowell
ancl C. A. Perkins, of San Bernardinoon Tuesday, in the. Assembly chamber,
and ifMr. Rowell spoke of a coming in-
vestigation into a boodle scandal, and if
he (Evans) did not afterward say to Mr.Perkins that bis people (of Riverside)
would spend §50,000 if necessary to carry
the Riverside bill, despite any "investiga-
tion that might be had.

Mr. Evans admitted the meeting, but
denied having made any such statement,
and also denied, in reply to another ques-
tion, having had any business relations
withLangley <fc Co., of Fresno.

SENATOR FELTON ON THE STAND.
Charles N. Felton, United States Sen-

ator-elect, was next called, and testified
in answer to questions, that he had uot
authorized the expenditure of one dollar
in his behalf to secure his election to the
I'nited Suites Senate. He kuew nothing
of the matters connected with the present
investigation. He had neither directly
nor indirectly—nor had any of his friends,
to his knowledge—expended a quarter ofa dollar improperly in connection with
the Senatorship. The first he knew of
Mr. De Young's withdrawal from the
Senatorial contest was on Tuesday after-noon.

Mr. Voorhies asked the witness if hehe had ever done any business with tho
Fresno Loan aud Saving Bank, and he
replied that he had not, and did not kr owofthe existence of such an iu.'"_tution
until he had read of itin conp -c_i on withthe matter under consideration.He was shown the bank checks andasked if be reco.iji.i_ed tiio haud-vi-iting

thereon. He replied fittit at first glance
there was something familiar to him in
tho hand-writing, but could n«»t say
whose it was. Ho did not think it was
the same writing as appeared on the
slips.

Mr. Berry asked Mr. Felton ifhe knew
ofany reason why Mr. De Young with-
drew from the contest, and he replied
that the latter told him that he did so be-
cauwo he believed he could not be elected,
and as he considered Mr. Estee a railroad
man; desired to aid iv his defeat.

Captain Mariou, the member ofthe As-
sembly whose name had been connected
with the scandal, testified that he went
into the Librarian's office on Tuesday
morning and met Mr. Dibble there. The
ouly other person present was Mr. Leake.
He had arranged with Judge Dibble a
short time prior to going to the library to
meet him there to confer about legisla-
tion. They had been talking about the
appropriation bill,and the Senate amend-
ments increasing it about a quarter of a
milliondollars, which they deprecated.

In response to a question by General
Hart, as to his position ou the Riverside
bill, witness said he had been indisput-
ably opposed to county division in the
southern part ofthe State.

Mr. Marion was shown the roll-call
fountl in the library, and said he hadnever before seen it.

He was then shown somo slips with
names written thereon, aud said they
were shown him by Judge Dibblo as con-
taining the names of members in lavor
of tho Riverside bill. He had not no-
ticed that his own namo was among the
number. Tlie paper bearing tho word
'city" and certain figures, he said ho had

never seen before, and did not know
what the figures meant. There was notalk about figures between himself and
Judge Dibble—simply an informal discus-
sion.

ASSEMBLYMAN MARION.

The Fresno Bank checks were shown
witness, and ho said he never saw them
before, nor did he know the handwriting
on the backs thereof. Various others of
the papers were produced, and witness
denied having ever seen them before, or
that ho had any blank envelopes in the
library.

To General Hart witness said he had
never been paid, nor promised, anymouey nor other consideration for his
vote for Senator; he would not allowany
person to approach him on such a matter.

Witness was questioned by Mr. Berry
as to the purpose for which he met Judge
Dibble in the library, and ho repeated that
it was to talk over the appropriation and
county government bills, owing to the
crowd in tho Assembly chamber. While
they were in the room Mr. Leake enteredand answered a message on the telephone,
and was in the room for several minutes;
there was nothing secret in the consulta-
tion between himself and Judge Dibble.
The door opening iuto the main library
was closed but not locked. After Mr.
Leake went out the telephone rang again,
and Judge Dibblo answered it.

Mr. Marion said there was no writingdone by either Judge Dibble or himself.He left the library tirst, and alone, telling
Judge Dibblo that he would see him
again. That was a few minutes beforo 10
o'clock, and witness did not see him again
until just before 12 o'clock. It was 9-15
when witness went into the library.

In reply to a question by Mr. Berry,
witness repeated that he did not thiukJudge Dibble did any writing or figuring
while they were in the library. As to thoroll-call, he know nothing of it, and did
not remember seeing one while in the
library.

A SAN BERNARDINO LAWYER.
Charles A. Perkins, a lawyer of San

Bernardino, testified that he saw Judge
Rowell iv the Assembly Chamber on
Tuesday last, and that tho latter re-marked to him, in the presence ofMr.
Evans, that there was to be an investiga-
tion of an alleged boodle transaction.
After Judge Rowell went away, MrEvans displayed some anger and declaredthat, in defiance of any investigation, theKiverside people would spend 850,000 tosecure tho passage of the RiversideCounty bill. Ho had heard rumors ofmoney being used iv the matter, but did
not personally know of a dollar having
been raised for that purpose. He was op-

a membor of the Riverside committeo(one Dr. Brendon) that ?2_,000 had ' beenraised for tho purpose.

There was some objection to this state-ment, as members of the Riverside o-om-mittee present stated that Dr. Brendonwas not a member of the committee, butit was admitted.
General Hart then suggested that DrBiendou's testimony might be given onthis point before the Superior Jud^e ofSan Bernardino County and telegraphed

to the investigating committee. Ifthiswere not done, he would ask to have thelatter portion of Mr. Perkins' testimony
stricken out. J

The committee decided to have DrBrendon's testimony taken in tho man-ner suggested.
