ESTATK OF BAlQlriKlt. Xo. 14,050.
Mary C. Rode was mimed in the will of

Joseph Bauqnier, deceased, as executrix
without bonds, and tiled in the Superior
Court of Sacramento County her petition
for the probate ofsaid will"and for the
issuance to her of letters testamentary.
Objections to her appointment as execu-
trix were liled by her brothers, who were
also legatees named in the will,upon the
alleged ground that she in the lifetime of
said Joseph Bauquier, "for the purpose
ofpecuniary gain and to obtain an un-
just and larger portion of the estate of
said Joaepn Bauquier, deceased, than she
was legally or morally entitled to, aud to
defraud said Peter, Frank and Joseph
Bauquier oftheir just proportion of said
estate, did, by means of intimidation,
falsehood, fraud, deceit, misrepresenta-
tion and undue Influence, compel, influ-
ence aud induce her said father, the said
Joseph Bauquier, deceased, to assign, set
over and deliver" to her §I_.,.>_-* 8S in
money and certain described real and
personal property, and that the said peti-
tioner claims adversely to the estate to be
the owner of said property so fraudu-
lently obtained. This is followed by the
general allegation "that said Mary Bode
is incompetent to act as executrix "of the
said last willand testament for want of
integrity as shown by the tacts herein set
lorth, and that sho is generally incom-
petent by reason of the facts herein set
forth to act as such executrix."

An answer was filed to these objections,
and after a trial upon the issue arising,
the court made the following, and only
finding:

"Mary C. Rode is incompetent to exe-
cute the duties ofthe trust of executrix
ofthe said Inst willand testament of said
Joseph Bauquier deceased, for want of in-
tegrity ; and that the said Mary C. Rode
is a ntagonistic and hostile and asserts
claims adverse to tho said estate, and that
she wants integrity in that regard."

Tliecourt thereupon denied her applica-
tion to be appointed executrix. The pe-
titioner moved for a new trial, which was
denied, and from this latter order this
appeal is taken.

1. I'nder section 1350 of the Code of
CivilProcedure, no person is competent
to serve as an executrix who is wanting
in integrity. The word integrity, as here
used, means soundness of moral princi-
ple and character, as shown by one per-
son's dealing with others in the making
aud performance of contracts, in fidelity
and honesty in the discharge of trusts.
In short, it is used as a synonym for pro-
bity, honesty and uprightness in business
relations with others. The evidence in
the record before us is not such as would
justify a linding that the petitioner is lack-
ing in integrity, as thus defined, and we
are not certain from the peculiar language
of the linding quoted, that the learned
Judge of the court below intended to say
anything more than that the adverse in-
terests ofthe petitioner would prevent her
from fairlyJustly and properly,protecting
the estate, and that this is a want of integ-
rity within the meaning of tho statute.
We do not think, however, that tho mere
fact that the appellant claims property as
her own, which the other legatees insist
belongs to tho estate, would of itself and
without some reference to the honesty of
her claim, show a want ofintegrity.

2. The remaining inquiry is whether
the court was justified in denj-ing the |
appellant's application upon the ground
that she "is antagonistic and hostile, and
asserts claims adverse to the said estate
of Joseph Bauquier, deceased, and to the
heirs at law, and persons interested in
said estate," or adopting the language of
counsel for respondents, "can one who
claims a hostile and adverse interest in
property alleged to belong to the estato,
be appointed administrator of such es-
tate?"

The answer to this will be found in the
provisions of the Code of Civil Pro-
cedure, relating to the appointment of
executors and declaring who shall be
incompetent to act in that capacity. Theso
sections are as follows:

'Section 134!.. The court admitting a
willto probate, after the same is proved
and allowed, must issue letters thereon to
the persons named therein as executors
who are competent to discharge the trust,
who must appear and qualify, unless ob-
jection is made as provided in Section
13.-*l."

"Section I*lso. Xo person is competent
to serve as executor who, at the time tho
willis admitted to probate, is:

"1. Under the age of majority.
"2. Convicted of an infamous crime.
"3. Adjudged by the court incompetent

to execute the duties of the trust by rea-
son .of drunkenness, improvidence or
want of understanding or "integrity."

