Sacramento's Left-handed

Team' of Hatters.

To a stranger, it would have been diffi-
cult to tell yesterday which of the two
clubs that played ball at Snowllake Park
was the home team, if he attempted to
distinguish by the applause bestowed by
the audience. People attend ball games
nowadays more for the purpose of see-
ing a good exhibition of the sport than
for anything else.

There was a time in Sacramento when
the patrons of the game went out simply
to yell and screech for their own nine.
This was when there was local pride and
a general wish that the homo club would
win, no matter how many errors and
bad plays it made.

The players in those days were all Sac-
ramento boys, and about two-thirds of
the audience knew them well enough
to call them by their first names. But a
revolution has taken place within the last
six years, and the baseball patron goes
out to see strange players engaged to rep-
resent his city, contesting with strangers
from another place. Naturally he begins
to lose the interest ho once had, and
finally finds himself attending for no
other reason than to see brilliant playing
and a first-class exhibition of the national
game.

Nearly five thousand people were
crowded into the ball park yesterday
afternoon and the stands were black with
Bpectators. The Hussar Band first es-
corted the Oakland Club to the diamond,
and then repaired to the dressing-room
in the corner of the grounds and led the
BaeramentOfl to their bench. The crowd
cheered lustily as each club made its ap-pearance. The visitors were aitind in
their last year's suits of gray and black,
and Met'loskey's men wore uniforms of
white tlannel, with red trimmings, stock-
ings and caps.

The game demonstrated one thing—that
neither club is (to use a baseball expres-
sion) "speedier" than those of last year.
The present Sacramento nine will un-
doubtedly prove to be a stronger batting
team than last year's, but the men are
not as light on their feet, nor as good
fielders nor baserunners as were the
players of the club of90. Ofcourse there
are some exceptions. Oakland has a rat-
tling good nine of ball players, though
two or three of them show signs of being
weak batters.

Reite, the littleplayer whom none of
the managers seem to want, and who was
only allowed to play with Oakland bo-
cause oik? of the club's members were ill,
can justly claim the honor ofwinning for
Colonel Robinson the first game of the
season. And iiow the people didapplaud
when he sent out a three-bagger into
right field. It was just when Oakland
wanted a hit, for there were three men on
bases, and the score was :> io 1 in favor of
the Sacramentos. His hit scored three
runs and won the game for the visitors.

The Senators came to the bat in the
first inning and started in to hit the ball
with such ease that people began to think
the Oakland pitcher could not get tho
ball out of the way of the bat. Ward went
to first on bulls, and a neat sacrifice hit
by .Sunday advanced him to second. Mc-
Guirk smashed the ball into left field,
and Ward scored, making a pretty slide
to tlic plate.

Hustin let four balls go by, and took
first, ami a two-base hit by Hutehinson
lirought McGuirk home. MeCloskey
drove a liner at o'Neil, who caught it,
and touching third base, completed a
double-play unassisted.

Needs of tno City.

Eds. Record-Union : The people of
this city may well feel proud of her Im-
provement Association and the progress-
ive men who compose it. They are
abreast of the times. Not content with
the grand achievements of the past two
years, they now propose to proceed at
once with the improvement of our levee
system, and—as I stated in an article in
your paper a few weeks ago—nothing can
come before our people that will be of
more importance than this one subject—a
good and secure levee for this city.

Why. this city shows an assessment
roll of some $14,000,000 of taxable
property. This is about one-half
what the property is really worth.
Hut say the proporty values inside
the city limits amount to $iiS,OOO,OOO
or §30,000,000, can any one believe for one
minute that our taxpayers willbegrudge
$100,000, or even 1800,000, in order to make
their property absolutely secure from
future high waters? No, I give them
credit for better judgment; and while I
am not seeking any office under the city
government, nor would 1 accept one, still
sometimes 1 wish I had control of its
affairs for a while, at least, and I tell you
what I would do—and I would do it, too,
and let judgment come afterwards.

First, 1 would begin on the levees
around this city, and i would build them
so secure that the croakers who have
made their fortunes here and left us for
pastures new, and who are ever ready to
injure the lair fame ofour city, would bo
forced to forever hold their peace.

The next move would be to refund our
bonded indebtedness. Nor would I wait
six,eight or ten years either, but do itnow.
I would refund these bonds dollarlor dol-
lar ifneeds be, and issue new ones run-
ning for thirty years at 4 per cent. This
would wipe out our city debt, and save
this city many thousands of dollars
which wo now pay to lawyers to defend
OS against the owners of these bonds.

Then I should raise property values up
to their full values. This would reduce
our tax rate to about §1 10 on the iflOO, or,
in other words, make our tax rate the
lowost of any city in the State.

Iwould then proceed to remove China-
tows across the K-street levee and fill
China Slough, and this spot, which is
now a disgrace to our city, 1 would make
desirable for business.

And last, but not least, I would offer
inducements to manufacturers to locate
here, and 1 should begin by fitting up a
ear of the products of this city and county,
exclusively, and man itwith two or three
of such men as E. W. Maslin and send
this ear East, with the same privileges as
the "California on Wheels." Let these
men talk Sacramento and her wonderful
inducements, and Sacramento only.
This is the way Los Angeles does. What
would be the result? The Eastern people
who would see this car and who cared
about coming here would buy their
tickets for this city, and when "we got
them here we could ofier them ground
and taxes free for, say, ten years, and at
the end of this time the privilege to buy
it at its market value. I would willingly
give a lotor two on these conditions.

