GRAVITATION.
Some Facts Connected With it That

arc Not Generally Known.
Gravitation is a subject that nearly

everybody is somewhat familiar withsays the Philadelphia Times, but there
are some things abont it that you may
not know. For instance, suppose yon
were weighed at the top of a deep coal
mine and afterward at the bottom; do
you suppose there would be any differ-
ence in the result? Yes, there would.
You would be lighter at the bottom. Ifit were possible for you to go on down- |
ward -2,000 miles in the earth and there be !
weighed you would be surprised to find j
your weight only one-half what it was at i
the surface, and ifyou could go to the
center of the earth you wouldn't weigh
an ounce.

Tins is because the center of the earth
is the center ofits attractive power, which
is exerted equally in all directions. Ifyou ascend from the center of the earthyour weight willalso decrease, but not
in the same ratio as when you desc-end.In going upward the decrease willbe iii
proportion to the square of the distance.
Thus, while you would weigh nothin" ii'
you should go downward 4,000 miles fromthe surface you would still weigh one-
fourth your actual weight if you couldweigh yourself 4,000 miles up in the air.The law of gravitation is at onco the
strangest and the most sublime in all
nature. Light travels at the amazin<' rate
of 1*5,000 miles in a second. There are
visible stars so far away that if one wereblotted out at this instant it would beseen on the earth thousands of years
hence, because the rays of light, starting
now, would take so long to reach us even
at the wonderful velocity at which theytravel, lint if a new star were -nowplaced out there in the depths of space
where the blotted out one was, its attrac-
tive force would reach us instantly. That
strange force, which dominates the uni-
verse, would at once be felt, though of
course inappreciably, between the new
star and our earth.

the earth has in pulling us downwardbut think of the attractive power of a body
like the sun, more than a million times
larger than the earth. And this power
controls every speck of light that we see
in the heavena.

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The Capay Valley Land Company is offering- the
most fertile lands in this beautiful valley upon terms which
enable the purchaser to pay for the land out of its own
product, viz: Interest only for five years at 7 per cent.
