CARRIED A BULLET THIRTY YEARS.
A Colouel Uad One Lodged In iris Nose,

but It is Finally Uemoved.
After carrying a bullet in his face for

nearly thirty years Judge Calvin E.
Pratt, of the Supreme Court, who re-
ceived it in a battle in the war. has at last
had itremoved, and will hereafter pre-
serve it outside of his person, says theNew York Trihur.r. Judge Pratt was aColonel commanding the Thirty-first
New York Volunteers when he was
wounded at Qaines* Mill, Ya., in is<>2.
During that battle lie was struck by the
bullet in the lelt cheek, an inch below the
eye. and it passed back of the nose and
lodged under the cheek bone close to thenose. It was several days before the
wound was dressed.

For the last twenty-one years Judge
Pratt has bad to spray the place wherethe bullet lodged just*above his nostril
twice :•. day, and he has suffered more orless from neuralgia and local irritation.About three years ago Dr. S. Fleet Spier
tried to remove the ballet, but found that
a portion of the bone of the nose had
grown over it and it would be dangerous
to remove it. The case has been carefully
watched, and it was found recently thatthe bone had degenerated and the "bulletcould be easily reached and removedthrough the nostril.

STATE FAIR TROTTING STAKES.

Entries for the Two, Three and Four-

The entries for the two, three and four-
year-old trotting, and the two-year-old
pacing sweepstakes for the Stato Fair of
this year closed on the Kith inst.

The three-year-old pacing stake failed to
fill, probably because of the fast perform-
ance of L. U. Shippce's Chief Thorne,
who made a record of2:20 in his two-year-
old form last season. The other stakes
received an unusual number, showing a
large increase of young stock in training
over last year.

The entries in the great Futurity Stake
for 1893-94 (foals of 18U1), for which the
society guaranteed its value at 97,600, did
not receive the entry its importance and
value commanded. It is the largest stake
ever offered for trotting foals on this
coast, and In place of 100 there should
have been 500 more? named.

BANK FAILURE.

Bad Loans by Its President Causes the
Crash,

New York, March 23.—An official an-
nouncement was made to-night that the
Washington National Bank, at No. 1
Broadway, would not open its doors to-
morrow. The bank's resources have been
loaned out by the President to two friends,
and the discovery of the condition was
accidentally made.

The bank is not a member of the Clear-
ing-House Association, Tint cluared
through the Gallatin National Bank, un-
der a rule of the clearing-house, 'which
went into effect January Ist. Banks
clearing in this way must submit their
accounts to examination by the clearing-
house.

To-day Bank Kxaminor Hepburn, rep-
resenting the clearing-house, appeared at
tho Washington Bank to examine its af-
fairs, lie soon discovered i:s capital im-
paired. As soon as this announcement
was made. President Sherman, who has
been in charge of the bank, was pros-

| trated, but recovered sufficiently to mi-
i form the directors that he had been too
j liberal in lending money to his friends.

Two accounts have been discovered,
footing up £121,000, that are probably total
losses. One is fo"r $70,000 secured by poor
and worthless collateral, and the other a
draft for |GO,OOO on John Silva, which had
been cashed by the President and "hang
on the hook." It is said Silva has prom-
ise d to make it good to-morrow.

The bank hud a capital of $300,000 and
deposits of $000,000.

The only officers present when the com-
plete announcement was made by the
Bank Examiner were Cashier J. T.
Grainger and Director Sidney Tilghman.
The President had gone away, no ono
knew where.

The President of the Gallatin Bank at
once gave notice to his institution that he
would no longer clear for the Washing-
ton bank. This news prevented any at-
tempt being made to take up the losses.

THE SUGAR TRUST.
Theodore Ilavomyor Testifies Bcfcl'C

the Investigating Committee.
Nkw York, March 23.—Theodore Ilav-

'enniyer was before the State Senate Com-
I mittee investigating the.sugar trust again
to-day, and asked how the so-called trust
was formed. The witness said that in
ISB3, when his Brooklyn factory was
burned, lie did not think it safe to re-
build in this country by a use of the pos-
sible changes in the tarilt'. After some
consideration, however, he did rebuild at
a cost of $7,000,000 in eighteen months.
They did not capitalize the company at
its full values. This would have placed
them at a disadvantage as to competitors

jwho were not forced to pay the taxes they
I were compelled to pay.The capital was put
: at halfa million. Finally his brother and
himself decided to submit their interest
and stock to the trustees of the Sugar Ke-
fineries Company, and received therefor
a certain amount of sugar refiners' certiii-
eates of stock.

Be refused to state this amount, and
when asked the value of the, plant when
they joined the mist, said he could not
tell. Besides the plant's actual value, it
represented an experience of generations,
and a private patent process which could
not be valued. He would call tho value
of the establishment now fifteen million
dollars, withoutconsideringthegoodwill.

When asked what his reasons were for
joining all these other companies. Mr.
Havemyer said: "I wanted to put the
other organizations on the same footing
with us. We were able to refine sugar
ten cents a hundred cheaper than they
could. We had been repeatedly accused
ofcontrolling a monopoly.

I Mr. Havemyer repeated continually
that ho was anxious to give the commit-
tee the fullest information in his power,
but the testimony given was ;-.s near as he
would come to his real reason for joining
the trust. In fact, he left it to be inferred
that the reason which mainly governed
him was the general wel&redfthe pnblic.

reservation, in Montana, for grafting pur-
poses during the coming year. It is esti-
mated that the lands subject to lease
aggregate one and a half millionacres.
The bidders are expected not only to state
tho oilers per head <H cattle, but also to
give the number of head to be grazed.
None of the lands which have been or
may be selected by the Indians for them-
selves under the "Severally Act will be
leased. — .«.

Worden returned to Rose's house, and
excusing himself a minute, went into an-
other room and committed suicide by
shooting. Financial difficulties are
thought to have caused the act.
