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. Dr, Simmons Backs Up Dr. Briggs

" Against the Single Session.

More Reasons Why Students Should
Eat—Something About the Ex-

cessively Hot Days.

“I want to put myself on record as be-
ing heartily in accord with Dr. Briggs
and the other members of the medical
fraternity in their opposition to the
vicious continuous session plan, which it
i8 proposed to put in practice at the High
School this summer,” said Dr. G. L. Sim-
mous to a REcorpD-UNION reporter yes-
terday afternoon.

“There is not very much left for me to
say in support of our theory,” continued
the doctor, ‘‘because Dr, Briggs covered
the subject very fully in his interview
with a representative of your paper, as
published this morning.

AGITATED BEFORE.

‘‘But this subject is not exactly a new
one with the local medical men,” said
the doctor. “Last year, at a meeting of
the Medical Society, Dr. Briggs read an
exceedingly interesting paper on ‘School

¥giene,” and in it took oceasion to se-
verely condemn the single session plan.
He referred to the fact that it was injuri-
ous in the extreme to minds in the devel-
opmental stage, and said that although
the system was then in vogue in Sacra-
mento, it had been abandoned and con-
demned in almost every other city of im-
portance—both in this country and
abroad. Dr. Briggs’ paper created quite
an impression, and a committee, with
him as Chairman, was appointed to take
hold of the matter and present it in its
proper light before the educational au-
thorities. But it was rather late in the
year then, and it was found that the sys-
tem had already been established by the
Board of Education. Consequently, the |
matter was held in abeyance until this
year, when it was taken up again., The
doctors were unanimous in their verdict
against the continuous session, and the
committee was empowered to go ahead
and do what it cmxh{ to correct the evil.

ONLY ONE SIDE TO IT.

“I ean see but one side to this question,
and T am not surprised at the absence of
arguments in favor of the continuous ses-
sion coming from persons in a position to |
know whereof they speak. Of course, it |
is very natural that the students and !
their teachers should be in favor of the |
single session, because it permits them to |
get away earlier in the afternoons. Il'}
they had their way about it, the opinions |
of the medical society would be wholly
ignored. But that doesn’t mean that they
are right, by any means, and I don’t be-
lieve their objections will have any
weight with the members of the Board of
Education, whom, I am sure, are!
all men of good, sound judgment.
Dr. Briggs and myself both have sons
attending the High School, and conse-
quently we feel a personal interest in the |
matter. My son, like the rest of the
students, believes that we are wrong, and
that the continuous session is a good
thing—and by way of canvincing me he
wants me to visit the High School and sece
for myself what a healthy lot of students
there are there. But that is not the point,
The injury, it is very true, would

HARDLY BE APPARENT

In most cases now, but it would be in
after years, when the student has ma-
tured and entered upon the sea of life to
look out for himself or herself. It is like
the story that is told about the argument
that was adduced in favor of whisky and
tobacco. An individual 100 years old was
found who admitted that during the |
greater part of his life he drank exces-
sively of liquor, and kept his mouth full
of the weed constantly. Yet that was no
argument that the use of whisky and to-
bacco will prolong everybody’s life.

“*Some of the opponents of the divided
session, I understand,”” continued Dr.
Simmons, “lay considerable stress upon
the alleged fact that during the summer
afternoons it becomes too sultry for ad-
vantageous and comfortable study. Now,
this is no argument for the single session,
either. It gets no warmer here in Sacra-
mento than it does in New Ingland,
where the continuous session is con-
demned. There are only a compara-
tively

FEW EXCESSIVELY HOT DAYS
During the summer in Sacramento, and
on those days school could be dismissed.
That is a matter that could be left to the |
discretion of the Principal of the school.
I dare say, too, that there would be very
few school days lost during the year on
this account.

*1 was the first Secretary of the Board
of Edueation, and I know that at that
time we provided for the full noon recess
for lunch at all times of the year. The
statement that the continuous session lias
been in vogue in the Sacramento High
School for eighteen years is untrue. The
boys and girls who attended the schools
at the time I sg)euk of are all men and
women now, and fine, healthy ones, too.
That is more, I dare say, than we can say
in the future for those who are now be-
ing developed under the abominable and
injurious single session.”

