ATLANTIC STEAMSlIiP SERVICE.

New Line Projected From Canada to
Europe.

MONTREAL, March 26.—Montague Allan
and J. 8. Allan, of the Allan Steamship
Line, have arrived in England on Dbusi-
ness connected with the new steamship
project. Itis proposed to form a new
company of which the Naval Construe-
tion and Armament Company of Barrow-
in-Furness and the Allan Company will
be chief promoters. Negotiations be-
tween the two companies are at present
in progress, and they are expected to be
successful,

The intention is to have the new com-
pany take over the existing line of steam-
ers and run them principally as freight
steamers. The new line will be under
the control of the Allans and be neutrai
as between the Grand Trunk and Cana-
dian Railways.
