But
the very idea of war between the two
nations is absurd. It is too preposterous
to be thought of. Ttaly has made a con-
temptible exhibition of herself by the
discourtesy and insult of the reeall, but
the United States will proceed in its own
orderly way to do justice and endeavor
to bring the guilty to punishment—it cer-
tainly will not by any frowns of Italy be
moved to any action not justified by the
iaws of the land. Ifitis determined that
Italian subjects have been killed in the
New Orleans riot, and that we are in
good conscience bound to answer in
damages, Congress will foot the bill, but
will not be hastened by Italian bluster.

A PRACTICAL ARGUMENT,

A writer in the Century for April dis-
cusses the silver and cheap money ques-
tion from a very practical standpoint.
After remarking that the moneyed class
is always in the position to guard itself
against the bad effects of disturbing finan-
cial legislation, and even to profit by it at
the expense of the poorer class, he adds:
“A competent authority upon the subject
of farm mortgages declares that ninety
per eent, of them are negotiated by syste-
matic lenders, banks and corporations
organized for this express purpose, and
that it has been the custom of these lend-
ers to make the mortgage debf, both
principal and interest, payable in gold,
It is believed that fully one-half of all the
mortgage indebtedness of the country is
in terms expressly payable in gold,
though this is more generally the case in
urban than in farm loans. If we were to
have free silver coinage, and the country
were to reach the silver standard, and
gold were to rise to one hundred and
twenty or thereabouts, mortgagers who
are counting upon having their debts re-
duced by the change would soon discover
their error. They would find that they

{ would have pay $120 in silver for every
