The Board of Trade Will Probably Co~
operate With the Sacra-

mento Grange,

President Platt called for a meeting of
the Board of Trade yesterday afternoon
to consider the subject of ramie culture.

But there was no quorum, and conge-
quently no meeting.

The President did not put in an ap-
pearance himself, and the only ones
present were Vice-President Hopkins,
Secretary Johnson and Directors Peter-
son and Coleman. W. H. Musry, Sccre-
tary of the California Ramie Company,
was there with several bundles of samples
of what could be made from thegramie
fiber, and numerous lithographs. De-
spite the fact that there was no meeting
Mr. Murray was not asleep, and took
oceasion to thoroughly inform the direc-
tors and a RECOrRD-UNI10N reporter on the
subject of ramie culture.

*During the last six months,” said Mr.
Murray, “I have become very much in-
terested in this new industry. You gen-
tlemen probably remember the fine ex-
hibits that were shown at the last State
Fair, and the exhibit of ramie and the
machine for working the rai plant.

Methods of Teaching.

Eps. Recorp-UnioN: Allow me to ex-
press my gratitude, as a parent and
patron of the public schools, toward
your able journal for taking up and dis-
cussing ths question of efliciency on the
part of those to whom we intrust our
most vital interest—the education of our
children. That there are faults in our
present system, anyone who has given
the subject suflicient attention will be
forced to admit. The teachers themselves
proclaim the fact, but have not the cour-
age to specify wherein the trouble lies.

Now, while I do not entirely agree with
Mr. Miller, on the proposition that teach-
ers, like prophets, are without honor in
their own country, Ithink that new vigor
should be infused into their methods
lfrom time to time, as the constant repeti-
tion of the same character of work from
day to day, and year to year, has a ten-
deney to produce 2 somnolent effect upon
their energies. That as good materal
can be found among the graduates of our
own schools as elsewhere, not even ex-
cepting the “Hub,” T have no hesitancy
in declaring, but these apt young people,
and their more exporienced sisters, too,
should keep pace with thetimes, through
means quite within their reach.

And right here I would ask how many
of our teachers—after the inspiriting ad-
vice given at the County Institutes for
the past few years—have perused the
educational journals and pedagogical
works recommended by the eminent
educators who addressed them ? x

There is no reason why a teacher
educated in the public schools of Sacra-
mento should not be as familiar with new
methods and advanced ideas of training
as the graduates of any other system of
i schools. They have but to read, think
and put into practice what the countless
publications on the subject of teaching
make accessible to all at the present time.

But, to insare this constant effort to
keep up with the great progress which
has taken place in the art of teaching, the
most necessary point is to have, as your
editorial in Monday morning’s paper so
ably declares, a head—a live, capable,
tangible, visible head—to the entire de-
| partment. This person should be one
able to detect incapacity, and honest and
fearless enough to proclaim it. The term
“Superintendent of Schools” has too long
been synonymous with a doler out of
! supplies and granter of permits, whereas
he should be qualified and authorized to
pass judgment upon the ability of the
teachers. Ie (or soine other official, as
you suggest) should be so thorough a
scholar and educator that his commenda-
tion would be gratifying to the successful
instructor, and his suggestions helpful to
the unsuccessful. ILet us have a super-
{ vising Principal capable of keeping the
teachers up to the mark, and then the
schools will rise in projportion.

An earnest and efficient supervising
Principal would eall frequent meetings
of his assistants for the purpose of mutual
improvement and praiseworthy emula-
tion. Inother places such meetings are
held at regular Y('liz;dﬁ, and are product-
ive of inestimable bengfit to the gchools,
We have many teachers in our depart-
ment who, from their natural aptitude
and long experience, are invaluable aids
to the cause of education; and why should
{ they not, for the good of the cause, make
known their methods to the least-favored
members of the profession? In many
cases a suggestion is all that would be re-
| quired, for the young people who stand

the crucial test of a teacher’s examination
in Sacramento County are quick of com-
| prehension, and with a thoroughly com-
petent c/ief would certainly do most ex-
cellent work.
! These suggestions are not made for the
purpose of increasing the duties of what
1g no deubt a conscientious, industrious
portion of our community, but because
i of the writer's conviction that with a
system of thorough supervision more
effectual methods of instruction could be
employed, and would produce results
sutiiciently gratifying to compensate for
a little extra labor.
