According to one of the San Francisco
papers, all the large canning establish-
ments of the State, except one, have
formed a trust, or syndicate. The Presi-
dent of one of the canning companies is
given as .authority for the assertion that
only the signing of the contract remains
to consummate the bargain and bring into
existence a trust that promises to control
the canning business of California,

It is claimed that an Englishman named
H. Franeis has been the active man in
bringing the canners together. The deal,
it is said, involves a sum of $1,50,000. No
specific figures are given at present, as no
formal appraisements have been made,

to force growers to accept low prices for
| their fruit, even if they could do so,
which as a matter of fact they cannot, :
the fruit-growers of this coast are to-day
in a position to dispose of their product
independent of any set of people, as
there are so many methods in which they
can dispose of their fruit profitably out-
side of the eanning business, that unless
they get reasonable figures for their fruit
they can use other methods for the dis-
position of'it.

“We do not consider that a new combi-
{ nation such as proposed would compel
| consuners to pay higher prices for canned
goods,

the sonsumer through the medium of di-
| rect brokers in every part of the world.

WHERE THE PROFITS COME IN,
“You ask where the profits would come
| to such & combination, and I will state

that the profits of such a combination
| would be very large. In the firsc place
nearly all fruit canners at the present
time do their business through the me-
dium of ¢ommission merchants, who in
turn engage subordinate brokers in every
city in the Union. These commnission
merchants in many instances receive 5
per cent. for handling the goods. The
i new combination, by having their direct
agencies in all parts of the country, would
place themselves more directly in con-
tact with the trade, and would have their
business done for about 1 per cent. or 13
per cent. You can readily see what an
I enormbus saving there would be in this
| item alone.

“Then again, in the manufacturing of
| the goods the saving would be enormous
on the importation and purchase of sugar,
tin plate, fuel and many other items. Of
course, on the purchase of fruit there
would be no saving, as it would be ex-
| pected that the fruit-growers would re-
ceive remunerative prices for their
produet.

CANNING IS A PECULIAR BUSINESS.

“But besides this the canning business
is a business peculiar to itself, and there
are certain months in the year when all
the canneries operate at a loss. A syndi-
cate during the rash of the season would
operate every cannery to its full capacity,
| but during the mouths when each can-
nery operates at a loss they would be
| able to close up nearly all the canneries
and allow one or two of them to do the
work.

‘It can readily be seen that there would
be an enormous saving on this itein, not
| only on fuel, but in the running expenses
of the ditferent factories. It is estimated
{ that the savings on the manufacturing
cost of the goods and the savings in sell-
ing commission on foods alone would
amount on the canneries joining the com-
bination to at least $300,000; and will
prove besides of great benefit to the
future of the irait interests of this coast.
Adding the above enormous savings by
combination to the average profits of the
difierent companies joining, it can readily
be seen that the new corporation prom-
ises to be very successful.”’
