Their Labors for the Cause of Tem-
perance in Sacramento.

A Building of Their Own to be Erected
Here—Plans of the New

Structure.

“Yes, it is trne. The Women’s Christ-
ian Temperance Union of Sacramento is
to bave a new building, and we are in
hopes of seeing it well under way within
a few months.”

Mrs. J. A. Barrett, a prominent mem-
ber of the worthy temperance organiza-
tion of this city, made the above reply toa
REcorp-UNION reporter’s query as to the
status of the rumored new building
scheme,

“For, ten years,” continued the lady,
“we have labored in Sacramento, and
saved many and many a wrecked life—
yet we have never asked the public to
contribute a dollar to help along our
cause, It has often been a subject of
discussion among us however—particu-
larly when we see other charitable organ-
izations springing up and flourishing all
around us, on account of the financial
assistance they ask and receive from the
public—whether or not we have been
acting ill-advisedly. But we never so-
lictited aid, and that is probably the rea-
son why we have

NO LARGE FUNDS
In our treasury, and also why we have
not attracted the attention that would
have otherwise been the case. We strug-
gled along, as I before said, during all
these years, meeting and forming our
plans at this and that member’s resi-
dence, and then going about doing what
work we could at the jails and hospitals,
and fighting the saloons., Last Septem-
ber, however, our membership had in-
creased to sixty, and we decided that our
work could be greatly facilitated and
| made to be far more reaching if we had a
permanent meeting-place or hall, So we
{ rented the little place we now occupy on
K street, between Fifth and Sixth, and
from that time on dated our real success.
If I do say it myself, we accomplished a
great deal of good—in fact, when you
come right down to consider the nature
of our work and the obstacles we encoun-
ter, we accomplished wonders.

Notwithstanding this
fact,- however, a mnumber of our
friends, and other charitably in-
clined persons, who bhave heard
of our intentions, have sent in sub-
seriptions so that already we have quite a
sung sum-to start in with, to say nothing
of the fact that we have the lot besides.

“The foothills report good fruit pros-
pects, but strawberries are somewhat
backward.

‘“I'he temperature and precipitation in
Northern California was considerably be-
low thenormal, In Southern California
there has been clear weather, with an
average temperature,

“All erops are coming forward favor-
ably, althecugh moderate showers would
be beneficial to the growing grain.
