
THEY ARE SADLY NEEDED.

Improvements at the County Jail and
Dispensary Ordered.

The Supervisors Sco the Necessity and

Tako the -*• Record-Union's" Ad-

vice—Other Business.

Two or three months ago the Board of
Supervisors' attention was called to the
necessity of various improvements at the
County Jail, and at the City Dispensary.

But this was not the first time this
same subject bad been referred to the
board by any means.

At all events, the matter was taken up
and seriously discussed. A resolution
was prepared favoring the improve-
ment.- needed, and Mr. Bates was to have
Introduced it at the February session of
the board. But he didn't. At the next
session another attempt was made to
have something done, and nothing re-
sulted. A proposition had been brought
before the board to the effect that im-
provements were needed at the Comity
Hospital, ami while tlie Supervisors
thought that this should be attended to
right away, Ihey did not consider that
the jail and dispensary improvements
need be hurried.

omt ootn_D wait.
Since that session the liKcotip-Union

took up the subject, and pointed out the
absolute necessity for a new dispensary
and additional cells at the County Jail for
insane persons, sick prisoners, female
prisoners and detained witnesses, and
also stated that the County Hospital im-
provement^ would not be needed for
some time yet—next winter at the earliest.

The _-BCORD-TJ_-lO_- was right, and the
Supervisors so declared yesterday when
they convened for the April session.

All the members Were present, and
Mr. Greer, who heretofore bad fought
single-handed in the Board meetings
for the Improvements, occupied the
chair. The tirst Important business
transacted by s be board was the introduc-
tion of a resolution by Mr. I'ates, favor-
ing the retno-'eline of the County Jail
and Dispensary. Although Mr. Bates
gets all tne glory in the matter now, the
cnirograpby oi the resolution locked a
greal deal like Mr. Greer's. The docu-
ment read as follows.

"WhKm...-. It appearing to tho satis-
ti'in of the Board oi SaperviAors of Sac-
ramento x kmnty that the County Jail .-uui
Dispensary are inadequate in their de-
tails; whereas, former Grand Juries have
called the attention of the Board of Su-
visors of Sacramento County to this fact;
whereas, ex-Sheriffs, as well as the pres-
ent incumbent, and the city and County
Physician and others bave pointed out
the great and urgent necessity of having
tin-si- institutions rtemodeled and thor-
oughly overhauled, so that proper places
or cells Bhould be made for tlie care <>f the
unfortunate female prisoners in a hu-
mane way, also to arrange cells tor the
care ofinsane prisoners, and better venti-
lated and li_.r!!'"'i cells for sick prisoners;
and whereas, the ventilation and sewer;
age is very imperfect in these institutions
and iii the near future the -tench will be
unbearable, and will undoubtedly be a
breeding cesspool of disease, to the im-
minent dangerof the inmates of the jail,
as well as tlx4.se adjacent thereto; and
whereas, civilisation and humanity de-
mand that the aforesaid improvements
should be made, and that as speedily as

City Physician Nichols and Sheriff Stan-
ley, in relation t6 the best and mo-|t eco-

The resolution was adopted liy a unan-

imous vote of the board, and the Build-
log Committee was requested to act us
soon as | ossible by Chairman Greer.

The wants of Sheriff Stanley and Dr.
Nichols have heretofore been published
in full in this journal, in the shape of In-
terviews with those officials. 1 lr. Nichols
is particularly well posted in the matter,
and in the course of a conversation with
a reporter -aid: "The <'rami .Jury recom-
mended it long ago. but somehow or
otin-r it was never done. Y,,u see it is
very important that the public medical
business should in- concentrated, to say
nothing of tin- changes and improve-
ments ne.-di-d at the Connty Jail.

dispensary were all in one. as is pro-
posed, 1 could, he right then-ar.d no timewould be lost. I'.ut these are not the only
r.-.:-'>ns why the improvement is nee le I.

At the afternoon session there was some
discussion regarding the old American
River bridge, which R. s.

B. Crocker, has ofl'ered
for sale her elegant residence at Third and
0 streets—and 1 believe it could be pur-
chased at a reasonalile figure—why
would not this make a most desirable,
elegant, healthy and convenient residi nee
for the Governor, aa veil as enhance the
value and surroundings of the institu-
tion named? The Governor's presence
would necessarily make it an object to
that portion of tlie State Government
upoj which the duty would fall to keep
the building and grounds in as good con-
dition as possible; and what do we, the
public, more desire for the gallery than
that it should not be allowed to retro-
grade, even to its outside appearance, that
a change of some landlords or tenants
might bring about?

