The War Department Preparing
to Give Effect to Its Provisions.

A NEW DEPARTURE IN MILITARY
. FIELD OPERATIONS.

Guns and Mortars to Be Manufactured
Which Will Be of Great Accuracy
of Fire and Capable of Doing a Vast
Amount of Damage to the Enemy’s

Camp.

WasuiNeroN, April 9.—The ordnance
oflicers at the War Departmrent have been
eainestly at work for weeks past prepar-
ing to give effect to some of the more im-
portant provisions of the Fortification
Appropriation Act, which will go into
operation after June 30th,

To avoid loss of time, most of the ad-
vertisements for proposals to supply ma-
terial have been prepared, and will be
issued in advance of the beginning of the
new fiscal year. Those ready for issue
are as follows: Fortwenty-five sets forg-
ings for steel field guns of 32-inch cali-
ber; 16 sets for steel field mortars of 36-
inch ealiber, and sixteen steel carriages
for the samie; steel forgings for large 8,
10 and 12-inch rifled coast defense guns;
8,10 and 12-inch armor-piercing projec-
tiles. .

For the large coast defense guns above
referred to Congress appropriated $300,000
fnr the Hn‘ucurvnn-nt uf.nm'(«‘s:n'y forg-
ings, and the material will be assembled
at the Watervliet factory and finished
guns turned out.

The thirty-six inch mortars make a
new departure in the military field of
ﬂ‘)erutinns. They are intended to re-
place the small Cohorns which are used
in trenches for shelling an enemy behind
earth works, or like defenses, and out of
the direct fire of field guns.

Cohorn  smooth-bore mortars. The
projectile is more than twice as heavy,
and a great aceuracy of fire is obtainable.
The weight of the piece is about 525
pounds, so it can be easily transported in
wagon or moved about by men in
trenches.

The armor-piercing Projectiles are to
be manufactured by a domestic concern,
but upon specifications that will secure
the use of somne one of the modern Eu-
ropean patented processes. For their
procurement an appropriation of $100,000
will be available.

THE MUTE SCULPTOR.

How Douglas Tilden Was Given a
Chance.

The Friend in Necd Who Placed His
Feet on the Ladder of Fame—Why
the Park Commissioners Accepted
the Statue. 4

“There is a story in connection with
the presentation of Douglas Tilden’s
beautiful statue ‘The Ball Thrower’ to
Golden Gate Park by W. E. Brown,”
said Park Commissioner Haramond yes-
terday. ‘““You know that the Park Com-
missioners have refused a dozen, yes,
twenty, statues offered for the park, and
the story I am going to tell you explains
why Mr. Brown’s ofier of Tilden’s statue

vas accepted. 3

“In 1859 Mr. Brown had occasion to
visit Stockton, and there found in Dr.
Tilden, the superintendent of the asylum
for the insane, an old friend whom he
had not seen for years. The old-time
friendship was renewed, and when, later
in the same year, a son was born to Dr.
Tilden, Mr. Brown was the first one no-
tified. The child was born a mute,
and Dr. Tilden grieved terribly over
the affliction visited upon his son, find-
ing in Mr. Brown a most sympathetic
friend. Years passed and Dr. Tilden
died. Mr. Brown’s busy life left him but
little time to visit friends, and he lost
sight of his old friend’s boy other than
that he knew that as soon as the child
was old enough he had been putin the
asylum for the deaf and dumb at Berke-
ley. Aliitle more than three years ago
Mr. Brown found himself in Berkeley
one afternoon, and he at once determined
to look up young Tilden. He found him
still in the agylum, a bright, nanly fel-
low, of slight” physique, but gifited mar-
velously as a sculptor. Out of clay, putty
and plaster young Tilden had modeled
scores of beautiful things, and yet he
never had a lesson or even seen any of
the great pieces of sculpture. Mr. Brown
determined the boy should have a chance,
and without telling anyone but his pro-
tege of his intentions, he took Douglas
Tilden out from the asylum that had
been his home sinece childhood, and, pay-
ing all hig expenses from his own pocket,
sent him to Paris.

“The young man constantly wrote to
Mr. Brown and has constantly received
encouragement in every way from him.
Finally Tilden modeled the ‘Ball
Thrower’ and offered it to the Paris Salon.
How his heart must have swelled with
pride when his work was instantly ac-
cepted and given a place in the Salon, for
artists with all the advantages imaginable
often struggle year after year to get their
work into the French Salon and fail,

Thrower,” but that he had no money to
put it into bronze, and could hope for none
unless he could sell his first statue. At
once Mr. Brown wrote to the Park Com-
missioners detailing Douglas Tilden’s
history. In his letter Brown said :

** ‘“The artist who executed it, Douglas
Tilden, is a native of California, and in
the prime of early manhood. Heisa deaf
| mute. With these difficult physical dis-
abilities, added to a plentiful lack of pe-
cuniary resources, young Tilden has sur-
| mounted all the difficulties of his posi-
tion, and in a guiet, unobtrusive way, in
a retired quarter of Paris, he has in three
vears' study, through economical habits
of life and patient application, wrested
| tame and artistic success from his modest
surroundings, and acquired a high posi-
tion as a sculptor, producing work that
has elicited the admiration and commen-
| dation of the bestartistic cirelesin Europe
and America.’

“The commissioners,” continued Gen-
eral Hammond, “took the same view of
the matter and agreed to take the statue.
Mr. Brown at onee -sent young Tilden
| 34,000 for the ‘Bali Thrower,” and with the
money the sculptor is putting his ‘Tired
Boxer’ into bronze. Whatever of fame
Douglas Tilden may achieve, he will cer-
tainly owe to his patron, Mr. Brown, all
| of it.
