
COUNTY ADVERTISING.

The Supervisors Spend a Whole Day
Talking About It.

A Troublesome Bill for Printing the

Delinquent Tax List—Bates

and Jenkins.

The Board of Supervisors resumed its
session yesterday, all the members being
present and Chairman Greer presiding.

Road Overseer Wilder of District No.
20 applied for instructions as to the grad-
ing of three miles of road in his district,
there being no funds in his district. Per-
mission was granted for the grading and
Mr. Wilder was informed that he could
presont the billafter the funds of the dis-
trict were replenished.

The petition ofvarious citizens of Road
District No. 11, asking for the appoint-
ment of N. A. Bunco as Foundmaster,
was granted.

The matter of tlie bill of $1,500, pre-
sented by James McClatchy .fc Co. for
publishing the delinquent tax list, was
then taken op for further consideration.
In accordance with the wishes of the
board. DistrictAttorney Ryan had filed
a written opinion on the subject, and this
was read aloud by the Clerk. The Dis-
trict Attorney advised the board that the
law gave it the power to annually lix the
price of all county advertising. The Tax
Collector in giving out the delinquent
tax list for publication may let tlie work
at a lower rate than that set by the Super-
visors—provided he can secure such Lesser
rate—hut he must not exceed the rate set
hy the board. Tho Tax Collector could
also -.elect the newspaper in which he de-
sired to publish the list, and it was not
required of him to advertise for tlie low-
t :-t bidder.

In other words, Mr. Ryan considered
the bill a legal one.

WRANGLED ALL DAY.
At the afternoon session the subject

was taken up again: and the Supervisors
wrangled with Mr. McClatchy over it for
several bours.

Mr. i'.ates started the trouble by mov-
ing that 8 committee of two practical
printers be selected and subpenaed to a*>-
pear before the board and give an opinion
Oil I lie /.<.' ..

Mr. Black wanted the committee in-
creased to three, but afterwards consented
to Mr. Bates' motion.

The motion was carried, and S. E. Car-
rington and W. W. Cutbbert, President
ofthe Sacramento Typographical Union,
were named aa the committee.

Mr. McClatchy had no objection to tliis
coarse, but he insisted that inasmuch as
the only question that remained to be
settled was as to the measurement of tbo
advertisement, the committee be ques-
tioned on tlii-- point alone.

The sherill' succeeded in finding tlie
sentlemen named as the committee, and
they appeared before the board.

DEFINING .v BQUABB.
My. Carrington was asked what con-

stituted a "square" ofadvertisement, lie
replied that for all comity work it was

I by the statutes at 240 ems.
lt was shown that on February 7th the

board passed a resolution to the effect
that during the ensuing year 81 per
square would bo paid tor county adver-
tising.

Messrs. Jenkins and Pates maintained
that the [aw should be complied witli.

A
s juare in his paper was one-half an inch,
and the board had been governed by
tliis measurement for years past.

HOSPITAL AND DISPENSARY.

Plans of the Proposed Addition to the
Court-House.

Accommodations for Female Prisoners,

Insane Pet-sons and Detained

Witnesses.

City Physician Nichols appeared before
the Board of Supervisors yesterday in
company with Sherill' Stanley and ex-
hibited plans for the projiosod new City
and County Dispensary and County Jail
improvements.

It will be remembered that several
days ago the Supervisors rescinded their
former action and decided that the im-
provements were necessary, and they
requested the Sheriff and City Physician
to give the lioard an idea of what was
needed, and of the probable cost of tho
proposed improvements.

SADLY NKKDED.
Dr. Nichols, in addressing the board,

said that he und the Sherill had had
several lengthy consultations, and had
finally agreed upon plans which, ifcar-
ried out, would be a great help to both in
the exercise of their duties, and besides
would be tilling a long-felt want in the
county. It was proposed that tlie new
structure should be erected on a portion
of the present jail-yard, between the
Court-house and the Hall of Records. It
would, according to the plans agreed
upon, be a two-story affair, with two
wings, meeting at right angles. The
front wing would face Istreet, and would
be the dispensary building.

The lower ilooi* of this wing would be
divided up into a laboratory, operating
room, reception room, consultation room
and a store room and wash room. This
Iloor would not connect with the prison.
The second stoi*3* of the dispensary
would, however, connect with tho rear
building ami would be fitted up with
cell:, for insane persons and detained wit-
nesses, and would be independent of the
prison proper.

women's ward.
The rear wing will contain two stories

also, but will bo provided with a base-
ment which will be utilized as a dining
room, in the place of the miserable hole
now used for the chain-gang. The first
Iloor of this wing willbe converted into
a Receiving Hospital, and will be well
lighted and ventilated, and provided with
five cots.

On the second _dory of the rear wing
will be situated a department that has
long beon needed in connection with the
County Jail —namely, a woman's ward.
Atpresent there are no provisions or ac-
commodations at tho jail for female pris-
oners, and they are compelled to mingle
with tho nuue prisoners. According to
l>r. Nichols' plans Che women's ward will
be as far from the main prison as practi-
cable. Three cells for violent cases will
also be placed in the women's ward.

