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The Collector of Customs Loses
His Position.

MANY OTHER CHANGES SOON TO
BE MADE,

The Governor and Revenue Oflicials
Accused of Allowing Liquor to Be
Sold, in Violation of Law, and Ap-
propriating the Revenue From Li-
censes to Street Improvement Fands

in the Various Towns.

WasHINGTON, April 11.—Max Pracht
has lost his position as Collector of Cus-
toms for the Alaska district, and Edward
T. Hatch of McCoy, Polk County, Of.,
n State Senator and well-known politi-
cian, is appointed in his place. This re-
moval, though contemplated some time,
has been kept quict, because the Oregon
delegation wanted to secure the vacancy
for their own State. Pracht’s appoint-
ment was only secured after hard work,
and even then the Oregon Senators had
to fight for his confirmation by the Sen-
ate. Pracht proceeded to his duties and
soon afterward the Governor of Alaska
decided that he oughtto change the liquor
traflic regulations for Alaska in defer-
ence to the popular demand in all towns
of the Territory.

Meetings were held, and they drew up
a pétition asking that they be allowed to
engage in the retail liguor business. As
a result the Governor is alleged, in viola-
tion of the law, to have granted the peti-
tionrat $250 per year, this sum to go into
a fund to be known as the Street Im-
provement Fund. 1t was impossible to
carry on the saloon business very sue-
cesstully without liguors, and Pracht, in
violation of law, allowed the importation
of any and all kinds of liguors, the
amount and variety being dictated by the
demands of the trade.

When this became known to the de-
partment, the Oregon delegation, which
was known to be friendly to Pracht, was
notified that he would be relieved very
soon, and they might as well prepare
themselves to meet the situation. Seeing
that it was no longer possible to hold him
in the place, the delegation decided to
press the claims of Hatch.

The Coliector of the Alaska district, the
same as in all other customs distriets, se-
lects his own deputies, and they are ap-
pointed by the President. In the Alaska
district deputies are at the following
places: Mary Island, Wrangel, Junean,
Sand Point, Kodiak, Ounalaska. It is
said that the new Collector is favorable to
allowing Pracht’s deputies to remain, but
it is thought by the department ofiicials
that he had better make a sweeping
change.

Inguiry was made concerning the fate
that would overtake the Governor of
Al , together with the other officers |
who participated in the alleged violation
of the law. According to the general plan
agreed upon it is claimed that the Deputy
Marshal of Alaska rather reluctantly re-
ported their regularities, after the Govern-
ment authorities here had been apprised
of the situation by some temperance peo-
ple in the Territory. This information,
furnished by them some time ago,
prompted the aunthorities to make in- |
quiries of the Marshal, who, it is said, re-
luctantly gave the information.

It is the general supposition that there is
not a Government official in the Territory
who will escape official investigation,
and the resnlt may be that Pracht is only |
the first of a number of Alaska officials
who will be relieved. There is some |
speculation as to the disposition of money
received from licenging saloons in Alaska.
The authorities here are led to the con- |
clusion that there are two or three hun-
dred saloons in Alaska in full blast, each
acting under a license of $250 per annum.

THE SENATE COMMITTEE’S TRIP.

Wheat and grass is growing rapidly.
The fruit prospect is excellent.

THe oold weather retarded farm work
fm rne east portion of the winter wheat
region. The fruit escaped the recent
frost with little damage.

Reports from the Pacific Coast indicate

that crops are greatly improved by the |

recent rains, Farm work,isshackward in
Oregon. Early spring grain is up, and
fall grain is very fine. 'Lhe prospect for
all crops was never better.

California reports the largest acreage of
wheat in the past eight yeuars, with a
prospect of a large yield. The timely
rains in Southern California give encour-
agement to grain growers., Sugar beets
look well. Fruit prospects look good.
