
HEALTH OF THE STATE.

An Unusual Mortality Reported for
the Month of March.

Pulmonary Complaints Credited With

the Greater Number of Victims—
Diphtheria and La Grippe.

The report of Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, Secre-
tary of tho State Board of Health for the
month of March contains some interest-
ing facts concerning the sanitary condi-
tion of the State. It says:

Reports of mortality received from 86
localities in-different parts of the State,
with an estimated population ot tisi,4*.»7,
give the number of deaths at 1,251; being
a monthly percentage of 1.83 per 1,000, or
an animal mortality of 21.1*0, which is the
largest doath rate in any single mouth
that lias been recorded for years. This
Increase in the monthly percentage may
be more apparent than real, owing to tlie
correction of the estimated population in
those towns and cities reported by the
Census Bureau this month. When the
population of all tlie towns is officially
declared we will be able to get closer to
the actual death rate in California than
We are at present.

Consumption caused ISS deaths, which
is above the average mortality from this
cause.

Pneumonia was fatal in 108 instances,
which is above the mortality in .January
or February, and the largest number yet
reported in any single month.

Bronchitis caused 38 deaths, which is a
Blight decrease from the mortality in Feb-
ruary.

< 'ongestion of the lungs was credited
with 21 deaths.

Whooping-cough, although quite prev-
alent, caused but four deaths.

Diphtheria is reported to have caused
68deaths, none of which were iv Sacra-
mento.

Croup had a fatality of 20—14 reported
from San Kraneisco, and one each from
/\u25a0/.i5.., Newcastle, Pasadena, Watson-
ville, San Jose and Sacramento.

Cholera infantum caused 3 deaths,
which is conclusive evidence that the dis-
ease is not prevalent.

Diarrhoea and dysentery were reported
as \u25a0•swing L. deaths, which is quite an In-
crease over the preceding month, when
tiiice deaths only were recorded from
these causes.

Scarlet fever, although quite prevalent
in many places, is only credited with 3
deaths, which is reliable evidence ofthe
mild character ofthe disease.

Measles is also reported as causing only.; deaths, from which a like inference as
to the type of the disease may be drawn.

Deaths from causes nut classified were
431.

PREVAILING IHSKASKS.
Reports ofsickness received from 08 lo-

calities in different parts ofthe Stale show
a tendency to abatement in all hitherto
prevailing diseases. The Ianion od rain-
tall and the increased temperature during
the month had a salutary Influence In
diminishing theprevalence ofpulmonary
diseases, although the frequency and la-
tality of pneumonia was exceptionally
great for March. We find an increasing
number of reports of diseases of the ali-
mentary canal, although cholera infini-
tum does not figure among tbem. Dysen-
tery was quite noticeable in many locali-
ties, but ofa mild type,

< ONCKKNINU OIPHTHEUIA.
Diphtheria and croup still continue to

be the Bcourge ofyoung life, and claim as
victims many of the healthiest children,
a^ well as the weakest. The direct cause
remains stilla mystery. Alter the most
careful research, made by the Local Gov-
ernment Board in England, Dr. Bu-
chanan, the chief Medical Officer, says:
"This disease lias appeared to prevail
under every variety of associated con-
ditions. As usual, it has been accom-
panied, or its outbreak has been pre-
ceded by abundant cases of apparently
innocent sore throat. Neither has the
approximate cause of diphtheria become
any more apparent from the various
bacteriological investigations that have
been made," although all observers agree
that the disease is owing to a bacillus, the
identity of which is yet.undiscovered. It
is also agreed that its growth is favored
in the presence of dampness and the ab-
sence of light, and that dryness, sunlight
and Cleanliness are iniun.al to it. The

aoeption is established It magnifies
the importance of using disinfectant gar-
gles and washes, and the absolute ne-
cessity of isolation, with strict oieanli-

accurate disinfection, with eariv
and skilled treatment, if we would hope
to limit or prevent the disease. Professor
Lotfier declares itaa his opinion that the
disease affecting pigeons, calves, pigs,
turkeys, etc, which resembles diphtheria,
is not caused by the bacillus of human
diphtheria, and that those diseases in the
lower animala are therefore *<>t to be
ft ared as sources of the human affection.
i . however, believes that, ecologi-
cally, they are toe same, and should be
looked upon as transmissible to man, and
therefore it would be prudent to keep
snch animals away from the dwelling-
place during the prevalence of any such
sickness.

