
SCHOOL OF DESIGN.

Dpening ofthe Fifth Annual Exhibition
Last Night.

ABeautiful Hall Flllod with Highly .
Creditable Work by tbe Art Pupils

—Continuation of the Exhibition.

The fifth annual exhibition of the Sac-
ramento School of Design, under the aus-

pices ofthe California Museum Associa- j
tion, opened at the E. B. Crocker Art I
Gallery last night. Despite the storm j
there was a large attendance —larger than
under theconditions of the evening was

anticipated. Probably some 300 people j
were present during the evening.

Owing to the rain last night and tho j
knowledge that very many could not
attend who desire to do so, it was re- j
solved by the directors to give a second |
evening reception to-morrow (Wednes-
day) night from 7to 10 o'clock, when the !
general public is invited. The exhibition j
also remains open to-day and to-morrow

from 10 a. m. to 4 p. 11., and the people are

requested to avail of the opportunity and j
visit the exhibition freely, no charge for
admission being made.

The awards made yesterday afternoon
were announced last night upon a slip
placed beside the case containing the
gold medals.

The i
effect la>t night when the final toucln s
were given, the floral pieces completed,
the draping with vines finished, and the
last bit of adjustment of drapery pro- ,
nouneed jierfect. was charming, and aur- 'ing the entire evening elicited from the
visitors warm compliments for the good

In the main hall tlie oil paintings oc-

cupy the west wall upon screens, necessi-
tating the closing of the blinds upon that
side. The northwest wall bears drawings
.and framed examples of the work of the
pupils. The east wall is filled with draw-
ing's, the northeast with work of the Sat-
urday class and the south wall is occupied
bjv varied examples oi all the depart-
!,',,.,-vts. Besides there is much work upon
easels and frames.

in th.'' east end of the library the walls
are occup_<cd by drawings, while the west
half is given up to the exhibition made
by the porcelain painting class. Miss
Fdith ilughsoiT, jeacher. fn this depart-
ment are some oi lhe finest examples of
porcelain painting ever shown here, and
the beauty of the work and the line art j
manifest were last night the subjects of
much enthusiastic praise. The worh oi
the class was all "fired" at the gallery un-
der the direction ofthe teacher and itis
the first ofthe kind painted in Sacramen- j
to that has not been sent to San Francisco
kilns forfiring. The arrangement ofthe
examples is made with exquisite taste
upon a long table richly draped and sur-
rounded by elegant furniture, paintin
drapery and easels bearing paintings and
drawings. One fine etagere is also!
ia It ned with examples of the work of
the class. The whole exhibit is adorned
with plants and trailing vines and
decorative brie-a-bric The names of!
the members of the class do not appear
upon their exhibits—a bit of reticence
that is surprising since tiie work would
bear comparison v. ith that shown at any
exhibitionofwork by California pltrmoa
lv the art, and with most of that by ihe
first-class teachers of the state.

Whoever examines the work of the
pupils ofthe School of Design in draw-I
ing. "il and water-color, painting, pastel,
charcoal, crayon, pencil and ink sketch-
ing, and who bears in mind that it is
.not an exhibition ofcompetition between
artists, but of the general work of the
\u25a0chool iluringa whole year ofhard study,
willbe impressed with the high charac-
ter of the exhibition. That the school
has made great progress no one with any
sort of an idea of w hat good work is Iwiil
deny. There are examples, indeed. In
laige number, that will bear comparison
with work that comes from studios
with high prices attached, and that for
•merit are superior in many features.

In oil painting there is such even excel-
lence and such a very large display, that
mention can be made of only one or two
of the more striking studies shown by
the most prominent of those in color
work, and to which visitors should espe-
cially address examination.

The collection in color work is suscepti-
ble and worthy of critical notice
that cannot, however, be given at
this time and late hour. While
the exhibition remains open it should be
visited by every person who feels the
slightest interest or curiosity in art study
and in designing intended to lit youth
forgreater capacity in whatever vocation
in life he or she may be called.

The appreciation of the work of the
Museum Association in maintaining the
schoolasan institution of high value to
the city, Bhould be manifested in a
marked manner by the attendance during
the remaining lours of the exhibition,
and when the school re-opens by tilling
all its chairs and making it self-support-
ing.
