The Grand Lodge Will Meet Next
Year at Santa Cruz,

-Visit to tbe Crocker Aft Gallery—A

Grand Banquet Last Evening—

Tlio Day's Proceedings.

At yesterday morning's session of the
Grand Lodge, Knights of Pythias, the
Grand Lodge rank was conferred on two
Past Chancellors.

Past Grand Chancellors Crowley, Kat-
senstein and Carter were appointed a

Committee on Necrology.
In the appeal of Borland vs. Oakland

Lodge, No. 103, the action of the lodge
Was reversed.

The sum of $350 was appropriated for
the use of the Bureau of Relief of San
Francisco.

The sum of $250 was appropriated for
the Hall Stock Company of Sacrarnenta.

AFTEYNOON SESSION.
At the afternoon session a number of

proposed amendments were submitted,
discussed and finally voted down.

Subordinate lodges are to instruct their
delegates to the next Grand Lodge
whether or not to vote aye or no on the
proposition of lengthening the terms of
subordinate lodges to one year.

An amendment was passed authorizing
lodges to refund advance dues when a
member withdraws.

It was decided, after some discussion,
to hold the next session of the Grand
Lodge at Santa Cruz. Propositions to
meet at Santa Rosa, Nevada City, Stock-
ton, Oakland, Eureka and San Francisco
were made, but the littlo city by the sea
Was victorious.

Tho annual election of officers will
take place this morning.

AT Tlti: ART GALLERY.
Yesterday the members of the Grand

Lodgnand other visiting Knights went in
a body, some 300 strong, to the Crocker
Art Gallery, under an invitation from the
Directors ofthe Museum Association.

The visitors inspected tiie paintings,
Sculpture, museum curiosities and the
Work ofthe pupils of the School of lie-
sign, with all ofwhich they were greatly

!)lrased. They heid a meeting before
caving the building and returned a

unanimous vote of thanks to the Direct-
ors of the association for having afforded
them such a treat.

"I had do idea that Sacramento —or any
other city in the State, for that matter—
possessed such a magnificent galleryof
art as that which we witnessed to-day.
And they tell me that this valuable
building, with its wealth of rare paint-
ings and. other works ofart was a gift to
your ciiy from Mrs. E, B. Crocker.
Why, such munificence is so rare as to
almost cause one to doubt the truth of
such a statement. However, Sacramento
has something of which she maj- be
proud, aside from the distinction of being
the home ofa lady with such generosity
and public spirit. Our members have
seen more to-day than they ever saw be-
foro, and more than the majority ofthem
willever see again."

REV. FATHER GRACE.

The Young Men's Institute Tender
Him a Reception.

He Gives an Interesting Recital of

What He Saw In Europe—

Tho "Passion" Play.

Young Men's Institute, Council No. IF
held its weekly meeting last night at the
Y. M. I. Hall, instead of Wednesday
evening, which is the usual mooting
night. This change was made to accom-
modate Rev. Father Grace, to whom a
reception was given.

The reverend gentleman is an honorary
member of the Institute, he having been
initiated on the day ho and Rt. Rev.
Bishop Manogue took their departure
from this city for Europe, now nearly a
year ago. Since his return it has been
the determination of his council of tho
Institute to give him a reception and wel-
come, for it is needless to say no pastor
has ever been held in higher esteem by
his friends and parishioners than has
Father Grace, and in an especial degree
by tho members of the newly-instituted
organization of the young men of the
Catholic Church.

This fact was evinced in an emphatic
way when he was iuductediuto tho Insti-
stitute on the day of his temporary sep-
aration from his nock by the emotions he
so sincerely exhibited, when words
failed him and he could but bow his
aurevoir to those he really knew to be
his sincere friends.

Tho young gentlemen had cherished
the memory of that occasion, and had
looked forward to the time when, on his
return, they could again cordially greet
him aud welcome his return to his pastor-
ate.

Last evening was the occasion, and
only the bad state ofthe weather operated
to render the affair perfect in all its de-
tails of a well-selected programme of ex-
ercises prepared by a committee ap-
pointed at a previous meeting. Tlie rou-
tine work of the customary business
meeting was expedited iv order that as
much time as possible might be devoted
to the special proceedings.

