The Committee on Resolutions Disa-

gree on the Freo Coinage of Silver

and TnriiT Reform-Two Reports to

toe Handed In To-day — Reception

Tendered tho Delegates.

Kansas City, April IG.—lt was 10

o'clock beforo the Western States Con-
gress assembled this morning. James
Peabody of Chicago read a paper on
"Railroad Pools." Ho said that it was
not so much low rates that tlio shippers
wanted, but staple rates. As tending to
obtain staple rates the speaker indorsed
tho Interstate Commerce Commission.

General Blair ofKansas read a paper
on transportation as affecting commerce
and iinanco. He said the Government
ought to provide as much money as neces-
sary to carry on the country's business,
und then came the question of linance
uiono. In like manner the .Government
ought, also, to keep its hands oil* com-
merce and transportation aud let them be
governed by natural laws.

a telegram from tue President and
Executive Committee of the Chamber of
Commerce of the State ofNew York was
read. It asked permission io call tiie at-
tention of tiie congress to the late action
ofthe chamber regarding the improve-
ment ni' the Mississippi River and par-
ticularly the grave importance of protect-
ing adjacent sections from the terrible
ravages occasioned by periodical over-
flows ofthe river.

William E. Scweppe, President of the
Wholesale Grocers' Association of St.
Louis, spoke on transportation. He
thought the Federal Government should
control the traffic of railroads, just as it
now controls interstate traffic. He
wanted a bill passed that would give the
present commission power to enforce its
decrees.

Senator Cochran, of Missouri, thought
the Mate and Federal Governments
ought to keep their hands off and permit
the railroads to do their best.

John L. Cornforth, of Denver, also
Bpoke Of the benefits of railroads.
Speeches have been made before Congress
by men who condemned railroads. These
men had come West and bought land at
$1 25wper acre, and were now offering it
for sale for |150 and $200 per acre, and giv-
ing as an excuse for the high price that a
railroad passed through the land. Hall-
ways lead the advanoe of civilisation and
industry, and in western countries they
should be built numerously.

<'. S. Dietrich, of Hastings, Neb., read a
paper on transportation m support of a
rescdutioution introduced by him, which
provided that the Interstate Commerce
< iommission should have supervision and
limited control of railroads.

Slate Senator Swit/.ler, of Nebraska,
advised Congress bo consider the-matter
of transportation thoroughly and attempt
to propose a remedy.

LABOR MATTERS.

Anothor Break in tho Ranks of the
Coko Strikers.

Scottdvle (Pa.), April 10.—There was
another break in t lie ranks of the coke
strikers to-day. The Summit plant of
Frick A*. Co., which shut down when riot-
ing began, resumed this morning with
forty-eight nun, or about one-third ofthe
men necessary to run the works in full.
The strikers willmeet near Summit this
afternoon and try io induce thi; men to
come out again. The Tyrone Works are
in operation again with a full quota of
men. Reports have just come in that the
nun remaining (.ut will take a secret bal-
lot this afternoon to determine whether
to remain out or return to work. Itis
said the feeling is strong against the con-
tinuance of the strike. Reports received
at tabor headquarters show the arrival
this morning of two carloads (ff Italians
at tho Whitney and Lippincott works;
The Sherill is still arresting rioters. They
refuse to give bail and go to jail. Nearly
half the rioters are women who take
their children with them to prison. The
inquest on the victims oi the Morewood
riot was resumed at (ireensburg tliis
morning, Evidence was adduced which
showed that the strikers threatened to
burn the works and force the men lo quit
work.

LONG DISTANCE TELEPHONING.
You Can Talk From New York to Chi-

cago or England Some Day.

There have been some curious facts in
long distance telephoning, says the New
York /Vi'M. Hard-drawn copper wire,
having the toughness of iron and the
conductivity 6f copper, has made the
thing pract-jpable for business purposes.
Before that wire came into use lung dis-
tance telephoning was problematical, or
at best an interesting toy. In the Black
Hills and at points in Wisconsin there
had boon telephonic communication for
several hundred miles, bnt it was not
until January, 1887, tnat the line from
New York to Philadelphia was opened
for business. Nov.- there are 50,000 miles
of long distance telephone in use in this
country, vastly more than in any other
COWltry ofthe globe.

