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Rev. 0. C. Wheeler Dies at the
Ripe Old Age of 78 Years.

His Life wa3 One of Usfefnlness; of
Industry, and of Christian

Piety and Fortitude.

After a lingering illness the Rev. Os-
good Church Wheeler, one of the earliest
and best citizens of Sacramento, and of
the State, died at his home in Oakland on
Thursday evening at the advanced age of
seventy-eight years, For some weeks
past his death had been momentarily ex-
pected, but the faint spark of life seemed
loth to be extinguished.

Deceased entered the ministry at an
early age and after a hard single-handed
struggle with adversity. He left the East
for California in 1848 as a missionary, and
it is claimed that;he was the first Protest-
ant clergyman that preached a sermon in
this State. His first work was in San
Francisco, where he erected a primitive
church structure,, mostly by his own
hands, and within which he expounded
the gospel until his removal to Sacra-
mento in 1850,

Here he organized the First Baptist
Church, his first service being held in the
Court-house at Seventh and K streets,
After a year’s labor in the pulpit he
arected a church at Seventh and L streets,
which was swept away in the great fire of
1852, A new edifice was erected on
Fourth street, between K and L, and
there Mr. Wheeler preached for many
years.,

In 1854 he was chosen Secretary of the
State Agricul
tion he ned until 1863, when he was
elected Clerk of the Assembly. He after-
ward served as Collector of Internal Rev-
enue under President Lincoln, and was
one of the most energetic workers in the
Sanitary Commission, which was instru-
mental in raising so much money for the
relief of the wounded soldiers and pris-
oners of the Union army during the war.

Twenty years ago Mr, Wheeler entered
the service of the Central Pacific Railroad
Company as Chief of the Baggage De-
}ur tinent, a position that rm%uirr:.l the

yest of clerical and executive ability, and
which he continued to hold until the
worn-out machinery of his frame suec-
cumbed to the strain of a long and toil-
some life’s service.

In May, 1879, the California College con-
ferred upon him the degree of Doctor of |
Divinity, and in July of the same year
the University of Jackson, Tenn., con-
ferred the degree of Doctor of Laws upon
him. He was prominently connected
with various branches of the Ma-

EXAMINE YOUR STURGEON.

Strange Disease Discovered by a Vigil=-
ant Market Inspector.

As evidence that all cities which sup-
port good-sized markets should have
inspectors to regularly examine articles
offered for sale, the following is quoted
from last evening’s San Francisco
Bulletin :

As Market Inspector Jacob Wray was
making his diurnal rounds of the markets
at an early hour this morning he espied
hanging upon a hook on the Merchant-
street side of the Clay-street Fish Market
what appeared to be the skin of a sturg-
eon with a large head attached. Upon
closer inspection he observed that the
gills were very black and maturated. He
further learned that the body of the fish
was intact—that is, although it was skill-
fully trimnmed as usual for market use, it
had not been disemboweled.

The fish was fully six feet long and
should have weighed, in its normal con-
dition, at least 150 pounds, but the body
would not probably weigh more than
thirty pounds. Calling a fishmonger, he
remarked: “Inever saw such a sight
before in the San Francisco markets dur-
ing my experience of over forty years.
I condemn that fish, and you let it hang
here until T come for it.”” The reply was;
“I only hung it up as a curiosity.”

The Inspector then started off to ac-
quaint the Fish Commissioners. The fish
was caught in a net in the Sacramento
River and brought to this eity with tha
balance of the haul. It was alive when
captured, but what troubles Mr. Wray is,

hat was the matter with it, and is’it a
new disease among fish ?

His object in notifying the Fish Com-
missioners of the discovery is that an ex-
pert in the piscatoral line may have an
opportunity to investigate the matter.
