
IS "MIND-READING" A FRAUD?

Is so-called "mind-reading" a fraud?"
Dr. Charles Gatchell takes the affirmative
of the question in an essay in the Forum
ior April. Probably a majority of read-
ers have witnessed tho exhibitions of
Bishop, Foster, or of others less conspic-
uous. There is not need, therefore, to ex-
plain at any length what they do. In
brief, blindfolded, the mind-reader seiz-
ing his subject by the hand, leads him to
the place where he has secreted an object;
.or ho takes the "committee" in an open
carriage and blindfolded drives them
over a tortuous route to the place where
the object is concealed and find it. Or,
again, he reads names in folded slips of
paper that only the "subject" is supposed
to know. Still again, in a sort of trance

*or h3*pnotic state, he assumes to tell what
if*passing in one's mind, or to sing au air
one is thinking of, or to reply to a mental
question." In some cases he reads a sen-
tence from a book one looks at, and
which the mind-reader cannot see.

Now, Dr. Gatchell, who has mado a

profound study of the whole subject,
affirms that all thesethings are but clever
tricks, that there is not of record a single

unexplainable case of "mind-reading;"
that so-called "thought transference" is a

myth, and that all claims to the contrary
are opposed to evolution, to all known
facts of physiology, and to the nature of
man as now constituted. Itmust be con-
fessed that reason denies the claims of
the mind-renders, and that if we are to
judge by results, their "powers" are not
worthy of respect, since in no instance
bave they contributed to usetul and
praiseworthy ends.

"Mind-reading," so-called, is not novel,
for as early as IM7 Didier, a Parisian lud,
gave some wonderful examples of it, as,
for instance, ties,nil ing the mansion and
grounds ofLord Nbrxnanby that he had
never aeen. But he had a confederate in
Maroellet Violet, the servant of Puyee-
gur. In 17^4 claimed similar powers when
"magnetized" by the latter, but the mas-
ter in that case was the source of the
trickery. Cumberland was a noted ex-
pert in the business, and he confessed
that it was but muscle-reading. Bjorn-
Btrom in his work tells of Liebgolt hyp-
notizing a young man, and telling him

came out of the condition to do
•what the company thought of. The com-
pany was told by one of its members to
think ofhis embracing hiscousin, a young
lady. Ou recovery the young subject
blushed, laughed, and said he would not
dare do as he was impressed to act.

The claim is that in the hypnotic state
one Kte amazingly acute, and he
appreciates things ordinarily not noticed.
He sees and interprets every motion and
look accurately, and sometimes divines,
but does not read the thought of another.
The same is true, says Gatchell, of one
under tlio inlluence of hasheesh. So it
was not wonderful that Liebault's sub-
ject, observing his cousin and tho com-
pany, not aU of whom could wholly con-
trol their countenances, divined the task
given him. Had the thought been re-
Jnote, or foreign to the surroundings, as
\u2666'name the promoter of the Panama
Canal," Liebault's subject would havo
fei!<

Washington Irving Bishop, Professor
Gatchell insists, was but au expert
muscle-reader, and a clever trickster. His
best feat was that of driving blindfolded
to the place where au article had been
hidden. Professor Gatchell declares that
ho has several times dono the same trick.
The operator blindfolds himself, though
the committee is led to believe that itdoes
the work. By working the muscles of
tho head and faco the pads over the
are lifted, and through the cleverly-con-
atructed hood drawn over his head, the
operator is enabled to see. This hood i.s
of four thicknesses of cloth. The outer
is thin, the second and third have aper-
tures for the eyes ; tho inner has a seam
that tho operator can open by a simple
device, but which the committee cannot
detect. Tho committeeman who hid tho
nrticlo is made to communicate to the
others of tho body by finger-tracinu on

the wall tho route ho pursued, all vocal
communication being forbidden, and by

this pantomime the "reader" through his

pervious hood gains al! the information
he needs; the rest is easy.

