Thirteen Thousand Miles of Transpor-
tation Lines Represented.

The President of th© Southern Pacific

Company Wines and Dines

Its Officials.

C. P. Huntington's dinner at the Palace
Hotel, San Francisco, on Saturday night,
a brief telegraphic account of which ap-
peared in tho Sunday Union yesterday,
was a most enjoyable affair. It was his
fifthannual banquet and reception to tho
oflicers and chiefs of tho Southern Pacific
Railroad. Leland Stanford, who is ill at

Menlo Park, was unable to be present.
Itwas estimated by some of the exports

that the total mileage of road and water-
way represented at tho dinner was 13,000
milos, and the total capital represented
wasgw".00,000,000.

The big dining-room of the Palace was
brilliantly lighted with the new electric
tmrner, and the wit, music, humor and
funny stories of the evening kept the
merriment ringing until long after mid-
night.

Eleven courses were served with eleven
kinds of wine. Masses of exquisite roses
on the tablo tilled the room with tiie fra-
grance ot a garden. Steward J. W. Young,
formorly of the Manhattan Beach Hotel
at Coney Island, New York, said it was
the best of all the railway banquets yet
served at tho Palace.

A pastry cook from Suvnrin's, New-
York, displayed pyramid and s-.viss cot-
tages of tho latest fancies in Parisian con-
fectionery.

BROOKS' BOARD BILLS.

He Finds an Easy Way of Enforcing
Their Collection.

A Far-Fetched Charge of Larceny

Brings the Delinquent Into Court,

at tho People's Expense.

The old trick of using the petty courts
of the city and county as collection bu-
reaus, under pretense ofprosecuting per-
sons for alleged crimes, was put into
practice again on Saturday last by a man
named Brooks, who runs a cheap lodg-
ing and boarding-house. There are no
flies on landlord Brooks, wherever else
they may be.

It seems that several months ago a
young man named Fern, who had
boarded with Brooks for a few weeks, left
the lattcr's place owing him a small stun
of money. Ho secured work in Root,
Neilson A: Co.'s foundry, aud had a room
in that vicinity. One day \u25a0 man known
as "Frenchy"—according to Pern's story,
as told in court—came to him and asked
permission to bring his blankets and
sleep in Fern's room, as he had be* D dis-
charged from Brooks' employ, where he
had worked for his hoard, and had no
means.

Fern allowed him to sleep in tlie room,
but "French y" soon disappeared; und
Fern's job giving out, the latter took his
own things and those of "Frenchy's" to
tlie housejof a friend named Ward, fore-
man of the foundry, where he asked to
let tbem remain until called for, as he
was going away in search ofemployment.
He saw Brooks before he left town, and
told him he was going in Bosrch of work
and would settle with him as soon as he
could.

Recently ho obtained employment in a
Sun Francisco foundry, lv the mean-time Mrs. Brooks Learned from Mrs.
"Ward that a couple of single blankets, a
towel and a couple of pillow-slips, bear-
ing the former's mark, were at X.(-r (Mrs.
Ward's) house, where they had been left
by Fern. Mrs. Brooks called and got
them.

Brooks, having learned that Fern had
obtained work, swore ont a warrant for
bis arrot on a charge of petit larceny,
and Constable Martin went to San Fran-
cisco and arrested him on Friday last.
*>n Fern's arrival in the city he was vis-
ited by Brooks, who told turn be would
be easy on him ifhe would pay what he
owed him.

F«rn. wiio appears to have been cowed
by being locked up in jail, gave Brooks
$10 in cash and an order on his friend
Ward for a banjo, some machinist's tools

and whatever else the latter might have
belonging to him, hoping thereby to
settle his board bill and be release.!.'

Bnt after Brooks bad secured Fern's
money and effects be did not, apparently,
"let up" much on the young man. but
appeared against him on Saturday after-
noon and se sored his conviction for petil
larceny, tlie court not being satisfied
with the accused's statement that Brooks'
former employe, "Frenchy," had lei', the
old blankets and pillow-slips on his
bands, the value of which articles was
perhaps four dollars.

Tbe prisoner's attorney, Mr. E
brook, asked Brooks, while tha latter
was nnder oath, if bis sole object in hav-
ing Fern arrested was net to bring him
to Sacramento in the hone of compelling
him to pay tiie money be owed Brooks
for board. The latter boldly replied that
tbat was his object.

Now, what is the result? Simply that
Brooks g.:s $10 iv money and perhaps
enough other property to satisfy bis
claim, while the tax-payers oftho county
must foot trie bill. At diennetst session of
tlie Supervisors the Constable who
assisted Brooks in collecting his billwill
have a demand before them for mileage
and expenses to and from San Fram isco
'some two hundred miles , and the .Jus-
tice's fees must also be paid—and all to
enables boarding-house keeper,ace >rd-
ing to bis own t;worn stat* ment, to collect
a bill for a few weeks' board.

Brooks had secured his badly-worn
blankets, his towel and two pillow-slips,
and would never have instituted criminal
proceedings :ifcainsl either Fern or Ids
former employe, "Frenchy," simply be-
cause lie i Brooks) had been temporarily
deprived of the use of these almost value-
less articles.

Tiie question is, what are the tax-payers
going to do about it? Will they continue
to foot the bills for collecting small debts
for individuals? < >r, can they help them-
selves? Suppose the Supervisor jshould
refuse to allow demands lor expenses in-
curred in this shameless manner, or the
Auditor to draw warrants therefor, could
they be collected on such -a showing as
was made in tiie Fern ease, wherein the
complaining witness testified that he had
but one object in view in having the
accused arrested and brought here ona
criminal charge, and that ii was to make
himpay his board bill?

