Result of Yesterday's Session of the
Municipal Trustees.

Property-Owners Object to a Railroad

Track—An Advertising, Rill-

Free Water for Schools.

All tho members of the Board of City
Trusteea wore present at the session yes-
terday morning, Trustee Conklin having
recovered from his illness.

A petition signed by property-owners
on sixth street, between E and I, was
road, asking the board to order tho rail-
road company to remove its track and
Males, so as Jo allow room on the east side
of tho street fora wagon road and side-
walk. Several of the residents on the
itreet spoke in support oftho petition.

The matter was referred to Trusteo Mc-
Laughlin.

CARKT's railroad franchise.
The Mayor read the proposed ordi-

nance and amendments granting a'fran-
chise to R. S. Carey for a street railroad
on Twenty-first street from < > to Y.

Trustee Conklin called attention to tlio
fact tiiat the ordinance did not state on
what portion of the street the track was
to be laid. The water nine was in the
center of the street, and if the track was
laid directly over it a great deal of trouble
Ddght be occasioned when tho city de-
sired to repair the main. Ho thought it
would be a good idea to lay the track On
one side of the street.

The roll was called on the passage of
the franchise, and all the members of the
board voted aye.

NOT I.KiHT ENOUGH.

A petition was received, signed by
property-owners, asking the board to
place an electric light on the corner of
Twenty-first and W streets. Tho petition
was placed on tile.

POLICE COURT C-KKK'S BAXaABV.
The appointment of Alex. Dunn as

Clerk of the Police Court was considered,
and Trustee McLaughlin said he did not
ne • how he was going to get los salary.
No provision had been made for it, and
he did not believe it could be drawn from
the police fnnd, if the city did not have
the right to pay the salaries of ten extra
policemen from that fund.

The Mayor suggested that the board
had better wait until the bill was pre-
sented, and the subject was accordingly
dropped.

THE CITY'S COAL RIM.s.
Jud C. Brusie addressed the board in

behalf <>f the Lone Coal Company, and
asked that the city allow the company's
claim of some $1,900. for the months" of
.January, February and March, for coal
supplied io the Water Works.

The Mayor was in favor ol' allowing
the claim, less .*<«)0 which the manager of
the company promised to pay when the
contract expired.

Mr. Brusie said he wanted all the
money the contract allowed him. Thepromise of tho manager was an outside
affair.

At the suggestion of Trustee Conklin,
J7OB 33 was allowed the company, as part
payment oi the bill.

ON TRIAL FOR ABDUCTION.

Frank Dolan at Last Brought Before
a Jury.

Tlio Story of Kittle Sheridan's Dis-

appearance Told Again—Motion

Made to Acquit Dolan.

The trial of Frank Dolan, the would-be
"tough" young man, for abducting Kittie
Sheridan, a minor, and placing her in a
San Francisco houso of prostitution, was
commenced in the Superior Court yester-
day, Judge Grant of Yolo presiding.

Carroll Cook, of San Francisco, and W.
A. Gett, Jr., of this city, appeared as at-
torneys for Dolan, whileDistrictAttorney
Ryan and ids deputy, ex-Judge Buck-
ley, looked after the prosecution. Ajury
w;;< secured during the forenoon ses-
sion.

The court-room was crowded with peo-
ple of Dolan'fl ilk wbo are very anxious
to see him escape without punishment.
There were also there the aged and
broken-hearted parents of the Sheridan
giri. During the opening statement of
the District Attorney to the jury, Mrs.
Sheridan broke down and. cried hyster-
ically. The girl, who seems to be thor-
oughly depraved, simply laughed at her
mother's grief.

THIS KVII.KX^K.
William M. Sheridan, tho father of

Kittie, testified that sbe was sixteen years
of age, and had always lived at homo.
She was inclined to be wayward, how-
ever, and once when she went to a picnic
v ithout his consent he had her sent tothe
educational department of the Magdalen
Asylum. He did not know of his
daughter's abduction in November last
until his wife informed him that the girl
had disappeared.

Mrs. Sheridan pave similar testimony.
She said the first she knew of her
daughter's disappearance was when she
went to 'lie tatter's room on the morning

• he 24th of November.
Frank Deholl, a prisoner at the County

Jail, testified to having soon Dolan and
tii" Sheridan girl at the depot prepara-
tory to leaving for San Francisco. De-
boll denied that he had gone to the Sheri-

: home and told the* old folks that
Kittie had gone to Oregon.

DOL-JV*B PURPOSE,
Qertie Allen testified tliat she saw Do-

lan and the Sheridan girl on the train
bound for San Francisco, but did not see
them together.

1-lin Ashley testified to having met the
girl in San Francisco, where she was
traveling under the name of "Pearl,"
and lived In a house of ill-fame.

