
GLENN COUNTY.

Who Shall be Entitled to Vote at the
Coming Election?

Attorney-General Hart Bonders an
Opinion as to tho Qualifications

of Electors Thereat.

Recently tbe Commissioners appointed
to call an election to determine whether
or not the proposed County ofGlenn shall
be formed addressed a communication to
Attorney-General Hart, requesting bis
opinion as to the qualifications of persons
entitled to vote at tbe election. In re-
sponse thereto General Hart yesterday
addressed to the Commissioners tbe fol-
lowing opinion:

Board nf Commissioners nf Glenn
Count//. WilUxos, OaL—Gentlemen: At
your request I have examined tbe Act
passed at tbe last session of tiie Legisla-
ture, approved March 11, 1891. creating
the County of Glenn; and in reference
thereto will state:

Section
_

of tho Act referred to definite-
ly fixes tbe boundaries of said (Jlenn

County.
Section 4 of said Act fixes tbe day for

the election, and declares that "at said
•lectionthere shall be submitted tothe
qualified electors of said County ofGlenn,
us hereinafter described, the question
whether tbey desire a separate county gov-
ernment; *

r • said election shall be con-
ducted in every respect, except as herein-
after otherwise provided, in accordance
With tbe general law for the election of
county and township officers."

Section 6of said Act provides that the
Board of Commissioners appointed under
the provisions of Section 5 shall meet at
tbe town of "Willows two weeks before
the day of election, and at said meeting
they shall designate tbe precincts ofthe
(Glenn) county, the bouse orplace v. itliin
the precincts where the election must bo
hold, and the offices to be filled, and ap-
point two inspectors, two judges of elec-
tion, and two clerks for each of said pre-
cincts.

Section 7 provides that "after designat-
ing tbe precincts of the county" and ap-
pointing the election officers, they shall
give notice, etc, and "that al said election
there will be submitted to the qualified
vtiters within the said County ofGlenn the
question of the final establishment of the
«_*'* county."

In order todetermine the questions sub-
mitted to me by you, it becomes neoi•>-

--\u25a0ary to ascertain when Colusa County had
ormade its last Great Roister. lam in-
formed that at the last general election
the Board of Supervisors of Colusa
< 'ounty ordered a re-registration of the
voters, and I take this to be tin- fact.

Section 1094 of the Political Code, ns
intended and approved March _*>. 1889,
reads* as follows : "Section 1094. A regis-
ter, in which shall be entered ihe names
of the qualified electors of each of the
counties in the Sta'e 1, shall lie kept at the
office of the County Clerk of such county,
nnd in each of tlie cities and counties of
the State such aregister shall be kept in

lithe officeofthe person charged with the
registration of voters in such city or
county. There shall be in each of the
-counties and cities and counties in the
Btate (when required by the Board of
Supervisors) a new aud complete regis-
tration of the voters of such counties and
cities and counties, who are entitled

(thereto, and who apply with tiie proper
proof. Such registration shall commence
one hundred days before a general elrT-

dtion, and shall continue for eighty-five
days thence next ensuing, when such

-registration shall cease: provided, that
fnothing in this section shall be held to re-
peal any (lection or registration law ap-
plicable to or in force in the City and

ofSan Francisco."
Ey the provisions of this section, in

paakingnpthe Great Register of Colusa
County for the Last election, re-registra-
tion commenced one hundred days before
the last general election and continued
for eighty-live days thence next ensuing,
terminating on the 20th day of October,

Section 1, Article XL, of the now Con-
etitution of the stato of California, pro-
wides: "(Section 1. Every native maleciti-
jzen of the I'nited States, every male per-
son wbo shall have acquired the rights of
citizenship under or by virtue of the
treaty of Queretaro, and "every male nat-
uralized citizen thereof, who shall bave
become such ninety days [trior to any
election, of the age of -1 years, who shall
have boon a resident of the State one year
next preceding the (lection, and of the
county in which be claims his vote ninety
days, and in the election precinct thirty
days, shall be entitled to vote at all elec-
tions which are now or may hereafter be
authorized by law; provided, no native of
China, no idiot, insane person, or person
convicted of any infamous crime, and no
person hereafter convicted of the ero-

leui'iit or misappropriation of pub-
lic money, shall ever exercise the privi-
leges Of an elector in this Stale."

