
STATE BOARD OF HEALTH.

The Old Members Go Out, and the
New Ones Come In,

Business Done at "Last Night's Ses-

sions—Dr. J. 11. Lalno Chosen

Secretary.

Tho regular monthly meeting of the
State Board of Health was held last even-
ing at the oflice of the Secretary, Dr. G.
G. Tyrrell. There were present Drs. W.
R. Ciuness and Tyrrell of Sacramento,
c. A. Buggies of San Joaquin, J. M.
Briceland of Shasta, H. S. Orme (Presi-
dent) of Los Angeles and Xi. Beverly
Cole of San Francisco.

Thi' following was drawn by Dr. Tyr-
rell and adapted:

"WHEREAS, The statement is advertised
by parties calling themselves 'The New
York Specialists,'and now operating in
San Diego, that they hold certificates
firom the State Board of Health of Cali-
fornia entitling them to practice medicine
and surgery in this State: therefore he it
Resolved, That such statement is abso-
lutely false, malicious, and calculated to
deceive and mislead the public (Signed),
Dr. 11. s. orme (President), Dr. G. ii.
Tyrrell (Secretary),and Drs. C. A. Bug-
gies, J. M. Briceland, R. Beverly Cole.
W. R. Ciuness, James Simpson." :

A communication iron: tie- State Board
of Health of Lowa was read, announcing
the tact that, in the transportation of
bodies of deceased persons, "heart fail-
ure*' was frequently given as the causo of
<t< :Uh, even |in cases of death from diph-
theria ;::,d other contagious diseases. The
iowa board had adopted a resolution to
the effect that tlie return of a physician
announcing death from "heart failure"
be not accepted as satisfactory many case.

Quite a discussion followed on the sub-
ject. Drs. Ruggles, Chines-, and Cole
each held that "heart failure" was lie-
coming entirely too common in phy-
sicians'certificates of death, and that it
.rally meant no more than that the de-
ceased bad died from want of breath.

All the members who expressed them-
selves oti the subject took the ground
tliat the term "heart failure" should be
dropped, and that some snch act ion as that
of the lowa State Board be taken.

On motion of Dr. Cole it was voted that
the incoming board be requested toadopt
a rule providing that neither heart fail-
ure, dropsy, fever, cold, childbirth, etc.,
shall be accepted as satisfactory evidence
of death.

The new members of tho board then
presented their credentials, which were
found to be formal and correct. President
Orme briefly welcomed the new mem-
bers to seals mi the board.

Dr. Cole followed in a tew remarks rela-
tive to the old board, commending the
President and Secretary for their earni st,
faithful and efficient services, concluding
by moving a vote of thanks to them,
which was unanimously carried.

The old board then adjourned sine die.
The tuw board was then called to order,

and the following-named members were
found to be present: Drs. C. W. Nutting
jfSiskiyou, W. T. Cochran of Los An-

?eles, Remondino of San Diego, W.
L Ciuness and J. R, Lame of Sacra-

mento, and C. A. Ruggles of Sau Joa-
quin.

« Mi motion of Dr. Ciuness, Dr. Tyrrell
wasselected to act as temporary Secre-
tary.

Dr. Ruggles nominated for President
Dr. Cochran of Los Angeles, who re-
ceived all the votes but one (that having
been east for Dr. Ruggles), and was de-
clared eh cted.

For Secretary, Dr. Remondino placed
in nomination Dr. .1. R. Lame, and Dr.ne nominated Dr. \Y. IL ciuness.
Dr. Lame was elected.

Dr. Ciuness called upon the now Secre-
tary for a speech. Dr. Lame ex]
his thanks for the honor conferred upon
him, and said his most earnest hope was
that he might be aide to discharge the

THE PRESIDENT.
Governor Bfarktir. :i Expresses IDs

Views as to tho Reception.
There will be a meeting at the Court-

house this evening of the citizens' Exec-
utive Committee to take further action in
regard to the proposed reception to Presi-
dent Harrison on the occasion of his visit
to this city.

Yesterday several members ofthe com-
mittee, including Mayor Comstock, called
on Governor Markham and had quite a
long talk with him on the subject of the
entertainment of the President. The in-
terview was entirely informal, but many
suggestions were made by members of
the committee, several of which Gov-
ernor Markham warmly seconded. Cue
was that the formal address ot welcome
should be delivered by ex-Governor
Newton Booth.

Governor Markham favored the idea of
having all the reception within Capitol
Park, anil thought it would be a very
pretty feature to have the school children
carry dowers* with which to greet the
honored guest.

ANOTHER HITCH.

WHITE MAN VS. CHINAMAN.
The Batten* Declares the Former was

Personating an Officer.
Ah Loy, a well-known Chinaman who

has lived in Sacramonto for twenty-seven

years, last night arrested and took to the
police station (assisted by two other stal-
wart Celestials) a young man who gave
his name as J. King.

Loy said that shortly before midnight
King and acomrade presented themselves
at a Chinese house, "said they wero now
policemen and United States Marshals,
and demanded $5 for granting the China-
men the privilege of running certain
gamo--, otherwise they would arrest them.

