
MILITARY MATTERS.

Reports ofthe Inspection as Submitted
to the Brigade Commander.

Thero Will Ro No Division Encamp-

ment This Year—Talk Abont

Going to Tahoe.

The Brigade Inspector, Major F, D.
Ryan, has submitted his report showing
the condition of the local troops, to the
Commander-in-Chief. The inspection
lias been very thorough, credit forwhich
should be given to Colonels Hubbard and
Gardner, Majors Houghton, Sherburn,
Heilbron, Weinstock, Leake, Dillman
and other staff ollicers who have been
very painstaking in assisting Major
Ryan in his work.

A synopsis of the sub-inspectors' re-
ports reads about ns follows: Col-
onel Hubbard has to Say ofthe arms, that
Of tfee23B riiles in the city armories, ten

are worthless, and very many of them
need repairs. He recommends that the

armorer should be supplied with extras,

su -h as tiring pins, ejecters, etc., and the
repairs could be made in the armory.

He is opposed to the habit which prevails
of allowing rifles to be taken from the
armories, and states that they are usu-
ally damaged when returned. He reports
the arms and clothing of Company F
of Woodland in good condition; that they
are kept in the armory and aro insured.
The men are reported as lacking steadi-
ness in the ranks, but will compare
favorably with others in this respect.

THE CLOTHING AND MEDALS.

Major Houghton has presented an
elaborate report ofthe condition of cloth-
ing and accoutrements belonging to the
city companies. Very many are in bad
condition, and such should be returned
to the Adjutant-Coneral. He suggests
tiiat after drills and parades the lockers
be left open so that the clothing can be
aired. He would have all requisitions
for property pass through tbe hands of
the Regimental and Brigade Quartermas-
ters, and have such distributed by them
to the various companies. Sergeant
Bauqnier ofCompany B is highly com-
mended by the Major for tbo manner in
which he* had the company property
ready for inspection.

Major Heilbron wants the battery to
have new harness, and recommends all
the old worn-out stuff to be returned to
the State Armory.

Major (.ett and Captain Dray sent in re-
ports of the number of medals won by
the men, and Company B gets a scoring
from the Inspector on account of the at-
tendance at the regular meetings. He
states that the men seem to lack that in-
terest in tho company which tho ollicers
should endeavor to supply.

Major Sherburn found Company C
(Nevada) in good shape, generally speak-
ing, but finds fault with the appearance
of some ofthe men who were not suf-
ficiently tidy in their persons to pass a
careful inspection. Some fault was also
found with the condition ofthe lockers.

GREAT SYSTEMS OF BOOKKEEPING.
From tho report of Majors Leake and

Dillman, who were detailed to examine
the book accounts of the city companies,
we gather tbat they found them in a
muddle, so to speak.* Their report states
that E's books are neatly kept, but show
no indebtedness, and it is known that the
company issomefOSOin arrears for rent.
Tlie book, show an actual balance on
band of 18006. Company B's cash book
is kept in a very unbusinesslike manner.
There seems tube no system about it and
tlie books are very poorly kept. The faco
ofthe cash book shows SI.jG more receipts
than disbursements, and the company
has no money on hand. GrS cash book is
reported as kept in a very careless and
loose manner. Tbe fact is cited that on
tbe face, a credit balance is shown in the
bands ot" the Treasurer of $128, but the
balance has been forced to $228* which is
the correct amount as shown by the stub
book. In A

No HULNUTKB HAVE HEEN WRITTEN
Up for a yi-ir pasl. The books show no
Indebtedness, but inquiry developed tho
fact that the company owed ftwO. The
system ofpaying warrants is very loose.
The Signal < Jorps is the only organization,
the inspector, say, whose accounts are
kept in a proper manner. This is not
onlydone, but a healthy balance ofs.'iloCis
is show n, -v ith no debts.

Majors Leake and Dillman strongly
recommend that the State authorities
inaugurate a system oi bookkeeping for
aii the companies of the National Cuard,
and see to it that all shall be kept alila>.
These reports and recommendation- will
be forwarded to division headquarters
to-day.

TO TAHOE ANl> IJA< K.
A distance of about I'JO miles, while the

troops would only have to walk
about : jxty miles in all. They could
ride as far as l'lacerville, aud a three-
days' march from tbere would land them
at Tullac, where ihey could rest for two

or three days. The boat could then be
taken to MeKlnney'S or Tahoe City,
after \Vhich a pleasant march of Fourteen
miles would bring them to Truckee,
where cars could be taken for home.
There will be sufficient funds to make a
trip of this kind, and they need not be
gone longer than eight days. The Scenery
wotdd be something never to be forgot-
ten, and the experience gained would be
in the right direction for National
Guardsmen. Tho trip from Placerville
would be somewhat dusty, but the ever-
varying scenery would keep the men
from dwelling too much on this discom-
fort.

