
UMATILLA INDIANS.

They Want Pay For Land Im-
provements Without Delay.

TROUBLE MAY OCCUR IP THEIR DE-

MANDS GO UNHEEDED.

Son Domluso Anxious to Form a

Treaty of Reciprocity "Witli the

United States—A Quarantine Station

to be Established at Angel Island—

The Disabled Soldiers' Homo at

Santa Monica to be Visited by the

National Hoard.

Washington, April 24.—Tho Uma-

tilla Indians want pay for tlie improve-
ments of their lands without delay. They j
are very much agitated over the matter,
and some ol'their leaders insist that un-
less (hey get their pay before giving up
their lands they will never hear of their
money.

The Luterior Department is advised by
A.Cleaver, Register at Pendleton, Ore-
gon, that possibly it might save trouble
between the settlers and Indians il" an

agreement oould be made whereby the
Indians could get their money immedi-
ately.

A dispatch from him to Land Commis-
sioner Carter to-day is as follows:

"Ifthe Receiver, as disbursing agent,
was authorized to pay the Indians imme-
diately for the Improvements according i

lo the Act of March •'. iss.*), upon the
agent Identifying the Indian and the In- j
dian receipting therefor, the Indians
would then abandon the improvements
without difficulty, and the faith thus kept
"would materially aid the Allotment < lom-
missioner in the future. They are put I
out of their homes, and have no money
to build new ones."

To tiii-;Land Commissioner Carter ye- j
plied that by direction of the Secretary
the Receiver will transmit all moneys

received for Indian improvements on tlie
Umatilla Reservation under the Act of
March 3,1885, by draft payable to Com-
missioner ofIndian Ah_irs direct to tliat
office, wiih a statement showing the
names ofthe individual Indians and the
exact amount ihw and payable to each.
Thia plan was recommended by Indian;
Commissioner Morgan, and a\ as agreed
upon by all the departments concerned.

The valuation oi the Indian improve-
ments shows a total of $^954, ranging in
amounts to individual Indians from Ni to
*1,11.<.

From other information received con-
oernine the situation it would appear tliat
the Indians are indignant oxer tlie delay.

RECIPROCITY.

Ssan Domingo Wishes to Negotiate a
Treaty With the lulled States.

Wash rsaros, April24.—Senor Galvan,
who is now here, is empowered by San

'Domingo to negotiate a reciprocity
agreement with thiscountry, lit'said to
yonr correspondent to-day :

"Nm Domingo occupies about two-
thirds of a large island southeast of Cuba.
Itspopulation is over 600,000. We raise
about 50,000 ton-, of sugar, 21,000 of which

'is sent to the United states. The balance
is consumed on the island. We send to
Germany a large quantity of tobacco. It
is not quite as fine as Cuban tobacco, but
finds ready sale in Germany, We also
raise cocoa, tea, coffee aud hides. A good ;
quality oftea grows wild. There is also
considerable exportation bf mahogany
and logwood."

"On what basis conld a reciprocity
tie ity be negotiated ".'"*

'"There aie many reasons why such a
treaty v. ould he beneficial. The total im-. porta oi' the Republic mount to aliout
54.."i00,000 a year, of this amount ihe
United States sends us now only about
$750,000 worth, with a treaty favoring
American goods. The importations from
th.- United states would aggregate fully
|3,500,000, displacing the cotton good's
and ironware which we get fiom Eng-
land, the fancy .roods, shoos and drugs
which we import from France, and beer
and other articles v\ Inch come from < 'er-
many lint there is something more to
be gained tlian a mere increase ofcom-
merce. With such a treaty the sugar
industry would be greatly stimulated Iand developed. This would mean the
investment ofmore capita] and the pur-
chase of more machinery. For both of
these we would lookto the United States, j
Already GO per cent, of the sugar estates'
are in the hands of Americans."

••So reciprocity with San Domingo
means the protection and development of i
American industries'.'"

••That is the point, exactly. The money '

fiaid us for our sugar would come direct-
v back to yoa for machinery and for tiie

establishment ofmore sugar estates. We
jemn in ten years furnish enough sugar to
supply the whole of the United States.
San Domingo is not developed. Our
smali population is evidence of thi>.
There are choice tracts of fertile lands
awaiting transformation Into plantations,
As the demand for sugar became greater,
efforts to increase the supply wouldbe-
C nic all the more earnest and progres-
sive. ( tor people are wealthy and anxious
lo deal withthe Tinted State-.. When i
tell yon th_J there are int< rnal revenue
taxes and San Domingo derives its
revenues solely irom customs duties you
can appreciate the sacrifice that we make
in cutting down the custom receipts free
of duty or with a tariffso low that they
are given immense advantages over Ku-ropcan goods, in the future we would
take almost everything you manufacture. '
Another strong argument from the l>o-
mingoan standpoint in tavorofa recipro- j
city treaty is that snch a treaty would
make the United Mates independent of
Cuba and Spain iv a few years."

Xo Conclusion Arrived at for Refund-
ilia; Them.

Washington, April -4- — Secretary
Foster has not arrived at anyr conclusion
as to the plan of refunding tho 4\ per
cent, bonds, amounting to £j0,000,000,
which fall due September Ist. In con-
versation to-day, on the condition of the
Government Ana-toes, the Secretary ex-
pressed himself as having no fear of the
ability ofthe Government to meet all
obligations as then might arise. The
available money at the disposal of the
Treasury is placed at about $7,000,000.

Included in this aggregate- the Secretary
mentioned tlie suhsidary coin now in tlie
Treasury, the large amount of deposits
held by tlio national banks, the surplus
of approximately 911,000,000, and also
aliout ijki.tXKUK*> in bullion and 04*000,000
in silver dollars in the Treasury, upon
which no certificates were issued.

THE INDIAN'S MUSTANG.
Horses "Were Introduced In America

by the Spaniard- 1 and Some Escaped.
The Indian horses of the mountain and

plains tribes were originally of that wild
stock once found in vast herds over the
intracontinent region, and which had
their beginning from those that strayed
from the Spaniards in old Mexico* as
there were no animals of that character
untilthe Spanish conquest, if we except
an extinct species found only as a fossil
on the plains of Kansas. These wen- geo-
logical specimens long before the advent
of the Indian, and ofsuch a remote age as
to bewilder the mind in its contempla-
tion.

Kven until the middle ofthe eighteenth
century the Indians of the cr untry east of
the Mississippi used to laugh at the white
man, who could not walk but inns; ride
ahorse. The Indian thought nothing of
keeping up a "dog trot' 1 all day, making
his fifty and sixty miles during that
time.

The a ild horsgs of the American conti-
nent once roamed from the border <>f old
Mexico as &r north as Lake Winnipeg,
says a writer in the Kansas City Star.
Twenty-tliree years ago there were a
great many wandering over the broad.grassy bottoms ot the ' 'imarron, in Konth-
w i stern Kanaas: perhaps they aie not all
extinct yet. All the wild horses that I
have ever seen were of a small stature-
pony built in every instance- bul pos-
sessing a wonderful amount of endur-
ance; a tough, hardy animal, well-fitted
to perform the peculiar duties the Indians
demanded of him. The savages are very
hard on their animals, and unless thoir
hor-es were constituted to "li\c on cactus
and drink the green slime of buffalo wal-
iows"' they would have lieeome extinct,
probably, long ago. When caught yotuig
tiny are easily broken, but if taken at an
advanced age they are perfectly ineorric-
ible.