"Section 1351. Any person interested in
a will may file objections, in writing, to
granting letters testamentary to the per-
sons named as executors, or any of them,
and the objections must be heard and de-
termined by the court." * * * *The meaning ot these sections is that,
at the time of admitting the will to pro-
bate, tho court must appoint as executor
the person who is therein named as such,
ifho has petitioned therefor and is not in-
competent, unless written objections to
such appointment have been tiled, in
which case the objections must be heard j
and determined, and tho objections made
must be such as to show that the appli-
cant is incompetent upon some one of the
grounds specified iv Section 1350 of the
(.'mil* of CivilProcedure.

Under our law a man has the right to
make such disposition of his property as
he chooses, subject only to such limita-
tions as are expressly declared bylaw,
and within the same limitation he has the
absolute right to select the executor to
carry out the provisions of his will. In
other words, any executor named in a
willhas the right to act unless there is
some express provision of law which de-
clares that he shall not, aud, as a con-
sequence, the testator may lawfullyselect
any person for this trust who does not fall
within one of the classes expressly men-
tioned and declared to be incompetent.
And. so far as onr investigation has ex-
tended, this construction lias been uni-
formly given to statutes relating to this
-Object. Thus. Denio, C. J., in his opin-
ion, rendered in McGregor vs. McGregor, j
(1 Keyes, p. 138), says: "The selection of Jexecutors is not committed to the Surro- j
cra.e's Court. The testator is allowed to 1
appoint such persons as he may see fit.
provided they do not fall within the
ihrsses of incomnetcnt persons mention-
ed in the statute." The language ofJohn-
son, J., in tho same case is equally ex-
plicit. He says: "The statute (2 R. s.,
Sec. 1) makes it the duty ofthe Surrogate.

I when auy will of personal estate shall
j have been admitted to probate, to issue

I letters testamentary thereon to the per-
jsons named therein as executors, if they

I are by law competent to serve as such, it

then provides who shall bo deemed in-
competent to serve as an executor. lam
of the opinion that any person appointed
or named as an executor in a will is to be
deemed competent, unless he is declared
incompetent by statute, and that it is the
duty of the Surrogate to grant letters to
every person named as executor in a will,
upon his application, who is not declared
incompetent to serve by statute. He has
no discretion to exercise in the matter,
but must obey the requirements of tho
statute, which is the sole source of his
power."

The Court ofAppeals ofKentucky take
the same view ol this question: "Itis
sufficient for us to say that the law has
declared who may and who may not be
executors, and ifBerry tie a man whom
the law allows to be appointed as such, it
follows that, upon his motion to give
bond and security, and to qualify under
the will, it was the duty ofthe County
Court, if the security was sufficient, to
permit him to give bond and be qualified
as executor, and to give him letters testa-
mentary. * * * Whatever may bo
opinions of men as to tho propriety or
impropriety ofa particular appointment,
the very basis and foundation of the ex-
ercise of the right which society has
granted to its members to appoint its
own representatives after death, is the
special confidence reposed by the testator
in the appointee. And men, it seems to
us, would care but little for the high
privilege of disposing of their estates to
their own liking, il'they are to be denied
the right of selecting those who are to
carry out and effectuate tho benevolent
purposes of their wills. It is true some
persons are incapable of being executors.
Tho law has pointed out who they are,
and society has long been satisfied with
the wisdom of the rules upon this sub-
ject." (Berry vs. Hamilton. 12 B. Mon-
roe, 191.)

That the courts havo noright to say that a
person isisicoinpctrnt to be appointed as an
executor, unless he falls within one oftho
class of persons expressly declared to be
incompetent by statute, is further shown
by the decisions in regard to administra-
tors where the law designates tlie order Of
priority in which different persons shall
l>e entitled to appointment and also de-
clares who are incompetent, to act. It is
held in such cases that the order of pri-
ority named in the statute must be fol-
lowed, and that no person can be de-
clared incompetent unless he is one of a
class so declared by the statiite. A lead-
ing case on that point is Coope vs. Low-
erne, U Barb. Ch. 4's). In tliat case the
Chancellor said: "The revised statutes
provide that administration, in cases of
intestacy, shall be granted to the relatives
of tho deceased who would be entitled to
his personal estate, ifthoy or any of them
willaccept the same, in the order specified
in the statute. And 1 think the Surro-
gate has no discretion to exclude a person
declared by the statute to bo entitled to a
preference, except for tho causes specified
in the thirty-second section of the titleof
the revised statutes, relative to granting
letters testamentary and of administra-
tion."