Where is there a city in this State that
can oner such inducements to manufact-
uring enterprises as this city? Why,
look at tho boot and shoe trado alone.
Over 8250,000 worth of these goods was
brought to this city last year. This
amount would pay a handsome dividend
to a boot and shoe manufactory located
here, besides giving employment to two
or three hundred men, which represents
that many families. Why haven't we an
establishment of this kind here?

Again, tho Central Street Railroad is
about to send a 820,000 order for new
street-cars to Stockton. Haven't we
room and capital enough, as well as
talent, to have agricultural works hero to
do this, as well as other work which
would surely come to it?

Look at the car-load alter car-load of
cheap Eastern buggies and carts that
come to this city on every train. Why
haven't we a carriage manufactory em-
ploying several hundred men here to
supply this and surrounding country de-
mands? Where is there a better loca-
tion in the State for a woolen mill than
right here in this city? Look at the
thousands upon thousands of pounds of
wool that leave hero every year for
Marysville and other small places to be
made up and shipped back to us. A
woolen mill established here would not
only bring trade to our city but give em-
ployment to many hundreds of men and
women.

I could mention many other industries
which could start here with profit, but
enough has been named to show our citi-
zens and tax-payers what grand induce-
ments stand waiting outside our doors
and only asking to be invited in.

GONE TO HiS REST.
Death of John Heard, the Pioneer

Lawyer and Judge.

Another of the early pioneers of Sacra-
mento has been called from earth. Judge
John Heard died at his home in this city
at 5 o'clock yesterday morning, sur-
rounded by his family. For several years
past his health has been feeble, and for
some months he had not been able to
leave his house.

Deceased was born in Garrard County,
Kentucky, on the 15th day of March, 1812,
and was, consequently, 79 years of age.
On the death of his father, his mother re-
moved to Howard County, Missouri,
where he received his education. He
studied law withJudge Thomas Reynolds
(who afterwards became Governor of
.Missouri), and was admitted to the bar in
1533, at the end of four years. He prac-
ticed law in Paris, Monroe County, Mo.,
and in IS3O was Circuit Attorney, which
[HMlifrffliihe held for a year anil a half.
Appointed Register of the Land Office, he
removed to Jefferson City, the Capital,
where he resided until 1840, when he es-

i tablished himself at Independence. Here
he practiced law until 184tf, when, his
health having become impaired, he went
to Santa Ke, New Mexico.

In the spring of 18-19 he joined a party of
six young men who were abont to cross
the plains to California, and they reached
Placerville in five months. Mr. Heard

I came direct to Sacramento, where he soon
entered upon the practice of law, inpart-
nership with William C. Wallace, now of
Auburn. He was elected Judge of the
Court of Sessions in 1853. The Jud-je wa.s
vested with the power since given to the

i liO'i'.rd of Supervisors. In August of that
I year the court-house at Seventh and I
! streets, whiafa was used as the State
I Capitol, was burned. The structure was
of brick, ami modeled largely on the
plan of the present court-houso. It was

! ate Chiefly to Judge Heard's energy that
tiiepresent building was erected by the

I Ist of January of the followingyear, when
; the Legislature met, the Board of Super-
I visors not having been organized until

Judge Heard served on the local bench
up to 1857, when he resigned. In 1860 lie
went to Chihuahua. Mexico, where he
was interested in mining enterprises up

Ito 1806. In that year he returned to Sac-
ramento and resumed the practice of his
profession, giving special attention to

Deceased was married in 183i5, at Pal-
myra, Missouri, to Miss Lucy Thornton
ISnckner, daughter ofCharles Buckner of

; Virginia, who mine to California in 1854.
| Judge Heard became a member of Paris
I Lodge. F. and A. M., in 1835, and was
j also an old member of the Odd Fellows.

DUST AND DISCOMFORT.
The Damaue We Are Taking Because

ofLack of Street Sprinkling.
The north wind blew fiercely last night.

People would not have minded that
much, who had to pass up or down the
streets, for they could not help it, nor
could the city authorities.

But tho dust accompanied the wind; it
turned back upon it and played with it;
whirled around the cross-street corners;
it was in pyramidal clouds; itfilled the
air so that one could not see the street
lights half a block away; it drove into
houses; it stifled pedestrians—in fact, it
took poonoftoton of all outdoors, and for-
bade human breathing except through a
folded handkerchief or similar device.
People cowered with their faces to the
walls; the street-car horses stopped and
put their heads between their knees and
groaned.

It was the worst dust, dirt, rubbish,
s.treet-filth blow that ever blew; it was,
indeed, almost impossible to walk the
streets for the blinding, stifling clouds of
powdered manure, sidewalk sweepings
and street dust that filled the air and
drove through doors and window joints.

Allthis could be helped ; that was the
\u25bcerdict ofevery one. The foolish policy
that fixes a date for street-sprinkling was
responsible for last night's nuisance.
Street-sprinkling is needed to keep the
dust down, whether before or after a
given date.

Two days ofsuch dust blowing as Sac-
ramento experienced last night, willgive
the city a blacker eye than the most ex-
pert correspondent of the San Francisco
press in the hardness ot his heart could
wish us.

The exclamation of the peeple last night
was that ifthe date policy is to remain a
fixture, life will not be worth living in
the Capital City. One of two things must
be done—stop the wind blowing, or put
down the dust, whether the date for con-
tracting forsprinkling ever comes around
or not. Since the wind is no respecter of
ordinances, the other thing must be done.