SOME MORE AUTHORITIES.

. Dr. Simmons said that owing to the
thoroughness with which Dr. Brigegs had
quoted from eminent authorities on hy-
giene, he did not deem it necessary to re-
fer to many more., Volume after volume
could be referred to in support of the
argument made by the doctor, while on
the other hand nothing could be found
advocating the single session.

THE OTHER SIDE.

An Argument for the Single Session
by a Teacher.

The following communication will give
a fair idea of what the advocates for the
continuous session claim :

Eps. REcorD-UNI0N : The question of
the time of closing the daily sessions of
the Sacramento High School during the
summer months having come promi-
nently before the public on account of

ressure being brought to bear on the
Joard of Education, it seems no more
than fair that opinions from all sides
should be presented before a final de-
cision is made. The custom of holding a
session of the school from 8:30 A. M. to
1:30 p. M. during the hot months has ob-
tained for many years, and one of two
results must have been etlfected, either the
pupils have been injured in health and
are now suffering physical ills in conse-
quence, or it has been, as the climatic
conditions exist here, a wise custom, and
the pupils, who have been trained under
it, have been able to do their work to bet-
ter advantage and have experienced no
latent evil consequences.

As a teacher it would be out of
place for me to have entered into this dis-
cussion had it been confined to the Board
of Education, for as an employe of that
body it is my duty to teach such hours as
they may assign; but it having becomne
through the newspapers publie property,
it is not only just but desirable that the
question be viewed from all standpoints. |

1 do not believe that anvone at all ac-
quainted with physiological or hygienic
laws, has the least desire to deny or dis-

yute the opinions of the authorities who

11:1\'0 been so voluminously quoted, but
in all the emergencies which we mieet in
life the question cannot always be what
is best per se, but what is best under ex-
isting conditions. The question before
us is purely local; the climate of this
locality is, during the heat of summer,
peculiarly enervating, and what we
want to know is, whether it is best for |
the pupils of the Sacramento High School
to remain under the friendly shelter of
the school-house until their work for the
day is done, or whether they shall be
forced to take three hot walks within as
many hours, eat a meal which it would
be impossible to digest, and be unable to
Properly perform their mental tix‘skys. .

If the question before us was, ““What is
the proper food and clothing for the resi-
dents Kf ‘the Sacramento Valley ?” it
would not be necessary to quote authori-

| debt is
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upon fruit; these things are not dis-
puted, bat they are irrelevant. So, too,
it is not necessary for us to know the
government of the schools either of Ber-
“l“ or London—the environments are not
the same,

The schools around the Bay are opened
in July, just about the time we are clos-
ing for our summer vacation, but no one
would think of employing this as an ar-
gument why we should have school dur-
ing the hot and enervating months of
August and September.

The work of the High School requires
on the part of the ordinary pupil at least
three hours of study at home. In the
cooler part of the year the walks to and
from school furnish a stimulus which is
then needed, and the pupils can do much
of their studying in the evening. In the
summer it is very different, the extra
walks heat the blood and exhaust the
vitality, while if the pupils are allowed to
remain at school, bringing a light lunch
which there is ample time to cat, they
can complete the work of the school-
room, and after returning home and rest-
ing have the remainder of the afternoon
for study, which is in the summer the
proper time, for no one would assert that
in a climate like this our young people
should be housed under a gaslight during
the evenings of May, June and July.

As a teacher of more than thirty years
of experience, I feel that I ought to be
able to form an opinion on this subject
without the charge of “verdaney” being
brought against me. And as a mother I
cannot be accused of ignorance of the
physical needs of children.

The guestion is an important one, and !

the positions taken for or against it must
be either right or wrong. It my position
is right neither editorial sarcasm nor
sophistical arguments will avail; if it is
wrong it ougiht to be overthrown. Let
the public decide.