Kan-
sas City and Denver. A majority having
Voted tor Denver, the Chamber of Com-
merce of that city has undertaken to do
all things necessary to make the congress
a success. Tin- outlook for a very large
ana general attendance is extremely (tat-
tering.

The meeting at Galveston provided fqr
tike basis ofrepresentation by the adop-
tion oi th<- following:

Resolved, That the basis for representation
for future sessions of lius congress shall be;
Thirty delegates at large from each stale and
Territory,to be appointed by tiie Governor
thereof; one delegate mra each county, to be
appointed by tiie County Commissioners
thereof;one delegate from each city, and one
additional delegate lor each 10,000 or fraction
thereof in exce-M of 10.000 of the population
thereof,*• he appointed by the Mayor thereof;
ten delegates from each Board of Trade,
Chamber ol Commerce or othei commercial
organisation, t-> bcseleoted bysuch bodies as
tiiec may elect; that all railroad companies

Dgwcstof Mtelfisslse-ippl River shall
i>.- entitled t<> two delegates each, and that they
be earnestly urged to bti represented, to the
end mat a ju-iunderstanding may i>c reached
between the geoole aad the great transporta-
tion lines ofthe W.-st and Southwest.

Among the questions to be considered
will lie: Legislation affecting commerce,
transportation and finance: improvement
of water-ways, take, gulf and Pacific
ports, markets for Western products;

EXCITEMENT IN CHINATOWN.

Another Cold-Blooded Attempt at
Assassination,

Pong All Dep Shot by Ono of Ills

Countrymen—Arrest of tho

Supposed Shooter.

Chinatown had a new excitement last
night, but it was of the old, old kind,
namely—a cold-blooded attempt at assas-
sination. About a quarter before 9 o'clock
Fong Ah Dep, who is said to be an indus-
trious laborer, was walking along Istreet,
between Thirdand Fourth, when another
Chinaman confronted him, and without a
word ofwarning, so fur as can be learned,
shot him.

There was a hullabaloo at once, and in
the excitement the shooter escaped.
Chinamen were running in all directions,
and it was impossible for the white men
who tirst arrived to tell who was trying
to get away and who was pursuing the
would-be assassin.

Captain Lee was soon on the ground,
with several officers, and they were de-
tailed to scour the vicinity in the attempt
U>arrest the guilty party.

Two Chinamen were seen by James A.
Senatzand Special Officer Goods to run
up J street, and Officers Wilson and
Alger, learning of this fact, ran in that
direction. They overtook one Chinaman
at Seventh street, and brought him tothe
police station, where he gave the name of
Dng Hong. Ho had no weapon on his
person, however.

Another Chinaman was reported to
hive emerged on the alley, and run
through a place kept by some Japanese.
The latter said he was covered with dirt
and mud, and was greatly excited.

In the meantime Captain Lee had the
wounded man taken to the Receiving
Hospital, and summoned City Physician
Nichols, who found that the bullet, a
thirty-two-caliber, had penetrated the
left thigh, struck the bone and was im-
bedded behind it, whence it was with
some difficultyextracted.

After the wound had been dressed, and
the sufferer made as comfortable as possi-
ble, < tog Song, the prisoner, was brought
before him, and lie declared that tho
prisoner was the man who shot him.
Several other Chinamen also said he was
the one.

Aboy who claimed to have been near
by when the shooting took place stated
that three men approa he 1 Pong AhDep,
and that-kme ol them .old another to
shoot tho latter.

j One of the wounded man's friends says
1 he thinks the shooter made a mistak.> and
shot the wrong man. Both the wounded

j man and the prisoner are said to belong
jto tlu- Hop Wo Company, io which case

! it willbe difficult to get at the facts.
Hundreds of Chinamen turned out

withcandles and lanterns to explore the
\u25a0 mysterious subterranean passages of

< hinatown in an apparent effort to cap-
ture the would-be assassin, and the scene
was both exciting and weird.

The wounded man will probably re-
cover.