The doctor estimated the cost of the
proposed new structure at between §6,000
and ?7,000.

WDM- ri-OBAHLY HAVE IT.
The Supervisors discussed the matter

when tlio doctor had finished talking,
and all seemed tobe satisfied that the im-
provements wore very necessary.

Supervisor Bates, however, called at-
tention lo the fact that the county would
sooner or later have to have a new court-
house, and he was afraid that the new
dispensary and hospital would be a
"dead horse."

Dr. Nichols said that in all probability
the present court-house would be turned
over to tho city government when tlie
county moved out, and in that case the
dispensary and hospital would be just as
much needed, ifnot more so than at pres-
ent.

Mr. Jenkins was up inarms when a
suggestion was oil'ered that money could
lie taken from the hospital fund with
which to make the improvements. He is
Chairman oftho Hospital <'ommittee, and
he declared that inasmuch 88 it was in-
tended to make improvements at tuc
hospital, not a cent should be taken from
that fund for improvements elsewhere.

Chairman < 'roer remarked that the dis-
pensary and jail improvements were
needed far worse than those at the County
Hospital, and he would be in favor oflet-
ting the latter work wait for a while.

Alter considerable debate on the sub-
ject, it was agreed to accent the plans of-
fered by Dr. Nichols and Sheriff Stanley
and take the matter under consideration.

AMUSEMENTS.

Tho comedy-drama, "The Two Sisters,"
drew a good house at the Metropolitan
Theater last night. The audience was
entirely satisfied, and manifested its
gratification by much applause, hearty
indulgence in laughter, mingled witli
which wore some sympathetic tears.
The story is an exceedingly simple one,
the characters just such las in everyday
life in a groat city aro to be met with. It
is a chaste play, full of good sentiment,
teaching sharp lessons and giving warn-
ings to youth that are needed. It all
moves upon a middle plane, with
no characters in over color, and
none burlesqued by exaggeration.
It is indeed an idyl of city life,
and its pivot i.s tlie fortunes of
Of two country girls who come to New
York to gain an honest livelihood. One
is led astray, one is armored with vir-
tuous resolution, too strong for tempta-
tion. A broad-shouldered, big-hearted
Westerner, wdio has come to tho metrop-
olis to see life, befriends the _*irls,
snatches ono from the grasp of evil, and
at the last rescues the wreck of the other
life, just when despair contemplated
suicide. Ad Kyman personated tho gen-
erous .Montanan with a skill we would
never believed possible to him, remem-
bering him, as we do, as an old time
minstrel, His art InFcfferisofahigh
order because it is the closest possible ap-
proach to the natural. Mr. Ryer, one of
tho authors of the comedy, had an eccen-
tric role and capitaly tilled it. Misses
Merrick and Billings, as the two
sisters, gave finished, strong and
realistic action and expression to
the characters assumed with ex-
cellent background effects by Mrs.
Ilooker and Miss Lewis. An unsym-
pathetic role is that of J. A. Mahony, the
villain of the piece, but taken with su-
perior art. In the last act, indeed, His
otfort rose to the level of tho best melo-
dramatic plane. _ A iine quartet of male
voices; a whistler, J. l\ Brown, of sur-
prising skill; a bone player, John Bark-
er, who may well claim to be champion;
and typical street characters by Messrs.
Kyer, Fox, Buckingham, Koy. Laior and
Murrow lill in the play with special-
ties of a musical and humorous order
and excellently done. It is easy
to comprehend why this pathetic,
humorous, manly, graceful, life-like
comedy-drama has won such success
wherever played. It is direct in its ap-
peals to tho sensibilities; it probes the
sympathies; it is picturesque; it wins
without surprises, but by < asy and
though direct approaches; it keeps step
to the boat ofevery generous heart; it is
a touch of nature, and tho hands
to which it is committed are almost fault-
less iv their skill. One scene, New York
from a house-top, is a notably affective
bit of scenic success. The play will be
given to-night for the last time.

Tho very competent and well-balanced
dramatic company at tho Clunio Opera
House, under the .Johnstone-Mcßurnie
naanagenMnt, concludes its engagement
to-morrow night. It lias had mncb op-
position attraction to contend with, and
in almost any other week would have
farei better financially. But it has given
dean, evenly good performances, and
With faithfulness and entire satisfaction
to its audieneea.

Tho liostonian Opera Company ap-
pears at the Metropolitan Theater next

Tuesday night. The date list of the
troupe omitted Sacramento, but Manager
Hall by special exertion has secured the
company for a single night. There are
sixty-live people, in the company this
seasou, twenty more than when the com-pany was here before. Of theso fourteen
compose the orchestra. Tho opera to be
produced is "Robin Hood." probably the
most attractive and successful comic
opera of the age, ifwe are to believe one-
half we hear of it. For instance, out of
sixteen nights in San Francisco ten were
devoted to "Robin Hood" by public de-
mand, though but live had" been billed
for it. Not in the history of the Baldwin
Theater have such immense audiences
assembled in it for such a succes-
sion of nights. It is related that
on the last night the audience
arose and cheered, and then someone
started "Auld Lang Syne."' and the peo-
ple swelled the chorus.