STATE BOARD OP HEALTH.
Secretary Tyrrell Makes Some Remarks

on Retiring From Office.
Tlie following remarks are addressed

to the public by Dr. G. G. Tyrrell, whose
services as Secretary ofthe State Board of
Health havo terminated. The doctor in-
dulges in a little sarcasm in tho closing
lines:

"The present board having been super-!
seded in office, the connection of the
present Secretary with it ceases. Under
tho auspices ofthe deposed board, sanita-
tion in California was making a well
marked advance, and inducing a public
interest in the matter which will yet bear

; fruit abundantly ifit is sedulously culti-
I vated. The board has now had local
boards of health organized and health

I officers appointed throughout the State;
lias enlisted a corps of sanitary corre-
spondents who most diligently, and
without monetary consideration, have
kept the Secretary advised every month
oftho health of their different localities
and of the prevailing diseases existing,
so that at any time the Secretary was in a
position to take immediate action in the
suppression of a threatened epidemic or
the prevention oftho advance of pestilen-
tial disease. The board has also been
successful in having Congress establish
quarantine stations to protect our coasts
from imported disease. The one in San
Francisco harbor, when completed, will
be tho most perfect in America, and will
onlybe equaled by the one now in pro-
cess oferection in San Diego.

"In taking leave of the public, the
board is desirous of acknowledging its
obligations to the medical profession, the
public press and the railroads for the
many favors extended to it, and would
bespeak for its successor! like courtesies
from its many correspondents, upon

| whose kindness so much depends. Pub-
lic health or sanitary efforts are not sub-
ject*to be controlled by or mixed with
politics] prejudices or party strife. Sani-
tary science, being governed by natural
law and not by politics, experience
teaches us that neither disease nor death
will be controlled by party dictation or
even arrested l.y party faith without san-
itary works. Contagious diseases do not
consult the political proclivities of their
victims before invading the sanctity of

i their dwellings."

TWENTY-FIRST STREET.
The Proposed Street Hallway Franchise

Considerably Amended.
The proposed ordinance granting a fran-

chise for a street railway on Twenty-first
street, from O to V, was considered by the
City Trustees yesterday.

The Mayor remarked that he did not
j think there Were enough restrictions in
it, and that the property owners would

I not be satisfied with its passage without
I several amendments were added, specify -; ing the time within wbich the road should

be completed and the frequency with
which cars should be run.

Trustee McLaughlin agreed with the
Mayor, and presented several amend-
ments which lie desired passed. They
provide for the commencement of work
on the road within six months, and its
completion within one year from thu date

\u25a0of the passage of the ordinance. Cars
must then be run over the road, making

• at least as many as one trip an hour, and
running from 8 ... .m. to 8 p. m. daily. The
other restriction.-; arc about the same as
those in tho Electric Railway Company's
franchise.

Mr. Carey said the ordinance with tho
proposed amendments was satisfactory to
him.

It was decided, however, to wait until
Trustee Conklin was able to attend before
passing the ordinance.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty

Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its

Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEARA Robert A. and Noal D. Barker associated
themselves with William McKay, nil of Oak-
land, wtth a view of searching out a suitable
location in which to engage in the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract ln
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that comjiany, they arranged for tho
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about it, with the result
that the tract was divided among lhe follow-
ing people: 15. L. Ilickok, 40 acres; W. T.
Larnett. •»(. acres Bf.T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; Y\\ McKay, 20
acres; N. I). Darker, 20 ucres; R. A. Darker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; B. IL 11a-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. \V.
Kelly' 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

Solar this had been merely aprivate ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question or dividing the land
already purchased, it was found that SO many
more would like to join it than the area oftho
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands, "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a burger tract and arrange for the
cultivation ofthe whole of it, alter subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospects* issued, and finally, on the oth of
June, 18_i0, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization nnd Improvement Company was
duly registered and proceeded to business,
with tiie following odieers: President, Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President. M. P. Brown;
Directors-H. C. Ellis, Charles Brooke ami
K. A. l_ar;.cr; Secretary and General Manager,
NeeJ I>. Barker; Solicitor, C. V. Snook; Treas-urer. First National Bank of Oakland.

The balance of the tract. 37:*acres, was p ,,r.
chased. A contract was entered into for the
purchase ot a lar_e number of fruit trees,
vine.-, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $;.,000 and
§4,000 to the company, the prices in somo
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slijihtly mortified and the
progress of the company baa been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into it dOObtlngly
have become enthusiastic nnd almost all the
members arranged to m t out all their lands in
fruit trees, etc., the tirst year. Consequently
in this, the flrst season, some 40,000 trees aud
between 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number of jpMpit are now desirous <\f
joining in with them. An additional 200
acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchase,t.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley In
which their operations sre conducted. How
this marvelous littlegarden has come to be so
long neglected ls a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, aud
that is that this neglect will never again be
felt In the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties-peac. s, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerable number ot citrus trees are also
being set out; quite** sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown ln the valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant Innovation
which might with profit be followed by more
ambitious places. A small park of some three
acres has been laid out right in the center ot
the town. This park it is proposed to beautify
by planting in it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will ever be a
large and busy city, but it ls thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently and
very largely siurned, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the cast side of the creek access to
Tancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
quite willingto give the necessary right of
way, and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It Is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on tbe land and show
that the country also affords attractions and
comforts and ways ofmalting money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following ls a list, of the principal mem-
bers of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a fact worth*"ot
mention is that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquor shall ever
be manufactured or sold on the land.