THE PASTOR'S RI.CKFTION.
At the end of the meeting President

Gormley prefaced the meeting of recep-
tion by a well-timed address or welcome
to Father Grace, who occupied a seat by
the Preaident, and introduced the guest
of the evening. The applause that
greeted the gentleman wben he arose
was long and hearty, and it was
some time before he could pro-
ceed. Then ho feelingly expressed his
gratitude for the kind asa hearty wav in
which he was received by those whom ho
so highly regarded, both as members of
the congregation over which he in part
presided, and as personal friends.

Bis remarks were, however, especially
devoted to some of the places he bad vis-ited and some of the scenes he had wit-
nessed during his absence from home.
He told of his visit to

ROME, THE ETERNAL CITY,
And ofthe many places of interest in that
ancient capital of the world, but particu-
larly of St. Peter's Chnrch and its inter-
esting surroundings; of the grand altar,
situated under the vast dome, in the mid-
dle of the edifice, and at which the Pope

| alone celebrates mass on special occa-
sions. He also described the. vast marble
flagstone that is inlaid in the floor inst
within the live bronze gates of the church,
and upon which it was the custom to
crown the Kings and Queens of olden
times.

He related how the building of St.
Peter's was begun under the auspices

! and patronage ol Charlemagne, and also
I described the chapels, shrines, etc., at*
| taohed io this vast building, and particu-
larly told of the spot under tbo main
altar where lie tho ashes of St. Peter,
about which burn lamps that are never
permitted to be extinguished.

A CAPAY COLON!.

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

TS THE SPRINO OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. and Neal D. ilarker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching ont a suitable
location in which to engage in tho profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Cniwy
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with tho Capay
V.Uloy Land Company, owning the tract in
question. With W. H. Mills, the General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land
This being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoko to a
number of friends about it. with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Hickok, 40 acres; W.T.
Burnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead, 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
acres; N. 1). Barker, 20 acres; U. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. P. Brownlee, 20 acres; E. H. Has-
lett, 10 acres; Joseph Barker, lo acres; A. W.
Kelly 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, 10 acres.

So far this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing tho land
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to Join it than the area ofthe
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands. -'Why not gttt some moro
iand and divide it up in the same way?"
Then followed the idea of a sto, k company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cultivation ofthe wholo of It. alter subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional hoard was form. 1, i
prospectus issued, and Dually, on tlie sth of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improwineut Company was
duly re-istered aud proceeded to hartlM-M.

Diroetors-11. c. Kills, Charles Brooke and
K. a. Barker; Secretary and Qener&l Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, C. E. Snook; Treas-urer. First NitiOlialHank of Oakland.

The balance ofthe tract, 373 acre.-, was pur-
chased A contract was entered Into for tin
purchase Ofl a laige number of fruit trees.vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
the means of saving between $.1,000 and
51,000 to the oompany, the prices in some
cases having more than doubled since then.

The ideas which the prospectus set forth
have been but slightly modified and the
progress of tlie company has been uninter-
rupted. Thoeewho went Into itdonbtingly
hay.-become enthusiastic, and almost all Cno
member! arranged to set out all their lands in
fruit tives, etc., the tirst year. Consequently
in this, the first season, some 40,000t0 I
between 20,000 and ;JO,OOO vines will bo
planted.

The satisfactory working of thir, scheme bas
had the effect of attracting considerable at-
tention to the work of the Colony Company,
and a number ofpeople are now desirous of
Joining in with than. An additional 200acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

lor the company is predicted a very bright
future, as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operation arc conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to be so
long neglected is a puzzle to every one who
has visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that this neglect will never again bo
felt in tbe valley.

The fruits set out are mostly ofthe standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, figs, raisin grni>os, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout tho
tract, walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerable number ot citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
fully grown in tho valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to the young trees. Neal
D. Barker, General -Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of tho venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might with prollt be followedby moro
ambitious places. A small park ofsome threo
acres bas been laid out right ln tlie center of
the town. This park it i.s proposed to beautlfy
by planting in It from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
shrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure ofmonoy. It
is not expected tiiat Tancred will over be a
large aud busy city, but It is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little place to
dwell in.

Apetition has been circulated recently and
very largely signed, asking the county to ac-
cept Island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to bui id a bridgo across
Cache Creek at this point, in order to give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
Tancred Station.

It is thought that it
woiiid bo a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations ol such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to tho whole
COVaty and State.