The system is chiefly confined to the
New England States, New York, New
Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware and
Maryland. It has made no headway
south of Washington or west of Butlalo
and Pittsburg. There is no long distance
line connecting Buffalo and Cleveland,
but Chicago and Cleveland are connected,
and the connection between Buffalo and
Cleveland will be made probably this
year. Before the opening of the Colum-bian exhibition Chicago will become the
center of an Important long distance sys-
tem. West of the Mississippi the tele-
phone Lines are merely local. .^ to thelimits of long distance telenhoningno-
body pretends to make a guess.

The problem of talking between New
Yorkand San Francisco Isperfectly sim-
ple. Allthat is needed is a continuous
wire of the right sort. Jt is not \cry long
since the experiment of talking over fif-
teen hundred miles of wire was success-
folly made. A circuit was established
between twooffices in Boston via Phila-
delphia. Buflalo, New York and North
Adams. The experiment was perfectly
successful, and experts say that if it is
possible to talk fifteen hundred miles it
is possible to talk five thousand miles.
Shall we talk with Europe? A few dar-
ing electricians believe that we shall.
The difficulty is not one of tottery
strength, but of induction. If that can
be overcome the problem is solved.
Meanwhile, long-distance telephoning
within the range of territory through
which it has been extended is as much a
matter of course as local telephoning,
and. for the most part, more satisfactory,
for all metallic circuits are a necessity in
long-distance telephoning, and this in-
sures good service. Indeed, the su
of the all-metallic circuit in Long-dis-
tance telephoning is in part, responsible
for an improvement new- going on in
local telephoning.

NORTHERN TERRITORY.

Canada's Surveyor-General Discredits
Ensign Moore's statement.
wa. April l.).—Captain Deville,

Surveyor-General of Canada, discredits
ifthe discovery made by

Knsiijn Moore, of the United States Coast
Survey, to the effect that an error in de-

fining the international boundary gave
the United States a slice of Canadian ter-
ritory equal to that of Khodo Island. On
the contrary, the survey made by ihe
Canadian Government at Port Moody In-
dicated that Canada had secured a quar-
ter ofa mile of American territory for a
distance of several miles.

The Surveyor-General added that the
grand mistake wfcs made in 1773 in'sur-
veiyingthe boundary line between Que-
bec Province and the United States. For
a distance of 1,250 miles the Americans
secured Canadian territory amounting at
some points to over a mile over a true
line, but this was compensated for by
errors in favor of Canada.

THE MAFIA.

Stronger To-day in Wqw Orleans j
Than in Sicily.

How It Was Suppressed toy the Ber-

saarlieri—"When Captured, Members

Were Condemned and Shot on tho
Spot—Advice to New Orleans.

A correspondent of the New York
Evening I'oat, writing from Kome, Italy,
Bays:

The recent tragedy in New Orleans
furnishes a terrible commentary on tlie
character of the Italian secret societies, of

I which the chief are tiie Mafia, in Sicily,
| and the Caniorra. in Naples. The Mafia,
i under one designation or another, runs
back into the middle ages, it then puii-

I ished crimes against itself hy tlic same
standards that * the Government estab-
lished, with one exception—it had no de-

| grces ofpenalty; death was the only pun-
; ishment it could inflict. A man who had
\ injured one of the Mafiosi had his hand
\ cut oil'; if he had overheard tiie secrets of
i the association he had his ears cut off, and
if he had seen too much he had the skin

I of his forehead flayed snd turned down
| over his eyes—hut these were only the
| tokens of the reasons fn- his removal; he

was killed first, and the mutilation was
only the intimation to his friends. Under| the Bourbons, no measures the civil au-I thorities could employ had the least effect

| on the organization; its simplest form was
j brigandage and sequestration of the per-
son to he held to ransom, default oF
which implied death.