All this is the work of the trickster.
Muscle-reading is another matter. In that
the operator receives his knowledge by
an involuntary and very slight action of
the muscles of one with whom he is in
contact. This is so delicate that it may
be perceptible, though a copper wire is

. held and there is no actual contact be-
tween the hands of the operator and the
subject. Among young people ono in
fivepossess the qualification of a subject;
that is, one out of every fivehas muscles
that involuntarily indicate. Among
adults one in ten or twenty is thus con-
ditioned.

The operator with a good subject re-
ceives in a moment, after taking the sub-
ject's hand, information in what direction
to move. After that the task is easy.
Reading the number on a bank note, or
of any arbitrary set of figures, is a modi-
fication of the feat. As the operator
names over the nine digits, he receives a

thrillfrom the hand of the subject when
the correct figures aro spoken. This tre-
mor is so delicate as to be detected by the
operator only,

Again, a so-called mind-reader who is
very expert, willreproduce on the black-
board a geometrical figure, or a rudo pict-
ure thought of, either blindfolded or with
open eyes. The subject first traces the
figure upon the board where the "mind-
reader" cannot see it. He then erases it,
and the operator, clasping tho wrist or
hand of the other, traces with his right
hand, slowly, but with comparative ac-

curacy, the figure made by tbe subject.
This is the most difficultof all such feats.

Professor Gatchell declares that people
cajiable of becoming muscle readers are
amazed when they find that they have
the delicacy of muscular perception to
enable them to "operate." The secret of
this perception is the ability to detect by
the tremor, or thrillof the subject, whon
the operator is going wrong. When he
moves in a right direction, there is per-
fect passiveness on the part of the sub-
ject—that is, the operator follows the line
of least resistance ofl'ered by tho subject.
In reading a bank note number, the sub-
ject's mind as he thinks of the number,
is put at a tension; tho instant a proper
figure is named there is relaxation, bo-
cause of fulfillment of the expectation.
This causes muscular action, and by his
delicate sensibility the operator detects it.
Tbe same rule applies in drawing the geo-
metrical figure, only greater expertness
is demanded, greater delicacy in reading
tho muscular action.

In all tests tbe subject must be capable
of mental concentration, and the operator
must have acute perception of the slight-
est action of the muscles of tho subject.
But why do the muscles indicate? Tbe
Professor replies, because the ideational
centers correspond to the motor centers.
Sudden release from the mental tension
on tbe part of the subject excites action
<in the cells of the cerebral cortex, and
nervous action causes a motor impulse to
be transmitted tothe muscles. The one
thing no "mind-reader" has ever done,
says Gatchell, is to read a word kept iv
mind by another person, for no man can
be robbed of his uuu ttered thought.

Professor Gatchell's explanations are
clear, except that ho does not, because he
cannot, describe tbo delicate sensibility
tbat is essential to success in the muscle
reader. His theories are certainly strong,
and his reasoning impresses us as quite
conclusive of their soundness.

A SENSELESS FASHION.

Tho Department of Mercy of the Na-
tional Woman's Christian Temperance
Union, sends us the following paragraph
with the request to publish it:

Mrs. < 'lc Bull and others employed theni-
\u25a0 - during the intervals between the ses-

sion* ofthe late National council of Women
in Washington in getting signatures to it
pledge drawn up by Miss Willard not to wear
tii. bodies or feathers ofbirds, because ofthe

'. cruelty practiced by those who obtain
tinm, and the wholesale slaughter Ofthe most
beautiful song birds which this inexcusable
fashion involves. Over one hundred und
fifty women signed. No doubt others would
hay* done so could they have been asked.

Wean not In detail informed what is
the particular cruelty complained of, but
it has been frequently stated in tho press
that those who collect these ornaments
for women's hats endeavor to take the
birds alive, that tho plumage may not be
injured, and that they kill them by means
that willnot injure the plumage.

Generally speaking, such means cannot
involve much, ifany, cruelty, since they
must be such as to effect speedy and
probably comparatively painless death.
The cruelty, therefore, to which the asso-
ciation refers must be such as is in-
seperable from any killing.