Busy Fruit-Growers in a Pretty
Yolo Valley—Tancred and Its
Adjoining Farms.

TN THE SPRING OF LAST YEAR
Robert A. and Neal P. Barker associated

themselves with William McKay, all of Oak-
land, with a view of searching out a suitable-
location in which to engage In the profitable
occupation of fruit-growing. After visiting
many localities, they decided on the Capay
Valley, Yolo County, and the Rhodes tract at
Tancred.

Negotiations were opened with the Capay
Valley Land Company, owning the tract ln
question. With W. 11. Mills, tho General
Agent of that company, they arranged for the
purchase of about 220 acres of foothill land
Tins being more than they had thought of
taking for their own use, they spoke to a
number of friends about It. with the result
that the tract was divided among the follow-
ing people: B. L. Iliekok, 40 acres; W. T.
Barnett, 20 acres; N. T. Greathead. 20 acres;
Mrs. L. Greathead, 20 acres; W. McKay, 20
teres; N. D. Barker, 20 acres; R. A. Barker,
20 acres; J. p. Brownlee, 20 acres; K. H. v- us.
1< tt, IO acres; Joseph Barker, 10 acres; A. W.
Kelly 10 acres, and Frederick Kelly, io acres.

solar this had been merely a private ven-
ture of the gentlemen above named, but in
talking up the question of dividing theland
already purchased, it was found that so many
more would like to join it than the area ofthe
purchase would admit of, that it was sug-
gested on all hands "Why not get some more
land and divide it up in the same way .-
Then followed the idea of a stock company to
take hold of a larger tract and arrange for the
cult ivatlon of the wholeof it, after subdividing
it according to the requirements of the sub-
scribers. A provisional board was formed, a
prospectus issued, and finally, on the sth of
June, 1890, the Western Co-operative Col-
onization and Improvement Company was
dcly registered and proceeded to business,
with the following ollicers: President. Will-
iam McKay; Vice-President, M. P. l!r..\vn:
Pireetors-H. f. Ellis, Charles Brooke and
U. A. Parker; Secretary and General Manager,
Neal D. Barker; Solicitor, »'. E. Snook; Treas-on r, First National Hank of < lakland.

The balance of the tract, :17;- acres, was pur-
chased. A contract was entered Into for the
purchase of a large number of fruit trees,
vines, etc. This early purchase of trees was
tlie means of saving between $:*,OOO and
s-1,000 to the company, the prices in somocases having more than doubled since then.

The Ideas which the prospectus ret forth
have been but slightly modified and theprogress of tlie company has been uninter-
rupted. Those who went into itdoubtinglv
have Income enthusiastic, and almost all the
members arranged to set out aU their lands m
fruit trees, etc-., the flrst year. Consequently
in this, the first reason, some 40,000 trees and

ii 20,000 and 30,000 vines will be
planted.

The satisfactory working of this scheme has
had tiu- effect of attracting considerable at-tention to the work of the Colony Companyand a number of people are now desirous ofjoining in with them. An additional 200acres have been added to the sixty acres
originally purchased.

For the company is predicted a very bright
future,as well as for the beautiful valley in
which their operations are conducted. How
this marvelous little garden has come to Ik- solong neglected is a puzzle to every one who
bas visited it, but one thing is very sure, and
that is that tiiis neglect will never again be
fill In the valley.

The fruits set out are mostly of the standard
varieties—peaches, apricots, Bartlett pears,
prunes, tigs, raisin grapes, etc., while along
both sides of the avenues, throughout the
tract, Walnuts will throw their graceful shade.
A considerable number of citrus trees are also
being set out; quite a sufficient number to
demonstrate that these fruits can be success-
lolly grown in tlie valley, about which the
colonists appear to have no doubt, provided
proper care is given to tlie young trees. Neal
I>. Barker. General Manager of the company,
resides on the tract, and to his care is to be as-
cribed much of the success of the venture.

Mention should be made of the town-site,
about which there is a pleasant innovation
which might withprofit be followedby more
ambitious places, a small park ofsome three
acres has been laid out right in the center ol
the town. This park it is proposed tobeautify
by planting In it from time to time as many
of the beauties and curiosities of tree and
Bhrub life as may be obtained by diligent
search and a wise expenditure of money. It
is not expected that Tancred will over*be a
large and busy city, but It is thought that it
can be made a very pleasant little placo to
dwell in.

A petition has been circulated recently andvery largely signed, asking the countyto ac-
cept island avenue, on the colony tract, as a
county road, and to build a bridge across
Cache Creek al this point, in orderto give the
settlers on the east side of the creek access to
lancred Station. The Tancred colonists are
qixitc willing to give the necessary right of
way. and are very desirous of having a bridge
there, as the colony lands extend along both
sides of the stream. It is thought that it
would be a very wise expenditure of public
money to grant them this very necessary im-
provement, as the operations of such com-
panies are of widespread benefit to the whole
county and State. The attractions and com-
forts of the cities are well known, but to those
who are willingto settle on the land and show
that the country also afldrds attractions aud
comforts and ways or making money pleas-
antly, every inducement should be held forth.

The following is a list of the principal mem-
ben of the Tancred Colony, with the number
of acres owned by each, and a fact worthyot
mention ls that in each contract or deed is-
sued by the Colony Company there is a pro-
vision that no intoxicating liquorshall over
be manufactured or sold on the land.