Mrs. Etartman, who keeps a lodging-
house in san Francisco, stated that Dolan
and the Sheridan girl occupied a room in
her house after their arrival at the me-
tropolis.

Police officer Anthony, of San Fran-
>, told how he found Kittie In abagnio

onjMorton street, in San Francisco,and
how she confessed to him thai Dolan bad

\u25a0 put her there, when he told her he
wanted Dolan, ••'he gave him the key to
their room, lie subsequently arrested
Dolan on a charge of perjury—having

m that Kitti- was of age, in procur-
ing a marriage license—but the young
man was acquitted when it was shown
lhat a friend, and not he, procured the
license.

Jimmy Sheridan, brother of Kittie,
stated that he was returning hum.,' from
the theater oh tbe eight of his .sister's
disappearance, and saw Dolan hovering
near the houa&

WOULD Nor WORK.
This e.losed the testimony for the prose-

cution. Mr. Cook for the defense usked
that the jurybe excused until to-day, as
he desired to offer a motion tothe court

I which might not be proper forthe jury to
hear, and besides it was too late in "the
day to open the defense.

The jury was accordingly cxensed and
Mr. Cook proceeded. He warned the
Judge to agree to instruct the jury to

::t the defendant on the ground that
the prosecution bad not made out a ease
against him. Etc contended that there
was no evidence to show that Dolan
married the Sheridan girlwith other than
the best of intentions, and there was no
evidence to prove that the marriage was a
ruse to get possession ofthegirL

Mr. Cook argued for quite a length nf
time and finally submitted the matter.

Ie the motion under advise-
ment, but intimated that unless he found
some new authority he would deny the
notion.

SUNDAY'S TRAGEDY.

Descriptions of the Terrible Crime
Given at the Inquest.

IlagKeity Kissed Ilis Son Beforo 110

Slow IHni—Uquor the Cause—

The Jury's Verdict.

An inquest in the case of the murder of
John Haggerty, Jr., by his father, on
Sunday afternoon, was hold by Coroner
George Clark last evening.

An immense crowd gathered about tho
Morgue long before the commencement
of the proceedings, but as the inquest-
room was too small to accommodate even
a small portion of them, the Coroner
very properly closed the doors to all ex-
cept interested parties.

The mother, brothers and sisters of the
deceased remained in an adjoining room,
and did not listen to tho proceedings ex-
cept when called to testify.

The first witness called was Mrs. Hag-
gerty, mother of the deceased and wifeof
tho slayer. Sho gave her testimony in a
calm, quiet way, without giving way to
hor grief. She stated that she was away
attending a funeral when the tragedy oc-
curred aud did not return until it was
all over.

THE BEREAVED MOTHER.

••Several days ago," she said, "tho old
man said that neither Johnny nor myself
would live another week—that he would
kill us both. My husband was crazy
drunk yesterday, and I was afraid of
him. Ho was dancing and singing all the
time. Sadie, my oldest daughter, amused
him while I got ready to go to the funeral.
I was afraid ne wouldfollowme. Myson
John was not homo all the day. He" was
Off fishing during tho morning."

Jell*. Womack, the deceased's friend,
who was stopping at tho house with him
when the tragedy occurred, was the next
witness. Ho stated that ho had been
Stopping at the Hatrgerty homo for a week
or more at young John's request. Heand
John and the hitter's little brother Dan
went fishing Sunday morning, and re-
turned early in tho afternoon. The old
man was home at the timeand was drink-
ing beer. The old man and young John
quarreled almost immediately. The old
man wanted some money "and John
wouldn't give it to him.

WOULD CUT HIS HEART OCT.
"Later on I was out in tho backyard

cleaning some fish," continued the wit-
ness, "when the old man came out, and
asked mo if I was a friend of Jack's. I
said 'yes,' and then he said 'well then, its
all right—you can stay here as long as
you liko.' Tho old man then untied Ids
bulldog, and, going back into the kitchen
spoke to John again. Then he came out
Into the yard again with a knife in his
hand, and addressing me said, 'You dirty
bum, I've a notion to cut your heart out.'
Idid not soe the cutting, but it occurred
right after he had threatened me. The
old man I think was drunk. The de-
ceased had been drinking, too. but was
not drunk. The lirst i knew of the cut-
ting was when Sadie, John's sister,
screamed and said, 'Father has stabbed
Jack.' 1 ran into the house and saw the
old man going out the front door. John
was trying to follow him, but I caught
hold of him. He said, 'I was sitting
down, when the old man made a rush at
me, and I think he got me in the heart.'
He died in about ten minutes without
saying another word. I pulled his shirt
up, and, seeing that he was bleeding ter-
ribly, tried to stop up the wound with a
cud of tobacco."