By this section of said Article, in addi-
tion to citizenship, five things must exist
in order to qualify a person to vote, viz:

l. That citizenship must exist ninety
, days prior to election.

He must be a male citizen of tbe age
Of twenty-one years.

;*. He must have been a resident of the
(State on..- year next preceding an election.

4. He must have been a resident ol the
county in which be claims bis vote for
ninety days.

5, lie must bave been a resident In the
election precinct in which he votes thirty
days next preceding the election.

Section 17 of the Act creating Glenn
County provides that said Act shall take
effect and be in force from and after its
passage. On account of this provision
and from the language ofsaid Act thi re
Can be no doubt that since tlie 11th day
of March.. 1891, Glenn <'ounty has boon a
county, under the laws of the State Of
California, without reference to \u25a0 vott to
be had thereon, for tiie following pur-
poses: For fixing the boundaries ofsaid
County; forfixing the seal of justice <>f
tiiiid county; creating a Hoard of Com-
mie* Dominating county officers:
fixing tho election precincts of said
county, and the polling place in each
precinct; for the appointment of tu-

tors, Judges of Ejection and clerks
foreach precinct; fixing the election for

tiisi. Tuesday in May, 1891 : tor can-
vassing the votes cast at said election;
ilxwig the class to which Glenn County
belongs; fixingthe tonus of the officers
to be elected at said election, and es-
pecially tor the purposes of an election as
provided in said Act, and everything

I y to constitute a county, with the
exception that it is to be ratified by \u25a0
aiudority of the qualified electors living
Within «.lcnn County. In order for a
pen fe at said election he must be
a qualil r of Glenn,-not Colusa,
County.

There is no provision inthe Constitu-tionrequiring a voter to be registered;
but all power is reserved to the •

Which is not limited )>y T11-f\u25a0 provisions of
the Constitution. A voter must have the
qualifications provided tor in tlie Consti-
tution, i nd stich <>t!,,r qualifications as the

./ requtre. <>n April 16,
j.v> i. the Legislature, in order to make
tiie law or statute* of California conform
to the pro^ isiona ofthe new Constitution.
«uid to provid< for the registration of
voters, amended Section los-, of the Po-
litical Code, i"read as follows :

"Section 10S3. livery native male citizen
oftheUniu . cry maleperson who
shall bave acquired the rightorcitizenship
tinder or by \ irtue ofthe treaty of Quere-
turo, and every male naturalized citizen
thereof, who shall have become inch
ninety days prior to any election, of the

: _] yeara, who shall bave been a
nt of the Stale one year next pre-

ihe election, and ot" the county In
Which be claims his vote ninety days,
and iv the election precinct thirty days,
and whose name shall be enrolled on the
Great Register of such county, shad be a
.qualified elector thereof*,"

By thia section, in addition to the five
constitutional conditions, aforesaid, the
Legislature bas added another or sixth
condition, viz.: that the name of tho voter
shall i>e enrolled on the Great Register of
J,„nh <v„ir»tv: and itis only when this con-

dition, together with the five constitu-
tional conditions, are complied with, that
a person is a qualified elector.

Inregard as to what register shall be
used at tiiis mining election for complet-
ing 1lie organization of Glenn County, it
is provided by tlie Act of the Legistatiire,
approved Febraary ;', 1878, concerning
special elections, as foliovs:

••Section 1. At any special election to
be held in any county • • copies of
the Groat Register ofsuch county • • *which were piloted before, ami used at
the next preceeding general election shall
be used.

"Section 2. Before the day on which
said special election is appointed to bo
held, the Board of Supervisors of the
county. • • must furnish the Board
of Election of each precinct in the county
al least one copy ot tlie aforesaid printed
Great Register. • • * If the Board
cannot otherwise obtain a sufficient
number of copies of the register for the
purpose, it must take the copies liled in
the office of the County Clerk, in pursu-
ance of Section 12t"S of tbe Political
Code.