According to Ah Toy's statement he
know the men wero frauds, and after
some parleying he and his brother China-
men arrested King, the other man escap-
ing.

King tolda different story, bnt not so
clear a one. Etc said something about
having gone to Chinatown to attend a
lottery-drawing lor a friend, and that lie
caught the Chinaman practicing fraudu-
lent methods. He demurred, and the
< 'hinaman tramped up the char;;-.' against
him.

Loy said he could bring three white
men to substantiate his story.

Contractor Barry's Fears of an Injunc-
tion Suit.

Bids Opened for the New Bridge Xear

Gait—Holden, of Wheat-

land, Gets It.

The Board ofSupervisors held a special
session yesterday for tho purpose of
opening the bids offered by various con-
tractors for building a new bridge across
tholaguna, on tho upper Stockton road,
near < ialt.

All of the members were present and
Chairman Greer presided.

Before tho board proceeded with the
bids, contractor !•". Barry, of Elk (hove,
objected to tlio opening of tin; bids at
that time, on the ground that the board
had not advertised legally in the matter.
The statutes, he said, provided that all
calls for bids in such cases should be ad-
vertised for sixty days, but inthis case
the board had only advertised in the
RECOHD-UjfTON for ten days.

The members of the board disputed
with Mr. Barry, and quite a lengthy dis-
cussion ensued, during which the other
contractors present stated that they were
willing to take all chances in tlie matter.

Mr. Barry said he was not an obstruc-
tionist, but be wanted to feel safe in. tne
matter. He did not want to take chanceson having some "reformers" bring an
injunction suit to prevent payment on the
bridge after it was completed, as had beendone in the cases of the policemen's sal -ar.es.

But tho board thirdly decided to go
ahead in tho matter and ordered the bids
opened.

The lirst bid was that Of D. J. Holden,of Wheatland. He offered to build a
plain, ordinary trestle or pile bridging,
161 Ret long and Ls feet wide, with bents16 feet apart, for $640. The contractor's
plans and specifications wore rathercrude, and the other contractors made
considerable fun of him. Holden, how-ever, assured the hoard he could do a
job, and would put up a bond to guaran-
tee good work.

Healey. Tibbetts .V Co., of San Fran-cisco, submitted elaborate plans for
iron combination bridges at variousprici 8—82,481, $2,090 and g_,025. They ot-
tered also, to build an ordinary trestle
with bents 10 foot apart, for $850. andwould deduct §75 if the bents wore placed
20 feet apart.

Colonel Augustus V. Ivautz Promoted

gustus Valentine Ivautz. Eighth Infantry,
was to-day appointed Brigadier-General
in place lot Gbneral John Gibboh, re-
tired to-day. General Eautz at present
is President of the Small-arms Board,
which meets in New York.

Genera] Kautz was born in Germany
and educated at West Point, from Ohio.
He was a private in Company!'. First
Ohio Volunteers, Bth June, is It*, and was
discharged in June, 1817. Became brevet
Second Lieutenant Fourth Infantry Ist
July, 1952, and Second Lieutenant in 1853.
He was Captain sixth Cavalry in 1861,
Colonel Third Ohio Cavalry in 1862,
Brevet Major 9th June, 1863,f0r gallant
service at Luonticello, Ry,; Brevet Briga-
dier-General Volunteers on 7th May,
1864; Brevet Lieutenant-Colonel «>t!i July,
1864, for gallant service at Petersburg,
Va.; Brevet Colonel 7th October, 1864, for
services in Virginia, and Major-! ieneral
forservices he. ore Richmond, nnd Brevet
Brigadier-General forservices in the field
during tite war. He was mustered out
of trie volunteer service in 1806, and made
Lieutenant-Colonel in tho army and
transferred to the Fifteenth Infantry in
1869. On the Sth June, 1874, he became
Colonel of the Eighth Infantry.

THE REGULAR ARMY.

Extensive Changes shortly to bo Or-
dered by the War Department.

Washington-, April 20.—The most ex-
tensive movement ofregular army troops
that has taken place for many years will
shortly he ordered by the War Depart-
ment. All regiments that have been at
one station for four years and upward
willbe moved, provided the appropria-
tion will permit. The details will not be
perfected until the Secretary returns, in
the latter part of the week.

The following are the regiments that
have served more than four years at their
present stations, most of which will be
included ih the p-oposed transfers: First
Infantry, in California since 1886; Second
Infantry, in Nebraska since 1886: Fourth
Infantry, in Idaho and Washington since

siiitli Infantry, in Arizona since
1886; Tenth Infantry, in New Mexico
since 1884; Seventeenth Infantry, in Wy-
oming since 1886; Twenty-first Infantry,
in Nebraska and Wyoming since 1884;
First Cavalry, in Montana since 1884;
Third Cavalry, in Texas since 1885; Fifth
Cavalry, in Indian and Oklahoma Terri-
tories since 1885; Ninth Cavalry, in Ne-
braska and Wyoming sir.cc 1885; Tenth
Cavalry, in Arizona since 1885, and the
Third Artillery!, in the District of Colum-
bia and Maryland since 1885.