NEXT SATURDAY'S PARADI„

The next parade of the military will be
on the occasion of the President's visit,
May 2d.

The Brigade Commander has been
ordered to preside at the examination of
held ollicers of the First Artillery by the
Coii.mander-in-< hief.

Samuel A. Smith, of Company A, and
P. D. Van Horn, of Company E, have
applied for the positions oi Orderlies on
the Brigade Stall. They will rank as
Sergeant-Majors, and wear the cavalry
uniform. One will act as guidon bearer
and the other as trumpeter of the bri-
gade.

THE LOG CABIN CAMPAIGN.

Days Wheh the Fires of Patriotism
Burned Brightly.

Eds. Record-Union: The coming of
our President awakens reminiscences of
the ''long ago," one of which, with your
permission, Iwili relate. During the ex-
citing Presidential campaign of 1840,
tlie "log cabin and hard cider"
campaign, when General Harrison,
grandfather of our present Presi-
dent, the idolized candidate, not

\u25a0 only of our Hoosier Whigs but of the
, grand old Whig party of the North,
j aroused the enthusiasm of his party as
never did candidates before or since. I
was a boy of 14. My father and alibis
numerous family were ardent Whigs and
active politicians, and on the disruption
ofthe party followed it iuto the Republi-
can camp, and in tbe war ofthe rebellion
tliat followed, my three brothers joined
the Union army, and one of them was
killed at Pittsburg Landing. But to my
story:

One of my schoolmates, and my partic-
ular chum, was John Mendenhall, aged
12. son ofMiles Mendenhall-, Judge, Post-
master, hotel-keeper and all-around pol-
itician. John subsequently graduated at

j West Point, and was a successful artillery
oflicer during the war of the rebellion.
He was a Democrat, as was his father. It
was my ambition to convert him to Mid-way of thinking on politics. In this I
was successful, for some reason unac-

! countable to myself. As the election ap-
proached, I conceived the idea
of contributing something to party dis-
play on election day, and taking John into
my confidence, wo two "might have been
seen" for mauy days therealter surrepti-
tiously wending our way, with dinner
pail in hand, to the woods, whero we con-
structed a miniature log cabin from

{ buckeye poies, carefully "notched"' and
nailed together, with split "slab floor,"
bark roof, held in place by "weight
poles," with a coon skin tacked to the
outer walls and a powder keg marked

j "hard cider" on the front porch (for this
j sample of a backwoods dwelling had a

J porch), and a live 'coon as tenant. With
two light p'>les lashed to the sills we were

jready for the great day. As it was quite
j heavy for two hall-grown boys, we car-
ried it as near town as we dared the night

j before, and on the morning of election
I day, after the crowd bad collected in
front of tlie polls, we proudly marched in,

j feeling like embryo patriots come to
"save our country." John, as he was the
shortest, in the lead, and I between the
poles behind. We had barely reached
the polls when the "Otter Creek" contin-
gent of the Democratic party, the "fight-
ing wing," made a wild rush to destroy
our party emblem. The Whigs, with
their strings of buckeye bails around

i their necks, came promptly to our res-
ct:e. and in live minutes there were prob-

; ably thirty men engaged in a hand-to-
'• hand, rough-and-tumble light. The
Whigs were victorious, and we took up

I our line of march around the town, with
Buoh a body-guard as would have made
promt the heart of a conquering hero.

i Oh! for those old days again, when the
; fires of patriotism luirned brightly on
j every American hearth-stone.

CONVICTED AT LAST.

A Successful Prosecution Under the
New Vagrancy Law.

Sam Jackson Could Not Convince a

Jury that He Was Not a Low

Character and a Vagrant.

Itis now evident, since tlie vagrant law
was amended by the recent Legislature,
that the police authorities will stand some
ehanee of convicting the L-street loafers,
who live oil" the earnings of women who
have lost all sense of shame. Heretofore
all that was necessary for these idlers to
do, in order to escape punishment lor
vagrancy, was to work an hour or so
every ten days, or sweep out a saloon
once a week, but this will be considered
no defense nowadays.