This case has beon approved and fol-
lowed in our state in the Estate of Pa-
ebeco, (2*. Cal. .SO.) In that case it was
said : "On the trial it was admitted that
one ofthe applicants, Rosa Pacheco de
Sibrian, cannot read, write, or speak the
English language; that she cannot read
or write the Spanish; that sbe is 09 years
old, a Cahfornian by birth, and a daugh-
ter of the intestate. It is not claimed that
the other applicant, Penniman, is subject
to any of tlie disqualifications mentioned
in Section 55, nor is tho other applicant
properly included therein. The feet of
her great age, and that sho cannot read or
write, and that shecannot speak English,
do not show any want of understanding
within the statute. It is true, they
may render it difficult for her to perform
some ot her duties properly, yet they do
not render it impossible.

"In the case of Coope vs. Lowerre, (1
Barb. Ch. 45), it was held by the Court of
Chancery of New York, in construing a
similar statute, that the Surrogate had no
discretion to exclude a person declared
by the statute to lie entitled to a prefer-
ence, except for somo of the causes speci-
fied in the statute. Anil it was held that
no degree of legal or moral guiltor de-
linquency was sufficient to exclude a
person from the administration, as the
next of kin, in the cases of preference
given by the statute, unless such person
had been actually convicted of an in-
famous crime. In that case the adminis-
tration was granted to a person
proved to be dishonest, and against whom
a large judgment had been recovered in a
case of crim. con. * • * s

Wo therefore hold that under
the admissions and evidence in this case,
the daughter, Rosa Pacheco de Sibrian,
was entitled to letters ofadministration."

The decision in tho ease of Coope vs.
Lowerre, ..?.»._., will be better under-
stood when it is stated that in that caso
objection was made to the appointment of
the petitioner as administrator of the
estato of his father upon the ground "that
he was disqualified on account of his
vices and his improvidence," and the
statute of New York provided, among
other cases of disqualification, convic-
tion of an infamous crime, and improvi-
dence, and it was with refrence to that
particular statute that tho court in that
case said : "No degree of legal or moral
guilt or delinquency, therefore, is suili-
cient to excludo a person from the ad-
ministration aa the next of kin in the
cases of preference given by the statute,
unless such person has been actually con-
victed of an infamous crime."

The principle underlying that decision,
aud the cases which have followed it, is,
that the courts have no right to add to the
disqualifications prescribed by the Legis-
lature for such cases. In some of the
States the courts are by law given a wide
discretion in determining who are quali-
fied to act in the capacity cf executors
and administrators. The decision in the
case of Steams vs. l-'iske (IS Pick. _li,
cited and relied on by respondent, was |
based upon a statute which authorized I
the court to deny the application ofa per- j
son "evidently unsuitable" to discharge
the duties of tho trust, and it was held

that tiiis language vested a ".vide discre-
ti'minthe Probate Jndge.

We feel entirely satisfied tliat the words
"want of integrity," found in Section
1350 of the Code ofCivil Procedure, do
not apply to a case where there is a simple
conlliet of interest in regard to the estate
between the executor named in a will
and the other legatees. We are also sat-
isfied that iftho Legislature had designed
to make such a conlliet ofinterest a cause
for refusing to appoint an executor so
named, such intention would havo been
manifested by language more apt for that
purpose than is to be found in that sec-
tion of the Code ofCivil Procedure.

We may add that while the court is
authorized to reluse to appoiut an execu-
tor named in a willfor want ef integrity,
yet, for manifest reasons, tbis power
should not be exercised except upon
clear and convincing evidence establish-
ing such disqualii'yiug fact.

The executor may always bo removed
after appointment unless he discharges
the duty ofhis trust faithfullyand as di-
rected by law.

.". The order denying tho appellant's
motion for a new trial in this proceeding
is an appealable one. Order reversed.