Members of the Mafia in the citieskent
Match on tho movements of people "of
wealth and sent messengers to their col-
leagues outside to give Information of
them, so that they might bo taken with
the least trouble, and the spies had their
percentage of the ransom. WhenSicUy
was annexed to Italy, the outlawry was
increased by the addition ofthe partisans

I of the Bourbons, who pretended to be in
insurrection. The disorders were sup-
pressed by the Bersaglieri, who scoured
the country and tried by drum-head
court-martial all the men they caught

I with arms, or who were accused of brig-
, andage, and shot tlie accused on the sp<>i.
Since the re-establishment ofthe civil

; law in the island, ihere has been a slight
recrudescence of th.' Mafia, and a few

j cases of sequestration of persons, but
foreigners have been respected Tor the

I most part with great scrupulousness.
j Minorcrimes are still to a huge extent
: protected by tin; organization, but the
] policy of the Government has been one
!of steady legal pressure and change of

venue to the continent for the trial of the
criminals, and this is gradually paralyz-
ing the Mafia.

The organization is probably stronger
to-day in Louisiana than in Sicily, forthe
active pursuit of the actual offenders has
driven many ofthe worst ofthem out of
the country, and their best field of oper-
ations seems to have been our Southern
States, whose climate agrees with their
habits, and where wealth offers tbem at-
tractions. It is well known in Italy thai

I the dregs of tiie criminal population of
j Sicily and Naples are in Louisiana; and,
transplanted to a new and almost virgin

! soil, where, too, a certain old infirmityof
tl;.' law has predisposed to violence and

.'short roads to justice, it was certain that
tlie Mafia Avould become a danger to :-.-
cii-ty. This is so v.-ell recognized by rea-
sonable Italians that they admit a pallia-
tion for tie- summary justice of New Or-
leans, and acknowledge that the ease j- a
difficultone to deal with by strictly law-
ful means. The fir.st expressions of in-
dignation were naturally very strong,
but there i.s a moderation in" the later
comments due to the facts having come
to knowledge and to previous acquaint-
ance with the teterrima causa of con-
iiiet.

The flagrantly criminal character of n
; large portion of the Italian emigration
\u25a0 to the Southern States is too well known
here to permit theircountrymen at home
to doubt that the authorities at New Or-
leans have a knotty problem to deal with
in the Mafia, and it is admitted that the
extermination of the organization is
necessary to order, and that the Longer
tho efficient remedies are neglected the
worse the evil will become. The only. efficient remedy is the suppression of the

ifia. There is no question that at pres-
. the tendency ofthecriminal classes in

ithe south of Italy, where those cli
most abound, is to emigrate to the South-
ern States of America, and something
might be done to cheek the influx by a
law thai every emigrant must be rar-

led with a passport in which his non-
responsibility to the Italian law shall be
stated and indorsed by the American
Consul at that port. Every emigrant
from Sicily is suspicions, and the authori-
ties, in default of any pressure on the
part of the American Government, will
take no precaution to prevent aknown
criminal from escaping to the United
Si ites, where he will give the Italian
au horities no further trouble. Tliis is

j natural, bnt the desire 1 toprotect tho hon-
est jmdindustrious Italian emigrants to
America may induce the King's <rovern-j meet to enter into arrangements wbich

i will secure this, and at the same time
lead to the disco\ cry ofsome ofthe cxixni-; nals wanted for offenses at home.

The honest Sicilian is an emigrant
whose vain.-to the lnited Slates is great,
but the proportion ofsuch in the mass
of emigration is very small, and should
be looked after. The Late and pi
Prime Ministers of Italy are bow Sicil-
ians, as have been many of the ablest
statesmen of Italyduring the years since
the annexation. I have been surprised,

| in making tho acquaintance ofthe island-
ers and seeing their work, at their energy
and administrative ability, bo different
from what we are accustomed to associate

'. with the south-Italian mind : but tiie fact
is that they arc superior in this respect to
the inhabitants of the southern provinces
of the peninsula This, coupled with
their prolonged existence under the rule
of the Bourbons, which was only the
recognition of illegality and officialrob-
bery, is probably tne cause ofthe long

\u25a0.nc.'of the conditions of brigand-
Iage and secret organization against tlie
law which have obtained in the island.
However this maybe,] can assure the
people of New Orleans thai unless they

Itake some radical measures against the
Mafia as such, so as to make the helong-

i ing to it an offense against tie- law, they
are not likeiy to Suppress it, unless by

expelling from the State all Italians —which is more difficult.