The appeal to tho sensibilities is not.
then, the strongest ono that can be made
in opposition to the silly fashion. The
hot* that the demand for bright plumaged
small birds, to be used in millinery, a
few years ago nearly worked tho ex-
termination* of two or three species of
small birds, and that the continuation of
the fashion calls for the destruction of
birds by millions, are powerful argu-
ments against the fashion. They ought
to be sufficient to destroy it, and to put a
stop to the wholesale slaughter of useful
bird life, without which the world willbe
not only less bright and beautiful, but
without which humanity is exposed to
ills from which these insect-feeders pro-
tect it.

But it is not in good tasto to adorn head-
gear with dead bodies of birds. Artists
and people who havo made such matters
a study aro agreed that tho practice is a
rank offense to good taste. Itdoes not
extend, of course, to the use offeathers in
a certain degreo. The feather and the
plume has from timo immemorial been
significant and fitting in head gear. But
these are obtainable without involving
wholesale killing of birds, and the possi-
ble extermination of certain forest song-
sters and feathered beauties.

The fashion then comes in for condom-
nation, but for stronger reasons tlian
those advanced by the "Department of
Mercy." For the protection of tho bird
families it should be abandoned ; because
it ie senseless and meaningless and is not
in line with good taste, it should not
provail; because it deprives the world of
an order of lifeessential to man's health,

happiness and general well being, tlie
fashion should be abandoned by our
women.
Ifthe ladies would resolvo to use some

ofthe pests among birds in disfiguring
their bonnets and hats, good might be
done ; as for instance, ifthey would wear
the body of the robber English sparrow,

his thinning out would be beneficial, for
he breeds too fast under the influence of
civilization to the conditions of which he
so speedily accustoms himself. But he is
not a bird of fine plumage, a thing of
beauty or aught but a nuisance, and hence
he is spared the snare of fashion's hunter.

But tbe floral world furnishes enough
of models for the ornamentation ofthe
head-gear ofwomen, and with the fanci-
ful designing of the milliner's art, and
skill of the manufacturers ofwonderful
creations of strange things not known in
the realm of nature, the ladies ought to
be satisfied. They have it in their power
to put an end to the bird slaughter by re-
fusing to obey the autocratic decrees of
fashion. Is not this, however, too much
to expect of women ? Is it not true that
they were appealed to six years ago or so
on this same subject, and that while they
admitted the justice of the appeal they
continued to worship at the shrine of
fashion? The priesthood of that source
of fashion's grace is a man in Berlin, and
a man in Paris, each one of whom once a
month in the interest of powerful manu-
facturers and dealers, issues a decree that
garments shall be of this or that texture,
color and cut, and be thus or so worn and
ornamented. This decree sounds around
the world of civilization, and all woman-
kind thereon bows in acknowledgment

of its infallibility. To this date there is
no record of any largo number of women
having successfully delied these high
priests ofdross art, and it is unlikely that
many will. When the good people of tho
"Department of Mercy'" can prevail upon
these autocrats of fashion to decree that
birds shall disappear from hats and gar-
ments, aud plumage shall bo worn only
that is obtainable without reckless
slaughter of birds, the special work they
are engaged in Will be finished. Those
patent springs of power by a single wave
of the hand can accomplish more than
religion, legislation, merciful appeals,
ridicule, satire or moral suasion can
achieve in the half ofa century.

HUMANE ASSOCIATIONS.

The fourteenth annual report of the
American Humane Association for 1890
is just out. On one page of the report is
the picture of a horse. The animal shows
all the points of good breeding and was
some day a superior horse. As repre-
sented in the engraving it is emaciated
and covered with sores, and the hoofs
have grown out so long that they curl up
and describe a semi-circle, thick, horny,
and half tubular in form. The note in
explanation of the sad-looking animal
reads as follows:

Nine years ago thii horso was valued at
over fttOO, and because he run away, theowner, for revenge, shot him up in his barn,
and has never permute;; hun to leave his Stall.
Strangers were excluded from entering the
ham. Mr. D. 11. Whitehead, agent of the
Milwaukee Humane Society, found this once
beautiful sorrel horse, with tine bonybead,
large hazel eyes, unci intelligence like a man.
covered with lied sores, reduced to nothing but
Bkin und hones, and the hoo& grown long and
rocker-shaped. When the animal was untied
forthe tirst time in nine yean he hobbled ont
into the sunshine to nibble the green grass,
and showed his gratitude by a low whinny.
The owner ofthis cruelly treated animal was
only lined f-ioand costs ; und again the de-
fendant sought revenge by suing Mr. White-
bead tor retaining the feet, and the judge
decided that the society should pay 9100 and
costs, which the society did. and now own the
feet. Such cruelty ls shocking, aud such deci-
sions are setting a premium on cruelty.