HAD A BUCKET OF BKXR.
Sadie, tho 19-year-old daughter of Hag-

gerty, was tlie next witness. She said:
"When Jack returned from fishing the
old man was in the house. He had a
bucket of beer and asked John if ho
wanted some. John said, 'yes,' and
father said, 'all right your daddy will
give you some.' John took a drink, bnt

: a little whilo later they got to quarreling.
Father said that he could lick Johnny
'for$15,000, for lirst blood,' and made fists
at him as if he wanted to light. Johnny
only laughed at him and teased him, tell-
ing him that he was foolish. Father
went out of the kitchen, but presently re-
turned and made lists at Johnny again,

I and wanted to tight forsls,ooo. Johnny
i told him he would knock him through
! the ropes- in two minutes and a half, and
; also said ifhe didn't keep quiet he would
knock his head offhis shoulders. Father| said: 'You can't do it; you are nothing

I but a drunken bum.' At this Johnny
j began to cry like a baby. Father went
; over to him and kissed him, and told him
ihe didn't mean it. Then they shook
| hands. Father went out again then, but
I came back through the back way. Ue

seemed to be mad again, but I was not
paying much attention to them, auddidn't know there was any trouble until
Iheard the noise behind me and turned
around. I saw father havo hold of
Johnny, by the shirt front with one hand,
and saw that he had a knife in the other
hand. Iknew that he was going to give
it to him, so Iscreamed and ran out of
the room."

HEARD THREATS.
Mrs. Mazeaux who lives next door to

the Haggerty's testified that she heard
John Haggerty and the deceased quarrel-
ing yesterday. Just before the stabbing
the witness saw the deceased standing at
the kitchen door, and heard him say
"Father,if you willkeep aw ay from mcl
won't harm you." Later on the witness
heard Sadie Haggerty screaming and
looking throngli a hole in the fence; sho
saw young Haggerty bleeding. The wit-
ness had frequently heard the old man

| threaten the son. and shortly before the
stabbing heard htm Bay that he "would

| kill him before he got through." Hut
] she said she did not mind this, because
the Haggertys werecontinually fighting.

Police officers Campbell and Higgins
] told how they captured old man Haggerty
alter the stabbing in a lot at Sixth and O

; streets.
The report of Dr. C. 15. Nichols, who

performed tho autopsy ou the remains,
was read to the jury. It showed that
deatli was caused by a knife wound in the
right side of the heart.

Tic case was then submitted to the jury,
and after a few minutes deliberation a
verdict was rendered to the effect that the
decease 1 came to his death from a knife
wound In the heart Inflicted by his father,
John Haggerty, Sr.

FOUND GUILTY.
The Chinaman Convicted Who Sold

Liquor to Hoys.

Tong Wong Chang, proprietor ofa Chi-
nese storo at Third and I streets, was in
the Police Court yesterday on a charge of
having sold liquor to a boy. One of the
witnesses, a fourteen-year-old boy named
Farrell, testified that he and another boj
went to the store and bought some
whisky, which was taken to a building
on the levee, where several of their com-
panions were waiting for the stun**.

Itwas there that B boy named Porter
(Hopkins) drank until he got so drunkhe could not walk straight.

The Chinaman was found guilty, but
will probably appeal the case.

AH JIM`S "SACK.'
Tlio Polico Conrt Serened on a Pecul-

iar Technicality.
Superior Judge ('atlin rendered a de-

cision yesterday in tho appealed oase of
Ah Jim, who was convicted in the Police
Court recently lor peddling peanuts with-
out i license.

Judge ratlin reverses tho judgment of
tlie Police Court and says: "The ordin-
ance require, a Uesnss to he taken out
for 'peddling frnit nuts and candies
and other edible*, from a hand-basket.'The defendant did not peddle tbe nutsfrom a 'hand-basket.' but from a 'sack.'
At lirst view it may seem rather techni-cal to make tho distinction, but penal
statutes aro to be strictly construed. Thoordinance is not against peddling pea-
nuts, but is against peddling them in a

hand-basket. I can readily understand
that there might be no objections to the
peddling of peanuts, whilo the mode of
peddling them might'be objectionable.
The ordinance has specified tho manner
of pursuing the occupation, rather than
the occupation itself. As a matter ofcon-
struction I am limited to the words used
and cannot speculate upon the intention
oi* the authors of the ordinance."

Ilis body was
recovered from the river yesterday in the
neighborhood of where 'no was last seen.
Itappears that he first gashed his wrist
and then plunged into tho river. His
clothing was found on the bank of the
stream.

Doesn't Like the Odor.