".Section 3. If the copy of the register
which shall be furnished to any precinct
shall have been used at a previous elec-
tion, the letter 'v' may be used instead of
the word Voted,'aa required by Section
122S of the Political Code.

"Section 4. Itshall not be the duty ofthe
Board of Election to post copies of tbe
Great Register, as required by Section
Ll49ofthe Political Code."

For the purposes of tb."election provided
for in Glenn Connty on tlie lirst Tues.lay
ivMay, 1891, tbe election must lie called
;i special election, nnd tbe Board of
Supervisors or Clerk of Colusa County
must furnish copies of tbe Great Register
of Colusa County (aa Colusa County ex-
isted before the passage of the Act creat-
ing Glenn County), used at tbo iast gen-
eral election, covering the territory of

Section 1237 o? the same code provide-

how a challenge on certain gibunds is to
i>. iried and disposed of.

Section 1238 of the Same code provides
that if the person challenged refuses to
take the oath tendered be is not to be

i allowed to vote.
Section 1239 of the Political Code lays

down the rules for determining the ques-
tion ofresidence; however, that sectional
it now exists was passed and approved
March '\u25a0'.<>, 1574, and has not been amended
since tbe adoption of the new Constitu-
tion. 'I lie third subdivision of said see-
lion is as follows: "Aperson must not
be held, by reason of having moved from
one precinct to another, In the same
county, within thirty days prior to the

! election, to have lost his residence in the
precinct so moved from, provided be was
an elector therein on the thirtieth day
prior to such, election.""

j asThis provision is unconstitutional and
void, the same being modified and re-
pealed by the provisions of Section 1,
Article 11., of the new Constitution, and
by Section 1033 of tho Political code.
whicb was amended and took cllect April
; i, 1880. Tho old Constitution of Califor-
nia did not require any length of resi-
dence in a voting precinct as a prerequi-
site ofthe right to vote; but the new* Con-
stitution changed this rule entirely and
ilie third subdivision of Section 1239
ci ased to be a law in tbis State upon the

'. adoption of our present Constitution.
This matter was fully disposed of by

Chief Justice Beatty in the case of Rus-
sell "i B. McDowell, 83 Cai. 70 'see opinion
pp. 90-1), In which opinion, after quoting

I tbe third subdivision of Section 1239 ofthe
Political Code, as aforesaid, he says: "It
is to be observed, however, with respect
to this provision of the Political Code,
that it was adopted while tbe old Consti-
tution was in force, and though perfectly
valid at the time of its adoption—the old
Constitution not requiring any length of
residence in a voting precinct as a pre-
requisite of the light to vote (Const 1863,
Art. 2, Sec D—it has ceased to be a law
since the adoption ofthe new Constitu-
tion, with which it is in direct conflict.
By the new Constitution (Art. 2. See. 1),
n ridenee In Ids election precinct for

j thirty days preceding the election IsJust
as essential a condition of the right to
vote as la residence in tlio county of
ninety days, and in the State for one
year."

My conclusions are as follows:
1. No person can vote at tbe election to

be bold in Glenn County on the lirst
Tuesday in May, 1801, unless he be a
qualified elector of Glenn County* and in
or ler to be such the following conditions
must exist: (a) He must have been a
citizen of the United States for at least
ninety days prior to the day of election.

Be must oe a mate citizen at least
21 years of age. (c) He must have been
a resident of the State at least one year

Etpreceding the day of election." (d)
He must bave been a bona fide and actual

i< nt of Glenn County, residing with-
in tbe exterior limits of that county, for

least ninety days next preceding tbe
election. (el He must have been a
b..na fide resident In the election precinct
in which he votes for thirty days next
preceding the day of election, (f) His

I name must be enrolled on tbe Great Reg-
ister of Colusa County. Should any of
these conditions be wanting bo is not
entitled to vote.

J. rite election to be held In ''lenn

tion, and for the purposes of said
election the Croat Register of Colusa
County used at the last general election
must be used for determining who shall

:. Any person having each of tbe

qualifications mentioned in tho first
hereof will be entitled to vote at said
( lection, even though not registered at
the last genera] election, provided bis
name has been properly enrolled on said

-rister since that time, and provided he- been registered more than thirtydays
prior to the day ot election.