Sam Jackson, a strapping colored man
who makes lower L street his headquar-
ters, and who has been arrested several
times on charges ot vagrancy, but es-
caped conviction, was arraigned before a
juryyesterday in the Police Court, on a
charge of being an idle and dissolute per-
son, an associate ofknown thieves, and

! therefore subject to arrest as a vagrant.
The jury selected were: L. Dwyer, George
Sebroth, S. \V. Butler, J. 8. Gattmann,
Thomas Lynn, .los. G. Genshlea. .). Lav-
enson, Charles T. Barton, J. M. Hender-
son, Charles Ileckole, L. Arker, Charles
Hotekel and L. Schindler.

During the impaneling of the juryCity
Attorney Hart and attorney Estabrook
engaged in a wordy wrangle over the
question as to whether or not the defense
was required to produce a preponderance
of evidence on their part, to accomplish
an acquittal. Air. Estabrook held that
the defense did not have to do so, as they
were ontitled to the benefit of the doubt.
Mr. Hart claimed that the defense, in
order to make a reasonable doubt in the
case, had to produce a preponderance
of evidence, and he asserted so vigorous-
ly. After a somewhat heated exchange of
words, the subject was finally dropped.

TIIK TI'STIMONY.
Ex-officer Franks was the first witness

sworn. He said he knew Jackson and
did not know that he had ever done a
stroke of work in the last two years. He
was in the habit of associating with ex-
eon victs in Peter Rossi's saloon and the
"Old Corner," and had lived with a col-
ored prostitute on L street, between Sec-
ond and Third. It was the usual thing
for him to wander from one saloon to
another during the entire night. He had
no business.

OfficerLowell swore that since he had
been on night-watch on beat No. 2 lie had
seen Jackson almost every night on L
street. He never appeared to have any
work to do and he associated with ex-

j convicts Kelley, Smith and several
I others.

A rcess was taken till 1:30 p. m.
At the afternoon session of tlie court

special officer McLaughlin was called to
tne stand. His beat embraces L stre"t
from Second to Fourth, and also X street.
He swore that in the past year be had

! never seen Jacksoi. do a day's work. He
was in the habit of hanging around Peter
Rossi's place, and spent the greater por-
tion of his time in playing cards.

Officer Simmons swore that while he
I was on the L-street beat he met Jackson
regularly, both in the day and night-
time.

"HE WAS srPERIOR TO N'IP.GKRK."
Johnson, a colored man, said ho never

know Jackson to work. lie always
boasted that "he was superior to niggers,
and didn't have to work.'' Although he
did not see the defendant at all hours of
tlio day and night, he considered that an
honest man would not try to hide while
working.

Officer' tibson, Charles Yates and Lizzie
Belmont also gave testimony forthe pros-
ecution. The latter stated that she never
knew the deiendant to be engaged in any
lawful business during the past three
months. She assisted hitn financially
several times, bal bf late had refused liini.

The defense endeavored to show that
Jackson's ancestors were California In-
dians, and therefore not amenable to the
vagrancy law. but the attempt was weak
and resulted in a failure.

One witness swore that the defendant
had asked for work at a bootblack stand,
but Immediately afterward Jackson was
called to testify, and he admitted that ho
did very little work during the past year.

The jury were out about live minutes
and returned with a verdict ofguilty.

CHANDLER FROZEN OUT.
A Side Issue in tho Houchin Insol-

vency Proceedings.
Judgo Grant, who is presiding in De-

partment One of the Superior Court iv
Judge Catlin's ulaee, rendered a decision
yesterday on one of the side issues of tho
insolvency proceedings of W. C; Houchin
vs. his creditors.

Prior to becoming insolvent Houchin
purchased some tinners' tools from L. C.
Chandior on credit. In his petition ot in-
solvency he asked the court to set apart
theso tools as exempt from seizure by the
creditors. This worried Mr. Chandler,
and he resorted to various and ingenious
methods to secure possession of tho un-
paid-for articles, but without success.

When Houchin's case was called up in
the Superior Court yesterday Mr. Chand-
ler was on hand with his attorney,
Chauncey Dunn, and objected to Houchin
having the tools.

The testimony of various witnesses was
taken and the case was argued by Mr.
Dunn for Chandler and Grove L.John-
son for Houchin. Judge Grant finally
decided that the tools were exempt, and
he ordered that they be set apart from tlie
property levied upon by tho creditors.
An attachment levied by Chandler upon
tbe tools in the Justice Court will bo
affected by this decision.