The comment of tho Humane Society
in the closing sentence is altogether too
mild, and fails to express the indignation
every man worthy of the name should
feel. It is nothing less than amazing
that any human being should be guilty
of such inhumanity. The man who can
sink to so low a level of revenge would
not restrain his passion if it prompted
him to cut a throat or strangle an infant.
The fellow ought to be tied in a horse-
stall for nine years himself—the punish-
ment would be less severe than that he
inflicted upon the dumb brute unfortu-
nately subject to his will.

The brutehood that is beneath us, by
its very helplessness appeals eloquently
to our sense of justice, to our forbearance
and merciful nature. The gospel of gen-
tleness needs tobe preached all the times.
It is forever at war with the brutal in
man, and it must without cessation bat-
tle for the helpless creatures that do us
service. But a few years ago humane
societies were tho laughing-stock of the
land ; their members were termed sickly
sentimentalists, morbidly sensitive and
chicken-hearted. Thanks to the pro-
gressive spirit of the age and the blaze of
enlightment, to-day theso associations
command universal respect and enlist
the best energies ofthe noblest mauhood.
Neverthless, that the continuance of such
organizations is necessary proves thero
still are brutish men who must be re-
strained and punished for cruelty to ani-
mals. The Humane Society that was
founded in San Francisco some twenty
years ago had a difficultpath to travel un-
tilpublio sentiment was sufficiently in-
formed in that city. It was the butt of
ridicule and the target for the shafts of
satire for several years. In fair time,
however, it won its way to public confi-
dence and regard, was chartered by legis-
lative act, was endowed by James Lick,
and to-day is one of tho most beneficent
institutions of the metropolis. Yet this
gain in its favor does not signify that
there is not still need to labor in tho di-
rection these societies take.

In Sacramento we think there is less
cruelty to animals than in most cities.
There are here no steep grades to overtax
horses, no special temptation to overload
teams, for cruelty in the main manifests
itself in the ill-treatment of horses. Nev-
ertheless, it would be by no means lost
labor to set up even in this city some sort
of a guard, to organize some order of so-

ciety resembling those in San Francisco,
Baltimore, Buflalo, Chicago, Kansas City,

Mobile, Bochester, Atlanta, St. Paul,
Milwaukee, Boston, Denver, Xew York,
San Diogo, Louisville, Nashville, Los
Angeles, Newark, Tacoma, Atchison,
Elgin, Akron, Dayton and two huudred

.and forty other towns and cities of the

the United States. There come now and
then complaints to this office of cruelty
wantonly iullicted upon domestic ani-
mals in this city, and in every easl* tho
complainant is indisposed to proceed
against the offender, because he or sho
does not wish to assume the rasponsibil-
ity and invite the punishment the guilty
party might visit upon the prosecutor in
retaliation. A humane society, however,
acts through its official membership and
does not stand in fear. Its very existence
in a comrfunity is deterrent, and re-
strains the passions and heartlessness of
men that aro otherwise often manifest
towards dumb animals. It stimulates,
moreover, tlie humane spirit, and culti-
vates merciful instincts. For the officoof
these associations is not more to punish
the guilty, than it is to inculcate tho
doctrine of kindness to animals, as a
means of insuring gentleness and hu-
manity towards men. The child that
grows up in the midst of cruel practices
towards brutes, is verylikely to become
brutal and cruel towards his fellows, and
in manhood to become a domestic tyrant
and a terror to his wifo and children.
We cultivate kindness to animals, there-
fore, not only because it is due the animal,
but because it finds reflection in our own
characters and makes us gentler towards
each other.