}. It Is the duty ofthe Board ofSuper-
\ tors orClerk ofColusa County to fur-
nish sufficient copies ofthe Croat Regis-

ifCoiusa County (as Colusa County
ixisted before the passage of the Act
creating Glenn County), used at the last
general election, to supply each precinct

Glenn County with a copy for the
election io be held on tho first Tuesday in
May.

">. It is not necessary for the Board of
Election of each precinct in Glenn Coun-
ty to post copies of the Great Register, as
-required by Section 1149 of the Polities!< ode.

6. Tho Board of Supervisors of Colusa
County should print • supplement to tlio
Greet Register containing the names of
persona registered since tne last general
election, up to and including the thirty-
first day prior t<> the election to beheld on
the firstTuesday in May. Upon a failure
to do BOSUcfa persona may vote upon a
certificate issue) and provided for in Sec-
tion 1107 of tho Political Code.

7. It iS not proper for the Board of Su-
pervisors oft !olusa Couuty toorder a new
register print) d.
I 8. Without any action of the Board of
Supervisors the Clerk of Colusa County
should f-rnish a certified copy of the
Great Register of Colusa County* used at
the last general election. Ibr each precinct
established by Use Board of Commiaston-
ers ofGlenn County.

£>. An elector of that portion of Colusa
County outside ofthe boundaries of< llenn
County cannot move into Glenn County
at anytime within ninety (Jays prior to
tho day of election and be a qualified
elector of Glenn County.

10. The Board of Commissioners of
Glenn County have no right to order a
new or any register Of the qualified elect-
ors of Glenn CoUnty; neither have they
the light to print a register.

11. If there are not sufficient printed

Great Registers of Colusa County to sup-

filythe requirements of tbe election to be
leld In Glenn County, it will be the duty

of tbe County Clerk "to furnish the Board
of Commissioners of Glenn County the
copies actually used at the last general
election, to be used by tbe Election Board
in tbe same manner as provided by Sec-
tion .'5 of the Act of tbe Legislature, ap-
proved March '», IS7S, concerning special
elections. (Statutes of 1877-8, p. 73.)

12. Tbe Board of Commissioners of
Glenn County have the right to fix tbe
precincts,ana polling place within each
precinct, at such place as they may see
tit; but I would advise tbat the polling
places be fixed In such places as will en-
able the expression of tbe bona fide elect-
ors upon the questions to be submitted at
tlie election.

J.c. Woodoerry, hoe Superintendent
of Hatcheries, ivas asked for information
regarding the hatcheries at Hissous and
Shovel Crook belonging to the State. Ho
waa asked to make an estimate of the cost
of obtaining 3,000,000 salmon eggs and
hatching them, tbe State to allow the use
of tbo hatchery for the purpose.

GeorgeT. Mills. Fish Commissioner of
the stato of Nevada, was beard on the
subject of sawdust inthe Truckee River
from the Schaefler Milland the Truckee
Lumber Company, which is destroying
the fish in the State of Nevada.

The Secretary was instructed to notify
the District Attorney of Nevada County,
asking bim to act under the present law,
:m<l to send b letter to the I nited States
Fish Commissioner asking fur a copy of
the Macdonald fish ladder.

George Fern, wbo was .convicted on

Saturday of petit larceny and sentenced
to pay a fino ot $90 or serve as many days
in jail, lias been liberated, a friend having
paid the money for him.

Landlord Brooks ofthe City Hotel, tbo
complaining witness, thinks the RscOKD-
Usiou reflected too severely on him in
stating that the young man was arrested
simply that he (Brooks) might collect his-
bill for board. Ho says that under the
law* known as the "Anti-Hotel Beat
Act" be woukl bave bad the right to

Brooks forther states that after he got
tbo money from Pern, and an order for
bis own and the tatters effects, then in
the hands of Ward, he told Fern's
counsel, Kasterbrook, that he was willing
to drop tbe case, but that the latter would
not consent thereto. He also claims that
he could bave made out a worse case
against Fern had be seen fit to do so.
